REFUSE FROM GAS WORKS.

&lleged Cause of Destruction of
Fish.

Maj. Sylvester, chief of police. has re-
ceived a communication from H. M. Smilth,
acting fish commissioner, of the Depart-
mtnt of Commerce and Labor, giving the
results of Mr. Evermann's investigation of
the death of a large number of fish in the
Eastern branch recently. The communica-
tion is signed by Mr. Evermann, and says:
"in compliance with your verbal request

on the afternon of the 16th instant I visited
the Eastern branch at Twining City for
the purpose of making observations such as
were posible regarding the death of fish
in those waters, as reported to the bureau
of fisheries by Major Sylvester.. With Mr.
Gurniey and another police officer I went in
bout up the Eastern branch to the he.ad

of the cove or bight just below the Penn-
sylvania avenue crossing, and crossing
over the right bunk came down the cThan-
nel, etc."
Continuing. Mr. Evermann says:
"The water was quite foul everywhere.

In perhaps a dozen different places we
stirred up the bottom with a long pole, and
in every case more or less oil and tar came
to the surface. In the vicinity of the gas
works the water was covered with oil, and
the bottom was a thick coat of tar."
The report affirms that there seems to be

little qiuestion but that the refuse from the-
gas works caused the death of the fish in
such large numbers.

Pretty
soon the lanky lawyer's careful and pains-
taking methods attracted clients to him,
and about the same time "Tom" Taggart's
genial smile and popularity with the train-
men and the traveling public earned him
the managership of the several lunch coun-
ters in the station.
But the lawyer had reaped the results

of the struggle long before the -other.
While Mr. Taggart was still looking. out
for the dollars,. Mr. Fairbanks, .by- secur-
ing various railroad interests as clients,
had got together a competency that made
h~i~ pracfically independent. "Mir. 'Fair-
banks has- been credited with receiving One
fee of $M00.000; and it is known for a cer-
taihty that he -did aget. at least.,one that
was only $50,000. less. He- is as good ; a
business man as he is.a politician, and so
Is Mr. Taggart, the evidence to this effect
being found in the way each man has made
the dollars multiply. But while the sena-
tor has accomplished this in a quiet sort
of way, Mr. Taart has done so with a
good deal of the spectacular and pictur-
esqueness that mark his hand. in anything.

Both in Earnest.
Mr. Fairbanks says he is in politics be-

:ause he considers it the duty of every
patriotic American to take an active in-
terest in the welfare of his country. Mr.
raggart says he is In politics because he
,.can't help it," by which he means he
Loves the game too intensely to be satis-
led with being a mere spectator-he was
born in Ireland. Each feels himself in
honor bound to carry the state.
The 'maneuvering and fighting between

them will be interesting to watch from
now on as the campaigla grows hot. There
will be moves and counter moves to fur-
nish zest, for each man is a great student
)f what the other-fellow is going to do;
ind on election day it would not surprise
the friends of either to.ilearn that he was
loing some such thing as working for all
he was worth in his own precinct.

The campaign in Indiana, one of the im-
portant states in the presidential contest.
is peculiar in that the state leader of the
republican psrty is its ' vice presidential
candidate and his opponent is the chairman
of the democratic national committee, and
hence the party's. national as well as state
manager.
Two men more diametrically opposite in

personality could scarcely be found in poli-
tics than Charles W. Fairbanks and Thomas
S. Taggart.
Mr. Fairbanks is the embodiment of dig-

nity and grace at all times except when he
Is sitting down, when his long legs, drawn
up toward his chin, make you think of a

big, jack-knife half closed; and when he
passes along the street all Indianapolis
politely says, "How do you do, senator?"
Mr. Taggart hardly knows that there 15

such a thing as dignity, or grace either, for
that matter. His hat is usually on the
back of his head; almost .any citizen of In-
dianapolis can tell of slaps on the bacK
and pokes in the ribs given him by the
democratic manager, and his "Howdy,
Bill?" is met with "Hello, Tom!"
The senator has nevet' been heard to make

a. joke in'the.course of a.political sch.
Mr. Taggart not only jokesin P0601*, but
i nofed as the greatest_ wag of ;te city,
and his friends are contintually taig Psadb
tthe butts of his more- or. less praetical joke.
Mr. Fairbanks, in a conversation not lont

ago, declared that politics was far too seri-
ous 'a matter to transform into a joke.
"The people want facts, not stories," he
said. "They may laugh at the story, and

you may think you've made a .hit, but it is
my firm belief that when they come to vote

they will vote for th- ticket whose speakers
have given the facts as they are."

Likes His Joke.
A good joke to Mr. Taggart is as the

breath of life itself; if he plays it, the

premier joy of the seventh heaven, and he

is no respecter of persons when he is out

for amusement. Witness the way he treat-
ed Judge James McCabe, the Hearst-boom
manager in the Hoosier state, when he
journeyed to Indianapolis to see how his
opponent, Tom Taggart, was getting on.

Mr. Taggart walked up to the Judge in a

hotel corridor, greeted him effusively, and
while talking with him expertly "lifted"
the judge's fine diamond stick pin. Then he
turned the conversation.
"Judge," said he, "I know you're a great

admirer of diamonds. I've a pin here I'd
like to show you."
"But," said the judge, swelling with

pride, "I've a fine pin myself. I fancy you
can't beat it," and he reached for it, to be
confounded with dismay the next moment
over its absence. Mr. Taggart let the judge
worry all evening before he went up" to
him and solemnly stuck the pin -back where
it belonged.
Mr. Fairbanks is as careful In speech, in

action, in dress, in thought, in plan as he
is about avoiding what to him is fatal po-
litical ribaldry. Mr. Taggart seemingly
hates deliberation. Ask him a question,
and he answers without apparent weighing
of words. Not so the senator. He hunts
for the reply that will be just right. This
extreme carefulness is one of his distin-
guishing marks, and it has made him the
master of his party in Indiana, from the
precinc* up, just as surely as Mr. Taggart's
mcre picturesque methods have given him
absolute control of his organization.

Know Their State.
Only in their methods of organization

ire the two men anywhere alike. To both
if them their adopted state is an open
ook for constant political study, and
mach knows the temperament of the people
n its corners as well as the centers. Dur-
ng the first Bryan campaign, when the
lemocratic national committee met to hear
reports of the pre-election canvass madeby the various state committeemen, Mr.
l'aggart lugged before his brethren a good-sized valise with bulging sides.
"What is that?" they asked In astonish-ment.
"That, gentlemen." was the reply, "con-tains the poll of every election district Inmy state."
The precinct is Mr. Fairbanks' greatrobby also.
"Look after the precincts, and the state

will take care of itself," he tells his lieu-
tenants. He knows IndIana's precincts ev-
ary bit as well as "Tom" Taggart does.
Hie can tell as certainly how this or thatone will go, and If there is a precinct in
the state in which he has not spoken inone campaign or another nobody knows of
it The senator is the most indefatigable
campaigner his party ever had in Indiana.
He holds the record for speeches before-
Hoosier audiences, and Mr. Taggart can-
riot make one of his unexpected sallies into
the sycamore groves of the state without
learning that the senator Is known there
by reason of some address he made some
time or other to the backwoodsmen.

. Bely on Their Aids.
Neither man Is domineering. Mrd Fair-

banks will not recommend a man for any
political preferment who has not the back-
ing of his district- leader. Mr. Taggart is-
equally solicitous of his lieutenants' feel-
ings, consulting them freely, and, as is the
case with his opponent, frequ.ently taking
their advice and molding a campaign in
part according to theIr ideas. Both lead-
ers also largely rely on their respective
aids to discover for them what and whom
the people want, and until their reports
come, refrain from coming out for any is-
sue or candidate. This is largely the secret
of each man's reputed political sagacity;
and It was in this fashion that Mr. Fair-
banks, in 189)6, found out that Indiana
would undoubtedly favor the party declar-
ing for the gold standard. He had already
deternilned that such a plank should be in
the state platform if he could get it there;
he redoubled his efforts, and, despite mis-
givings and some opposition on the part of
several prominent politicians, the plank
was inserted as Mr. Fairbankcs had written
it. Indiana being one of the first states to
declare for gold. The party's candidate for
governor,.- Mr. Mount, had not favored the
gold plank, and when the convention was
over, he said to Mr. Fairbanks: "Well,
we've got a good platform-all except that
gold planik."
"Ah," said Mr. Fairbanks, confidently,"that plank will prove our sheet anchor,

and it will make you governor of Indiana,"a prophecy which was fulfilled in Novem-
ber

Sticklers for Deta,il.
Tbere is no detail incident to a campaign

th-at either leader will not take upon him-
self. Both men are sticklers in -this par-
ticular, and for that reason they are men
of "unfinished pclitical business." If the
party's cause will be furthered by Mr.
Fairbatiks' entering into a half' hour's dis-
cussion about the be.st way to secure John
Smiith's vote, he is not the man to plead
lack of time; and Mr. Taggart will give
twice that time, if necessary, to planning
out a big banner to be ilung across Wash-
ington street. This regard for detail takes
them all over tile state, into its every nook
and cranny, and has made them personally
acquainted with the men who get out the
vote and thousands of voters besides.
It is noteworthy that both men, each of

whom would die by his party, became poli-
tically prominent at about the same time.
Before 1888, when Mr. Fairbanks was the
manager of Judge Waiter Q. Gresham's
campaign for the presidency, he had been
known only as a speaker who could be
called upon at any time to be sent any-
where within the state's borders. Mr.
Taggart had been elected county auditor
for the first time four, years before, but
not until he was up for renomination did
he or his party realise how strong he was,
Then it was that "Tomn" Taggart, at last
aware of his hold on his part, 1Man s-
suaming the reins, and four years lae he.

Chicago's New $1,000,000 Building.
CHICAGO, August 27.-Plans and speci-

fications for the Majestic Theater and of-
fice building at 71 to 75 Monroe street
have been submitted to the city depart-
ment for approval. The plans provide for
a twenty-itory office building with a

frontage of 82 feet, a depth of 60 and a

height of.260 feet, with an apex reaching
a height of 274 feet. The theater bulld-
ing will be on the rear portion of the
property, 132 by 82 feet in dimensions. It
will be the first playhouse constructed
under the provisions of the new theater
ordinance. The seating capacity will be
2,125.
Foundations for the building. are now

in course of construction. They will^con-
sist of seventeen caissons. 8 to 10 feet in
diameter, sunk to the rock, a distance of
105 feet from the surface. The building
is to be completed in one year and will
cost $1,O00,00)0. The theater has been
leased for twenty years to a firm which
will conduct vaudeville entertainments in
the house.
