HAD SOME WORD.

Henry Moore and Another .an Quar-
reled-Other Man Shot Him.

Henry Moore, colored, twenty years old,
attended a dance given at Lincolnia, Fair-
fax county, Va., last night, and he is now
in the Emergency Hospital suffering from
gunshot wounds of the left hand and thigh.
Moore lives at Mount Pleasant, and while
at the dance last night he had some words
with another colored man. It was about II
o'clock when he started home, and be had
gone but a short distance before he was
shot from the roadside. His brother brought
him to the city this morning in a wagon
and reached the hospital about 7 o'clock.
The surgeons found that the man's thigh

and hand had been peppered with shot, but
his condition did not appear to be danger-
ous. The wounded man said that after be
had trouble with the other man the latter
went home and got his gun and then waited
on the road for him. He told the police the
name of his alleged assailant, and the Vir-
ginia authorities will be notified of the
shooting.

Must Prove They Are Farmers.
As a result of the raid on the alleged

"squatters" at the Center market Thurs-
day by Detective Watson, Policeman Acton
and Market Master Rice, four persons were

arraigned before Judge O'Neal in the Dis-
trict branch of the Police Court yesterday
afternoon on separate charges of occupy-
ing space without having had it assigned to
them. They were Robert Scott, George
Clevering. Maurice Pumphrey and William
Grove.
Scott, the court was told, was not given

a permit because he had not furnished sat-
isfactory proof that he was a farmer. He
promised to make the required showing,
and the court continued further action In
the case for five days. Pumphrey, it was
alleged. In addition to selling produce
raised on his farm, was selling some which
he purchased from another dealer. He de-
nied the charge, and Judge O'Neal took
action similar to that taken in the Scott
case.
It was testified against Clevering that he

was not a farmer, but was employed by
other dealers to take care of their stands,
and that while so engaged he bought pro-
duce, which he disposed of for his own ben-
efit. lie was adjudged guilty, and paid a
fine of $10 which the court imposed on him.
William Grove admitted that he sold pro-
duce not of his own raising, and he was
promptly fined $10. The fine was paid.

Painters' local No. , at a called mrting
of that body lMt irt, withdrew from
the Council of AMied uiding Trades. This
Is regarded in laborscircles as a decisive
move In the dirsctio of the formation in
this city of a branch of the Structural
Building Tradea.Alance, known as the ri-
Val organizationg While final a6tion was
not taken by thetpaiters in affiliating their
local with the alliande, it is reported that
such affiliation is only.the matter of a short
time.
"The reason we ha'e not applied for a

district charter from the national alliance,"
said a well-known carpenter, "is because
we do not want to go Into the new organi-
zation' piecemeal. When the local branch
is organized we want to have all, or at
least a majority, of the basic trades with
us. We regard the move of the painters
last night in withdrawing from the council
as an encouragement to the Carpenters'
Union to go ahead In the movement they
have started."
When asked if the bricklayers would nite

with the carpenters in forming a local alli-
ance the speaker said:
"Certain members of the council are try-

ing to discourage the bricklayers from join-
ing us, but eventually, for their own inter-
est, they will be in the movement."
The withdrawal of the carpenters' unions

from the Council of Allied Building Trades.
as announced by The Star at the time
of the occurrence, marked the first step
in the formation of the opposition body
here. The carpenters are the pioneers In
the movement. The painters, at their meet-
ing last night, appointed a committee, it is
said, to confer with representatives of the
other building trades concerning the plans
for forming the alliance, but they are re-
quired to report back to their union before
definite action will be taken. This may be
done at another special meeting which, it is
reported, will be held next Friday evening.
"We are simply trying to get 'the lay of

the land' before we move," was the way a
painter described in a nutshell the present
situation.

Power to Enforce Rules.
In an opinion rendered° yesterday Cor-

poration Counsel Duvall held that the
health officer has power to enforce in the
shipment of corpses the rules and regula-
tions existing in the state or territory to
which they are sent, provided they do not
conflict with such regulations in the Dis-
trict.
"Any requirement short of this," he says,

"would be legally insufficient to enable the
body to be transported beyond the District
of Columbia, inasmuch as compliance with
the legal requirements of the jurisdiction
into which the body is to be removed is es-
sential, irrespective of compliance with the
requirements of any other jurisdiction; that
is to say, the subject matter is one en-
tirely within the control of the respective
jurisdiction into which it is desired to re-
move the body."

TEREE XONTH$ IN WOBK,OUSB.

Boy Sentenced for Stealing a Crate of
Eggs.

James Hopkins. an eighteen-year-old
colored youth, told such an improbable
story when he was arraigned in the
United States branch of the Police Court
this morning on a charge of stealing a

crate containing thirty dozen eggs that
Judge Mills sentenced him to three
months in the workhouse without the al-
ternative of paying a fine.
Polit,eman Murphy of the first precinct

told the court that he saw Hopkins with
the crate of eggs near the Center market
yesterday and that he questioned him
about the owner because he was having
considerable difficulty in carrying it. He
was unable to give a satisfactory answer
and was escorted to the station house,
where he was lodged in a cell. An in-
vestigation was made and it was found
that the crate of eggs had been taken
from a wagon belonging to William
Baughman while it was standing near
the market.
Hopkins declared to the court that he

had been employed by a man to assist
him in carrying the eggs and was to re-
ceive 5 cents for his services. He said hedid not know how far he was to go and
that when the other man saw the officer
approaching he left, saying he would be
back in a short time.

Finds No Charge Against Him.
"There is nothing against this man," said

Judge O'Neal in the Police Court this morn-
ing after he had beard testimony in the
case of Oscar McDaniel, colored, for al-
leged vagrancy, " and 1'l take his personal
bonds."
Under the circumstances the prisoner and

his counsel thought he was entitled to an
acquittal. Attorney Peyton argued for a
dismissal of the charge, but personai bonds
was the best the court would do.
