CLOSE OF FORT RILEY TOURNEY.

Pistol Match Marked Last Event-Fifty
Competitors.

FORT RILEY, August 27.-A pistol
match, with fifty marksmen from different
parts of the country, marked the close
here today of this year's shoot on the na-
tional range. Many of the National Guard
competitors who took part in the matches
of the past week left for their homes last
night, others departing today.

CLOSE OF NATIONAL MATCH.

Comment on the Big Shoot by a Dis-
trict Rifleman.

Special Correspondence of The Evening Star.
FORT RILEY, Kan., August 25, 1904.

The most remarkable contest in the an-

nals of rifle shooting is closed, and for the
second time the New York state team came
off victorious. No one begrudges them their
laurels. The jackies of the United States
navy put up a beautiful fight, and for, a
time it was thought they would be the
winners of the national trophy, but as It
stands they will hold the famous Hilton
trophy and occupy second place, with a

score of 4,294, which Is twenty-eight points
less than that made by the New Yorkers.
The infantry team of the army captured
the Soldier of Marathon, with 4.250 as their
total. These three represent the winners of
all of the trophies included In the meeting.
There are, however, four others who come
in for cash prizes --I'nited States army cav-

alry team, Marine Corps, I)istrict of Colum-
bia and Pennsylvania. While we from
Washington were not big winners, all are
contented with the knowledge that only one
state team was ahead of us, and in view of
the fact that we have been without range
facilities- for practice all are satisfied with
our finish. The critliIsms on the manage-
ment of the meeting thus far have been of
a favorable nature, save in one,instance.
The rules of the match require that the
timed fire shall be at the rate of one shot
per minute. New Jersey was slow at each
of" the ranges, and when the 1,000-yard
stage was on they were not able to finish
within the specified time. Consequently the
last fourteen shots were fired under protest.
Their team total for all of the shots was
3,889, but 82 points were deducted by the
executive officer, leaving them with :3,807
as their official total. General Bird Spencer
was very indignant at the decision, and pro-
poses to take it before the board of twenty-
one for decision, notwithstanding the de-
duction made no difference in the standingof his team. The point he makes is
that the targets were worked so slowly that
the time consumed was due to no fault or
lack of speed on the part of his team in
shooting. The tail-ender was the team
from Alabama. It did pretty well, consider-
ing the fact that the distances shot over
were new to the Alabamians. They came
up to learn, and they go home filled to thebrim with new ideas, which, I believe, willresult in the state having a fairly goodteam in the contest next year. Lieut. J. G.Ewing of the Delaware National Guardkindly took them in charge, and succeededby careful coaching in keeping them on thetargets quite successfully at the long
ranges.
Majors Reichelderfer and Bell and Lieu-

tenant D. S. Richmond have left for St.Louis. Captains Robbins and Summers and
Lieutenant M. P. Brittain leave in the
morning. The other members of the team
have entered the individual matches, andwill remain the balance of the week. It
is not generally known that this post Tssituated in the geographical center of tile
United .States, and the exact spot, so fat'
as the surveys have been able to locate it,
is marked by a monument erected to the
memory of Major Ogden, the founder of
the fort.
Major Bell, Lieutenant Cookson. Sergeant

Groome and Privates Flak and Pile paid
a visit to the sp,ot this morning, and while
there were photographed, lined Up) before
the monument, which bears the following
Inscription:
"Erected to the memory of Urevet Major

E. A. Ogden, the founder of Fort Riley. A
distinguished patriot antd generous friend.
A refined gentleman; a devoted husband
and father and an exemplary Christian.
Few men were moore respected and loved in
their lives or more lamented in the'r
death. As much the victim of duty as of
disease, lhe collectedly closed a life In the
public service distinguished for integrity
and faithfulness."
On the reverse side of the monument is

the following: "Brevet Major E. A. Ogde-n,assistant quartermaster, United States
army, died at Fort Riley August 3, 1855,aged forty-four years." This was followed
by a Scriptural quotation. The view from
where the monument is located is one of
magnifleence, regardless of the direction
which attracts the attention. Tihe difficulty
in reaching the sp)ot is likely to dleter one
who has once climbed the steetp lill. The
beauty of the view and the knowledge that
one has stood on the exact center of our
great country, as it used to be. is quite
sufficient to satisfy most any one.

MORE MEN JWANTED
INCREASE IN SALA.Y OF ASSIST-

ANT SUPEBINEENDWNT.

Advance, Also, in Compensation of the

Captains and Others-The House
of Detention.

Major Sylvester, superintendent of police,
submitted his estimate of the expenses of }
the police department for the year to end
June 80, 1906, to Commissioner Macfarland
this morning. The recommendations are
for increases in salaries in general and
more men of certain grades. Commissioner
Macfarland said today that he would do
the best he could to give the police super-
intendent what he wanted. t
It is recommended that the salary of the

captain and assistant superintendent be
increased from $1,800 per annum to $2,500, I
it being stated that the work of this offi-
cial should be more amply paid for. The
report says:
"He must possess exceptional and many I

qualifications; give his time night and day
to the work in hand; be a student of crime
and proper director of the material under
him; possess firmness and ready capacity t
for the solution of delicate problems; he t
honest, respectful and willing, kind and
strong; be able to read human nature in
its many phases; have an acquaintance
with the law of his own and other Juris-
dictions; a full knowledge of the men un-
der him and to assign cases committed to
his charge as to obtain the best results,
besides having a familiarity with crimi-
nology and metric system of measurements,
police photography and methods employed {
elsewhere.

Additional Recommendations.
Other recommendations are as follows:
"An increase of $300 per annum in the

salary of each of the four captains. There
are four captains, and if it should become
necessary at any time to call out the entire
police force of the District each of them
would have more than 15) privates under
his command. which would appear reckless
and Inexpedient to any one familiar with
organizations, as such an officer should not
be expected to properly control and direct
the movements of more than 100 men.
"An increase of 3500 per annum in the

salary of the chief clerk, who shall also be
property clerk. A few years ago it became
necessary tc create the office of chief clerk,
but with such provision no d!stinct appro-
priation was made, so that today that of-
ficial not only supervises all the clerical
work of the department, but must also re-
ceive and dispose of all property coming
into the hands of the police, consisting of I
thousands of packages 'of goods, jewelry
and money every year, at the salary pro-
vided for property clerk." As chief clerk he
directs the keeping of the records of the
several precincts and at headquarters,
which include those relating to finances,
statistics of crime, uniforms, -equipments,
stationery, property of the District, sup-
plies of all kinds, the auditing of vouchers.
the recording of complaints, letters and
communications, besides various other
duties which require an experienced and
diligent official. Not only must he be skilled
In the matters to which I have referred,
but he must also be qualified as a stenog-
rapher and typewriter, and h!s hours of
duty are unlimited, not barring Sundays
and holidays
"An increase of $100 per annum in the

salary of one clerk and $28t) each per an-
num in the salary of twb elerkb.
"An increase of $19) pet annum in the

pay of the four surgeons'.
"An increase of ly) per annum in the

salary of each of the eleven lieutenants.
Additional Force.

"An increase of $00 per annum in the sal-
ary of each of forty sergeants and makes
provision for five additional sergeants at
$1,200 each. The same conditions exist with
reference to the sergeants, who are now re-
ceiving $1,140 per annum each, instead of
$1,200, which I have recommended. They
have direct supervision of the privates
while on duty, and act as lieutenants dur-
ing the temporary absence of the latter.
They are required not only to perform po-
lice duty, but also reserve duty, and d s-
pose of the many delicate aind trying ques-
tion which, owing to the social conditions
existing in this jurisdiction, are more fre- I
quently encountered here than elsewhere.
"A decrease of ninety privates whose sal- <

aries amount to $XI,4r00 per annum, and
an increase of ninety privates, with salar-f
ies aggregating $97,200."
Major Sylvester says here:
"In 1879 the privates of the metropolitan

police force of the D)istrict of Columbia
were divided into two classes-Class 2, con-E
sisting of 120 men, and class 1 of 73. Thisi
division was made with a view to requir-
ing appointees to serve a probationary
tcrm as privates of class 1. If found ca-
pable ;and worthy, they were promoted toJ
the higher rank, and the numerical strength
of the two classes was so proportioned that
promotion occurred within two years after
appointment. Since that time Congress. in
its judlgment, has increased the classes in
such manner as to materially prolong the
p)eriod of probation, arid the disproportionr
between the classes is so great now that a
private must serve between nine and ten
years before he can be promoted.

Occasions Discontent.
"This condition has occasionad discon-r

tent, the privates of class one. believing
that recognition of faithful service should f
not he deferred so long. This feeling has
prevailed for several years, and has caused
privates to become disheartened arnd resign.
Experience shows that after a member of:
the police force of this jurisdiction has
served energetically and continuously for
eight or ten years ditsabilties begin to de-
velop and he finds lhe is illy qualified for
other than police work. He usually has a
family, whose expenses increase from year
to year, and lie should have more to pro-
vIde for it. If he does not receive it, he
becomes discouraged and does niot give that I
attention to his official duties which is nec-
essary to attain a high standard of efti- C
ciency, and which is usually given by well.. c
