SEA GIRT. N. J., August 24. 1904.
As an opening festivity for the annual

rifle meet on the splendid Sea Girt ranges
the New Jersey State Rifle Association will
entertain their friends at an elaborate mili-
tary ball in the pretty club house of the
association at the ranges. A number 01
rinemen have already arrived at Sea Girl
and by Saturday all the prominent teams
which are to take part in the shoot will be
on hand. Notwithstanding the fact that
the national match was held at Fort Riley
this year, the Sea Girt shoot will be recog-
nised as the big event of the year, for
with the exception of the Hilton trophy. all
the big matches are on the Sea Girt sched-
ule, and upward of a dozen states will have

representative teams here, as well as indi-
vidual rifle shots. The contests this year
will be attended by about 300 'marksmen
and will begin September 1. continuing for

a period of ten days. The visiting riflemen
will be quartered in tents on the Jersey
camp grounds and the comforts of the in-
ner man will be well taken care of at spe-
cial messes and at the club house.

CONDITIONS AT PORT ARTHUR,

Description by Lieut. McCully, ,the
American Naval Attache.

Raymond R. Ecouly, correspondent of the
Paris Temps at Liao-yang, has telegraphed
as follows to his paper:
"I was fortunate this morning to travel

with an American naval -attache, Lieut.
Newton McCully, who has just retprned
from Port Arthur, after a sojourn tlere of
three months. The news he gives me is en-

tirely different from the pessimistic reports
received lately concerning the situation at
the .fortres$.
"The American attache left the fortress

August 14. The Japanese were then four
and a half miles from the city. The Rus-
sian positions, upon a chain of rugged hills
200 meters high, were protected by trenchs,
mines, networks$ barbed wire and cannon,
and, according to the American officer, it
was impossible to take them by assault.
Japanese shells fell in the cit'f, but each po-
sition possessed a dugout, in which the oc-
cupants were able to secure shelter. The
Japanese heavy guns ceased firing every
night, fearing that the Russians would de-
tect tl-eir exact location by the flashes dur-
ing the darkness.
"There were considerable stocks.of pro-

vis!ons at Port Arthur. The Russian sol-
diers had a fresh-meat ration daily. The
reporta that Russian officers were subsist-
ing on onions and black bread were absurd
inventions. The stores were still open, and
the population promenaded the streets.
"The regiments took turns in the trenches.

Part of the garrison was always resting.
The Russian sailors assisted in the defense
of the fortress. They made excellent sharp-
shooters. The heat had not been unbear-
able. The American attache believes that
the Japanese losses have been very heavy,
at least ten times those of the Russians. In
short, Port Arthur can nold out much long-
er than people believe.
"When the officer left Port Arthur the

French naval attache, L!eut. de Cuverville,
was still .there. Entering and leaving the
fortress was then very difficult, as the
Japanese were sinking all the junks.
"The American officer landed at Shan-

haikuan with some French women and one
little girl."

A FUND TO BE RAISED
1AWYM TO YAR A TEST CAgE

IN OUET.

Policy of Government i. to Isaue Fraud;
Orders Where Alleged Medicine

HaiiNo Curative Power.

An effort Is -being a to raise a fund
for the purpose of hting, in the courts,
the vigorous crusade against certain patent
niedicine concerns and exploiters of pro-.
prietary medicines, recentif inaugurated by
the Post Office Department. The depart-'
ment 'seeks, with the aid of government
scientists, to eliminate from among Ameri-
can advertised industries what is said to be'
one of the mest extensive frauds ever
practiced. The bureau of chemistry of the
Department of Agriculture has, at the re-
quest of the Post Office Department, ana-
lysed a number of different remedies, and,
although the work is still in the initiatory
stage, sufficient evidence, it is said, has al-
ready been discovered to warrant the 'con-
clusion that many of the widely advertised'
patent remedies are rank frauds. Most or
them, it is stated, rely on alcohol to pro-
duce temporary exhilaration and are likely
to lead eventually to chronic alcoholism.
Government control of the malls will, it

-is believed, make It comparatively easy for
the department to drive out of business the
individuals and institutions which seek to
delude and defraud the public. The d!
partment has the power to exclude fron
the mails every letter addressed to alid
every circular sent out by a concern whic,
in the opinion of the Postmaster General,
is conducting a fraudulent business. The
department can, it is said, go even further
and exclude from passage through the
mails every publication which persists in
carrying the advertisements of the con-
cerns so excluded. No legal proceedings
are necessary, It is stated, to accomplish
these ends, and the entire burden of proof
rests on the proprietor of the patent medi-
cine or the concern to which the use of the
public mails was forbidden.

Movement for the Fund.
The action of the Post Office Department

has caused considerable uneasiness among
patent medicine advertisers, and it is to
prevent a wholesale issue of fraud orders
that the fund is being raised. The move-
ment was inaugurated by Stanley Day, pub-
lisher of a monthly journal for advertisers,
and also the head of a well-known adver-
tising concern. A lawyer, who is said to
be one of the best informed in the country
on postal matters, has been consulted, and,
It is stated, has agreed to represent the
medicine men. This lawyer has, it is under-
stood, advised that the threatened action af
the Post Office Department against the pat-ent medicine concerns in clearly illegaland cannot prevail if fought in the courts.
It is said that arrangements have been
made with this lawyer to bring a test case,
which, he says, will establish the legal
principle that the Postmaster General may
not issue fraud orders where no lottery
cuestion is involved. The fund, which 4s to
be raised by subscription, is to be used to
defray the expense of this test cases, It is
estimated that at least $2,500 will be re-
quired at the outset, and it Is stated that
the lewyer who handles the case is to re-
ceive a fee of $10.000, if he wins, mo king a
total of $12,500 to be raised. An effort is
being made to have 100 firms contribute
$25 each to the fund, .and agree to pay $10
n4ore if the move is successful. The. names
of the subscribers are to be kept .secret.
This is done, it is said, because there are a
number of firms who would not 'openly
contribute to -such a fraud for fear of gain-
ing the ill will of the post office authorities.
As a reason for the combination of aver-
tisers. it is stated that it is doubtful any
single advertiser will fight the ma*N,;on
account of the expense of federal lftigatlon,
as such cases are of infrequent occurrTeiWle,
and the few able men who devote thin-
selves to them have to be well remunerated
to make it wortti while. -..

Should this fund of $12,500 materialize, an
extremely interesting legal .battle is looked
for. It is not known just what action, if
any, the Post Office Department will take
when it is learned that a fund 'is being
raised to frustrate its plans, but it Is
thought that it will not deter the authori-
ties in the least from carrying out the cam-
paign mapped out. It is stated that the
department has enterted upon the crusade
against the alleged fraudulent medicine
concern only after careful thought and pre-
paration and It is also stated that the Post-
master General has the assurance of the
Department of Justice that even if those
concerns excluded from the use of the mails
seek to compel a reversal of the Postmas-
ter General's decision In the courts, such
suits will prove unavailing. Upon what
point the lawyer to be engaged by the medi-
cine advertisers bases his hopes for suc-
cess Is not stated, but It is hinted that he
Intends to secure a new Interpretation of
the fraud order law, and that he will at-
tempt to show that the Postmaster General
cannot issue fraud orders unless a lottery
question is involved.

Plans of Post OfBece Department.
The present plans of the Post Office De-

partment, It Is understood, does not con-
template the prosecution of any patent
medicine concern, nor will an official cen-
sor he established to. pass upon every pat-
ent medicine advertisement appearing in
the newspapers. The department, it is1
understood. Intends to eventually issue,
fraud order against all remedies that are,
shown by analysis made by governint
chemists to contain harmful ingredients, or
which are composed of ingredients that
have no medicinal value In the complaints
for which they are designed and sold. The
department also expects to notify the pub-
lisher In whose paper the advertisement of
such concerns as have come under the ban
is printed, and the publisher will be expect-
ed to eliminate such advertisements from
all succeeding issues of his paper. In the
event of the publishers failure to elimi-
nate such advertisements the mails will be I
closed to his publication.
A decision of the United States Supreme

Court in the case of a Chicago afternoon
paper published In 1815 is cited as carrying
with it full warrant for the course now pro-
posed by the Post Office Department.

Died Aged Over 100 Years.
A dispatch from Akron, Ohio, last night

says: Dr. Charles F. H. Wilgons, aged 100
year. and eight months, died here today.
He was of remarkable mental and physical
vitality. until a week ago, and was able to
walk for miles. He was born in Denmark
in. 18IS. His father was a doctor in the1
-German army, and he followed the German
army in -the same capacity. He enlisted in
the: cause of Polish independence, and was
weundod'four times in thie battle of Ostro-
lanka. In 1627 he went with an arctic ex-

polgexpedition in a mailing vessel. .He
cue to America later and spent most~of

his Jears practicing medicine in Doyfes-
town, Ohio.
