THE PUBLIC LIBRARY.

Resumption of Saturday Afternoon
Opening—Children’s Room Hours.

In the early summer it was announced
that the Public Library would close Satur-
day afternoons at 1 o'clock untll October L
This was considered necessary partly on ace
count of the many absences from the -
brary staff during the vacation season, and
partly by reason of the fact that the regue-
lations of the District Commissioners, mak=
ing the working day for District employes
end at 1 o'clock during July, August and
September, were held to apply to the li-
brary staff. Even though this rule may
still apply to the library, yet In response to
many demands on the part of the publle it
has been decided to keep the library open
in the afternoon and evening of the two
remaining Saturdays of September.

The library hours until October 1 are as
follows: 10 a.m. to ® p.m. for the reading
room, on every week day. The clrculation
department closes at 8 p.m. After October
1 the hours will be 10 a.m. to 10 p.m. for
the reading room, with the circulation de-
partment closing at 9 p.m.

It has been found possible to extend the
hours for keeplng open the children’s room.
Beginning Monday, September 19, the room
will be kept open on school days from 1 to
8 p.m., and on Saturdays from 10 a.m. to 8
p.m. A tralned children's librarian is al-
ways in attendance in this room to aid the
children in selecting books. Assistance Is
also constantly belng gliven to parents and
teachers in choosing books for their chil-
dren.

One feature recently introduced into the
library service Ig the attempt more fully
to assist all persons who find any difficulty
in using the card catalogue, One member
of the staff, who devotes much time to In-
serting new cards in the catalogue, is in
attendance during the busiest hours to as-
sist readers in looking up authors, tities or
subjects In the catalogue. This service has
been greatly appreciated by library users
who are as yet unfamiliar with a dictionary
catalogue on cards. There I8 every disposi-
tion at the library to smooth the road of
approach of readers to the books wanted
by them.
