A dispatch from Winnipeg, Manitoba, last
night says: The Canadian Pacific manage-
ment declares it will make no concession to
the 500 bollermakers and helpers who ar4
out along the lines frony Fort William, Ont.,
to Laggan, B. C., demanding 35 Instead of
3:3 cents an hour. They say the company's
business has been too slack and the com.-
pany's earnings too slender to justify the
expenditure of $100,000 more a year in
wages for the mechanical ,department.
The provincial government has fixed the
rate of wages and this has been ratified
by the federal government.
Williarm Cross, assistant to the second

vice president, intimates that the labor
department Will be appealed to and asked
to decide the reasonableness of the strike.

Died Prom Hiccougha,
A dispatch from Dover, Del., says: Dr.

Henry Ridgely, piresident of the FarmerVP
Bank of Delaware and one of the wealthiest
and most prominent citizens of the state,
died suddenly at his home here Saturday.
His death was directly due to hiccoughs.
He was ninety-seven years of age. Dr.
Ridgely was graduated from St. Mary's
College, fmnnittsburg,. Md., and received
his medical education at the University of
Pennsylvania. In 1856 ho was a delegate
to the Cincinnati convention -which nomni-
nated James Buchanan for the presidency.
The -Delaware legislature appointed him to
represent the state in the peace congrs
held in Washington In 151.
