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Purpose.

-Judge Parker to Lead.
Reports of Judge Parker as he appeared

at democratic headquarters are favorable.
and some of them flattering. He made no

complaints. He lectured nobody. He was

glad to see every-body. There was not the
slightest suggestion of dissatisfaction with
the situation. His manner would not have
been different if democratic prospects had
been as rosy as the dawn, and he had run

down to offer thanks and felicitations to the
artists who had laid on the 'olors. In a

word. he carried himself like a diplomat
in circumstances that were just a bit try-
ing.
For we must accept good democratic au-

thority for the statement that Judge Patker
did not find things in shipshape order. Leth-
argy and incapacity and bad feeling have
been conspicuous at headquarters. Some men
have been marking time, waiting for the
fog to lift. Others, in the thick of the fog.
have been working at cross-purposes.
Others still. thinking less of advancing the
party's than their own interests, have been
flourishing knives and shillalahs over one
another's heads, and making both them-
selves and the party ridiculous. So that it
was a camp of contention and confusion.
and not of orderly endeavor, that Judge
Parker visited.
But while diplomacy was properly the

caper on this visit, with the candidate meet-
ing some of his lieutenants for the first
time, we may expect him on future visits
to be a little frank and direct His part in
the play is that of "the old man." Younger
by some years than either Mr. Hill or Mr.
Gorman. and of an age with Mr. Sheehan
and Mr. Belmont, Judge Parker is yet by
virtue of his nomination at the head of
things: and to one occupying that position
we give in this country the title Just used.

casualties were M;.tr, or over 36 per cent.
At Leipsic. or the battle of the nations.
there were 430,000 troops and 131,000 casual-
ties, or above 35 per cent. At Liaoyang,
with 332.000 troops, there were 34,5i00 cas-
ualties, or not quite 14) per cent.
The Wilderness and Chancellorsville.

Pienheim, Plevna, Waterloo and Grave-
lotte were fiercer battles than Liaoyang,
though for number engaged Liaoyang is ex-
celled only by Leipsic and about equaled by
Gravelot te.
