Fire Lessons,

There is no disputing the fact that Wash-
ington Is extremely fortunate in the matter
af the fighting of fires, It has few big
biazes, and these are almost Invariably

subdued so promptly as to give them IMtle
chance to spread. The broad streets and,
within certain limits, the abundant water
supply, and, above all. the high state of
discipline among the fire-fighters, all lead
te tle one general result of Keeping the
fire loss at a gratifying minimum which
arouses the admirntion of other cities. But
still there lurks a grave danger here, which
ran be measured, even if this city has not
been visited by a wholesale conflagration.
Bvery such fire as that of yvesterday adds
its mite to the proof that this menace ex-
Ists Through supreme good fortune the
lire occurred durfng a calm day, and the
flames were confined to the structure In
which they originated. A brisk wind would
undoubtedly have spread the fire through-
out the bloek and perhaps Into other
blocks. As It was, the conditions permit-
tad the firemen to do thelr usual good work
and they had the flre under control in a
very short time, all things eonsidered.

But the subduing of that blaze called for

| ambition te

the services of virtually every pleece of the
District's apparatus. While they were at
work the rest of the city was left exposed
to the most serlous danger. Had another
fire of any considerable serlousness occur-
red between 12 and 2 o'clock it would have
been impossible to fight it successfully. It
may be argued that such a coincidence Is
not likely. Certainly it is the good luck of
the capital that the coineidence has not yet
occurred, but the law of chances can not
be stretched forever in safety.

The national board of fire underwriters
recently recommended that the city's de-
partment be Increased by at least seven
companies to render it equal to its task of
not only fighting the ordinary line of fires,
but of being prepared for a great emer-
gency. With these seven additional com-
panies yesterday's fire could have been
subdued in the same time as it was while
leaving the city sufficiently covered to re-
duce to a minimum the risk of a big coin-
cidental blaze., Or, with a greater concen-
tration of apparatus, the fire could have
been brought under subjectlon—provided
there was sufficlent water—In less time and
with less logs than was actually the case.
The fact Is, Washington Is working on a
dangerously small margin. The firemen
know it, the Commissioners know it, and
the Insurance people know it, and all are
clamoring for a remedy to cure the evil
Congress has been told these facts repeat-
edly and the responsibility has been for-
mally placed there,

While the need for more apparatus Is ur-
gent, that for more water for fire-fighting
is not less so. Had vesterday’'s fire been
of great proportlons, spreading throughout
the block, it is to be doubted if the mains
could have furnished enough water to sup-
ply the local engines and such others as
may have been summoned from Baltimore
and perhaps other cities. The propesition
to establish a high-pressure service, to be
supplied from Fort Reno reservoir, was
shelved at the last sesslon by Congress be-
cause of the cost. It is lkely never again
to be possible to construet it so cheaply.
owing to the steady increase in the cost of
iron pipes. If Installed now it will not only
cost less than it will a few years hence, but
it will save the purchase of the additlonal
engines and other apparatus now needed to
bring the city up to standard and later to
keep pace with the natural growth. For
such a service will be the equivalent of
many steamers and will put Washington on
a pliane of fire resistance second to none In
the world in rellability and economy.

Heflin Should Retire.

J. T. Heflin represents the fifth Alabama
district in Congress, and is a candidate for
re-election. In a speech to his constituents
the other day he used this language:

“There they sat, Roosevelt and Booker,
and if some Czolgosz or one of his kind had
thrown a bomb under the table no great
harm would have been done the country.

“If Booker Washington takes a hand in
this thing, it will be one time I will ask
him to step out, I will ask him to hands
off, and you know we have a way of influ-
encing down here.”

No small degree of indignation has been
aroused by his dellverance, and, influenced
by it, Mr. Heflin explains that his reference
to the President was jocular. He stands,
however, to what he said about Booker
Washington.

We are told that this man does not speak
for the people of Alabama in his reckless
suggestion as to the President, and we may
belleve it. But a mere disavowal of his ut-
terances is hardly enough. The people of
Alabama should go further. They should
make it nmecessary for hilm to retire from
the field, The seat would not be lost to the
democracy. Any man wearing the party
label could be elected, and we may be sure
that there are many democrats in the dis-
trict worthy of recognition and competent
for the duties of national legislator. Four
weeks of the campaign remain, and in that
time 2 new nomination could be made,

There: are two reasons why this step
should taken. “Alabama, for twenty
years and more, has maintained a high
reputation in both houses of Congress. In
the Senate Morgan and Pugh and Pettuas
have been among the leaders, while in the
House Wheeler and Herbert and Bankhead
have been greatly respected. All have re-
sponded to the utmost requirements of
aggressive partisanship, and in the cases
of Mr. Morgan and General Wheeler we
have \\lilh&-ﬁ-_d displays of the broadest
patriotism. A state with such a record
should be careful of It

The second reason is that 1t Is impossille
tn think of Mr. Heflin as able to render
his constituents any service in Congress
now. He is a marked man—for folly, at
the wvery least. However much his talk
may tickle the groundlings in his distriet, It
has a repulslve sound to men of the better
grade of both partles, It is easy for such a
man, when he gets Into his stride, to air
his prejudices and his remedies, but he
has no message for the country at large,
and in a posltion of national consequence
and responsibility he becomes a reproach
to his section and his associates.

Training Needed.

Yesterday's big fire furnished evidence
that the “hurry-up” crews of at leaat onc
of the local street rallway companies are in
need of better tralning in the matier of
putting up hose bridges to permit the cars
to pass when the water lines have been laid
across tracks. One of these crews spent
fifteen minutes after arriving at the block-
ade In erecting the bridge and giving the
stalled cars right of way. There were
amusing fncidents In the course of the work
of clearing the track. With many helpers
—perhaps too many—the process halted,
things were done only to be undone, the
hose was lifted in its trough to topple and
threaten to fall, and finally, when it was
lifted In good order, one of the tripods
shifted, owing to Improper placing, and all
but fell upon the tracks. In a quarter of

minutes should have sufficed ampiy to un-
ship the apparatus from the wagon, and,
with all the company’s motormen and con-
ductors avallable for assistance, not lo
mention the always ready spectators, every-
thing made ready for the holst.
