LAWYER FINED.
Eenry Hawkins Convicted of Being

Drunk.
"What the police say about me is a de-

liberate falsehood," declared Henry L.
Hawkins to Judge Scott this morning.
Two members of the police force had told

the court that the defendant is a victim of
strong drink, and said he frequently made
a nuisance of himself.
"The police of this city have persecuted

me until I am thoroughly disgusted," said
Hawkins. "I am a lawyer by profession,
and a protege of Benjamin F. Butler. I'm
a voter in the state of Ohio, and had lost a
railroad ticket last night, which I was
going to use when I went there to vote.
The trouble is that these people are-jealous
of my prosperity, and the man who says I
was drunk last night is a fool. It is true
that I am often drunk with thought, but it
is not true that I am frequently drunk from
Liquor."
Hawkins went on to tell the court that

he had more legal business on hand than
he could transact, and that he gave other
Lawyers the bulk of his own business. He
objected to the court hearing the testimony
of his- brother, but his objection was over-
ruled. and the brother made a damaging
statement about him. A fine of $10 was
Imposed.

A NEW PAIN KTTLER.

Washington Physicians Interested in a
Beport.

Washington physicians are much inter-

ested in a report recently made to this

government on "Pain Killed by Light,"
by United States Consul Liefeld at Frel-
burg. Germany, and it is said the subject
will be brought up for discussion at the
next meeting of the Medical Association
of the District. It is stated in Consul

Freiburg's report that "after three years
of patient research Prof. Redard of Ge-

neva, assisted by Prof. Emery, has dis-
covered a new anaesthetic which prom-
ises to revolutionize the practice of den-
tistry.

"Finding that the nervous system is in-
fluenced by colored light, the professor

experimented with each hue in turn, and
soon perceived that blue had an extra-
ordinarily soothing effect on the nerves.

"Putting this discovery to practical

use, he now shuts up a patient in a dark
room and exposes his eyes to a blue light
sf sixteen candlepower for three min-
utes, causing him to lose all sense of
pain, although at the same time retaining
his senses. A tooth may then be pain-
lessly extracted, with none of the after-
effects on the system which sometimes
rollow ether er chloroform."

Conducted by Grace Lvingston Hill.
For Sunday, November 6, 1904.

Topic: "Some of God's Promises That Cheer Me."
(A Promise Meeting.) 2 Peter 1 : 1-4.

1. Simon Peter, a servant and an apostle
of Jesus Christ, to them that have obtained
like precious faith with us, through the
righteousness of God and our Saviour Jesus
Christ.
2. Grace and peace be multiplied unto you

through the knowledge of God and of Jesus
our Lord.

3. According as His divine power hath
given unto us all things that pertain unto
life and godliness, through the knowledge
of Him that hath called us to glory and
virtue.

4. Whereby are given unto us exceeding
great and precious promises; that by these
ye might be partakers of the divine nature,
having escaped the corruption that Is in the

world through lust.

"His note is not worth the paper It to
written upon." you sometimes hear said of
a man. Of what value to any one is a

promise if *he has no faith that it will be
kept? It in not the bit of pink or blue or

green paper that a check is written upon
that makes us rest easy about next
month's rent, because we have a check in
our pocket books large enough to more
than cover it; it is our faith In the bank
whose name that check bears upon its face.
And it is not the strength nor the vehe-
mency of the words used I inmakinga promise
which gives us assurance that it will be
kept; it is our firm belief In the Integrity of
the noble man who made the promise that
sets our hearts at rest. And in order to
have perfect faith in a promise we must
know well the man who made It.
The promises of the Bible are signed with

God's signature-"I am that I am." If we
believe In God at all we must believe His
promises.
It is through the knowledge of Jesus

Christ that we come to believe in the prom-
ises He uttered when on earth. If we have
been about with Him, if we have watched
the miracles His touch has wrought, If we
have felt the divine healing of His word.
we know In whom we have believed, and
we know that all grace and peace may be
multiplied to us fully through the promises
He has made to us.
Now, it does not need that we should have

trod this earth nineteen hundred years ago
In His company, as did Peter and James
and John, for wo can know Him as well to-
day as did they. It only needs that we
choose to walk with Him, do His will and
learn His ways, and we shall know. And
so Peter's salutation down through the ages
comes to us with a special significance and
tenderness, calling to us through this pre-
cious bond of fellowship and love with the
Master, to remember these exceeding great
and precious promises, promises that give
us all things "that pertain unto life and
godliness." What more can mortal man
ask? We have God's word for It that He
will do certain things for us if we comply
with His conditions. It Is His promise to
pay on demand. The utterance of a prayer
is a sight draft on heaven. Faith Is simply
a belief In the ability and reliability of
God.
Now how Is it that we are not using all

these things of life and godliness that are
ours for the asking, for it is evident that
a large number of Christians are merely
living along fro.m hand to mouth using as
few of God's promises as they can possibly
get along with, as If the supply might pos-
sibly fail. Is it that we do not believe
them?
Marcus Dodd says:
"What have you ventured that you would

not have ventured but for God's promise?
Suppose Christ's promise failed, In what
would you be the losers? Of course you
would lose what you call your hope or
heaven-Jbut what would you find you had
lost in this world? When a merchant's
ships are wrecked, or when his Investment
turns out badly, he loses not only the gain
he hoped for, but the means he risked. Sup-
pose. then, Christ were declared bankrupt.
unable to ful'fill your expectations, would
you really find that you had ventured so
much upon His promise that you are deeply
involved in His bankruptcy, and are much
worse off in this world now than you
would otherwise have been? Or may I not
use the words of one of the most cautious
and charitable of men and say, '1 really
fear when we come to exaine, it will be
found that there is nothing we resolve,
nothing we do, nothing we do not do, noth-
ing we avoid, nothing we choose, nothing
we give up, nothing we pursue, which we
should not resolve, and do, and not do, and
avoid and choose and give up, and pursue,
if Christ had -not died and heaven had
not been promised us.' If this be the case-
If you would be neither much better nor
much worse though Christianity were a
fable-if you have in nothing become poorer
In this world that your reward In heaven
may be greater, if you have made no In-
vestment and run no risks, then really the
natural Inference is tihat your faith in the
future inheritance is small."
It is strange that we who have such store

of promises for help In every kind of need
should stumble along weary and discour-
aged so often, Why not grasp hold of
every promise and take It to God in prayer.
claiming it for our very own? Dangerous
bathing places at the sea coast always have
ropes out and a life guard, where one may
go out Into the water safely, taking hold
of the rope and enjoy bathing without fear.
But what would you think of a frightened
person who could not swim and who yet
would walk far out into the water gasping
with fear but ignoring the ropes put there
for their comfort? There are promises In
God's word which are just like these ropes,
mleant for the fearful and the weak, the
ones who have not learned the art of swim.
ming, the ones who cannot Uis back and
fully trust even on the top of a frightful
wave Ilhat looks to others s though It
would engulf them. There are other prom-
ises for -the strength that enables us to
rise high above all waves of distress.
All are ours If we will but claim them.
