Ohio Woman Mariried Paroled Convict.

A remarkable romance was abruptly ter-
minated In Columbus, Ohlo, yvesterday, when
Russell B. Drake, alias Jas. Russell Lowell
Miller, a parcied convict, who has bheen
living in Columbus since his release, was
returned to the Ohio penitentiary for vio-
lating his parole. Drake in August last
married Miss Nora K. Schoemer, an
complished musician of Cincinnati, under
the name of Miller, the ceremony being per-
formed at the home of the bride in that
city., He first saw her at a concert in
which she appeared at Columbus about a
vear ago, and they subsequently met at
Cincinnati.
