Nev. Van Sehaick Preaches at AlU
Souls' Church.

Dr. Hobart S. 'Dye, who is attending Mr.Robinson, courteously declined today tomake any statement to the reporter asto.Mr. Robinson's illness, except. to -say thathe is suffering from aphasia and other

complications. Dr. Dye is a personal friend
of Mr. Robinson, and without authorityfrom his patient he was unwilling to dis-cnss the latter's illness. He stated, how-
ever, that Mr. Robinson will not be able to
go on with the inquiry for a long time, and
he reluctantly admitted that Mr. Robinson
might be permanently disabled from fur-
ther participation in the case.

Expresses Burplise and Regret..
Commissioner Macfarland was seen by a

Star reporter at the Church of the Cove-
nant just after the close of the mornipf
service in that church. When the Com-
missioner was informed of Mr. Robinson's 4

critical illness he expressed great surprise
as well as regret. The Comintssioners
were informed early yesterday morning
that Mr. Robinson was afflicted with a
slight cold and that he was .unable to at-"
tend the hearing set for 9:30 o'clock yes-
terday morning. His condition, however,
was not reported as at all serious, and the
Commissioners decided to resume the in-
quiry at 9:30 o'clock tomorrow morning.
In view of the developments of the past
twenty-four hours, the inquiry will be fur-
ther postponed.
Commissioner Macfarland. as president of

the board of Commissioners, at the re-
porter's request, made the following state-
ment as to the hearing:
"I am very soy to hear of Mr. Robin-

son's illness. I suppose that we. of course,
will have to suspend the investigation until
we can ascertain whether Mr. Robinson
can be able to attend further sessions. If
he Is not able to do so within a reason-
able time we can probably determine the
case without hearing further witnesses,
since, apparently, there is" itmt compara-
tively little to be learned from further ex-
amination of witnesses.

In New p.i.tb.

L friend, presumably to ask him to tele-
graph for his wife, who is in Indianapolis.
When central answered his ring, it is learn-
jd. Mr. Robinson wAs unable to rememberthe number of his friend's 'phone, and couldtot recall his friend's name. Neither could
he remember the address of his wife in In-
lianapolis.
It is stated that Mr. Robinson placed the

receiver on the hook and returned to 132Yale street and went to bed. first askingKrs. Rogers to send for Dr.. Due. at 1406 L
street.*
The Star reporter was also Informed that

late last night Mr. Robinson became decid-
edly worse and it was found necessary to
again call Dr. Dye. When the physician ar-
rived he found Mr. Robinson in a serious
condition and he was obliged to work with
him for about three bours, before he con-
aidered It safe to leave the bedside of his
natlent.

Slightly Better Today.
Dr. Dye saw Mr. Robinson again this

morning, and he reported his condition as (
slightly improved after his visit. The dis-
ease, -It is stated, has not raun long enough
as yet for the physician to determine with
lany degree of accuracy whether Mr. Rob-
nson's afBiction may be permanent or not.
