ESCAPE NOW CUT OFF
London Military Opinion on

Port Arthur Situation.

-GARRISON 18 HOPELESS
STOESSEL'S POSITION NO LONGER

REGARDED TENABLE.

Jap Guns Now Trained Upon Fortress

and Town-Approaches Swept
by Artillery.

Dispatches from Port Arthur to-

day proclaim that Jap artillery is
now shelling the fortress and city.
The telegraph station was damaged
and arsenal set on fire by yesterday's
bombardment.

Stoessel's escape is now said to
be impossible by reason of sweep-
ing fire of artillery.
Specinl Dispatch to The Evening Star.
NEW YORK, December 12.-A cablegram

from London says: The bel!ef prevails in
military circles here that Gen. Stoessel, in
command of Port Arthur, will soon be com-

pelled to surrender his position, it being
no longer regarded as tenable. The Jap-
anese having mounted heavy guns on 203
Meter I11l, Gen. Stoessel and his troops
will not be able to reach Liaotiahan, as all
the approaches thereto are swept by the
Japanese artillery. With the Baltic fleet

- still many thousand miles away, the situa-
tion of the garrison would seem to be hope-
less. No doubt is felt but that the Japs
will'offer generous terms to Stoessel should
he see fit to make overtures for surrender.
TOKYO, December 12.-Dispatches receiv-

ed today from the Japanese army besieg-
ing Port Arthur report that the interior of
the fortress was bombarded with heavy
guns yesterday, seriously damaging the
battle ship Poltava, the transport Amur
and the wireless telegraph station at the
foot of Golden 11111, and that the arsenal
was set on fire.
A dispatch from the headquarters of the

Japanese army in Manchuria says:
"At 2 on the morning of December 11 a

body of the enemy's infantry attacked
Peitaitozu, but at dawn was completely
repulsed northward.
"In the afternoon of December 11 the en-

emy's artillery holding a position west of
Manpao mountain opened a cannonade
against Yaotun and Tangchiapaotzu, and
the enemy's artillery posted west of Da
mountain shelled Putsaowa. Neither
caused damage. Mamachelh, on the right
bank of the Hun river, was attacked by
the enemy's cavalry. The Russians were
driven westward, losing a number of men.
The Japanese sustained no casualties."

SHELLING PORT ARTHUE.

Jap Besiegers Now Turn Attention to
the Fortress.

TOKYO. December 12. 4 p.m.-The com-
marder of the Japanese naval land battery
reporting today says:
"Four Russian battle ships. two cruisers,

One gunboat and one torpedo store ship
lying in Port Arthur harbor are completely
disabled. There is no further necessity for
1 cmbarding the Russian naval force.
"Are now engaged shelling the town of

I ort Arthur. which is being heavily dam-
a ged."

Supday's Bombardment.
LONDON. December 12.-A dispatch to

the Japanese legation from Tokyo today
sa:ys the bombardment of Port Arthur Sun-
day considerably damaged the wireless tele-
graph station at the foot of Golden Hill
und set fire to the arsenal.

ARMORED CRUISER SQUADRON.
* Ships of a Class to Be Formed Into

Independent Commands.
An armored cruiser squadron is one of

the new naval commands which the Navy
Department will establish during the next
six months. This squadron will -be com-
posed of the West Virginia, the Virginia,
the Maryland and the Colorado. These
ships will be ready for service by July,
u.nd by that time an officer will have been
chosen for the command of tbe squadron,
which is to be designated as the first divi-
sion of the cruiser squadron. This forma-
tion will be in the line of the policy of the
Navy Department in favor of maintaining
homogeneous commands, an example being
the b,attle ship squadron of the North At-
l:,ntic fleet. Ships of a class, with an
equivalent of qualities such as speed, steam-
ing radius and battery, will be formed into
these Independent commands for purposes
of maneuv'er and general operations. The
plans of war are' also taking into account-
this prospect of employing ships of kindred
dc.sign and characteristics.

TO PRESS LAND FRAUD CASES.

Senator Mitchell and Representative
Hermann Detained in Washington.
PORTLAND. Ore., December ld--It is the

intention of the government to press the
rest of the cases in connection with the
government land frauds which have been
docketed for this term of the- United States
circuit court, in order, if possible, to finish
them before the holidays.
The presence of Special Prosecutor Fran-

cis J. Heney Is required in Washington,
D. C., to argue the Hyde-Dimond eases
which will come before the United States
Supreme Court on appeal shortly after
January 1. It is Mr. Heney's wish to avoid
asking for a continuance of the case pend-
ing his absence. The federal grand jury
will be calUed between now and Christmas
to consider new evidence that has been
collected by Special Inspe~ctor A. R. Green.
While no names are yet openly connected

with the evidence which Is said to be in
Col. Green's hands for consideation, never-
theloes it is believed that District Attorney
John H. HaD intends to ask the Indiet-
ment ot sam of agser i|a local prmebse,

which will make still more sensational the
already famous cases.

Several days ago subpoenas wer sent
from Portland by Special Prosecutor F. J.
Heney to Washington, D. C., asking United
States Senator John H. Mitchell and Rep-
resentative Binger Hermann to come to
Portland December 11 to testify In the land
fraud trial. United States District Judge
C. B. Bellinger, and state that press of
official business prevents their gttendanee
at the trial.
During the few days that intervene be-

tween now and the Christmas recess, they
may. several bills of the utmost importance
to Oregon will come before Congress, some
of which, it is expected, will be voted upon.
In addition there are important bills before
the different committees which would suf-
fer by their absence. In view of these
circumstances neither gentlemen feels that
he can leave the capital at such a time.

PASSED BY THE SENATE.

Favorable Action on Resolution to Al-
low Use of Monument Grounds.

The Senate today passed a joint resolu-
tion granting the temporary occupancy of
a part of the government reservation
known as the Monument lot in this city for
the American railway appliance exposition.
The joint resolution authorizes the Secre-
tary of War to grant a permit to the gen-
eral committee of arrangements of the
American railway appliance exhibition to
be given in connection with the meeting
of the international railway congress for
the use of such a portion of the public res-
ervation fronting on the south side of B
street between 14th and 15th streets, which,
in his opinion, will inflict no serious nor
permanent Injury upon the reservation.
This occupancy by the railway appliance
exhibition is to continue from March 20 to
May 25. 1905. No expense is to be in-
curred by the government in this connec-
tion. Permits to run gae pipes, electric
wires, telephone wires, telegraph wires,
etc., to these grounds are also authorized.

FOR FEDERAL CONTROL
BILL INTRODUCED FOR SUPPRES-
SION OF INSURANCE BUSINES.

A bill embodying the suggestion con-
tained in the President's message to Con-
gress for the subjection of the insurance
business of the country to federal super-
vision was introduced in the House today
by Representative Morrell of Pennsylva-
nia.
The bill provides that on or before Janu-

ary 1, 1906, the bureau of corporations of the
Department of Commerce and Labor shall
prescribe and enforce suitable regulations
for the transaction of the business of in-
surance, including fire, marine, life, acci-
dent, fidelity, guaranty, title aqd reinsur-
ance, transacted by mutual or stock insur-
ance companies or by individuals.
The Secretary of Commerce and Labor is

authorized to appoint a secretary of insur-
ance at $3,000 a year, two clerks at $2,000, a
messenger at $750, and other assistants
where needed. The Secretary is to call on
the Attorney General for legal advice"when
necessary, and is to exercise supervision
over all forms of insurance. Reports are to
be filed by the insurance companies annual-
ly, and the Secretary is empowered to in-
vestigate any concerns when In his judg-
ment it is necessary. Penalties of from $500
to $5,000 are provided for separate viola-
tions of the law. Companies that fall to
file reports are to be put out of business.

TO PAY THE HALL CLAIM.

Senate Bill Goes Over on the Bequest
of Mr. Spooner.

In the Senate today Mr. Warren called
up Senate bill 079 authorizing the treasurer
of the United States, as ex-officio sinking
fund commissioher of the District of Co-
lumbia, to sell the bonds authorized to be
issued under the provisions of the sixth sec-

tion of the act of June 16, 1880, and out of
the proceeds of the sale to satisfy claim of
Joseph T. H. Hall of this city, now de-
ceased. against the District of Columbia
for $8.664, being the amount found due him
by judgment of the Court of Claims. The
bill authorizes the payment of this amount
to Mrs. Julia L. Hall, widow of the claim-
ant, of this city. Senator Spooner request-
ed that the bill be allowed to go over with-
out prejudice until he should have time to
examine it furtller.

MIS8OURI SENATOR8HIP
SEVERAL PEOPLE MENTIONED TO

SUCCEED MR. OOCEELL.

Not Much Likelihood of Interstate
Commerce Legislation at the

Present Short Session.

George B. Cortelyou, chairman of the
republican national committee, spent some
time in conference with the President. Mr.
Cortelyou is winding up the work of the
national committee, and when that is ac-

complished will take a rest.
The Missouri Senatorship.

Thomas K. Niedringhaus, state chairman
of the republican committee of Missouri,
and a prorminent candidate for United
States senator to succeed Senator Cockrell,
called on the President today and talked
wth him about the recent election and af-
fairs in the state. As to his candidacy for
the Senate, he said that rested with the
legislature.
"The result will place the state in the re-

publican column permanently, I believe,"
said Mr. Niedringhaus, "if the legislature
will only behave itself next session. What
the people of the state want is a short
session of that body. If the lawmakers
get together and reopen all the old fac-
tional fights, the good work of the last
campaign will be set at naught and the
state will return to the old regime, as

surely as I am here. The campaign we
conducted was largely a personal one. I
called the workers into my office and told
them that we must get. together and forget
the old troubles in the party, otherwise
we could accomiish nothing. I wrote 800,-
000 letters to voters in Missouri, and be-
lieve that they had something to do with
the result. The man in the backwoods dis-
rict, who had never before got a letter
from headquarters, who received an appeal
to get out and hustle for the good of the
party was just *a little bit pleased with
the attention, I think, and not only came
into town and did some electioneering him-
self, but persuaded his neighbor to do the
same. After the thing was all over I dis-
covered that there were a good many more
republicans who did not vote because they
though.. there was no use in doing it.
They'll vote next time."
Edgar C. Ellis of Kansas City, who de-

feated W. S. Cowherd for Congress in the
last election, called on the President today.
As to the senatorship, he said: "The legis-
lature will meet in January to elect a sena-
tor. I do not know who will be the choice,
but I have heard many people express a
desire to see Richard Kerens given the
honor. There is a growing sentiment in his
behalf throughout the state and I would
not be surprised to see him elected. He has
been such a loyal leader of his party and so
unselfish in his work that the people feel
that he ought to be rewarded."

Judge Baker's Case Settled.
Representative Needham of California

talked with the President today about the
dismissal of Judge Baker of the New Mexi-
co supreme court on charges. Mr. Needham
received a telegram from a number of
friends of Judge Baker asking a rehearing,
but the President said that this could not
be granted and that the case was closed.
Judge Grosscup of the United States court

at Chicago paid his respects.
Representative Brick of Indiana called on

the President and asked him to appoint Col.
A. F. Fleet, superintendent of the Culver
Military Academy, as one of the board of
visitors of the government to West Point.
The President said that he knew Colonel
Culver most pleasantly.
Irving B. Dudley, the United States min-

ister to Peru, paid his respects to the Presi-
dent, and another caller was John Hopley,
the United States consul at Montevideo.

Interstate Commerce Legislation.
Doubt was expressed by some of the best-

informed members of Congress at the White
House today whether legislation conferring
increased power upon the interstate com-
merce commission can be enacted at the
present session. In addition to the definite
.opposition to any measure of the kind which
exists, there also has developed a difference
of opinion among some of those friendly to
the proposition how best to carry the
recommendations of the President into ef-
fect. President Roosevelt is deeply in earn-
est in his desire that such legislation as he
has recommended be enacted, but he appre-
clates the difficulty of securing Its enact-
meat at a short session of Congress.
Senator Culiom of Illinois and Senator

Ankeny of Washington talked briefi; with
the President today. Senator Cullom said
that such legislation as the President had
recommended had been considered by the
interstate commerce committee of the Sen-
ate, but that it had never gotten beyond
the stage of consideration in the commit-
tee. It never even had been reported to the
Senate from the committee. He did not be-
lieve it would be possible to enact the pro-
posed legislation at this session. Senator
Ankeny expressed himself as in favor of
conferring upon the commission powers that
would make its rulings effective, but he is
inclined to the belief that nothing will be
ccomplished at the present session.

ACCEPTED WILLINGLY
1FAiNG WAS BEGUN BY FED-

IMAL GRAND JUBY TODAY.

Prisoner is Still Eager to Go to Cleve-
land Unless Bail is

Secured.

A subpoena was served on An-
drew Carnegie at his 4iome in New
York today calling upon him to go to

Cleveland, Ohio, on Wednesday and
testify before the federal grand jury
in the case of Mrs. Cassie L. Chad-
wick. The summons was issued by
Judge Francis J. Wing of the United
States district court of the northern
district of Ohio, and was accepted
willingly by Mr. Carnegie. Mr. Car-
negie was annoyed, however, when
he discovered that the summons re-

quired him to make the trip to
Cleveland.

Mrs. Chadwick is believed to have
receive a cablegram from her hus-
band in Europe. She is still eager
to go to Cleveland unless bail can be
secured. She says she will make a

public statement soon.

NEW YORK. December 12.-A deputy
United States marshal. with a subpoena,
called at Mr. Carnegie's house this morning
cud told one of the secretaries that he
came from the building in which the Car-
negie Steel Company's office is located. In
the colioquoy that ensued, the deputy re-
sed to say who had sent him, and asked

for .a private interview with Mr. Carnegie,
saying that he had a private paper for
him. After a few moments' hesitation the
secretary admitted the deputy to the
library where the ironmaster sat reading.
Mr.. Carnegie took the subpoena with a
smile, and spreading it out on his knee
read it carefully.
"What." he cried. when he saw that it

required his presence in Cleveland, "why, I
don't think I will be able to go out there at
all.' I'm very sick. I've got lumbago. 1)o
you mean to say that I'll have to be out in
Cleveland on Wednesday; tihen come back
here to apvear before CoPmissoner Shields
on Satnrgay?"

coming considerably excited over them. She
seemed to be in much better health than
yesterday and was in cheerful spirits.
Lawyer George Ryall of counsel for Her-

bert D. Newton. the Boston creditor of Mrs.
Chadwick, was summoned to her cell in the
Tombs by Mrs. Chadwick early today and
responded in a hurry. A few minutes later
Philip Carpenter, Mrs. Chadwick's attor-
ney, appeared at the Tombs in an equalSpry, and the two lawyers held a confer-
eno with Mrs. Chadwick.
L& Ryall remained with Mrs. Chad-wi a few minutes and left when Law-

yer d W. Powers of Mrs. Chadwick's
counsel entered the conference. Mr. Ryallsaid:
"My object in visiting Mrs. Chadwick

GROWING IN RUSSIA.

ST.. PETERSBURG, December 12.-St
Petersburg. has resumed its wonted quiet
after the excitement of yesterday. The
papers without comment print only a brief
official account of the demonstration In
front of the Kazan Cathedral. Nevertlie-
less they are full of articles breathing de-
mands for reforms, the Russ especially de-
claring that there can be no retreat, and
openly advocating parliamentary system in
which the upper house shall consist of
members of the senate, council of the em-

pire and council of ministers, and the lower
house of elected representatives of the
zemstvos. Proclamations have been issued
calling for a demonstration outside the law
courts tomorrow at the opening of the
trial of Sasoneff, the assassin of Minister
of the Interior von Plehve. The demon-
strators have been instructed to come
armed.
Stembok Fermor, the only zemstvo presi-

dent who refused to sign the reform me-
morial, has resigned because of the criti-
cism of his colleagues.

Demands Court-Martial Trial.

9, for criticising the high admiral, Grand
Duke Alexis, and the admiralty, demands
a trial by court-martial, declaring that his
arrest on. the ground of distorted facts Is
a stain on his honor.

Much excitement followed and the preshient
adjourned the meeting, but the spokesman
of the group continued, his words being
cheered by his comrades. A number of
arrests were made.

Students Cheer for Freedom.
MOSCOW, December 12.-The students as-

sembled today In front of the residence of
Prof. Timirlaseff and cheered him for an

article, "Academic Freedom." recently pub-
lished by the professor. The latter, who
is an - invalid, came to his window and
bowed his acknowledgments. The students
then marched in pcecession through the
principal streets singing the "Marsellaise."
The police did not- interfere.
The prefect of police has forbidden the

police to forcibly expel Jew merchants who
are not entitled to come to Moscow, and
instead to report such cases to him.

MILITIA OFPICEBS' EIGHTS.

Entitled to Board and Living While at
Service School.

The acting secretary of war has decided.
in accordance with an opinion of the judge
advocate general, that an officer of the or-

ganised militia authorized to attend and
pursue a course of instruction at a military
service school, under the militia act of Jan-
uary 21. 11903, is not entitled, under the
terms of the law and regulations prescribed
by the President, to the travel allowances
authorised, unless he shall pursue the course
of study to Its completion, as required by
the law and regulations; commutation of
quarters and of subsistence will be paid,
however, at the end of each month for the
time the officers shall be "in actual attend-
ance upon the course of Instruction."

balL The Secretary suggests. however.

stead of reading "thlt the Secretary of the
Interior is hereby authorized to grant a
permit, etc.," it will read "that the Secre-
tary of the Interior is hereby authorised
and directed to grant a permit, etc." This
throws the respmsibility for any damage
that may occur on Congress and not en
the head of the department. The Secretary
was informed this morning by Senator Gal-
linger, chairman of the Senate committee,
that the resolutian. with the. amendment
suggested by him, will be reported from the
committee to the Senate today.
The report of Secretary Hitchcock on the
uestion of the utse of the pension office forthe inaugural ball is in two parts. The
first section is the formal report of the
Secretary to the committees returning to
[hem the joint resolution of Congress, wib!oh
lad been submitted to him for his perusal
and report. The second part of the, report
Isa personal let :r to Senator (allinger,
chairman of the Senate District committee.
The second is supplemental to the ftrst. it
Isunderstood, and will be made a part of
te records of the matter before Congress.
In his formal report the Secretary states
that but two sections of the joint resolu-
tion submitted to him relate to matters
:oming under the supervision of the Depart-
tnent of the Interior. These two sec:ions
are numbered one and six in the resolution
and refer, the first to the use of the pen-
son office for the ball. and the secund to
the stringing of telegraph wires into the
pension building. Secretary Htitchcuck calls
ittention to the act of Congress of April
8, 1902, which prohibits the use of any
public buildings in any manner whatsoever.
except the Capitol and White House, in
connection with the ceremonies attending
i.he inauguration of a PresidPnt, "except
asmay hereafter be authorlsed by inw."

onsuch floors, and the fixing in place in

the great court of the building and aloag
the balconies of bunting and other decota-
tions of an infimn'nable character. to say
nothing of the installation of additional
electric lights, which will in all probability
be required on that occasion. The handtling
of furniture in re:noval from the rooms for
storage, racks and injures it consit'erably,
and the danger of damage in the re:noral
and handling of papers and recorde is nec-
essarily great. The element of danger from
fire and loss of papers attendant upon such
occupancy of the building is one which
cannot be lightly passed over. wh+n it is
considered that the loss of papers and evi-
dence in pending claims. which cannot be
duplicated. would be irreparable and work
great injury upon many deserving claim-
ants, doubtless preventing favorable action
by the bureau on their claims and nec-essi-
tating the petitioning of Congress for re-
lief. Aside from the large mass of recorus
and papers in the various divisions of the
office in every day use in the work of tais
great bureau, it should be borne in mind
that there are stored in the upper portion
of the building the papers in 1,68,400 ad-

judicated pension claims, and on the floor
of the court there are 30 ie cases, in four

sections containing 4i4M.) pending applies-
tions and abandoned flies. All this ma-
terial Is of an Inflammatory character.
"As a matter of informnation it may be
stated that as a result of the occupancy of

this building at the last inauguration in
1901, to say nothing of the incidental dam-
age to the building ad the furniture by
reason of such use, the loss of time of the
employes of that bureau, I am creditably in-
formed, aggregated in v'alue $80,3600.
