Hinted Some of Her Negotiated Paper

Mrs. Chadwick abandoned
cfforts to secure bail.

Attorney Olcott tells of his firm's
experience with  Mrs. Chadwick,
indicating her plausible manners
and persistence.

NEW YORK. December 13 --Mrs., Chad-
wick was in cheerful epirits this morning
and talked somewhat freely in the Tombs,
She said that it is her postive determina-
tion to go back to Cleveland today. but he-
fore she made the formal announcement,
she would confer with her lawyer, Phillip
Carpenter,

Mre. Chadwick did not appear in the least
disturbed at the outcome of the Investiga-
tion In Ohio yesterday, and the handing
down of two Indlctments by the grand jury
of Cuyahoga county.

Lawyer Powers announced later, how-
ever, that all intention of securing ball for
Mrs. Chadwick had been nbandoned in view
of yesterday's indictments in Ohio.

Mrs. Chadwick received several letters in
her morning mail. Among them were gev-
cral from Cleveland, written apparently in
women's handwriting.

At the present time the attention of those
interested in the case 1s directed toward
Pittsburg, where some interesting develop-
ments are anticipated. It is more than
hinted that if the full facts are ever known

it will be found that some of the paper
negotinted by Mrs. Chadwick is lyving In
the strong boxes of Pittsburg financial
men. It is possible that the missing £500,000

HOW SHE FOOLED OLCOTT.

Mrs. Chadwick’s Impressive Manner—
An Attorney Talks.

NEW YORK, December 13.—"1 was a
lamb, and 1 regret to say that for fifteen
days that I believed In Mrs. Chadwick and
was one of her many victims,” said ex-
Judge Willlam M. K. Olcott of a law firm
of which ex-Gov. Frank 8. Black is a mem-
ber today.

“My connection and the firm's connection

with Mrs. Chadwick,” he continued, “came
about In this way: Mrs. Chadwick came Lo
our office on March 2, 1M, and saw ex-
Gov. Black and myself. She told the gov-
cernor that she wanted him to go to Cleve-
land; that his positlon as former governor
of the state of New York would help her to
settle her affairs, and she drew from her
reticule $1,000 and lald It in front of Gov.
Black for his expenses to Cleveland.
“The governor concluded not to go, and it
as finally decided that 1 should go, and
r my fee for one day in Cleveland she paid
fi4h

“The object of her visit to us was to have
us relieve her from a threatened attachment
against her home In Fucelid avenue, Cleve-
which had been levied upon by Oberlin
College for n clalm of $78,000. This claim,
I understand. was later paid, but not
through this firm’s ausplces, \
Impressed Her Hearers.

“Mrs. Chadwick, in that slow, Impressive
manner of hers, said to Gov. Black and me:
‘I am a very rich woman., 1 have 35,000,000
in a trust fund." We were naturally Im-
pressed. In order to make good her state-
ment she produced Irl Reyvnolds' certificate
for the §5,000,060) of securities held by him.
This naturally led us to believe that the
woman spoke the truth.

“I went to Cleveland that night, on the
night of March 3, and remalned there all
day March 4, returning on March 5. On my
arrival In Cleveland 1 asked Mrs. Chadwick
to show me her securities, but under one
pretext or another she evaded the proposi-
tion and did not show them to me. Her
excuse al the time was that Irl Reynolds
wus out of town and finally, after banking
hours, when 1 insisted upon seeing either
the securities or Irl Reynolds, she got
Reynolds on the telephone, 1 talked with
him and he acknowledged to me having
these scecuritles In his possession. At that
time I belleved that they were all right.

"Armed with this information I saw the
lawyers of the Oberllin College and Treasur-
¢r Severance, and jnquired about a settle-

ment. They wanted to know from me if 1
had any assurances of settlement other
than what Mrs. Chadwick had told me. 1

told them that 1 had not. They repled to
me, *Why, you don't know any more about
this case than we do.” I had to admit the
soft impeachment. As far as my accom-
plishing anythlng with Mrs., Chadwick and
ithe Oberlin people was concerned, my visit
was futile, and my trip to Cleveland ended
right there.”

Mr. Olcott then sald that bhefore he left
Cleveland Mrs. Chadwick borrowed §1,.500
of him, making out a check for that
amount., She promised, he sald, that the
check would be sent or the money pald
not later than March 6, but she dld not
do so0.

Became Suspicious of Her,

“I then became somewhat suspicious, but

not entirely so0,”” sald Mr. Oleott. *'I had
still confidence In her and would probably
have believed her (o this day were it not

for the fact that T had heard from Cleve-
Lind that g£he had been representing it
about town that 1 was Mr. Carnegle’s rep-
resentative Letters to this effect, asking
me If 1 were really Mr. Carnegie’'s repre-
rentative, came to me, and then I lost faith
In Mr= Chadwick and determined to get my
money back.

“On March 15 1 went to Cleveland and
demanded from Mrsg. Chadwick immediate
pavment of the $1.,500 T had loaned her.
She replied: *Why, I am a sick woman and
I cunnot pay you today.,” 1 told her In re-

ply that I came to Cleveland to get that
money;: to get it that day, and that 1
ehould not leave without it; that )it I did

not get the money 1 would take leghal sieps
against her. 8he sald that If I insisted sne
would have the money Inside of two hours,
At the explration of the twe hours 1 re-
turned, and she pald me §1.500. That ter-
minated this firm's connection with Mrs,
Chadwick.

“Since that time Mrs. Chadwick has made
repeated efforts to agaln retain this firm
to help her out of her difficultles, but we
have always refused to have anything more
to do with her. In epite of these repeated
refusals on our part Mrs. Chadwick per-
misted in her efforts to secure the firm's
assistance and even on the day of the ar-

rest of Mrs, Chadwick she gent her lawyer,
Edmund \W. Powers, to me_to retain us, but
we rofused. And even no later than yes-
terday we were again asked to be her
counsel, and, as nsual, we refused.

“I cannot reveal the secrets of my client,
but 1 want to say Lhat she gave me rea-
sons for the inception of the trust fund
which “have not vet been told, which im-
pressed both Governor Black and myael{;
and which I am not at liberty to disclose.

In Custody of Federal Authorities.

Edmurd W. Powers, associate counsel for
Mrs. Chadwick, was told today that there
was a rumor about to the effect that the
federal or state authorities of Ohio might
require his presence there very shortly, and
was asked what he knew about it

“1 know nothing about it,”” replied Mr.
am a lawyer, and T trust I
know what is legal. If they want me they
know where to find me."”

Mr. Powers sald that if Mrs. Chadwick
should decide today to waive examlination
and go to Cleveland she would still be in
the custody of the federal authorities, and
he did not see how the state of Ohio could
touch her until after the federal authorities
had disposed of her case,

Mr. Powers said he knew nothing about
the trust agreement on the strength of
which Mrs. Chadwick had made her enor-
mous loans. “It was made before I became
counsel for Mre, Chadwick, and I never
saw 11,7 he =aid.

Police Inspector MceClusky today asked
the local federal authorities that he be al-
lowed to arrest Mre, Chadwick, if she be
released on bail, on a warrant from the
sheriff of Cleveland, ©Ohlo. He was in-
formed that the local federal authorities
would co-operate with him should Mrs.
Chadwick be released.

THE CHADWICK SECURITIES.

Grand Jury at Cleveland Continues Its
Investigation.
CLEVELAND, Ohlo, December 13.—The
total amount of securities deposited by
Mrs. Cassie L. Chadwick with the Wade
Park Bank has been found to approximate
£23.000,000. The highest estimate placed
on them heretofore has been $15,000,000,
Herbert W. Bell, who was appolnted re-
celver for Mrs. Chadwick by the common
pleas court, created excitement here this
morning when he announced that he had
found the =ecurities that had been deposited
with the Wade Park Bank to aggregate
$22. 000,000, or nearly double the amount
originally supposed. Mr. Bell made this an-
nouncement before entering the grand jury
room to testify to the nature of the papers

in hls possession.

Afier golng over the papers with County
Prosecutor Keeler and the members of the
jury, Mr. Bell altered his statement. saying
that he lLad overestimated the dmount by
$10.246,000, the face of the trust agreement.
There were two coples of this agreement
among the papers, neither of them being
marked as a duplicate, and he had consld-
ered them as separate documents. It was
the opinion of both the receiver and prose-
cuting attorney that the second trust agree-
ment was intended to be a copy and not a
distinet asset in itself. The amount of se-
curities is therefore the same as previously
published,

Yesterdayv's investigation by the county
grand jury into the affairs of Mrs. Chad-
wick was resumed today. County Prose-
cutor Keeler was not positive in his state-
ments, but he intimated that It was en-
tirely possible that further indictments
might be found before the grand jury ad-
Journs. A third indictment against Mrs.
Chadwick in connection with the Carnegle
note of $£5,000,000, which was among the
securities left by her with the Wade Park
Bank, was =aid by Mr. Keeler to be among
the probabilities. He declared also that he
proposed to direct the day's investigation
toward an eastern attorney who had been
acquainted with some of Mrs. Chadwick's
transactions.

Mr. Keeler would not admit that he ex-
pected an indietment in this case, but in-
sisted that he proposed to direct a searcu-
ing inquiry, and ask for an indictment if
the evidence brought out should warrant
him in doing so. He said, however, that
the investigations would relate strietly to
the Carnegie notes and would hardly cover
anything outside of them. The only wit-
nesges that had been summoned when the
Jury convened were Iri Revnolds and Her-
bert W. Bell, the former being the first
witness.

After Mr. Rewvnolds had heen
the fury for more than an hour the
Inquiry was concluded. Prosecutor Keeler
would not say what if any further evidence
was submitted which would result in nn'};
more Indictments. He saild the case would
for the present be shifted to the federal au-
thoritles for action. No further indictments
are expected by the county grand jury for
the present.
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DR. CHADWICK KENEW ALL.

President Beckwith Talks of the Car-

negie Notes.

CINCINNATI. Ohio. December 13.—A
Times-Star special from Oberlin says:

President Beckwith, when shown the
Paris Interview with Dr. Chadwlick, who
seemed surprised that his wilfe was so
heavily invelved in America, said:

“Why, he knew all about this matter upon
his return from Europe last August. On
August 26 I got a telegram from Mrs. Chad-
wick saying that the matter of the Carnegle
note would be taken up In a few days and
that 1 would get my money. On August 27
1 got another telegram from her saying
that the matter had been all arranged and
that I could look for a settlement at any
time. On August 28 I got a letter from her
saying that Dr. Chadwick was to take up
the matter of the Carnegie notes and that
they would all be pald at once and that if T
would come to Cleveland on September 3 I
could get a settlement.

“Accordingly .1 went to Cleveland and
met them at the Chadwick home, on Euclld
avenue. I arrived about 4 o'clock in the
afternnon at their beautiful home. Dr.
Chadwick had arrived from New York on
the 2 o'clock train., having just returned
from Europe. The matter was brought up
of the Chadwick loans and he sald that
while he had just returned from Europe, it
would be impossible for him to ralse any
money untll the end of that week or by
Monday morning of the next. I told him
that I must have some money at once and
that 1 wanted some at that time. “Well,’
sald Dr. Chadwick, ‘T can give you $20,000
now and next week I will send you some
more, which will help yvou.’

“He then asked his wife to get him the
check book, and she told him that it was
out in the other room, and he left the room
where Mrs, Chadwi:k and myself were sit-
ting and in a few minutes returned with
two checks, whlch read as follows.

*‘Cleveland, Ohlo, September 8, 1904,

“ 'Pay to the order of C. L. Beckwith or

order 310,040 (ten thousand dollars).
(8igned) * ‘Leroy 8. Chadwick.’

“These two checks he brought out to me
and handed them over with his own hands.
These were in payment for two notes which
had been glven to us by Mre. Chadwick and
were Carnegie 1otes. Don't It look to you
ag If he knew something about his wife's
doings? They ought to bring him back to
this country and prosecute him to the full
extent of the law. There are also some
other things about this matter and I will
at some future time, when the thing is ripe,
tell all 1 know about him, as well as the
joint deals we had together. He knew of
the Carnegie notes as well as she did, and
I know that the matter was talked over
with Mr. Reynolds and aimself.”

Left Debts in Brussels,

COOPER-QUARLES BILL

Another Hearing Today by
the House Committee.

THE RAILROAD RATES

EFFECT OF THEIR CONTROL BEING
INQUIRED INTO.

Increase in Freight Rates Baid to Fall
[
Ultimately on the Con-

sumers.

The statement was made to tle
House committee on interstate aad
foreign commerce today that the
freight rates paid in 1903 were $155,-
000,000 greater than would have
been paid if the rates of 1899 were
in existence. It was said that this
tremendous increase in freight rates
falls ultimately upon the consumers,
and in a measure accounts for the
increased cost of living.

At the Capitol today it was said
that there is revival of the talk of
placing the interstate commeice
commission under the Department
of Commerce and Labor, thereby
subjecting it to executive control.

The House committee on interstate and
forelgn commerce today resumed consid-
eration of the subject which is attracting
such widespread attention in the west and
is reflected in conslderable extent in Con-
gress, namely, the propositlon to obtain
some governmental control of rallroad rates
and fares. Mr. Bacon of Milwaukee, repre-
senting organizations of shippers through-
out the country, was again before the com-
mittee and was subjected to a rapid fuslllade
of questions from Chairman Hepburn of
the committee, The hearing did not result
in any definite action or understanding and
will be resumed at some later date.

Chairman Hepburn started in by asking
Mr. Bacon a number of questions apparent-
1y designed to bring out whether Mr. Bacon
or his organization was cognizant of the ef-
forts intimated to have been made by the
interstate commerce commission to push
the agitation in behalf of the pending legis-
lation, and whether the organization was a
party to that alleged movement. Mr. Ba-
con’'s answers were all'in the negative, in-
dicating a lack of knowledge of the inti-
mated action of the commission.

Chairman Hepburn brought out the fact
that the interstate commerce commission
did in 1809 adopt a resolutlon directing the
gecretary of the commission 1o send out let-
ters urging the legislation and to assiduous-
ly pursue efforts in that direction. It was
brought aut that the result of these efforts
was the preparation of the so-called Cullom
bill, which, however, was not enacted.
Chairman Hepburn also brought out the
fact that Chairman Cooley of the Interstate
commerce commission withln three months
of the organization of the commission ex-
pressed the opinion that the commisslon dld
not have the power to regulate rates, and
that belween that time and the rendering
of the maximum freight-rate decision by
the UlLited States Supreme Court the lesser
courts repeatedly declared that the power
did not exist in the commission.

Mr. Bacon insisted that the ecourts had
ruled that the commission had no power to
make rates primarily. He went on to say
that the pending legislation does not have
that object in view either, but aims to glve
the commission power to regulate a rate
upon complaint and to say what It should
be reduced to if it is found unreasonable.

Evils Complained of by Shippers.

Chairman Hepburn asked Mr. Bacon
what were the serious evils which the ship-
pers complained of at this time. Mr. Ba-
con replied that there were two evlls, re-
lating to the rates between competing
points and ihe rates glven competing prod-
ucts. Above those, however, was the quas-
tion of the general raise in railroad rates
extending over the past four years,

Mr. Bacon said that In the year 1003 the

inerease over 1889 had amounted to $155.-
000,000, He said the burden of this increase
fell upon the consumers who bought food,
clothes, fuel and manufactured products.

Mr. Bacon drew a distinction between the
complaints of the shippers and the com-
plaints of the public at large. The shippers
were aggrieved mostly at discrimination,
but were in sympathy with the consumers
who felt the burden of the Increased rates.
The hearing was concluded by the arrival
of the hour of 12 o’clock without action be-
Ing taken by the committee.

There was revival today of the talk of
placing the interstate commerce commis-
slon under the Department of Commerce
and Labor. It will be remembered that
when the original bill for the organization
of that department was unde} considera-
tion it was proposed to place the Interstate
commerce commission under direction of
the Becretary of Commerce and Labor. Ob-
jection was raised by the Senate, however,
and the interstate commerce commission
was permitted to remain an independent
body. Some of those who advocated the
original bill are saying now that if it is de-
gigned to increase the powers of the com-
mission it certatnly will be advisable, in
their opinion, to place the commission un-
der executive control.

As a counter proposition to President
Roosevelt’'s suggestion that the interstate
commerce commission be permitted to reg-
ulate railroad rates the plan is now being
suggested in some quarters of organizing
a court to correspond to the clrcuit divi-
sions of theé country which shall have the
power to Interfere In the complaints of ex-
orbitant rates.

Marines Off for Panama.
PHILADELPHIA, December 13.— The
United States crulser Yankee, with 470 ma-
rines on board, sailed today from League

Island navy yard for Panama. The marines
will do police duty on the isthmus, relleving
a battalion which will return on the Yankee.

QUESTION OF RATES

MR. ELKINS’' BILL FOR COURTS OF
INTERSTATE OOMMERCE.

Senator Elkins. chalrman of the Senate
committee on Interstaté commerce, has sent
to Attorney General Moody & copy of a biil
Introduced =everal vears ago providing for
a court of interstate commerce. Senator
Elkins has asked Mr. Moody for an opinion
on some of the provisions of the bill, Speak-
ing to a Star reporter taday of the sugges-
tion In the President's message that power
to regulate railread rates should be con-
ferred on the interstate commerce commis-
sion, the senator said:

“] do not know what can be done at this
session. as the matter has not been can-
vassed by the interstate ‘commerce com-
mission, and I have not spoken to many
senpators on_ the subject. I think the time
has arrived Tor some action: The President
was right in mentioning the subject with so
much emphasis in his message. The ques-
tlon is so important and the inlerests in-
volved so vast that the subject will require
the most careful conslderation in order that
the right method of settling it satisfactorily
may be adopted.”

Speaking for himself, the senator =ald he
lhad studied the =subject for the last four or
five yvears and had come to the conclusion
“that the power to review the question of
rates and all other inter§tate commerce
questions should be wvest and lodged In
some tribunal that the raiproads and people
alike would respect, and there should be
created a cireult court of interstate com-
merce In each judicial circult of the United
States, to be composed of mine Judges, to
have original and exclusive jurisdletion in
thelr respective eircuits of all cases, crim-
inal or civil, erising under the varlous acts
q‘ Congress relating to Interstate com-
merce, something after the method adopted
by the English government, which, after
struggling for years with the guestion,
finally left it to the courts."”

He sald further that he thought that *‘a
circuit court of the kind named, judges ap-
pointed for life, with good salaries, giving.
their minds and attention to just one sub-
ject, to wit, all questions arising under the
laws affecting Interstate commerce, or laws
regulating commerce on sea or land. would
be the wisest and best solution of this ques-
tion. Besldes, judges located in the nine
circults could and would better understand
the rights and Interests of localities In a
way that would enable this court to settle
all these questione wisely.””

Senator Elkins said he dld not know
whether this solution of the guestion would
meet with favor or not, but that it was his
opinion after giving the subjeet careful con-
sideration that the people wglld not be sat-
isfied, nor would the . , with con-
ferring this power upon any other tribunal
than the one mentioned; t the present
commission remnin as constithted, where it
s dolng and can do effective service.

GETTYSBURG BATTLEFIELD.

Col. Garlington Praises: the Conditions
at the National Park.

Col. E. A. Garlington, inspector general of

“The entire park,” ﬁas{&u €
policed and free from rubl
disfiguring elements. The character of the
work done and the general eonpditions show-
ed a very intelligent and thorough system
as to construction, care and maintenance.
I have nothing to suggest In the way of
improvements upon the methods and sys-
tems of the commission. It appears to me
that the commission hag accomplished a
great work, one of the prineipal features he-
ing the extreme care taken to ascertain the
positions held by the varlous commands
participating in the great battle fought
there. There can be no doubt that the po-
sitions thus far markeda are accurate and
trustworthy.”

PAY FOR LABOR DAY.

Acting Secretary Oliver F;lvors Com-
pensation for Per Diem Employes.

General Oliver, acting secretary of war,
has addressed a letter tothe Speaker of the
House of Representatives recommending
that the act of June 28, 18, making the
first Monday of September (Labor day) a
legal holiday be amended so as to provide
that per diem employes receive payment
for that day. His action was based upon
a petition recentiy received at the War
Department from Braneh Neo. 11 of the
United Brotherhood of Leatherworkers on
Horse Goods, employed at the Rock Island
arsenal, asking for such legiglation as will
make it clear that per diem employes In the
ordnance department at Jarge shall receive
pay for Labor day. Acting Secretary
Oliver's recommendation, however, is not
confined to employes of the ordnance de-
partment, but embraces all per diéem em-
ployes of the government.

DEMOCRATS IN CAUCUS.

Minority Members of Merchant Marine
Commission Report.

Democratlc senators held a caucus today

Under the
direction of Secretary Hitcheock, whose
work has been conducted so quietly and
modestly as to attract little attention, ¢x-
cept in the estimation of the President, a
number of convictions of conspiracy against
the government in connection with land
cases have been obtained in Oregon. It is
hinted, but nothing offic!al can be obtained,
that the developments that are expeci=d
will stir the entire west and take rank
along with the greatest fraud exposures
ever known.

Reciprocity With Canada.

H. M. Whitney, president of the chamber
of commerce of Boston; James M. W. Hall
and Andrew G. Webs=ler, & committee from
the chamber of commerce, were presented
to President Roosevelt today by Senator
Lodge. They talked to the President some
time in behalf of Canadian reciprocity, ex-
plaining their belief that the development
of larger and better trade relations with
Canada was important to the entire coun-
try, and especially to New England. Bena-
tor Lodge sald that Massachusetts was in
tavor of reciprocity with Canada,

Representative Greene of Massachusetts
presented to the President W. C. Dunham,
a member of the state legislature of Massa-
chusetts, and Mrs. Dunham, who are visit-
ing H. A. Willard.

Representative Lacey of lowa some yvears
ago had an appropriation made for starvting
a buffalo herd in Yellowstone Park. About
eighteen buffaloes were secured and plated
in the park. These have inereased to about
forty. and a photograph of the herd Is to be
presented to President Roosevelt.

Representative Graff of Illinols wanted to
find out if the President has filled the New
Mexico judgeship made vacant by a dis-
missal o few days ago. as he wanted to pre-
sent the name of Judge R. H. Lovett of
Peoria. The position W filled. .

Benator Warren of yming paid his first
ecall of the congressional sessoln on the
President. ‘“‘As to tariff revision,” sald Sen-
ator Warren, in answer to a questien, "I do
not know of a single man west of the Mis-
sourl river who Is in favor of tinkering with
the tariff. There is a sentiment in favor of
some slation on interstmte commerce
matters, but none as to tarlff.”

Mr. Morton to Stay in the Cabinet.

Secretary Morton, at the earnest re-
quest of President Roosevelt, has con-
gented to remain in the cabinet after the
4th of next March. This has been an-
nounced at the White House, and when
the cahinet met today Secrelary Morton's
colleagues expressed pleasure at his de-
eision. When Mr. Morton entered the cab-
inet last summer it was well understood
that he would return to the Atchison, To-
peka and Santa Fe road, the vice presi-
dency of which he had resigned when he
came here. The understanding was that
he would not remain in the eabinet after
the 4th of March. The President, however,
succeeded in getting from Mr. Morton a
promise that he will change his mind.
How long he will serve after the next ad-
ministration comes in is not known. The
President is highly satisfled with Mr.
Morton's administration of his office and
thinks that a change would not be bene-
ficial to the navy.

Including the case of Mr. Morton., offi-
cial announcement has now been made as
to three members of the present cabinet
who will stay in the next. These are Sec-
retary Hay, Attorney General Moody and
Mr. Morton. Gossips who are busily en-
gaged in constructing the cabinet of the
President after March 4 have suggested
that this process of official announcement
by slow degrees may lead to elimination
of certain cabinet officers, but there is
absolutely no hint of this sort from any
direction in the White House or from
visitors to the Presldent. It is pretty well
settled that there will be no eliminations
of the kind hinted so far as the President
is concerned, and the belief grows
stronger that the cabinet will remain
about as. it is now unless there is volun-
tary retirement on the part of one or
more of those who are now serving.

Mr. Cortelyou as National Chairman.

When George B. Cortelyou becomes
Postmaster General in the next cabinet
it is not considered likely that he will re-
sign his position as chairman of the re-
publican national comimittee. On the
other hand, it is thought to be perfectly
proper that he hold this position. not-
withstanding his cabinet office. The late
Henry G. Payne was vice chalrman of the
republican national committee and fre-
quently advised with the President as to
appointments, especially in the postal
service. Headquarters of the national
committee will be in Washington, and
Elmer Dover, the secretary of the com-
mittee, will be in charge of affairs, as In
the past.

THE TRIAL OF SASONEFF.

Begun Today Behind Closed Doors—
Military Guard.

ST. PETERSBURG, December 13.—The
trial of Sasoneff, who assassinated In-
terior Minister von Plehve in July last,
and of Sikorifsky, hiz accomplice, hegan
beliind closed doors before the court of
appeals in the law courts building today.
Extraordinary precautions were taken to
prevent the threatened:demonstration of
the revolutionary organization. All the
entrances to the building were locked
and guarded, and only persons who could
produce summonses were admitted. Even
members of the bur were treated as out-

siders. Large police reserves were sta-
tioned within the building and in the
court yards of the ordnance factory oppo-
site, while mounted gendarmie patroled
the front and sldes of the buillding.
Toward nvoon, the hour set by the proc-
lamation, several battallons of infantry,
as if by accident, marched through the
adjoining streets, ands exactly at 12 a
company with a band of music at its
head, playing, strangely enough, “The
Btars and Stripes, Forever,” swung
through a cross street. The grim effect
of the fixed bayonets was enough to deter
the crowds of students and workmen
streaming along the sidewalks, and no

vestige of a disturbance occurred.

In the meantime the accused had been
brought to the court room from the adjoin-
ing prison thiough a rear door. The bench
appointed to try the case consisted of

President Maximovich was
brilliant in searlet, embroidered with gold,
wearing his chains of office, His associates
wore dark uniforms with green facings.
The class representatives were uniformed
according to rank in the hierarchy, with
the decorations to which they were entitled,

The lawyers wore evening dress in ae-
cordance with custom and had on the left
lapel of their coats the badge of their pro-
fession—a column of the palace of Themis
with the scales of justice.

The procedure followed closely that of
the French courts. The prosecutor opened
with presenting the case for the-government
the indictment was read and the prisoners
were arraigned, pleading justifiable homi-
cide, after which the witnesses were exam-
ined. Although only a single day is allow-
ed for the trial it could@ not be completed
today.

NAN PATTERSON'S TRIAL.

Marks on Young's Fingers—Object to

Expert Testimony.

NEW YORK, December 13.—The small
black s=pecks observed In the skin on two
fingers of Caesar Young's right hand by
Coroner’'s Physleian O'Hanlon when he per-
formed the autopsy on Young's body were
the center of interest when the Patterson

trial was resumed in the supreme court to-
day. The small portlon of skin bearing the
marks was stripped from the dead man's
fingers and had been submitted to Dr.
Ernest J. Lederle, former health commis-
sioner, for an examination to determine
whether or not the marks were caused by
gunpowder.

Dr. Lederie today testified as to the re-
sult of his investigation. Hlis examination
of the gkin, which was made with the ald
of a microscope, he said, failed to satisfy
him either that the spots were or were not
gunpowder. He said that chemical analysis
might poszibly show the nature of thie sub-
stance which caused the black spots, but
that it would be only a chance, and in mak-
ing the cxperiment with the small bit of
material submitted to him_the identity of
the spots might be desiroved. At the sug-
gestion of Mr. Rand the piece of skin was
divided, one plece going to Dr. Lederle and
the other to the defendant's chemist for
chemical anaiysis.

Strenuous objection to the introduction of
expert testimony in the case was made by
counsél for the defense when the prosecu-
tion brought forward Police Surgeon
Charles Phelps a= an expert of pistol shot
wounds. Justlee Davis, however, overruled
the objection and the examination of the
witness was allowed to proceed.

Dr. Phelps said that in his own opinion,
based , upon an examination of Young's

bodyethe fatal ehot was fired from the
rection: of left to right, and.that the ﬁj

was held from three to ] from the
body when the shot -was fired. ‘“t €ertainly
wae more than thiree inches,” the witness

said.

BOLL WEEVIL CONVENTION.

Dr. Howard of This City Was First
Speaker Today.

SHREVEPORT, La., December 13.—Dr.
L. O. Howard of the bureau of entomology,
Department of Agriculture, Washington, D.
C.. was the first speaker at the boll weevil
conventicen today. He =ald he was here to
personaly represent Secretary Wilson, who
was taking a great interest in the delibera-
tions of the body. The Secretary would
have been present, but he thought that the
best interests of the cotton farmers would
be better subserved by his remaining in
Washington to make an cffort to secure a
large appropriation to be used in fighting
the boll weevil.

Dr. Howard reviewed the history of the
boll weevil since Its first appearance in the
southern cotton fields, and sald the paper
to be read by Dr. W. D. Hunter of the gov-

ernment bureau would explain fully the
work done by the department.
Dr. Hunter followed Dr. Howard, his

paper being listened to with marked at-
tention.

Dr. Willlam C. Stubbs, director of the
Louisiana experiment station, next address-
ed the convention. He said he had been m!s-
quoted in saying the infected area in Texas
should cease planting cotton. He reviewed
the work of the state staff in attempting to
destroy the weevil in Louisiana and efforts
to prevent its further spread.

“What the Weevil Has Done, What the
Weevil May Do and What the Weevil Must
Not Be Allowed to Do” was the subject of
a paper read by Prof. K. P. Connell, editor
of Field and Farm of Dallas, Tex.
