Movement at Work in St.
Petersburg for Suffrage.

A PROPOSED ASSEMBLY

CONSIST OF 1,500 MEMBERS.

Leading Russian Journal Comments
Sarcastically Upon Alleged Diplo-
macy of United States Senate.

ST. PETERSBURG, February 15.—M.
Souvorin, editor of the Novoe Vremya, dis-
cussing the proposed assembling. of the
zemsky zabor quotes the views of a very
high personage close to the emperor as
outlining a plan by which the outlylng dis-
tricts would be treated as are the colonies
of the United States, but maintaining the
principle of unrestricted suffrage, declar-
ing that the mujik has as much right to
vote as the university graduate, and say-
ing it Is essential that the proceedings be
conducted In Russian.

This personage flgures that the zemsky
zabor will consist of 1,500 members,

Upon the question as to when the zemsky
zabor will be initiated he made no definite
statement, saying the date had not been

determined upon, whether now or at the end
of the war,

POKES FUN AT U. S. SENATE.

Russian Newspaper Comments Sarcas-
tically on Alleged Diplomacy.

ST. PETERSBURG, February 15.—The
Novoe Vremya, in a sarcastic editorial on
the action of the United States Senate in
connection with the arbitration treaties,
pokes fun at the alleged attempt of the
United States to take the leadership in the
world's diplomacy.

The editorial reviews the plan for pre-
serving the administrative entity of China,
the proposed naval demonstration in Turk-
ish waters, the establishment of the republic
of Panama and the proposition to heold a
second peace conference at The Hague,
“conecluding with the cornucopia of arbitra-
tion treaties,”” the whole idea of which, the

paper says, “finally met the fate which al-
ways overtakes a new fad.
“Therefore it is not to be wondered at

that the Senate declines to yield to a scheme
hich placed the settlement of future dis-
putes entirely in the hands of President
Roosevelt.”

STRIEKE EXHAUSTING ITSELF.

PETERSBURG, February 13.—The
latest reports from Poland indicate that
the strike situation at Warsaw and Lodz
is exhausting itseif.

SHELL'S DEADLY WORK.

FOURWEREFOUND DEAD

SUSPICION SURROUNDS MYSTERI-
0US DEATHS AT CLEVELAND.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, February 15.—Four
persons were found dead in a small house
at No. 5011 Central avenue today. It was
at first supposed that the deaths had been
caused by escaping natural gas, but the
coroner, upon viewing the bodies, stated
that he was aot at all sure that such was
the case.

The dead: Charles Heller; Josephine Hel-
ler, his wife; George Nolan, a son-in-law;
May Nolan, wife of George Nolan and
daughter of the Hellers.

When a neighbor entered the Nolan house
today the natural gas was still burning in
the stove, but the rooms were filled with a
strong odor of gas. The only living thing
in the house was a small dbg, which was
found wrapped in a blanket. It was un-
conscious.

According to the statement of neighbors,
there had been much discord in the Heller
household, and Mrs. Heller had re-
cently said: “If things don'!‘._ get better
death will come to all of us.

The coroner will make post-mortiem ex-
aminations to learn the exact cause of the
deaths.

IN THE HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Debate Over the Speech From the
Throne.

LONDON, February 15.—In the house of
commons today the dzbate on the address
in reply to the speech from the throne was
resumed by Mr. Asquith (liberal, and for-
mer home secretary), who moved the fol-

lowing amendment:

*We humbly represent to your majesty
that the various aspects of the fiscal ques-
tion have been fully discussed in the coun-
try for nearly two vears, and that the time
has come for submitting the question to the
people without further delay.”

Mr. Asquith supported this demand for
an immediate dissolution of parliament
with some trenchant remarks on the wide
fiscal gulf separating the unionist racl[ops.

Turning to Premier Balfour, Mr. Asquith
asked him to give a monosyllablc answer
whether there was any practical difference
between his and Joseph Chamberlain's fis-
cal policies, but the premier maintained
silence.

The speaker then declared that Mr.
Chamberlain was also becoming inoculated
with the “‘malaria of ambiguity,” and added
that this intolerable confusion, menacing
and perilous to industry and the empire,
could only be cleared up by a prompt and
direct appeal to the people.

Austen Chamberlain, the chanecellor of
the exchequer, replying. taunted the lib-
erals with asking the country for a man-
date to stimulate bounty-fed competition
with British manufactures and to maintain
a system of free imports without a free ex-
change. The opposition’s policy, he added,
was to shut its eyves to all that was pass-
ing in the rest of the world and cling to the
ancestral traditions of sixly years ago.
The government desired a free hand to
negotiate fiscal matters with foreign coun-
tries and the colonies and an unfettered
conference of the latter to see if a closer
union could not be promoted between Great
Britain and the other parts of the empire.

CONFERRED PALLIUM,

Impressive Services at Cincinnati To-
day—Cardinal Gibbons Preached.

CINCINNATI, February 15.—With the
simple and impressive service of Lhe Ro-
man Catholie Church, the full powers of an
archbishop were today conferred on Henry
Moeller, a native of Cincinnati, who for
over ten vears was coadjutor for this arch-

diccese.

Cardinal Gibbons, Archbishop Glennon of
St. Louis and a number of bishops were in
attendance, several participating in the
ceremony which took place in the cathe-
dral. Service opened with the meass, the
sermon being preached by Cardinal Gibbons
after the reading of the gospel.

In the name of the clergy, Rev. John
Mackey addressed the archbishop and hand-
ed over to him the keys of the cathedral,
the archbishop responding briefly. The
clergy made their act of obeisance to their
new shepherd and the service was brought
to a conclusion with the Te Deum,

PRESIDENT HARPER’S CONDITION

Operation Decided Necessary for

Sequence of Appendicitis.

CHICAGO, February 15.—The condition of
Dr. Willlam R. Harper, president of the
University of Chicago, has not improved,
and it has been decided to perform an op-
eration, probably Friday of this week, at
the Presbyterian Hospital. His son Samuel
and his brother Robert now on thelr way
in Chicago, are expected to reach here
Thursday night or Friday morning.

Dr. Harper was operated on a year ago
for appendicitis, and his present trouble has
been diagnosed as a thickening of the in-
testine. Hence the necessity for another
operation. He has been lecturing to his
classes at hig residence for a short time,
but vesterday was obliged to dismiss them,
and it is not lhkely that he will resume
teaching for some time.

FOR STATE OIL REFINERY.

Progress of Fight in Kansas Against
Standard Oil.

TOPEKA, Kan,, February 15.—Legislation
providing for the building of a state oll re-
finery came up in the house today as a
special order. The fight for this legislation
caused ihe Standard Oil Company recently
to fssue an order stopping the purchase of
oll in Kansas. Speaker Stubbs, who last
week oppos2d the refinery bill, has since
then expressed himself in favor of it. He
has recetved several telegrams from Kansas
0il producers saying they belleve the bill
would prove bad for them, and urging him

to stand by his first position. The measure
has already passed the senate,

Senator Fitzpatrick’'s bill  establishing
maximum rates for transportation of oil
was passcd by the house today. It had al-
ready passed the senate,

Consideration of the oll refiners bill was
st for 2 o'clock this afternoon.

HOCH AT INQUEST.

Expert Testimony Over Dead Wife’s
Remains Next Monday.

CHICAGO, February 15.—The Inquest over
the remains of Mrs., Marie Walcker-Hoch
was resumed today. Coroner Hoffman an-
nounced that the expert medical testimony
would not be presented until next Monday,
when all the evidence regarding analysis of
the woman's stomach in connection with
the theory of poisoning will be submitted
together. . i

Hoch presented a neat appearance and
wore a self-reliant air, in contrast to his
nervousness at the opening of the inquest
last week.

EXECUTIONS STAYED

Mrs. Edwards and Samuel
Greason Get Rehearing

BY BOARD OF PARDONS

CASE OF GREASON TO BE TAKEN
BEFORE SUPREME COURT.

Action Taken Today at Harrisburg on
Motion of Woman's Counsel—

Effect of Decision.

On recommendation of the board
of pardons today Governor Penmny-
packer withdrew the death warrants
in the case of Mrs. Kate Edwards,
the white woman, and Samuel Grea-
son, the negro, who were under sen-
tence to hang together in the Berks
county jail at Reading tomorrow
morning for the murder of Mrs. Ed-
wards’ husband in 190I.

The case of Greason will now be
again taken to the Pennsylvania su-
preme court, and if that tribunal re-
fuses to reopen the case the attor-
neys for Mrs. Edwards and Greason
will have to appear before the boaid
of pardons next month.

HARRISBURG, Pa., February 15.—The
supreme court room was crowded with
spectators when the board of pardons con-
vened at 10 o'clock to take up the cases of
Mrs. Edwards and Samuel Greason, under
sentence to hang tomorrow, and other rou-
tine business. In the crowd were many
members of the legislature, and also the
Ohio delegation of women who presented
a monster petition to the governor yester-
day in behalf of the condemned woman.

When the board of pardons, which Is
made up of W. M. Brown, lieutenant gov-
ernor; Frank M. Fuller, secretary of the
commonwealth; Hampton L. Carson, at-
torney general, and Isaac B. Brown, secre-
tary of Internal affairs, went into session
some minor cases were disposed of, after
which the Edwards case was taken up.

Edward H. Deysher of counsel for Mrs.
Edwards, made a motion that the case of
Mrs. Edwards be continued. He made this
motion, he sald, because Mrs. Edwards had
confessed that she had committed the
crime, and that Greason had no hand in it,
and because counsel for Greason wanted to
take depositions, and also examine Mrs.

Edwards with regard to the authenticity of
the confession.
Counsel for Greason,

he said. would not

wards was not continued, because 1hey
were both under sentence to hang tomor-
row morning. John H, Rothermel and
Wm. H. SBadler, attorneys for Greason, sup-
ported Mr. Deysher, and also pleaded for a
rehearing in the case of their client. Mr.
Sadler informed the board that he had four
wilnesses in behalf of Greason who had
never been examined.

Deliberated Twenty Minutes,

The board retired, and after deliberating
twenty minutes returned to the bench and
announced that the board had decided to
take up both ecases and immediately con-
tinue them.

The reason for the board's action was
read by the attorney general. It is as fol-
lows:

“In view of the dissent on the part of the
three justices of the supreme court from
the opinion of the court in refusing the pe-
tition of Samuel Greason for an order an-
thorizing a new trial in the court of oyer
and terminer of Berks county, and in view
of the statement of counsel for Greason
that they have four witnesses never before
examined, whose depositions they desire to
take and present to the supreme court for
its consideration, the application for a con-
tinuance in the Edwards case Is granted,
and the application fér a rehearing In the
Greason case is granted.”

The moment the action of the board be-
came known there was an exodus of attor-
neys and messengers. A clerk in the gov-
ernor's office immediately telephoned the
news to the executive department for the
information of the governor,

Cases Taken Up Next Month.

After the stir occasioned by the board's
decision had subsided, Lieutenant Governor
Brown informed the attorneys for Mrs. Ed-
wards and Greason that both cases would
be taken up next month together by the
board, unless the supreme court in the
meantime interfered.

He expressed the opinion privately that
the matter ought to be settled by a jury in
Berks county,

The lawyers for Greason will now apply
to the supreme court for an order opening
his case, in order to hear the four new wit-
nesses found by his attorneys. 1If the su-
preme court grants the order the case will
go back to Berks county for retrial. In the
meantime Mrs, Edwards' case will be con-
tinued. But if the supreme court refuses
the order, then the board of pardons wili
have to decide the case at its next meeting,
which will be the third Wednesday in
March.

Greason's case has been in the supreme
court slx times, and twice before the board
of pardons. The death warrant has been
read to him ten times. Mrs. Edwards’ case
has never been in the supreme court, but
the board of pardons has twice refused to
commute her sentence.

After the governor was officially inform
of the action of the pardon board a messen-
ger was sent to the sheriff of Berks county
withdrawing the death warrants.

Governor Issued Order.
Gov. Pennypacker today signed an or-
der withdrawing the death wafrant of
Mrs. Kate Edwards and Samuel Greason.

A clerk left for Reading on an afternoon
train to deliver the order to the sheriff
of Berks county.

Greason, when told of the board's de-
cision, said: "

*1 knew ‘it could not be otherwise.”

The death watch set on Mrs, Kate Ed-
wards reports that she did not sleep last
night. She lay on her cot all night, moan-
ing and crying piteously. She did not touch
a morsel of foca this morning. If the ex-
ecution takes place-the officials reallze that

DUNKIRK, N. Y., February 15.—A pas-
gerger train on the Dunkirk, Allegheny
Valley and Pittshburg railvoad, which left
Titusville yesterday morning, reached here
today, being nearly twenty-four hours in
making a ninety-one-mile run. It took the
train with two engines fifteen hours to
run from Cassadaga to Dunkirk, fifteen

five hours late, .

UNRELENTING COLD IN IOWA.

Train Blockades Cause Scarcity of Fuel
—Farmers Burning Corn.

DES MOINES, Towa, February 15.—Con-
tinued, unrelenting cold and snow, which
have practically put an end to business
and tied up all trains entering Des Moines
and traversing the state, have placed the
entire city and state at the mercy of a
coal and fuel famine.

But one dealer in Des Moines has hard
coal for sale, and that at a price almost
above the reach of the consumer. Drifts
between the city amd the coal fields
render teaming almost impossible, there-
by cutting off the soft coal supply. In
many sections of the state farmers are
burning corn for fuel,

Hundreds of Iowa towns, isolated bhe-
cause of the stagnant condition of the
railroad service, are actually suffering.
Fuel has advanced tg g conslderable ex-
tent and will be unobtainable at any price
if cold weather continues.

The assoclated charities of Des Moines
says that in the histpry of the associa-
tion there has never been such intense
suffering among the poor.

BURLINGTON, Iowg, Febsuary 15.—Con-
fronted by apparemtly insurmountable
weather conditions, Burlington railroad of-
ficials today abandoned efforts to run trains
on branch lines out of Burlington. Only

main line trailns ars moving. The mer-
cury today stood at 14 below zero.

READ BY PRESIDENT

Arrival of the Protocol With
San Domingo.

ITS CLAUSES PERUSED

SECRETARY HAY TAKES DOCU-
MENT TO THE WHITE HOUSE.

Provides for Collection of Dominican
Customs and Their Disbursement

to Foreign Claimants.

The protocol or treaty between the United
States and Sar Domingo drawn up between
Mr. Dawson, the American minister, and
Mr. Sanchez, the foreign minister for
President Morales’ government, reached
Washington this morning at the expected
time and was tak~n by Secretary Hay im-
mediately to the White House. It was nec-
essary to read the document carefully, to
make sure that it agreed precisely with the
outline of its provisions received by cable
and with the amendatory instructions of the
Department of State. So the President and
Secretary Hay went over the treaty very
carefully and found that it was in good
shape for immediate transmittal to the Sen-
ate,

Brief Statement of Treaty.

Briefly stated it provides that the United
States shall collect the customs revenues
of San Domingo and turn over to President
Morales' government a specified percentage
necessary to meet the expenses of admin-
istration, and disburse the remainder
among the foraign claimants. The United
SBtates undertakes also to respect the in-
tegrity of San Domingo and the protocol or
treaty must be approved by the United
States Senate and the Dominican congress,

In anticipation of the arrival of this con-
vention a letter has been prepared at the
President's direction to accompany the doc-
ument when it goes to the Senate that is
something more than a mere letter of trans-
mittal. It does not undertake to discuss
broadly the constitutional questions involv-
ed in the conflicting claims of the executive
and the Senate as to treaty-making powers
which have grown out of the treatment of
the arbitration treaties,

Reason for Negotiations.

It is devoted entirely to a statement of
the reasons which led the President to enter
into the negotiations with the government
of San Domlngo as a basis for the pro-
posed treaty. The history of previous at-
tempts on the part of the State Department
to secure a settlement of American claims
against San Domingo, which have been
pending for many years, Is set forth, and
particwdar -stress is laid en the status of
foreign claims, the enforced collection of
which might cause a clash with European
} governments, Finally the details of *the
present arrangement ame given and the rea-
son for them is described, so that inciden-
tally the President’'s communication may
have some bearing upon the steps now bea-
ing taken by the State Department and the
navy to execute the arbitrational award of
July, 1904,

TO BE CHIEFS OF STAFF.

Selections Made by Rear Admirals
Evans and Stirling.

The Navy Department has decided upon
the creation of the post of chief of staff in
the two principal fleets of the navy. Rear
Admiral Robley D. Evans, who will suc-
ceed Rear Admiral A, S, Barker, as com-
mander-in-chief of the north Atlantic fleet
in April next, has selected Captain J. E.
Pillshury, now assistant chief of the bureau
of navigation, as his chief of staff.

Commander F. Fletcher, recently detach-
ed from command of the naval torpedo sta-
tion at Newport, will become chief of
staff to Rear Admiral Stirllng, command-
er-in-chief of the Asiatic fleet. Captain

Pillsbury has been assistant chilef .of the
bureau of navigation for more than two
years and was long ago eligible for a bat-
tle ship command. As chief of staff to
Rear Admiral Evans,  Captailn Pillsbury
will not command a ship, but will have
quarters on the Maine, which will be flag-
ship of the.fleet. No one has been selected
to succeed Captain Pillsbury as assistant
chief of the bureau of navigation.

OIL FOR THE NAVY,

Secretary Morton Opposed to Requir-
ing Any Particular Brand.
Certain dealers in oil have complained to
the Navy Department that they have been
unable to supply the navy with oll because
of the custom of the bureau of steam en-
gineering of specifying particular brands of
oil. In a letter to the chief of the bureau
of steam engineering, Secretary Morton
says that the department is of opinion that
while il purchased for the navy should
comply with eertain specifications, no par-
ticular brand of oil should be specified in
the requisitions. 1f changes are necessary
in the specifications for oil in order to meet
the bureau’'s requirements, the Secretary
says, the department will consider such
changes as the bureau may suggest, but
if the bureau is of opinion that the specifi-
cations cannot be improved, it should so
report to the department. In that event,
the Secretary says, directions wili be given
for the acceptance of oll furnished by any
responsible and legitimate bidder which
comes up to the standard of the specifica-

tions for oil.

STATES SEND MEMORIALS,

Enlarged Powers Desired for the Inter-
state Commission.

Immediately after the Senate was called
to order today Mr. Beveridge presented a
memordal from the legislature of Indiana
and Mr. Berry a memorial from the legis-
lature of Arkansas, both praying for the
enlargement of the powers of the interstate
commerce commisgion.

In presenting the Arkansas memorlal
Mr, Berry expressed the hope that the Sen-
ate committee on interstate commerce
would soon be able to report a bill on-the
question covered by the petition.

“The House has passed a railroad rate
bill,” he said, ‘‘and the interest is so gen-
eral and the demand so great that I hope
the measure will be reported back in time
for the Senate to act upon it before final
adjournment.”

HANGMAN’SROPE BROKE

MURDERER'S NECK BROKEN BY
STRIKING SCAFFOLD BEAM,

BRIDGETON, N. J., February 15.—Frank
Raisinger was hanged here today for the
murder of his wife, The drop fell at 10:04.
The rope broke as the body rebounded and
the back of Ralsinger's head struck a cross-
beam of. the scaffold and broke Raisinger’'s
neck. The physicians present said death
was instantaneous. Raisinger was not offi-
clally pronoumced dead until ten minutes
later.

When the rope separated Constable Tumy
and others quickly caught the cord and
lifted the body clear of the ground, but
a quick examination by Dr. Stites revealed
the fact that the neck was broken and
it was therefore not necessary to raise
the body again to the scaffold.

Assemblage Shuddered.

A shudder ran through those who were
assembled to witness the hanging as the
rope parted and Haisinger's body fell to
the ground. Nearly every one present turn-
ed his head from the gruesome sight,

Sheriff Dement said after the hanging
that he was unable to account for the
snapping of the cord, as it had been tested
with & welght more than 100 pounds heavier
than Raisinger's body.

Raisinger made no statement on the scaf-
fold, simply saying as he passed through
the sheriff's office “Good-bye, boys.”

Story of His Crime.

The crime for which Frank Raisinger met
his death was the brutal murder of his
young wife. On October 18, 1904, Raising-
er went into the kitchen where his wife
was at work and endeavored to caress her.
She repulsed him and Raisinger left the
house. Later he returned and in order
to protect herself Mrs. Ralsinger seized
a4 gun and threatened to shoot her husband.
He again left the house, but a few min-
utes later Raisinged quietly re-entered his
home and secured the gun and shot his
wife.

Death was not instantaneous and
inger sent another load of shot Inty *he
woman’'s body. He then arranged the body
and clothing of Mrs. Raisinger to make
it appear that she had been assaulted and
murdered. This theory was accepted by
the nelghbors, but later the coroner’s phy-
silcian pronounced the case one of suicide
and gave a certificate of burial,

An Investigation was begun by the prose-
cutor of the county and detectives. De-
tectives soon fastened the crime upon Rais-
inger. The latter confessed. He was placed
on trial in January and his testimony
was of such a revolting character that the
judge appealed to the murderers’ counsel
Lo remove the witness from the stand.

THE STATEHOOD BILL.

Nothing Done in the House on It To-
day.

Nothing was done in the House of Repre-
sentatives today in relation to the statehood
hill. Representative Tawney of Minnesota
vesterday afternoon introduced a resolution
to discharge the committiee on territories
from consideration of the bill, to disagree
to the Senate amendments, and asking a
conference wilth the Senate. This resolu-
tion goes to the committee on rules, and it
is understood that in a few days that com-
mittee will bring in a rule acecordingly.
Practically all of the thirty-three republi-
cans who were against the House taking
this course have signed the paper which has
Leen passed around by Delegate Rodey ap-
proving this plan, so that when it cames up
for consideration there will be no repub-
lican opposition. It is also understood to-
day that the democrats are satisfied with
this course as a compromise, in view of the
determined stand taken by the majority to
insist upon the House bill. 1f the Senate
should decline to agree to the House plan
there may he some parliamentary skirmish-
ing in the House, but from the present pros-
pect the majority in the House will stand

as a unit to insist upon New Mexico and
Arizona having joint statehood.

MONEY FOR DISTRICT

Appropriation Bill in the
Senate.

PLEA FOR ECONOMY

MADE BY MR. ELKINS IN ITEM
FOR PINEY BRANCH BRIDGE.

His Motion to Strike Out Defeated—
Mr. Hopkins Opposes the $500,00Q
Municipal Building.

During consideration of the Dis-
trict appropriation bill in Senate,
Mr. Elkins made a plea for econo-
my, and said the amount could be
cut $1,000,000 without harm. He
particularly objected to the item
for the Piney Branch bridge, which
he moved to strike out. The mo-
tion was defeated. Mr. Hopkins
opposed the additional $500,000 for
the municipal building. The item
was laid over temporarily,

The Senate at 12:0 today resumed the
consideration of the District appropriation
bill, having taksn It up late yesterday aft-
ernoon,

When the Senate amendment increasing
the limit of cost of the munleipal building
by an addition of $300,000 was reached Sen-
ator Hopkins objected to the amendment,
saying it was new ligislation and came
within the restriction of rule 16,

Benator Gallinger suggested that the
adoption of the amendment was very im-
portant and hoped there would be no ade
verse action on it

Senator Allison asked that it be passed
over temporarily, which was done.

Mr. Elkins on Economy.

The Senate wis rather taken by surprise

at the course adopted by Senator Elkins
in muking a speech that consumed about
twenty-five or thirty minutes directed

against the appropriation for Piney Branch
bridge and against appropriations gener-
allv, with a view, as he claimed, to pracs
licing economy In order to meet the defleit
of $24.0000,000 that the government has and
to prevent an additional deficlt which, he
said, was staring the government In the
face. Senator Elkins started into this cam-
paign against appropriations for the Dis-
trict of Columbia by declaring that if he
had his way he would cut the bill down a
million dollars. He calied attention to the
fact that that bill appropriates §4706,008
more than the House appropriated.

“It seems to me,” sald Mr. ElkIns, “the
House gave very careful consideration to
the District bill. We have a deficit of $24,-
000,000 today and are facing an Increased
deficit of £25,000,000 additjonal If we pugs
the deficieney, rivers and harbors and oth-
er bills that will soon come before us."”

Mr. Elkins read from committée hearings
what the Commissioners had said in réla-
tion to this bill, but he said he had not ob-
served that any petitions for the bridge
were before the appropriations committes
of which he was a member, He sald he
had fought for economy while on the com-
mittee when they had this bill, and wouid
have cut a million dollars out of it, but
he could not accomplish anything, and
therefore brought his cause Into the Sen-
ate

He said there were very few people be-
vond this bridge, sometimes referring to it
as Piney Street bridge, again as Plney
Creek bridge and again at tmes as Piney
Branch bridge. He said the extension of
Massachuseits avenue had cost a milllon
dellars. and had improved real estate, but
he did not propose to appropriate money
to improve real estate,

He read an interview in a New York pa-
pes with Senator Allison, in which the
senator said that the only way to meet the
deficlency was to cut down the expenses of
the government. That, he said, was what
he wanted to do, too, and he proposed to
begin right here. He remarked that there
were several other items in the District bill
that could be cut out to reduce expenses,
and the public interest would not be affect-
ed one way or the other.

Mr. Allison’s Reply.

Senator Allison replied to Mr. Elkins, and
expressed surprise that he had begun his
campalgn of economy on Piney Branch
bridge, which involved so small an amount,
Mr. Allison said that the bill appropriates
for that purpose only $20,000, and of that
amount only £10,000 will come from the
treasury of the United States.

“It seems to me,"" sald Mr. Allison, "if we
are going to install a new system of econ-
omy we must begin with some larger Item
than Piney branch. The appropriation
committee examined this matter very fully,
and we believe it Is one of the necessary
appropriations to be made for the improve-
ment of the Distriet.”

Mr. Elkins then went to to say he had
tried to oppose Anacostia bridge and Con-
nectieut avenue bridge in the committlee,
but he was overruled.

“1f we do not begin somewhere we will
not begin at all,” continued Mr. Elkins.
“1f T had my way 1 would cut a milllon
dollars out of this bill and I would reduce
it at this time. 1 suppose these things
have some merit in them, but when the
government is faced by a deficit and we go
on piling up debt against the government
it is time to stop and consider.”

Senator Gallinger reminded Mr. FElkins
that this bill as reported to the Senate
carries a million and a half dollars less
than the Commissioners asked for.

Mr. I2lkins insisted that that was no argu-
ment, as they never proposed to give the
Commissioners all they want,

Senator Kikins began talking about econ-
omy In the government generally, and Sen-
ator Foraker remarked that before he left
Piney branch to talk about governmental
economy generally he would like to say that
he had driven out in the section in which
this bridge is to be built and that 16th
street comes to an abrupt end at that point,
and if it is to be continued some sort of
bridge must be built. He insisted that the
bridge had been petitioned for by people
living in that part of the c¢ity. The bridge
was part of the plan for a broad avenue
leading out into Military road, and the
bridge was necessary to allow the driveway
to be made continuous.

Mr. Elkins insisted that he had never
heard of a petition of citizens for this
bridge. The only thing he had heard from
it was by the District Commissioners, by the
Engineer Commissioner. He sald he knew
that property had been improved by axtend-
ing Massachusetts and Connecticut avenues,
but he did not feel called upon to appro=
priate money to increase real estat: vaiues.

#It will also increase the amount cf taxes
we can raise to pay for improvements,’
suggested Senator Gallinger.

Senator Elkins continued to talk of econ-

omy in general and economy in relation to
Piney branch bridge in particular. He was
a young member, he sald, of the a&mprla-
committee, but more talk of this kind
heard in the Senate before this
