10 AMEND SMOKE LAW

Senate Bill Before House
District Committee.

HEARING OF VIEWS

JOHN B. LARNER SPEAKS FOR
THE MEASURE.

The Commissioners’ “Anti-Ticket
Scalping” Bill Considered and

" Laid on the Table.

The House committee on the District of
Columbia.gave a hearing this morning on
the Senate anti-smoke bill and on the Com-
misstoners’ “'ticket scalpers” measure. In
executive session later the committee killed
the latter bill by laying it on the table. No
action was taken on the smoke bill. An-
other meeting was called for this afternoon,
when the cross-town railway bill ‘will be
taken up.

To Amend the Smoke Law.

The committee met at half past ten
o'clock this morning, and Chairman Bab-
coek announced that a brief hearing would
be given on the bill now before the Sen-
ate to amend the existing smoke law of
the District. This bill provides that dense
black smoke may be emitted at three min-
ute intervals every hour, not to exceed sixty
minutes in any one day, or that in the
case of new fires the emission may con-
tinue for six minutes.

Mr. Larner Favors the Bill.

The bill was supported by Mr. John B.
Larner, who spoke briefly In advocacy of
its passage, Mr. Larner said that several
years ago, for some reason or other, a law
was enacted forbidding the emission of
dense black smoke from chimneys in the
District. Six months’ time was allowed for
establishments to equip their furnaces with
smoke consumers. Mr. Larner said that in
the time mentioned nearly all of the plants
in question had purchased these smoke
consumers, which were soon found to be
absolutely worthless. He charged that
those interested in the manufacture and
sale of smoke consumers were largely re-
sponsible for securing the enactment of the
original smoke law.

The only thing that had been discovered
which was in any way useful, he said, was
an automatic stoker, which by securing per-
fect combustion lessened the quantity of
smoke emitted.

What Has Been Developed.

Mr. Larner said that during the test of
the law it had been demonstrated that the
quantity of s=moke necessarily emitted
could be greatly reduced, and the law had
been advantageous to that extent. Now,
however, it was desired to amend the law
=0 that no injustice would be done. Under
a provision permitting the emission of
smoke for three minutes in each hour,
Mr. Larner thought the public Interests
would be served and the business interests
of Washington greatly benefited. Mr. Lar-
ner briefly reviewed the whole matter and
called the attention to the committee to
his more detailed testimony before the Sen-
ate Distric committee,

Commissioner Biddle’s Opposition.

Engineer Commissioner Biddle spoke in
opposition to the three-minute provision in
the bill. He called attention to the fact
that there were about two hundred estab-
lishments in the city which would be af-
fected by the law, and remarked that under
the proposed amendment In the Senate bill,
cight of them would be emitting black
smoke at the same time. The Commission-
ers, he said, felt that the Senate bill was
in the nature of a step backward.

The Anti-Ticket Scalping Bill.

The *“anti-ticket scalping” bill was then
taken up and Mr. A. A. Birney, represent-
ing a firm of ticket brokers, spoke in sup-
port of the measure. The bill provides that
an annual tax of $25 shall be imposed on
all ticket brokers in the District, who shall
be prohibited from dealing in contract or
excursion tickets.

Mr. Birney's principal argument in favor
of the bill was on that paragraph refusing
a ticket broker's license to any person not
j & bona-fide resident of the District for one

year. He called attention to the inaugural
ceremonies, March 4, and urged that the
bill be enacted into law as soon as possible.

Mr. F. T. Lindenburger, representing the
ticket brokers of Washington, spoke in op-
position to the measure, and it was appar-
ent from the first that the majority of the
committee was with him,

Representative Wadsworth of New York
wanted to know why the rallroads should
feel any difficulty about transporting 200
pounds of Representative Wadsworth er 200
pounds of Representative Wiley on the same
ticket. Other members indicated that they
were of the same mind.

Mr. James T. Grimes, representing the
American Federation of Labor, also opposed
the bill.

The Bill Tabled.

In the executive session that followed the
Lill was laid on the table, which means
that It will not be heard from again, at
this session at least.

The committes also disposed of some other
matters. The bill to establish a railroad
storage yard for the District. which was
first favorably reported and then reconsid-
ered, was laid aside with an unfavorable
rezort,

The Pou hLill, for the rellef of street car
motormen, providing that glass vestibules
be placed on all street ecars operated in
the Ddstrict during the winier months, was
favorably reported, as was the measure ap-
propriating $7.500 for the relief of John
Jracoby, which has already passed the Sen-
ate.

PEACE TALK VARIABLE.

Russian and Japanese Representatives

Call on Mr. Hay.

“Peace talk is like Washington ‘weather—
variable,” said Mr. Takahira, the Japanese
minister, this morning, as he was leaving
the State Department after a long talk with
Secretary Hay, an incldent which despite
the frequency of its occurrence, always sets
afloat “*peace rumors.” The visit of Count
Cassini, the Russian ambassador, a half
hour later, brought reassurances that the
war was *“to go on to the end,” as the
ambassador is wont to express it—meaning
until Russia Is victorious.

Although dipiomats here, representing
the neutral powers, do not evey speculate
a% yet about the beginning of the end of
the war in the far east, in other quarters
there is a well-defined belief prevalent that
Washington stands a good chance of being
the capital at which Russia and Japan will
finally attempt to adjust their differences,
It is believed Russia would welcome the
selection of Washington because of the
presence here of that member of the Rus-
sion foreign service who knows the eastern
question as perhaps no other Russian knows
it, and who, because of his long acquaint-
ance with Secretary Hay, and the fact that
he is dean of the diplomatic corps, enjoys a
prestige not shared by every Russian am-
bassador.

it develops that Japan would not look
askance at the suggestion of Washington
as the scene of the peace negotiations, Her
minister here is popular and for some time
has enjoyed an intimate friendship with
Sccretary Hay, upon whom he Is at liberty
to call even when the Secretary Is at his
residence. The fact that (Great Britain is
an ally of Japan, and France of Russia,
and because the position of Germany, while
strictly neutral, is not well defined, leads
the representatives of the neutral powers
to the belief that the American capltal is
the most available place for peace negotia-
tions when Russla and Japan agree to stop
fighting.

SENT BACK TO SENATE

Action of the House on the
Agricultural Bill.

ONLY FIVE OPPOSED

RESOLUTION ADOPTED BY OVER-
WHELMING VOTE.

Alleged Violation of the Constitutional
Rights of the Lower Branch
of Congress.

A resolution introduced by Chair-
man Payne of the ways and means
committee, sending the agricultural
appropriation bill back to the Sen-
ate because it contained original
legislation affecting the revenues,
was adopted by the House this af-
ternoon by 261 to 5.

Shortly after the session of the House
of Representatives opened today Mr
Payne of New York, rising to a question
of privilege, offered a resolution regarding
the action of the Senate in adopling an
amendment interpreting the Dingley act
with reference to drawback on wheat, The
resolution was as follows:

“Resolved, That the amendment No. 208,
added by the Senate to the House bill, H.
R. 18,329, in the opinion of the House, con-
travenes the first clause of the seventh
section of the first article of the Consti-
tution of the United States and is an in-
fringement of the privilege of the House,
and that the said bill with the amend-
ments be respectfully returned to the Sen-
ate with a message communicating this
resolution.”

As soon as the clerk concluded reading
the resolution it was greeted with gen-
eral applause,

In gxp!ainlng‘ the Senate's action Mr.
Payne said the amendment abolished the
drawback clause in the Dingley bill on
wheat imported into the United States and
afterward manufactured into flour and ex-
ported. He said he did not intend to dis-
cuss the merits of the amendment, whether
it was wise or unwise.

Applauded by Both Sides.

He was loudly applauded by both repub-
licans and democrats when he asserted that
the main question was *‘whether that clause
in the Constitution which declares that all
bills for ralsing revenue shall originate in
the House of Representatives shall be cher-
ished by this House as one of its privi-
leges." o

The question, he sald, also was whether
we will resent any infringement from any
source of that clause of the Constitution

Mr. Payne called attention 10 the fact
that the House uniformly had insisted on
its rights as guaranteed by the Constitu-
tion, and read a number of precedents in

roof of his assertion.
p}lr. Payne declared that the right to orig-
inate revenue legislation was a sacred one
of the House, that *“none could be orig-
inated, none should be,” and, he added:

The aecused man ted a most piti-
able spectacle h¥nddode He pressed his
hand to his forehead and sobbed violently,
the tears coursing down his cheeks.

The prisoner made no effort to restrain his
sobs and guve full vent to the paroxysms
which overcame hfm. All the efforts of his
attorney and his. brothers to bring about
composure failed, and, as Attorney Owens
concluded His #rgiment, Dawson presented
the most abject spectacle _of a prisoner yel
seen In a criminal court in Baltimore.

“When the trial was resumed this morning
Assistant State’'s Attorney O’ Dunne opened
for the prosecution., Al

O'Dunne dénouncéed Dawson In harsh
terms, declaring that he had misused the
authority he had as a quasi-official at the
Kelso Home. He. declared Mrs, Dawson had
stretched the. truth. yesterday in her testi-
mony, which, he said, was natural, because
she wanted to save her husband.

Attorney Wolf, {or the defense, made a
strong rlea for his client, declaring that
he had been made the victim of circum-
stances and endeavored to break down the

credibility of the witnesses who had testi-
fied for the statas.

Attorney’s Severe Arraignment.

The state's attorney, shaking his finger
at Dawson, said:

“Was it the act of an innocent man to
run away? Was it an innocent man who
fled from his home on account of rumors?
Did you go to Brooklyn because you were
innocent? Did you consult an attorney be-
cause you were innocent?

“You wanted to come back to Baltimore,”
you say. “You went further and further
north, away from here. You wanted to
come back, but you were going to fight ex-
tradition. You wanted to come back. You
who had changed your name and went

under an alias. I ask for a verdict in the
first degree.”

Plea for the Prisoner,

Attorney Wolf's impassioned plea for the
prisoner brought tears into the eyes of
some of the jurors.

He closed as follows: *I say you have
only to find him guilty of this charge and
he may swing on the gallows. Or will you
send him to the. penitentiary or jail for a
number of years, where he may fade away
and dle, and when he is in the throes of
death he, Edward B. Dawson, will raise his
hand and, offering his soul to God, will say:
‘1 am an innocent man.' "

Again Dawson burst into tears, and with
him Juror Adam Grau also began to show
signs of emotion. About the court room
were many others who showed signs of
tears, and when, after another impassioned
appeal, Mr. Wolf took his seat, the first to
congratulate him.was Assistant O'Dunne
of the prosecution.

Dawson, his, face ;wet and tear-stained,
a picture of grief, lifted a trembling hand
and nervously=cluteligd Wolf's arm, thank-
ing him. The case went to the jury at
12:45 p.m.

MUNICIPAL - BUILDING

Suhjact of Discussion in the
Senate,

OPPOSED TO INCREASE

BENATORS ELKINS AND HOPKINS
THE TWO OBJECTORS.

Debate Carried Until the Time Arrived
for the Swayne Impeach-
ment Case.

.

The District of Columbia appropriation
bill again came before the Senate at 12:45
o'clock today, and was under consideration
for an hour and a quarter, when it was dis-
placed by the Swayne impeachment pre-
ceedings, which were resumed at 2 o'clock.

The time was taken up by completing the
reading of the bill and by speeches by
Senators Hopkins and Elkins agalnst the
increase of the limit of cost of the munici-
pal building from §2,000,000 to $2,500,000,

A separate vote was demanded on this
amendment put in the bill by the commit-
tee, and Mr, Elkins demanded a separate
vote on the committee amendment for the
construction of a bridgs across Piney
branch on the line of 16th street extended.

Senator Hopkins had made a point of
order against the increase in the limit of
cost in the municipal building, but Senator
Allison stated that the Increase had been
estimated for, that the amendment had
been considered and favorably reported
from the Senate committee on public build-
Ings and grounds, in addition to having
been consldered and favorably acted upon
by the appropriations committee, and Sen-
ator Frye, who was in, the chair, promptly
ruled that the point of order would not lie
agalnst jt.

When this ruling was announced Senator
Hopkins appeared to have abandoned his
opposition, but Senator Elkins came in de-
manding that he be allowed to speak on
that amendment. Every other portion of
the bill except that in relation to the mu-
nicipal building and the Piney branch
bridge was favorably acted upon by the

commitiee of the whole and reported to
the Senater .

Against Extravagance.

Then Senator Elkins secured the floor
and discussed at some length the proposed
amendment, and charged the Senate with
great extravagance, announcing that he
wanted a separate vote by the Senate on
the Piney branch bridge as well as on the
municipal building.

He said that yesterday the chairman of
the appropriations committee had suggested
that the appropriation for Piney branch
bridge was too small to begin on in the
campaign for cutting down government ex-
penses. Senator Elkins said he hoped that
this half million extra for the municipal
building would be big enough to =ecure the
interest of the Senate. He said that the
House had considered ‘this amendment and
refused to Increase the limit of cost. He
said that there was already enough money
provided for to give a substantial building,
but it was not as ornamental as some sena-
tors wanted it.

“I would not favor the building of this
expensive ornamental building at a time
when we are piling up debt against the
Thnited States,” declured Senator Elkins,

He sald he wanted a_modern capital, and
wanted to be as generpus as possible with
the people’s money, @id should not be
charged with being agdinst the ecapital city
because of the course lie was taking. He
declared that his views represented those of
90 or 95 per cent of the people. He said
that there were great sections of the city
neglected, and that the northeast section
ought to be beautified as well as the north-
west. But he would not appropriate money
when the government is ruoning into debt
merely to be used for ornamental purposes.

“There is a time to do these things and
a time not to do them,” he said. *“When
we are financially able to do these things
then let us do them. It does not mean
that a senator Is opposed to the District
when he says we better wait a while.
Where is this reduction of expenses to be-
gin if not here?”

Would Cut Out Two Other Bridges.

If he had had his way, he said, he would
cut out the Connecticut Avenue bridge, the
Anacostia river bridge and many other
items.

“The House of Representatives refused
to increase the cost of this building,” he
continued, *and they are nearer to the
people than we are.”

Senator Allison suggested that the appro-
priation for the Connecticut avenue bridge
had been made in view of the continuous
contract that had been provided for a
couple of years ago. He said the senator
from West Virginia was familiar with the
making of continuous contracts in relation
to river and harbor improvements.

“Will the senator be in favor of having a
receiver appointed for the government for
an extension of time on these river and
harbor improvements?' asked Senator Alli-
Hon.

Mr. Hopkins on Municipal Building.

Senator Hopkins said that originally a
million and a half was supposed to be suf-
ficient to econstruct this municipal build-
ing, then the amount was increased to
two million. Now the Commissioners come
back for another half a milllon. He thought
two millions would have been sufficient if
the Commissloners had the architects of the
treasury to draw the plans.

Senator Gallinger suggested to Mr. Hop-
kins that under the present system the
architect of the treasury dees not draw
plansy but that plans are drawn by outside
architects.

Senator McComas wanted. to know
whether the senator from Illinois (Mr. Hop-
kins) objected to the plan for securing a
proper municipal building on a proper site.
He wanted to know whether he favored the
building of a brick building on Pennsylva-
nia avenue for the use of the government.

Mr. Hopkins insisted that two millions
would have been enough if the Commis-
sioners had exercised proper care.

“wWith what kind of material—brick or
granite?” asked Mr. McComas.

Mr. Hopkins replied that it would have
been enough with either material. Mr.
Gallinger said that it would not do to
blame the Commissioners for anything in
connection with the manner in which they
had secured plans as they had complied
with the law in that respect.

Mr. Elkins Again.

Mr. Elkins then resumed his discussion of
the bill and read from the report of the
hearing before the House appropriations
committee the testimony of Commissioner
Biddle to  the effect that there Is now
available $274,000. In addition to that $300,-
000 had been appropriated by the House, so
Mr. Elkins couldn’'t see why the Senate
committee wanted to add another half a
million. He didn't believe it could be spent
this year.

Senaior Clay asked Mr. Elkins whether
it was not a fact that the additional $500,-
000 was not appropriated for the purpose
of spending it this year, but that it was
merely an increase of the limit of cost in
order that the municipal building might
be built of granite or marble instead of
brick. 5
" Mr. Elkins then resumed his general dis-
cussion about extravagances of the Sen-
ate, declaring that: the appropriation for
the municipal building was unwarranted.
He finally sent the report of the hearing
of the House committee to the desk and
had the clerk read Commissioner Blddle's
testimony. 5o

Opening Prices Today Were
a Fraction Higher.

MODERATE DEALINGS

ONTARIO AND WESTERN WAS
THE ADVANCE FEATURE.

Early Operations Caused Pronounced
Movements—Railroads Slow, but

Peveloped Demand.

NEW YORK, February 18.—Today ptices
of stocks opeged a fraction lﬁghgr on a
moderate volume of dealings. Ontario and
Western was the feature at an extreme
advance of a point on running sales of
8,80 shares. Wisconsin Central preferred
rose ¥. The only exceptions to the ad-
vance were Reading, Consolidated Gas and
one or two of the railroad equipment stocks.

Early operations caused pronounced
movements in one or two stocks and un-
interesting developments elsewhere. On-
tario and Western did not get above 51, but
the realizing was not heavy enough to set
it back much. Leather preferred was bid
up steadily and scored a gain of over 2
points, S

In the railroad list Reading recovered its
opening «loss and then fell back sharply,
while Pennsylvania rose strongly. But few
of the standard railroad stocks moved as
much as half during the first hour, and the
more prominent specialties covered about
the same range. Toledo. St. Louis and
Western preferred, Colorado and Southern
second preferred, Tennessee Coal, General
Electrie, North American, Distillers Se-
curities and Cotton Oil preferred advanced
1, and Federal Mining 2. Pressed Steel
Car preferred suffered from a resumption
of yesterday's liquidation and ylelded 1%
and Rubber Goods lost 1,

Quite a brisk demand for railroad stocks
developed, especially for Erie, Rock Island,
Soulhe_rn_ Railway and Ontario and West-
ern. United States Steel was also largely
bought. Erie and United States Steel
gs}ined nearly a point, and Ontario and
Weslern rose to 51%. The price level was
lifted a fraction all around. Chicago Ter-
minal' Transfer preferred and Sloss-Sheffield
Steel advanced 1, Cotton Oll preferred 2
and New York Alr Brake 3. United States
Express declined 2. Bonds were firm at
noon. 5

I{Jo:}splcuous buying of stocks ceased after
12 o'clock, but there was enough general
inquiry to hold prices relatively firm.

Union Pacific got a shade over 125. Amal-
gamated Copper fell off slightly and United
States Steel was realized on. Detroit South-
ern preferred advanced a point and Peoria
and Eastern 2%. Meantime Chicago and
Alton ran off 1 and Northwestern 1%.

Excepting the wide fluctuations in the
iron and steel group, which did not exert
any influence elsewhere, speculation was
featureless and dull. The meager demand
caused some shading in values here and
there. Sloss-Sheffield Steel stiffened 5%
and Smelting, Allis-Chaimers, Pressed
Steel Car and FErie second preferred 1.

Products preferred 134,

LOCAL FINANCIAL NEWS.

Owing to the interest manifested in loeal
securities, a manual is being prepared by
Thomas L. Hume and Eugere E. Thompe
son which will contain information in ree
gard to the various issues of stocks and
bonds, together with lists of the officers
and other business concerns. The last
publication of the kind was issued in 1900

Sinee that time there have been changes
of importanee in the capitalization of banka
and trust companles, new institutions have
been organized and the resources thus rep-
resented have been enlarged. The invest-
ment as well as the speculative import-
ance of Washington securities hos alsa
conslderahly enhaneed and the number of
people who are interested in them is natur-
ally larger than was the case a few vears
aAgo.

Publicity of the affairs of a goodly num-
ber of financial corperations is secured
through the reports required by the national
banking laws and wvarious cnaciments of
Congress and a suggestlon has recently
been made, which, if carried out, will =still
further enlarge the scope of such legisla-
tion. The purpose of a financial manual,
unless it I8 an annual, i= not to give in-
formation about current business to supply
data in regard to the severnl fssues and
classes of securities.

The bid for Gas stock at the meeting of
the stock exchange began a half a peint
higher than the best selling price of vese
terday. Sixtyv-eight was bld for 15 gshares,
and then for 24, and, finally, for 100,
without result. Yesterday G7% was the
highest price paid, and at the close the
stock was for sale on that level

But today there was no slock for sala
at less than 69, and four lots of twenty-five
shares each were promptly taken at that
figure. The demand for the stock at that
price did not continue, and most of the
later trading was on a lower level,

There was no stock to be had at 69, but
when there was no market al that price
sales were made all the way down from
687 to 68%. It was for sale at 681, but
then the bid was 6583, At the close the lat-
ter was the bid and the offering price was
changed to G

At the highest price thus far reached,
which was at today's market, namely 68,
the stock is within a few points of the best
figure ever reached in the history of the
stock. This was about three years ago,
when the extra dividend of §20 per share
was paid. Prior to the announcement of
this dividend the stock sold as high as 95.
If the market value of the dividend cer-
tificates, which are now selling for more
than $24, is taken iInto consideration the
highest paint reached by gas stock was
really 71 instead of 75.
