STOESSEL ATTACKED

Section of Russian Press Bit-
terly Assails Him.

SORE ABOUT PT. ARTHUR

FREQUENT COLLISIONS OF SCOUT-
ING PARTIES AT THE FRONT.

Russian Raiders Are Active — Town
Burned and Abandoned—Czar’s
Cavalry Routed—War Notes.

ST. PETERSBURG, February 25.—On the
eve of General Stoessel’s arrival here a
secticn of the press s attacking him Dbit-
terly. These papers have printed all the
stories tending to show that the garrison
of Port Arthur was not at extremities
when 1t capitulated, the Slovo even alleging
mistreatment of the inhabitants of the
city. 4

The majority of the papers, however, re-
sent criticism In advance of the official in-
vestigation as being unjust and unwar-
ranted, denouncing it as shameful and com-
paring it to the persecution of Marshal
Bazaine following the surrender of Metz.

On account of the death of Grand Duke
Sergius all of the plans for a big public
ovation for Gen. Stoessel have been counter-
manded and the man who a few weeks ago
was extolled as the hero of the war re-
turns to the Russian capital tonight almost
like a soldier in disgrace.

Burned and ‘Abandoned Town.

TOKYO, February 25.—The Russians
shelled Litajentun and Chenchiehpao yes-
terday. On the same day they burned and
abandoned Chiensunmupaotzu, near Waitao
mountain

Collisions between scouts and reconnoiter-
ing parties continue.

Russian Raiders.

NIUCHWANG, February 25.—Scouls re-
port that the Russian raiders originally
started from Sufangtai and consisted of
four squadrons of cossacks commanded by
a colonel. They lost one officer and a num-
ber of men in the engagement at Hung-

hutzu. The Russlans seemed disheartened
and anxious to avold a fight.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

Prior to taking up the sundry civil appro-
priation bill In ecommittee of the whole to-
day the House reserved certaln seats in Lhe
gallerles for residents of Texas during Lhe
exercises, to begin at 3 o'clock today, In
acceptance of the statues of Sam Houston
and Stephen F. Austin, placed in Statuary
Hall by Texas.

A Dbill was passed amending the statute
providing a2 penalty for false statements re-
garding “the character of" publications
sought to be entered as second-clasa mail
matter. The amendment strikes out Lhe
words ‘“‘the character of,"” and thereby ap-
plies the penalty to all false statements in
that connection.

Also a Senate bill revising the bonding
requirement of postal officials was passed.

Also the Mann bill, regulating the con-
struction of bridges across navigable
streams.

Application by Mr. Hull (Iowa) to permit
two Chinese youths to be admitted as ca-
dets to the West Point Military Academy
caused simultaneous demands by many
members for an explanation, and when or-
der was restored Mr., Maddox (Ga.) re-
marked that it would be useless to take
up the time, as he objected to consideration
of the resolution.

Mr. Clayden (Tex.) said there never had
been a Chinaman admitted to West Point,
and Mr. C. B. Landis (Ind.) secured the
information that the United States was
granted this courtesy only by Great Brit-
ain and France.

The names mentioned in the resolution
were Ying Hsing Wen and Ting Chia Chen.

GREAT BRITAIN GIVES PLEDGE.

Extra-Territorial Rights of Americans
in Zanzibar Relingunished.

Secretary Hay and Sir Mortimer Durand,
the British ambassador here, today signed
a treaty at the State Department relin-
nuishing extra-territorial righis of United
States citizens in Zanzibar, This action is
taken in view of the extension to all parts
of the country of the British judicial sys-
tem and of the guarantee by the British
government that American citizens shall
have the same treatment in thess tribunals
as is accorded British subjects,

1SK DRAKE'S REMOVAL

Specific Charges of Royal
Benefit Society

WITH COMMISSIONERS

BULKY PAPER FILED WITH DIS-
TRICT OFFICIALS TODAY.

Allegations Mentioned Briefly and
Strongly Emphasized—Hearing to
Be Granted Both Sides.

The Royal Benefit Soclety, through its
president, D. F. Pennington, today formally
preferred before the District Commission-
ers specific charges against Thomas E.
Drake, superintendent of the District in-
surance department, and formally request-
ed the removal of Mr. Drake from that of-
fice. The society presents its own per-
sonal grievances against Superintendent
Drake In thirty-one specific counts, and In
additlon to these presents nineteen addi-
tional counts under the head of general
charges “outside of its own speclfic wrongs
at the hands of the superintendent,” mak-
ing fifty charges In all.

The formal presentation of specific
charges has been preceded during the past
week by two communications from the so-
clety, the first of which was received by
the Commissioners last Wednesday, and
contained a notice that the soclety pro-
posed to prefer charges against the super-
intendent of insurance, and outlined the na-
ture of the allegations. Late yesterday
afternoon the Commissioners received the
second communication from the society, a
lengthy document, emphasizing the allega-
tlons briefly mentioned in the first letter
and making a number of inquiries as to
certain actlons of Superintendent Drake,
and also seeking information conecerning
an alleged affidavit of Henry J.* Green of
Charlotte, N. C., in which there Is an Inti-
mation of improper official relations be-
tween Ernest F. Niemeyer, a former em-
ploye of the Royal Benefit Soclety, and Su-
perintendent Drake.

Upon receipt of the charges against Mr.
Drake today Commissioner Macfarland
stated that the Commissioners will give due
and careful consideration to the matter and
will see to it that both the Royal Benefit
Soclety and Superintendent Drake are
given a fair and impartial opportunity to
present thelr respective sides of the case.
Commissioners West and Biddle were not
at the District bullding today, and there-
fore the matter will not be taken up by
the board of Commissioners until Monday.
It Is expected the hearing on the charges
will be set for some time within the next
few weeks, in order that there may be as
little delay as possible in Investigating the
maltter,

Personal Grievances.

The society under the heading of ‘‘per-
sonal grievances’” makes allegatlons against
Superintendent Drake in brief as follows:

“That the superintendent of insurance en-
tered into collusion with the former em-
ploye of the soclety looking to its destruc-
tion; that he used moneys of his depart-
ment for alleged attempts to Investigate
the society at other polnts than In the Dis-
trict of Columbla and securing reports
which are untrue; that he did this with ma-
lioil?‘us timenit.

“For Invelgling the soclety to a
him for a license without w:rrant '?)lt)l,;s.vtvc:’
for doing this.with malicious intent to serve
his purpose by eclréulating libelous and un-
true statements as to the position of the
society to destroy its business. For mis-
representing the attitude of the society to
the corporation counsel and to the board
of Commissloners, with maliclous intent.
For falsely and mallelously publishing In
his annual report for 1902 a libel upon the
society without warrant of law. For violat-
ing the provisions of the code by refusing
to furnish the society with blanks on which
to malke its annual report for the year 1904.
For falsely and maliclously stating that the
soclety had been enjoined from doing busi-
ness.

“For threateping the society with proced-
ure under the criminal section of the code,
wholly without warrant of law, In order to
intimidate it from doing business. For caus-
ing examinations of the society, with the
intent ol satisfying prejudiced motives. For
publishing and eirculating false reports,
based upon false statements in reports of
examinations. For writing to other insur-
ance departments requesting them teo can-
cel the license of the Royal Benefit Soclety
without authority of law and maliciously.
For misrepresenting the law and the facts
to other insurunce departments.”

The society further alleges that Superin-
tendent Drake violated sections 653 and 749
of the code and created rules with reference
to the society without warrant of law and
“for the purpose of maliciously injuring it
by depriving it of its legal rights."” The
charges also allege that Mr. Drake has cast
needless suspicion on the society, causing
it to lose members and to be regarded
with suspicion, and that he caused agents
of the society to be arrested in Florida.

Many of the thirty-one counts In the
charges are merely repetitions of pre-
ceding allegations.

General Charges.

Under the heading of ‘‘general charges”
the society alleges Superintendent Drake
{s “‘derelict in the duties of his office by
failing to issue his reports In time to be
of value to the insurance Interests he Is
supposed to supervise; that he has driven
insurance capital from the District by his
methods of persecution, and that he refuses
to obey the provisions of the code, but
adopts rules in lleu thereof where his ends
are better served.”

In one rount the soclety Inslnuates a new
line of charges in the following language:
JThat ke has made statements to one or
more representatives of insurance com-
panies calculated to impress any one with
the bellef that he desired compensation for
issuing a license, thus injuring the dignity
and reputation of his office and of the Dis-
trict he represents."

The general charges allege also that Su-
perintendent Drake has considerable frie-
tion In hls management of the insurance
department, and that he is showing favor-
itism in th: administration of his office. In
count number thirteen of the general
charges the society makes the following al-
legation against Mr. Drake: “That he s
undignified In his conduct; unlawful in his
methods; untruthful in his statements: un-
fair in his deallngs and unscrupulous in
his practices.” The charge is also made
that Mr. Drake's official acts are largely
delineated by his prejudices on the one
hand and his favoritism on the other, and
that he Is mentally unfit for the position.

The soclety requests of the Commission-
ers sufficlent time in which to sustain all
of the allegations made and require the
superintendent of Insurance to furnish cer-
tain documents and letters, and guarantee
witnesses, officials of wvarlous companles
and societies, full protection in the giving
of their testimony,

The society also requests that In any In-
vestigation of th= department and its finan-
cinl methods that an accountant of the so-
ciety be permitted to participate In the in-
vestigation at the soclety’s expense. The
soclety also asks the Commissioners to em-
ploy a specizl counsel to represent the so-
clety In its complaint.

Another request of the soclety is as fol-
lows: “"That in case a committee of alien-
Ists are appoluted to examine into the men-
tal condition of the superintendent this so-
ciety be allowed to employ one at its own
experise, the Commissioners another, and
those two te eelect a third.”

Mr. Davis’ Disclaimer.

One of the interesting developments in
connection with the charges preferred by
the Royal Benefit Soclety against Supt.
Drake was the statement made by Attor-
ney Henry E, Davis late this afternoon, in
which he disclaimed any connection with
the formulation or presentation of the
charges, There have been reports about
the District building since
Mr. Davis, who has been the counsel for
the society for some time, had nothing to
do with the presentation of the charges,

celved i derable interest,
In his statement submitted to the Com-
.missioneys latep this afternoon Mr. Davis
"The pibilshdd statements concerning the
charges. against the superintendemt of In-

surance_and .the mention of my name in

vt Honot iy oot et . St
me

which I'&m un to stand. I have had

nothing'do do with the formulation or pre-

sentation of the charges, which have been
formulated and presented by officers of the
soclety, During their preparation I was
busily ‘In court and did not know
even the' purpdit of the charges until after
they were presented, and, Indeed, made
publie. . .

Assumes Sliare of Responsibility.

“I do #ot wish! however, to be understood
as defending Yhe 'superintendent or dis-
claiming''my prbper share of responsibllity
In the premises. I have been for several
years the regular counsel for the soclety,
and have been’ frequently brought into con-
tact with the superintendent, and am con-
strained to say ‘that, in my opinion, he has
done the mociety great injustice, has ex-
ceded the proper limits of his authority
and has gone far beyond the requirements
of his duty in bearing down upon the so-
clety. I differ totally from the corporation
counsel In his view of the law, and am
firmly of oplnion that the whole action of
the District authoritles against the soclety
is founded In error and has worked a griev-
OuUs Wrong.

“Thls, however, is far from standing
sponsor for all that I see reported In the
premises, and that I am unwilllng to do
80 or to appear to do so until after I shall
have had the opportunity, until now denied
me, of going fully into the matters, which
1 do not think-#t was at all necessary to
make public at this time.”

Preparing a Reply.

Mr. Drake at a late hour this afternoon
was engaged In preparing a brief reply to
the specific eharges of the Royal Benefit
Soclety. To a reporter for The Star he
said that he has no doubt whatever that he
will be able to satlsfy the Commissioners
and the public of his Impartiality and of
his integrity in administering the affairs of
his office. He considers the charges the re-
sult of the hostility held for him by the
society owlng to his endeavors to require
the society to comply with the law, and he
declares that he is satisfied that an investl-
gation will establish his Innocence of any
charges reflecting upon him either person-
ally or officially. :

Affidavit Filed.

In the commumication received by the
Commissicners from the society yesterday
the society requested that Mr. Drake dls-
close his relations with Ernest F. Niemeyer,
a former employe of the society, whose
name Is mentioned in an alleged copy of an
affidavit contdfmed in the letter. The affl-
davit is made by Henry J. Green of Char-
lotte, N. C., and date@ February T, 1905.
The text of the affidavit 1s as follows:

“I, Henry ‘J. 'Green, of Charlotte, N. C.,
hereby certify that I was informed in per-
sonal conversation with Ernest F. Nle-
meyer, who was then In the employ of the
Royal Beneflt Soclety, and with whom I
was personally mequainted, that in case he
(Niemeyer) did not secure what he wanted
in regard to being made manager of the
said society, that the soclety would be In-
terfered with by the superintendent of In-
surance, Thomas E. Drake; but, on the
other hand, if the management of the so-
clety was placed in his hands the soclety
would not be interfered with by said Thom-
as E. Drdke, superintendent of Insurance

of the District of Columbia.”
Com gloner Macfarland requested Supt.
Drake for a .statement relative to the

affidavit, .and late this afternoon Mr. Drake
submitted a statement denying the matters
alleged In the affidavit in so far as he is
concerned. He says in closing: “The
statement that I threatened to Interfers
with the soclety unlesa';’ Mr. Niemeyer was

made manager i§ false
©' Enters a Denial,

With regard to other matters alleged in
the letter received by the Commissioners
from the 'soclety yesterday afternoon, Mr,
Drake also enters a denial In a statement
submitted.to Commissioner Macfarland late
this aftermnoon. Mr. Drake says that when
he came to the business and meth-
ods of the seciety he found that it was not
clearly in the fraternal beneficlal assocla-
tion class; but ‘was doing the business of
an induostrial assesdment assoclation.

We also declares that there are now on
file in hi#s department three applications of
the soclietty In question for a license to do
business hers ‘as a fraternal beneficlal as-
soclation. With reference to the charge
that Supt. Drake notified other depart-
ments of his actlon in the case of the Royal
Benefit Bociety, he states that it is an al-
most uniform requirement of every state
that an insurance company of another
place, seeking to do business there, must
show that it is licensed to do business in
its home state or District. In the case of
the soclety under consideration, he says,
the question arose in some of the states
where the society was doing business or
had applied for a license.

Pending the decision of this question here
the society was permitted to do business in
the other states, with the understanding
that the final decision of the local depart-
ment would be communicated to the state
departments. When the final decision was
reached, Mr. Drake says, he notified the
other departmenis of his actlon.

Mr. Drake sald that since he was obliged
to prepare his statement hurriedly, he was
unable to enter into an explanation of other
allegations made In the society’'s letter.

ABOUT 100 HOUSES BURNED IN
THE ARKANSAS CITY.

HOT SPRINGS, Ark., February 25.—This
city was visited by a disastrous conflagra-
tlon today entalling a loss conservatively
estimated at $1,000,000. Three or more
lives are reported to have been lost.

The fire started at 3:30 o'clock this morn-
ing in the Grand Central Hotel, at the
corner of Central avenue and Chappel
street, in the southern part of the city. A
high wind was blowing and the fAames
quickly spread to the south and west. The
Plateau Hotel, the Hotel Moody, the Gar-
nier flats and several lodging houses were
guickly destroyed.

The fire department rendered good service
unti! 6 o'clock, when the water pressure
gave out and the threatened arvea was left
to the mercy of the flames. Daffie’s gen-
eral store, one of the largest in the city,
is a total loss.

About one hundred houses were destroved
before the flames were checked. The dis-
trict between Ouachita avenue and Pros-
pect street was swept by the flames.

POLICE IN A QUANDARY

Alleged Action of a Court of
Appeals Justice.

SNOW AND ICE LAW

MRE. MORRIS SAID TO HAVE
CAUSED CONSTERNATION.

Charged That He Declined to Pay At-
tention to Warrant for
His Arrest.

Martin F. Morris, gne of the justices of
the Court of Appeals of the District of
Columbia, it Is understood, has notified the
police that he will not submit to arrest or
prosecution under the provisions of the
regulation of the Commissioners requiring
snow to be cleaned from the sidewalks, It
has been but a few months since the Court
of Appeals held that the law passed by
Congress on the subject is not constitution-
al, and, it is expected, the same court will
pass upon the validity of the present regu-
latlon of the Commissioners in the near
future. ;

Justice Morris is reported to have sald
that he would not leave $2 collateral In a
case filed agalnst him, nor would he appear
In the Police Court. This Information was
imparted to Police Court officials this morn-
ing,.and as the defendant was not in court
the case could not be heard. Policeman
Yetton of the eight precinct, who swore
out the warrant, was in a quandary. He
hardly knew just what to do In the malt-
ter. He was not certain that he should go
to the house of the justice and compel
him to accompany him to the Police Court.

Before attempting such a move he
thought it might be best for him to consult
his superior officers. He had the warrant
for Justice Morris, which is the same as
those against other alleged offenders and
is made out upon the forms furnished by
the District, and the following is a wver-

batim copy:

“In the Police Court of the District of
Columbia.

“Distriet of Columbia, ss: February term,
A. D, 1906.

“Andrew B. Duvall, corporation counsel,
by James L. Pugh, jr., assistant corporation
counsel, who for the said District of Co-
lumbia prosecutes in this behalf In his
proper person, comes here into court, and
causes the court to be Informed and com-
plains that Martin F. Morris, late of the
District of Columbia aforesaid, on the 20th
day of February, in the year A. D. 15, In
the District of Columbia aforesald, and in
the fire limits of said District, being then
and there the owner of a certain lot
known and designated as part plat
fifteen on Florida avenue northwest, In
sald District, did then and there
within four hours of daylight of the said
day after a fall of snow uniawfully fail
and neglect to remove the said snow from
off the paved sidewalk opposite the said lot,
contrary to and in violation of the police
regulations of the District of Columbia for
the removal of snow and Ice from the side-
walks, in the District of Columbia, and
constituting a law of said District.

Warrant Procured Thursday.

Thursday Polliceman Yetter appeared at
the Police Court and made oath to the In-
formation alleging the pavement had not
been cleaned of snow. Yesterday an effort
was made to serve the warrant on Justice
Morrls. The property referred to in the
warrant is the old St. Patrick’s cemetery
on Florida avenue east of Le Drolt avenue.
It is said the attempt to serve the warrant
was made by telephone, as is done in a
great many such cases, and the response
to the request for the appearance of the
defendant or the leaving of collateral by
him is made a matter of record. After
the prosecuting attorney at the Police
Court had been told of the experlence the
police had, Yetter went to police headquar-
ters and turned the warrant over to Major
Sylvester.

He also gave tha superintendent of police
a memorandum of what Justice Morris had
stated when told over the telephone what
was wanted. Maj. Sylvester was at a loss
to know just what to do, and for this rea-
son he thought it best to interview the
Commissioners upon the subject.

Letter to Mr. Duwvall.

The statement was made today that Mr.
Justice Morris has addressed a letter,
couched In vigorous terms, to Mr. Andrew
B. Duvall, the District corporation coun-
sel. on the subject of the steps taken to
presecute the writer for alleged violation
of the snow removal regulation, and that
the corporation counsel received the same
in the mail this morning.

In denying an application for the writ of
prohibition in one of the “snow cases”
about ten days ago the Court of Appeals,
in its written opinion, intimated that the
prosecution of this class of cases could be
suspended without detriment to the public
interests until the appellate court could
pass upon the validity of the regulation.
The prosecution of cases has proceeded,
however.

In his letter to the corporation counsel,
it is understood, Mr. Justice Morris sug-
gests, to express it mildly, that it might be
construed to be contempt of court to prose-
cute a member of the Court of Appeals for
failure to remove snow while that court
has before it a case having to do with the
snow removal regulation.

Corporation Counsel Duvall was at the
Distriet building late this afternoon to see
the complainant, presumably in reference
to the letter sald to have been written by
Mr. Justice Morris. When questioned by a
Star reporter Mr. Duvall would neither ad-
mit nor deny that such a letter had been
received by him.

Refuses to Discuss Matter.

A Star reporter called at the home of
Justice Morris, 1314 Massachusetts avenue
northwest, this afternoon and asked for a
statement regarding his difficulties with the
police and the snow law.

“There i{s nothing in that,” sald the jus-
tice. *“I have nothing to say about it," he
added.

Further than this Justice Morris refused
to discuss the question In any form.

Sensational Movements
Marked Today's Opening.

FLURRY IN RAILROADS

NOTABLE ADVANCES BY MANY
OF THE PROMINENT STOCKS,

Violence of Upward Turn of Some
Leaders Finally Caused Reaction
—Closing Was Animated.

NEW YORK, February 25 —The sensa-
tional movements with which the stock
market closed yesterday were continued at
the opening this morning. Sales of 10,000
shares of New York Central were made
from 158 to 159, compared with 1061 last
night, Twenty-five thousand shares of
Pennsylvania sold at 1421 and 142%, with
a later advance to 143%, compared with
1413 last night.

Northwestern fell back 5, N.Y. Central 2%,
Union Pacific 1% and Pennsylvania a-point,
Other stocks reacted a point or more, which
carried some of them below last night. Cen-
tral Railroad of New Jersey lost 1, Tennes-
see (Coal 1% and Republic Steel preferred
1% and Schloss-Sheflicld Steel preferred 5.
The selling pressure decreased when the
market steadied and became quieter, but
yvielded again when Union Pacific ran off to
a fraction below last night.
