GORMAN'’S OPPOSITION

PREDICTS EARLY TUSELESSNESS
OF PRESENT BATTLE SHIPS.

Senator Perkins Claims That a Big
Navy is a Bond of Contin-
ued Peace.

When the Senate resumed legislative ses-
sion today after the close of the Swavne
impeachment trial, Mr. Proctor presented
the conference report on the army appro-
priation bill, and it was agreed to without
debate. This bill carried the provision re-
lating to the pay of retired army officers
affecting the pay of General Miles, which
has heretofore been a subject of contro-
Vversy.

The naval appropriation bill was thén laid
before the Senate. .

Mr. Gorman, discussing the proposed In-
crease of the appropriation for the Marine
Corps, declared there could be no excuse
for such an increase in times of profound
peace. Answering Mr. Hale's remarks
made on Saturday, Mr. Gorman sald this
administration was going beyond the policy
established by England more than a cen-
tury ago, and that at this time such ex-
penditures were extravagant and unneces-
sary. He referred to the history of the
English navy, when it was used to collect
duties from the American colonies, and
compared it with the position of this coun-
try in Santo Domingo today. ‘I suppose
if this is to continue,”” he said, “that we
will soon have our marines in all of the
weaker South American republics.”

Cost of the Navy.

The adoption of this policy, he said, was
no doubt responsible for the increase in the
hill, and that public improvements had been
paralyzed by the big appropriations for the
army and navy. Public buildings and river
and harbor !mprovements had been utterly
sacrificed. He gave the total appropriations
for the navy during the four years of the
eivil war at $314,000,000 and the appropria-
tions for the navy in 1901 to 1904, inclusive,
at $313,000,000, ““The time is close at hand,”
he said, “when the people will not tolerate
these conditions at the cost of the trade in-
terests of the country."”

Mr. Gorman predicted that the big 16,000-
ton battle ships in ten years would be *‘as
ol solete as the Texas."

Referring to the request for an increase
to complete the proposed scout ships In
order to make them as fast as those of any
gevernment in the world, Mr. Gorman said
that “the Secretary of the Navy, who may
know more about running a railroad than
he does a navy, has applied correct business
prineciples. The ships would have been of
no use to him if he had not come to Con-
gress for this increase. What I complain
of Is that he has not applled correct busi-
ness principles in the number of battle
ships asked for.

Functions of Department Chiefs.

“But perhaps it is asking too much to ex-
pect any of the secretaries of their depart-
ments since 1902 to exercise any duties be-
yond those of a mere clerk.”

Mr. Spooner asked why he specified since
182, and Mr. Gorman replied that his
knowledge of national government affairs
extended back that far and that the admin-
istration of President Roosevelt was begun
at about that time. Mr. Gorman spoke of
the danger of the heads of governments
“becoming so intoxicated with power” as
to carry them into the pelicy of construct-
Ing great navies for the purpose of “taking
territory we have no use for and thus work
the destruction of our form of govern-
ment.""

Mr. McCumber said every piece of legis-
lation for internal improvement was lopped
off because the money was needed for the
construction of mighty battle ships. He re-
ferred to great needs belng pushed aside by
an economlic Congress and the inconsistency
of spending money for battle ships that
“will never be used.”

Insurance of Peace.

Mr. Perkins suggested that a big navy
was a bond of continued peace, but Mr. Mec-
Cumber declared that to be an imported
idea.

Mr. Morgan asked Mr. Perkins if he had
computed the interest that was bheing pald
on the bond of peace. Mr. Perkins replied
that the interest was not computable, and
he recalled that when war with Spain was
voted there was consternation from Mailne
to Galveston because Spain had more battle
ships than the United States and might at-
tack some defenseless ports.

“Pardon me.”" interrupted Mr. Morgan,
“but I do not think that consternation went
further south than the Potomac.”

PROTEST AGAINST CHANGE.

Praperty Owners Want No Amendment
to Smoke Law.

Attorneys Lester & Price, representing a
number of property owners who reside in
the neighborhood of 4th, 5th, K, L and M
streets northwest, have written to the Com-
missioners protesting against any amend-
ment of the existing smoke law in the Dis-
trict. The wrlters declare that If the pres-
ent law is modified in its strictness Wash-
ington will become a “'smoky clty."

The writers inciose a communication from
Ernest A. Bessey, pathologist of the Agri-
cultural Department, stating that trees are
damaged not only by the sulphur fumes in
smoke, but also by the coating of the leaves
with an insoluble black deposit, which the
rain does not wash off.

The Commissioners will probably consider
the proposition of local business men for
the amendment of the smoke law so as to

permit of two-minute emissions at a board
sesslon late this evening.

Washington Monument Elevator Again
*  Ready for Use. i
The electric elevator in the Washington
monument resumed operations today after
a suspensicen of several months, due to
defects in the old cables, which made it
dangerous to continue its use, The delay
in making repairs was due to the fact
that it required an act of Congress to

| provide the money for the installation of

new cables. With the funds made avail-
able the work of repairs was pushed as
rapldly as possible, and is now entirely
completed. The new cables and apparatus
were severely tested with heavy weights
Saturday and found to meet all require-
ments as to safety and efficiency.

The first trip for the carriage of pas-
sengers to the top of the shaft was made
this morning with the car filled to its ca-
pacity eof thirty passengers. Other trips
were made at short intervals during the
day with no diminution of passengers.
From now on the elevator will run on a
regular schedule beginning at 9 o'clock in
the morning and making the last ascent at
4 o'clock in the afternoon. Under ordinary
conditions the car makes about three trips
an hour, but it is probable that the car
will make four trips an hour to beiter
accommodate the expected rush of visitors
during inauguration week.

When carrying its limits of thirty pas-
sengers it is estimated that the elevator
car weighs 6,000 pounds, and the element
of safety is far beyond that scale.

1IN THE SUPREME COURT

=.'DEC]fSIONS OF INTEREST HANDED
"DOWN.

In an opinion by Justice Holmes the Su-
preme Court of the United States today up-
held the right of the Secretary of the
Treasury to reliquidate the exchange value
of Indian rupees in connectlon with valua-
“tions of merchatdise for the payment of
dutles on imports. The case in which the
opinion was rendered is that of the United
States vs. Whitridge White & Co., involv-
ing the valuation of a cargo of gunny sacks
imported from India and received at the
port of Baltimore in 1901. The collector in
imposing duty. fixed the exchange value of
the rupee, in which denomination of Indian
coin the goods wére valued, at 20 cents, the
metal value of the coin. The Secretary or-

.dered a reliquidation, fixing the value at
32 cents. The United States circuit court
of appeals for the fourth circuit overrulad
this action, but foday's decision reversed
that decislon .and sustained the Secretary.

s = A S

The court today decided the tax case of
the National Bank of San Francisco favor-
ably to the.bank. The case involved the
state law directt the assessment of the
stock of nagtinnull;funks in California, while
assessment on state banks was made on
their property. The opinion was by Justice
‘White, who held that the effect of the law
In this case was to work discriminatlon.
The finding of the state court was reversed,

The chief justice and Justices Brewer,
Brown and Peckham dissented.

The court today. declded the case of the
Natlonal Cotton OIl Company against the
state of Texas, involving the Texas anti-
lrust law. “The state court found the com-
pany guilty under that law and held that
it had forfelted its right to do business in
the state. . The case was appealed to the
Supreme Court on’ constitutional grounds.
That court, however, in its opinion today,
which was delivered. by Justice McKenna,
held. that the eharge was untenable and
sustained the verdict of the court below.

The court today affirmed the decision of
the supreme court of the State of Georgia
in the case of Frank E. Kehrer agt. An-
drew P. Stewart, tax collector for Fulton
county, ‘Ga. The'case grew out of an ef-
fort to collect a tax of $200 from Kehrer
as the Atlanta agent of Nelson Morris &
Co., of Chicage, under the state law
fixing a tax of $200 on the agents of pack-
ing hauses doing business in the state. The
Georgfa court held that in cases in which
meats were merely consigned to an agent
to be distributed to purchasers the law
cannot be sustained because it is an inter-
ference with interstate commerce, but that
in cases in which they are shipped to him
for sale it is valid, and that under it the
agent is liable for the tax. The opinjon to-
day was dellvered by Justice McKenna.

NAN PATTERSON CASE.

Writ Issued for Her Appearance in
Court Tomorrow,

NEW YOREK, February 27.—A writ of
habeas corpus calling for the appearance of
Nan Patterson, the show girl accused of
the murder of Caesar Young, before Justice
Gaynor in the supreme court in Brooklyn
tomorrow, was issued to counsel represent-
ing Miss Patterson today on application to
Justice Gaynor.

At the same time the justice granted an
application by Miss Patterson’s counse] for
a writ of certiorarl to bring her case be-
fore his court on the ground that she has
been deprived of her constilutional right to
speedy trial,

Miss Patterson s now in
prison awaiting another trial.

SERIES OF SUICIDE ATTEMPTS.

Remarkable Developments in Violeat
Death of Chicago Man.

CHICAGO, February 27.—A remarkable
series of attempts at suicide, it developed
today, preceded the finul successful effort
of Lowell W. Banes, who shot and killed
himself during a vaudeville performance
at the Chicago Opera House Saturday af-
ternoon. The facts were elicited at a cor-
oner’s inquest today through the testimony
of Warren Banes, a brother.

Lowell Banes had Ilately come from a
hospital at Indianapol's, and after a three
years’ stay there had been discharged as
cured of a mental ailment.

Warren Banes testified that in previous
efforts at suicilde his brother had eaten a
lot of coat buttons, had once eaten two

newspapers and at other times had tried to
cut his throat with a dull knife, had swal-

{lowed poison and had used chloroform,

but each time had failed to kill himself.
Excessive study on religious questions Is
given by Warren Banes as the cause of
the unbalancing of his brother’s mind.

The coroner’'s jury decided that Lowell
Banes had committed suicide while tempo-
rarily Insane.

UNLAWFUL CONSPIRACY.

Charge Which Three Defendants Must
Answer in Criminal Court.
Jason W. Geist, alias Joseph Graham,
and Frank S. Richardson were placed on
trial before Justice Wright and a jury in
Criminal Court, No 1, today on the charge
that they unlawfully conspired by false
pretenses to cheat and defraud the Earn-
shaw carriage repository, Wm. H. Veer-
hoff, Acker & Co. and Wm. A. Engel
Detectives Tyser and Weedon of the local
force, Detective Hurley of New York and
ex-Chief Hager of St. Louis are among the

witnesses for the prosgecution.

The procedure of the defendants, it is
alleged, was to approach a merchant and
representing themselves to be the agents
of "The Mercantile Gazetteer” prevail upon
him to accept without cost a copy of the
work compiled by their company; then, if
possible, persuade the .merchant to give
thiem a letter stating that he would accept
the directory, and thereby secure his signa-
ture. It s further asserted that the de-
fendants next would secure a copy of some
mercantile directory and Insert a new fly-
leaZ and title page, bearing an advertise-
ment of their vietim's establishment; “doc-
ter'” the letter and make it appear that the
merchant had ordered an advertisement in-
serted In the directory for which he would
pay a specified sum of money, and with
such a letter and the directory they would
go to their victim and demand the money
for the advertisement.

Attorneys ILec P. Harlow, James A.
O'Shea and W. J. Davidson represent the
defendants. The prosecution is belng con-
ducted by Assistant United States Attor-
neyvs Easby-Smith and Keigwin.

BOUGHT WITHOUT ADVERTISING.

Supplies Purchased for the Canal Com-
mission.

After declaring its investigation of the
Panama Railroad Company closed last
week, the special subcommittee of the
House committee on interstate and foreign
commerce today struck a new lead which
was pursued with vigor in an examination
of Vice President E. A, Drake and Alfred
Anderson, purchasing agent of the road.
It developed that for six months, beginning
early in May of last year, the railroad com-
pany had acted as the purchasing agent for
the isthmian canal commission, and that a
total of $215,000 wc _h of supplies had been
purchased in this manner without public
advertisement for bids.

This is regarded as a violation of para-
graph 4 of President Roosevelt’s letter of
instructions to the commission under date
of May 9, 1904, which makes it the duty
of the commission *“to make and cause o
be executed, after due advertisement, all
necessary contracts for any and all kinds
of engineering and construction works.”

In*making these purchases the offices of
the road followed the practice which al-
ways had been pursued, namely, asking
bids by letter from several firms. In this
case a list of eighty-seven firms was made
up from a much larger list of firms, and
all supplies bought were from these firms.
In emergency cases no bids whatever were
asked. The firot $18,000 worth of supplies
werg pald for directly by the railroad, af-
ter which the commission paid the bills.

While no instructions were received for
the purchase of supplies from any particu-
lar firms from members of the canal com-
mission, Mr. Drake said that the list of
firms from which bids were asked was in-
creased largely by application of others
who sald that they had been told by mem-
bers of the commission to apply. Asked
what members had made such suggestions
he mentioned Commissioners Grunsky,
Herrod and Hecker.

“Did you purchase any lumber in Cali-
fornia?"’ asked Mr. Townsend, adding that
he understood that was where Mr. Grunsky
was from.

“We had bids from California,”” he re-
plied, “but had not accepted any up to the
time the matter was taken out of our
hands by Mr. Grunsky.”

Questicns intended to develop that the
great quantities of material bought was
not needed for emergency work failed of
confirmation by the witness.

He sald that the specifications for lumber,
which had been made up through Ilong
years of experience regarding requirements
on the isthmus, were entirely changed by
Chief Engineer Wallace, who adopted the
specifications of the Illinols Central rail-
road, and thereby greatly increased the
cost of lumber.

Mr. Anderson, who made these purchases,
gave detalled Information concerning them.

FINANCE AND TRADE

Opening Showed Effect of
Saturday’s Bulge Selling.

UNLOADED 'TO REALIZE

MAJORITY OF STOCKS HIGHER
AND SOME SHOWED GAINS.

Free Market at Outsei With FPrices Be-
low Saturday’s Closing—Large
Buying Orders—Reaction.

NEW YORK, February 27.—Selling to ro-
alize on Saturday's bulge showed its ef-
fect in the opening dealings today, but the
majority of stocks were higher, and some
of them showed sharp gains. New York
Central ran off 115, and 10,000 shares of
Unlon Pacific sold at 124% and 1851, com-
pared with 135% on Saturday. The Minne-
apolis, 8t. Paul and Sault Ste. Marle stocks
lost a point. Illinols Central showed the
effect of the fire losses at New Orleans
with a decline of 13. On the other hand,
10,000 shares of Pennsylvania sold at 145
and 145%, compared with 144% on Satur-
day. Northwestern was up 1%, Locomo-
tive 2, American Express 4, Smelting and
Delaware and Hudson a point, and srie,
the second preferred, and Paper, large
fractions.

Stocks were sold freely in the first half
hour, and the market guite generally ruled
below last week’'s closing. Pennsylvania,
Northwestern and Loecomotive lost the'r
rise, Union Paclfic broke to 13414 and
Louisville and Nashville, Minneapolis, St
Paul and Sault Ste, Marie, Leather pre-
ferred, Sloss-Sheflield Steel and Republic
Steel sold 1 to 2 points under Saturday’'s
final price.

Buying orders for huge amounts of stock
were distributed later, and the speculative
favorites responded violently. New York
Central rallied to 161, Pennsylvania to 145%,
Union Pacific to 136% and St. Paul to 181,
Stocks generally hardened in sympathy with
the jump of the leaders.

Baltimore and Ohio, Missourl Pacific and
Atlantic Coast Line rose 1, United Rallway
and Investment 1% and Chicago, St. Paul,
Minneapolis and Omaha 2. Louisville re-
covered its loss and Illinois Central a con-
siderable part. Speculation became rather
feverish at the top, some of the favorites
reacting sharply. New York Central fell
back below 160, Union Pacific and 8t. Paul
recvded a point again and Reading fell 1%
below Saturday. o

Enormous buying of Southern Pacific up
to 0% induced only a light response in the
general list, and prices slipped back to the
previous low point or helow. New York
Central fell to 158%, B8l ss-Sheflield Steel
dropped 7, New York. Chicago and St. Louls
first preferred 5, Lead 214 and Ontario and
Western, Northwestern, Cleveland, C, C.
and 8t. Louis, Toledo, St. Louis and West-
ern preferred, Pacific Coast second pre-
ferred, Tennessee Coal and Pullman 1 to 114,
Atlantic Coast Line was lifted 2%, Pacific
Coast and Metropolitan Street Rallway 1%
and Realty, Brooklyn Transit, Pacific Mail,
the Plpe stocks and Rubber Goods preferred
a point. Bonds were somewhat irregular
at noon.

Continued absorption of large amounts
of Southern Pacific was made, despite the
manifest pressure aghinst other transcon-
tinental stocks, particularly Union Pacific
and St. Paul. It was not until 2 o'clock
when Southern Pacific had reached 71%
that Union Pacific began to sympathize
with its rise.

As soon as Union Pacifie showed signs of
support it was taken In hand and carried
up to 1365%;. Rallroad stocks of all degrees
advanced again, but there was little doing
in the specialties.
