RESULTED FATALLY
DEATH OF KATIE N0RBECK AT

PROVIDENCE HOSPITAL.

Alleged Victim of the Jealous Rage of
Frank Jones.Inquest

Tomorrow.

Katie Norbeck. the you tig woman who
was shot in the side and so seriously wound¬
ed by Frank Jones Tuesday afternoon at
her home. No. 10 E street southwest, as
stated In yesterday's Star, died at Provi¬
dence Hospital this morning about 3 o'clock.
Rutledgc Robinson, the inmate of Soldiers'
Home who was shot by Jones during the
time he emptied his revolver in the Norbeck
house, was able to leave the hospital and
return to the home. There is nothing seri¬
ous about the two wounds he received.
Jones Is still in the hospital suffering from
the wounds in his chest and throat that he
inllieted with a carving knife and razor in
an efTort to take his own life. There has
been but little change in his condition since
yesterday morning. His wounds are in
good condition, and the surgeons feel that
he will probably recover. The change in the
condition of Miss Norbeck yesterday was
such that the surgeons concluded an opera¬tion was the only thing that might possibly
save her life. She stood the operation ap¬parently well, but a more serious change
occurred lasUnight after the bullet, had ben
extracted, and she died about 3 o'clock, as
staled.

Condition of Jones.
Frank Jones, the painter who fired the

fatal shot, Is being watched at the hospital
by policemen from the fourth precinct.
Should he get well enough to be removed
from the hospital he will be taken to jail
to be held for alleged murder. Jones is
well known to the South Washington police.
They say he has caused trouble in more
than one family in that section.
Coroner Nevitt was told of the death of

Miss Norbeck. and he directed that her body-be removed to the morgue. He decided to
hold an inquest tomorrow morning at 11
o'clock.

CHILDFATALLY BUKNED
PLAYING WITH FIRE IN YARD OF

PARENTS' HOME.

Bertha Wiener, the three-year-old child of
William Wiener of 1344 Maryland avenue
northeast, was fatally burned while playing
with fire in the yard in rear of her parents'
home about 4 o'clock yesterday afternoon.
Her mother, Mrs. Annie Wiener, was
burned about her hands while trying to
save her child. The child died at the Cas¬
ualty Hospital this morning shortly after 3
o'clock. Little Bertha was playing in the
yard while her mother was engaged in her
household duties, and she found a match.
She applied the match to some waste paper
and remained so near the fire that her dress
ignited. It was not until she was actually
burned that she realized there was some¬
thing wrong. Then her screams attracted
the attention of her mother, and the latter
went to her daughter's assistance. She bat¬
tled with the flames and succeeded in ex¬
tinguishing them, but not until fatal burns
had been inflicted.
Neighbors hurried to the house when they

learned of what had happened and did what
they could for the child and her mother, as
the latter's hands had been painfully burn¬
ed. Policeman Mansfield responded with
the patrol wagon from the ninth precinct,
and made a quick trip to the hospital. Mrs.
Wiener did not go to the hospital, but had
her burns dressed at home. The doctors at
the hospital found that about two-thirds of
the child's body had been burned, and had
not the slightest hope to offer the parents.
They realized that the end was only a mat¬
ter of a short time, and all they were able
to do was to reduce the patient's, sufferings.
Today Coroner Nevitt investigated the case,
and gave a certificate of accidental death.
The body was removed to the home of the
child's parents, where the funeral will take
place.
