International Association of
Police Chiefs.

REVOLVER PRACTICE

SUGGESTIONS IN MAJOR BELL'S
COMMUNICATION.

The Subject Discussed by Many With
Approval of Plan—Other Re-
ports Submitted.

Important features of the meeting of the
International Association of Chiefs of Police
today were the consideration of revolver
practice by patrolmen and the proposgd
transfer of the control of the bureau of
eriminal identification to the Commissioners
of the District of Columbia, as recommend-
ed by Major Richard Sylvester, president
of the organization, in his annual report.

The third sesslon of the association con-
vened at 10:15 o'clock this forenoon in the
benquet hall at the Shoreham Hotel. After
the president, Major Richard Sylvester of
this city. had rapped for order. the secre-
tary Chief Harvey O. Carr of Grand
Rapids, Mich., read the minutes of the two
sessions of vesterday.

The attendance at today’'s sesslon was
considerably larger than at those of yes-
terday, owing to the arrival of a number of
pollice chiefs last night.

The Auto Accident.

Major Sylvester called attention to the
automobile aceident, which occurred about
8 o'clock yesterday evening on the Piney
Branch road. It appears that the car be-
came uncontrollable and dashed down a hill,
finally. felling over a thirty-foot embank-
ment. The auto was in charge of Chauffeur
Harry G. Gordon. The passengers were
Police Chiefs J. J. Donahue of Omaha,
Neb.; Paul M. Milliken of Cineinnati, Ohio,
anu Frank J. Sylvester of Elmira, N. Y.,
with Mr. Frank Eaymond of the citizens’
entertainment committee. Chauffeur Gor-
don was cut and brused about the facegand

head.
Major Sylvester said that the chiefs who
were in the machine are suffering some-

what from shock, but they would soon be
all right again after the exciting experience.

Chlef Miliiken received the most severe
injuries. His eyes were affected by the gas
and steam escaping from the automobile

after it had plunged over the embankment.

“The physicians have assured me, how-
ever,” sald Major Sylvester, ‘‘that Chief
Milliken will be all right in a few days."

The announcement was then made that
the ladies accompanving the chlefs will

make a tour of Washington this afternoon
in cars with lecturers to explain all polnts
of Interest to them. This evening the chiefs
and their ladies will be entertained at the
theaters.

Major Bell's Svggestion.

A communication from Mzjor James E.
Bell, inspector general of ritle practice of
the Disiriet of Columbia National Guard,
wuas presented to the convention by Presl-

dent Sylvester. It follows:

“The writer recognizes In the meeting of
the police ehiefs an auspiclous time for
bringing prominently before them, the

peace preservers of our municipalities, a

subject which Is deserving of more than
casual consideration—the proper training of
the patrolman in the use of the revolver
before he is permitted to be armed with It.
It should not require much of an argu-
ment 10 convince the most skeptical of the
absolute necessity for all persons permliited
to carry one, and vested with authority to
fire it, to be able to do so accurately and
effectually, that only the person or thing
fired at should be hit.

“The question may be asked, 'How many
are thus skilled? Far be it from the pur-

pose of the writer to call attention to the

lack of skill on the part of any of the most
excellent policemen of this city, for he
has frequently suffered defeat from the
team of the police department. Put the evi-
dences of the lack of skill on the parc of
some of them, as witnessed In their prac-
tice in the Natlonal Guard gallery, which
has been placed at your disposal by Gen-
eral Harrles, indicates a waeful lnck of skill
and knowledge of the arm, so much so that
the old saying, that the average policeman,
shooting at a mad dog, Is just as liable to
hit some one In Lthe second-story window as
he is the animal, shows strong grounds
for such a elaim.

“SBuch a conditlon, therefore, affords am-
ple grounds for urging the establishment
of a regulation which would require all ap-
plicants for position on the force to pass a
test in marksmanship, which would demon-
starte their skill in handling the weapon.

“The point desired to be made is that the
idea Is of sufficient Importance to be brought

before this meeting for the purpoge of se-

curing an expression, at least, of the de
ability of a uniform regulation which

make skill in marksmanship with the
volver a prerequisite to appointment
any force holding membership in your
soclation.

“The suggestion comes from the write
in his capacity as a private citizen inter-
ested in the public weal. He might be
pardoned as a National Guardsman inter-
ested in helping them to become expert

in the use of the rifle, In suggesting the
formation of a league of revolver shots
within the police assoclation, and requir-
ing matches to be held not less than three
times per annum, to be shot under rules
which would secure absolute fairness. With-
out doubt a suitable trophy could be se-
cured and contested for, the net result of
which would be an awakened interest in
the sport and art of revolver shooting, and
would serve to keep alive the interest of
the men In preserving their steadiness of
nerve, to secure positions on the teams and
to fire in the matches, all of which would
add to the efficlency of thlis magnificent
body of men."

The Suggestions Discussed.

Police Chief C. H. Troyer of Duluth,
Minn., favored the plan presented by Malj.
Bell. He sald several years ago the po-
licemen of Duluth provided thelr own re-
volvers at their own expense. In conse-
quence they bought In some instances
cheap guns of all sizes and patterns. When
Chief Troyer finally inspected the pistols
he found some of them were obsolete and
so rusty they could not be fired. Now the
police of Duluth are armed with uniform
Colt's .52-caliber revolvers. He sald every
police lieutenant in the country should
take up this Important matter of revolver

practice.

Pollce Commissioner A. P. Sherwood of
Ottawa, Ontario, commended Maj. Bell's
suggestions.

“No man,” he said, “‘should be permitted
to carry a pistol with which he is unac-
quainted. Hevolver practice iz the most
difficult of all. 1t requires cool nerves and
a sharp eve.'”

He added that the policemen of Ottawa
are now trained revolver shots.

Another cnief who favored the suggestions
made by Maj. Bell asked that the associa-
tion place the seal of its condemnation on
the long-range, rapid-fire revolvers used by
some cities.

Chief Clemans of Wheeling, W. Va., re-
lated a touching inecident. He told how a
policeman had accldentally shot and killed
his wife because he was unacquainted with
pistol shooting.

Chief Matthew Kiely of 8t. Louis said
the police of his city established a revolver
range four years ago, and every piatrolman
has to take his turn at pistol practice.

“We claim,” sald Chief Kiely, “that St
Louls' police force has one of the best re-
volver shotg in the United States, and he
is open for a challenge from any police de-
partment anywhere. We use a BE-caliber
Smith & Wesson and Colt’'s, and no
smaller caliber is allowed. I will
accept a challenge from any department
in this eountry for a team of from ten to
one hundred men."

Chief Frank Cassada of Elmira, N. Y.,
told of a policeman shooting at a rabid dog
and hitting a second-story window. He be-
lieves In establishing revolver practice in
the police forces of all American cities, he
cald. It nas been established in Blmira,
“and now we have a full erop of marks-
men, who can not only shoot well, but who
know how to take care of thelr revolvers.

“In St. Louis and the west,”” concluded
Chief Cassada, “they have to have guns as
long as riftes. While going about St. Louis
recently I saw the necessity of having such
guns. (Laughter.)

Chairman Kiely’s Report.

Chief Matthew Kiely of St. Louls then
submitted his report as chalrman of the
board of governors of the national bureau
of eriminal identification. It said the past
year had been the most eventful one in the
history of the bureau. He told of the ex-
perience of the bureau at the St. Louis
exposition, where the exhibits were exam-
ined by many thousands of people, and
gald it served to educate *‘the throngs of
slghtseers in the tricks and wiles of the
under world and impress the young and
old with a much higher respect for the ma-
Jesty of the law.”

Treaaurer Richard Sylvester reported that
the recelpts of the bureau show a falling
off over those of the previous year of
$200.27. “The head of the bureau should
go Into the study of criminals, their meth-
ods, ete.! and introduce new features to
bring It up to the present day expectancy.”

He recommended that the plant be turned
over to the Commissioners of the District
of Columhbla without expense to the police
departments throughout the land. The rec-
ommendation was practically the same as
that contained in his annual report, which
was read yesterday.

The report of Edward A. Evans, superin-
tendent of the bureau, was appended. It
gave a resume of the work of the year,
and stated that the number of Bertillion
cards recelved during the past twelve
months had greatly increased. The bureau
was furnished with a “‘rogues’ gallery," or
album, by Major Sylvester in July, 1804

At 9 o'clock tomorrow morning the chiefs
will witness the drill and maneuvers of the
Washington police bicyecle corps on the
plaza in front of the Arlington Hotel.

Meeting of Board of Governors.

Chief Klely announced that a meeting of
the board of governers of the bureau of
{dentificatlon will be held at 8§ o'clock this
evening to consider Major Sylvester's rec-
ommendation for turning the bureau over
to the District Commissioners.

Major Sylvester sajd that there was
nothing mandatory in the proposition he
had presented. He said he had acted for
the hest Interests of all. He spoke of his
fnabllity to get Congress to act favorably
in providing for the bureau.

*“And,” he sald, ‘“‘when the District Com-
missioners offered to take the institution
under semi-government control, no rights
are taken from anybody, and I look upon
the proposition as most liberal.

“You won't get such a chance as this
agaln. Such opportunities do not come every
day. I consider the offer a good thing. But
let the entire body take up the matter and
dispose of It as the majority may see fit.”

Major Bylvester then announced as the
committee to consider the recommendations
“in his annual report Chief John C. Whit-
taker of Dayton, Ohlo; Chief Lona B. Day
of Scranton, Pa., and Chief Willlam Moore
of Binghamton, N. Y.

Chief Kliely of 8t. Louis urged that the
association had no authority to dispose of
the bureau as recommended. There are
gsome sgixty subscribers to be considered.
“The board of governors cannot give away
something that does not belong to it.”

Col. Stewart of the post office inspectors’
force by invitation addressed the conven-
tion in behalf of the fifteen postal inspec-
tors now In session at the Post Office De-
partment. He sald the fifteen postal in-
spectors are known as “the personal rep-
resentatives of the Postmaster Gen-
eral,” and asked for the fullest co-oparation
bletween the police and the post office detec-
tives.

Serves as Introduction.

A pleasant hour was then evnent, each
member answering to his name as the roll

was called and walking to the front so that

all the other members might become ac-
quainted with him.

At the conclusion of the forenoon ses-
sion the police chlefs assembled In front
of the Shoreham and were photographed.

Forgers and Their Fate.
Detective Chief Willilam A. Pinkerton of
hicago read a paper on “Forgers and
ielr Fate” at the afternoon session yes-
rday. He sald that until recent years
ere were many bands of professional for-
ers operating throughout the TUnited

States, realizing thousands of dollars year-
ly, whose leaders were practically Immune
from arrest becauge of the Insufficiency of
the evidence necessary to convict them.
“By the support of the Bankers' Assocla-
tion, alded by the police officlals,’”” he added,
“we have practically put the old-time pro-
fesslonal forger out of business, until to-
day there are only occasional forgerles,
mostly by amateurs and for small amounts.

1 In the past twenty-five yvears we have had

to do with the conviction of possibly 500
forgers, and today I de not know of a sin-
gle one of them out of prison who has any
money. Like a great many other profes-
sional erlminals, had they directed thelr
talents In other directions the majority
might be successful business men.,"”
Chief Corey’s Paper.

Chief Alonzo W. Corey of Brookline,
Mass,, read a paper entitled "Obstruction of
Justice.”” He declared that the constitu-
tional requirement giving the accused a
speedy trial has become mere legal fiction,
subject to the arbitrary caprices of the
prosecution or the obstructive methods of
the defendant’s counsel. In this connection
he cited the Tucker murder trial at Cam-
bridge, Mass., and the Nan Patterson case,
saying of the latter that it well {llustrates
how American jurisprudence may impose un-
necessary suffering on the prisoner, imperil
the rights of soclety, entall heavy burdens
on the taxpayer, and defeat the ends of
Justice, which should be to elther convict
or acquit the prisoner within a reasonable
time and after an examination of all the
evidence, He asserted that lynchings are
the natural and loglecal outcome of a sys-
tem of cumbersome jurisprudence.

Other Topics.

Buperintendent Lona B. Day of Scranton,
Pa., presented a paper on ‘‘Lawlessness
Among the Foreign-speaking Peoples in the
Anthracite Coal Region.” He told of the
working of the Mafla there, and in this
connection said:

“The Mafia organization of Old Forge, a
borough about six miles south of Scranton,
operated under the name of the Mutual Aid
Fraternal Itallan Association. It will be
noticed that the first letter of each word in
the name of thls society forms the word
‘Mafia." This was brought out at the trial
in court. It was also pointed out that the
letters formed the initials for ‘murder, ar-
son, forgery, insurrection and anarchy,’ the
array of crimes for which thls organization
seemed to entertaln speclal predilection.
The operations of this band did not cease
at the mere work of robbery and blackmail.
There are many well-defined cases (but fall-
ing short of actual proof) of murder and
arson for which they are responsible. Sev-
eral houses were blown up by dynamite
(which is easily obtained because of its ex-
tersive use in the coal mines), where par-
ties had refused to submit to their extor-
tions.”

Chief Willlam Bennett of Braddock, Pa.,
read a paper on “Unity in Police Work," in
which he reviewed the work of bringing to-
gether in the working toward a common
end the varfous police departments of the
citles of the country.

An adjournment was then taken until 10
o'clock this morning.

TOBACCO SMUGGLERS’' TRICKS.

How Contrabrand Goods Are Carried
Into France.
From the London Express.

A great effort being made by the
French customs officials to break up the
organization of smugglers which has late-
1y been carrying on a lucrative and ever
growing trade in contraband between Bel-
glum and France.

During the last fortnight the French cus-
toms officials have had several Important
successes. The first was the capture of a
Belgian fishing smack in the straits of
Dover, The vesel earried £1,000 worth of
tobacco. This contraband ecargo was con-
fiscated, the wvessel seized and the owners
were fined £1,025. On the same night a
smugglers' haunt was raided at Dunkirk
and great quantities of tobacco were

seized.

One of the latest devices was that em-
ployved by a man who disgulsed himself as
a priest. He was in the habit of journey-
ing from a Belglan frontier town into
France every day with a large quantity of
tobacco concealed under his cassock.

He returned to Belgium, not a portly
priest, but a very lean, emaclated indi-
vidual. »

The ecapture of the fictitious priest led
the authorities to suspect a number of
nuns who daily crossed the frontier into
France. A careful search had been organ-
ized and in four cases the supposed nun
was found to be a smuggler with many
pounds of tobacco and cigars hidden be-
neath her heavy black skirt.

Suspicion next fell upon the drivers, fire-
men and guards of the trains running be-
tween Brussels and Parls, and for some
days every train has been carefully
searched. Hundreds of pounds of tobac
have been found hldden among the ¢
on the tenders.

In one case the cushlons of a carriage
were found to be stuffed with tobacco. In
another a passenger, who was well known
as a regular traveler on the line, was
searched and found to be loaded with con-
traband. In a third case an invalid, repos-
ing on air cushions, was found to be no
invalld at all, and the cushions held to-
bacco instead of air.

Perhaps the most gruesome discovery
was made when a coffin, supposed to con-
tain the body of a Frenchman who died in
Belgium and was being brought back to be
buried In his native country, was search-
ed. It was found to be full of cigars.

At the frontier towns of the roads snev-
eral ingenious tricks have been discovered.
Three days ago a peasant was stopped
when driving across the border with a load
of vegetables and an aged relative. The
relative was found to be a dummy figure
stuffed with tobacco, and the vegetables
had their centers cut out and replaced
with tobacco.

POLICEMAN’'S BRAVERY.

He Prevents Horse From Dashing
Through a Crowd of Children.

“Where is the officer who was at Bt.
Aloysius Church this afternoon?”’ asked &
stranger who walked into the sixth precinet
statlon house last Sunday night. *“That '
man saved my life and the lives of others,
and I want to see him.”

Nothing had been heard of the occurrence
at the station house, and the Firanger wa
questioned® about the happening. It de-

veloped that Officer MeCarthy was the offle
cer who had performed the herole deed, but
he had, in his modesty, not sald anything
about it to his superior officers. The tale
was obtained from the stranger.

This man was Thomas McGowan of 51
I street northeast. He was driving his
horse Bunday afternoon and happened to
pass this church, where a May day cele-
bration was In progress. The scene was a
gay one, and the horse hecame frightened
at the crowd. 8Soon the driver lost all eon-
trol of the steed, through the breaking of
the bridle, which dropped from the horse's
head. The horse threatened to run direcily
into the crowd of women and children in
front of the church. Officer McCarthy saw
the immediate danger to many in the
crowd, and, dropping his bicycle in his
tracks, he jumped for the frightened horse.
But the bridle was gone, and the horse
seemed to be the master of the situation,
The officer caught the collar of the horse,
and, clinging tightly, he managed to get a
grip on the horse’'s mane. Both were now
drawing near the crowd.

With a desperate effort the officer grasped
the nose of the dashing steed and puiled
with all his strength. This had the de=
sired effect and the borse was soon brought
to a stop, where others assisted In finally
quleting 1t. Only a short distance away
was a group of small children, directly In
the path of the horse,

At the close of the Incident, when the
strain had relaxed, a cheer went up for the
officer. The driver had counted his life as
worth little when the horse started on his
run and he felt that he had been saved
from the jaws of death.

Science at the Shooting Range.
From Outing.

With a wind switching llke a flsh's tall,
now from the right and now from the left,
one minute beating the bullet down Iinto
the grass and the next swinging around to
the rear and blowing It over the target,
with changing lights and a tantalizing mi-

rage, in which the target blurs and dances
and swims like a live thing, the man who
keeps on his target and runs up a good
score must needs rely on more than native
gkill and a clear eye. Your guardsman
keeps by his side a leather case, stocked
as well as that of a country surgeon, and
he uses barometer, thermometer and mil-
crometer constantly. Good eyesight, good
nerves with which to hold a rifie immoblle
and sights alined on the bull are but the
foundations of good shooting. The expert
knows to a nlcety the almost Imperceptible
pressure of the forefinger that will release
the sear notch and launch the bullet when
both brain and finger are ready. He keeps
his rifle clean as his watch and, with black-
ened sights that baffie deceptive sidelights
He uses a peep sight that is mathematically
correct, consults ements and instruments
unceasingly, raises his sight a hair's
breadth by a dellcate micrometer, changes
his shot in inches by moving his wind
gauge a line breadth to one side, brings to
his natural ability to hold his sights on
the mark the leverage of his rifle sling—a
valuable and serviceable adjunct officially
ignored until this year by the firing regula-
tions of the regular services—and from the

written records of wecks finds the clevdtion
for his sighting shot. His score book shows
the conditions of weather and light, rec-

ord of barometer and thermometer, position
of the range flags and the hand of the
wind-clock dial, every change in elevation
and wind, the maker and date of his ammu-
nition and the exact location of each shot on
the target. It is true that In the tield he
would have bLut his rifle and ammunjtion,
but the schooling of the range would un-
doubtedly help him to bring down his man
where others buried thelr shots In the
ground or futilely fired over the heads of
the advancing groups. The retleman who
can with almeost unerring certainty change
his sights or so alter his hold that a hit
in the upper right hand corner of a target
more than half a mile away will on the
next trial be a bull’'s eve, is the man who
can successfully aid his comrades on the
firing line,

A Relic of Lafitte. .
From the New Orlesos I'icayune.

If the remark made by an old Ttallan
sailor the other day, while United States
Marshal Loisel was selling the schooner Dr.
Frarklin at public auction, at the Canal
street entrance of the custom house, is cor-
rect, then a most historical ship was adju-
dicated for a mere trifle. The schooner was
seized under process ol the United States
district court, a few days since, to satisfy
a claim by Ed Loustaneau and others, in-
tervening, for debts due them by the cap-
taln of the schooner. They had furnished
supplies and advanced money 1o the eap-
tain for the use and benefit of the ship and
claimed they had not been pald.

The Dr. Franklin was adjudicated to Ber-
nard Dubols, one of the principal credltors,
for $250.

As the sale was concluded, an anclent
marlner of Italian nationality, who had
been a silent spectator of the proceedings,
gald:

“That man,” meaning Mr. Dubols, *“does
not know, perhaps, that he has bought one
of the old ships of the famous pirate, La-
fitte of Loulsiana, who used to have his
rencezvous along Bayou Barataria In the
early part of the last century. Yes, this
schooner, the Dr. Franklin, was originaliy
called by another totally different name—
La Belle Marie, I belleve. She was a fine
sailing craft, built of oak, and very strong
and seaworthy. Lafitte sold her to some
people In Biloxi, and they, In turn, trans-
ferred the schooner, with full rights of
ownership, to John Rion, a merchant of
Jordan River, Miss., In 1857, and she was
subsequently renamed by Rion, who called
her the Bertha McDougall. Then, after a
few wvears, she was again sold, and since
about 1880 has been known under the namse
of Dr. Franklin."”

Beautifying St. Louis.
From the Architectural Record.

In panning for the future the publle
building commisslon of 8t. Louis is follow-
ing in the steps of various other expert com-
missions. The municipal bulldings Immedi-
ately needed In St. Louis are a main build-
ing, about the size of the new and costly
city hall, snd in proximity to Iit, to house
the various courts now using the four courts
and the old court house; the police and fire
department headquarters, dispensary and
detention rooms, ete., and a modern jall,
which also may be near the other struc-
tures. Two plans are submitted, each form-
ing a clvic center in which the present city
hall is a feature. Plan number one, which
is the more obvious, develops 12th street
as a munleipal court. Across the way, and
balanecing it In size, is placed a new court
house. On the right of the city hall, as a
smaller structure, i1s an executive bullding,
and to balance it there Is placed on the left
of the court house a law library. Then
comes Clark avenue and on Its corners (1)
the fire department headquarters and engine
house, and (2) police headquarters and jail.
These fill the block to Spruce street, which
terminates the municipal court on that side.
To the left of the city hall, and filllng the
corresponding block between -Market and
Chestnut sireets, is a historical museum,
while similarly placed across 12th street is
a hall of public records. Plan two develops
a scheme on the other or 13th street side of
the city hall. This is much more elaborate,
substituting for a mere “court” a magnifi-
cent parkway, the width of the block be-
tween 13th and 14th streets, and extending
four blocks past the city hall to provide a
vista to the public library.
