CHINESE REFORMER

DISTINGUISHED FOREIGNER ON

TOUR OF INSPECTION.

Hong Yan Hay, president of the Chinese
Empire Reform Association and the leader
of the progressive movement in the vast
Chinese empire, will arrive in Washington
at about 4:30 o'clock this afternoon, ac¬

companied by a number of associates, to be
a visitor in the capital of the United States
for about a week. During his stay here
he will be quartered at the St. James Hotel,
where rooms have already been engaged
for him and his party. He is accompanied
by several others, including an interpreter.
The Chinese Empire Reform Association,

of which he is the head, !s the organization
wliich is leading movements for more mod¬
ern ideas and more modern laws in the
empire. It is alleged to be growing strong¬
er, as it educates the people to the ideas
which prevail in this and other of the more
civilized countries, and as its strength in¬
creases, it is believed it will have more

power to get better laws and more liberties
for the people of China.
Hong Yan Hay i3 making a tour of in¬

spection through this country, coming to
Washington from Chicago. While here
it is expected he will give a lecture in
one of the churches In this city, with
special reference to the introduction of more
modern ideas and laws into his native coun¬
try. While it is expected that the China¬
men in the city will be especially interested
in the progress that is being made in the
empire, still it is believed resident Ameri¬
cans will also find the lecture interesting,
and will attend in large numbers. The time
and place of the lecture are not fixed as
yet, but will be announced as early as pos¬
sible.

It is expected, too, that during his visit
here the distinguished visitor will learn
something of the government of this coun¬
try. The leader of a reform movement in
China, it is conceded, would naturally be in¬
terested in the successful government and
while at the American capital be will have
the best of opportunities to study the repub¬
lican form of government. His special plans
for making the study are not known here
in advance of his coming.

It is expected that during his stay here
the visitors will visit the rooms of the
branch of the Chinese Reform Association
here and will tell the local members of the
work that they are doing at home.
