OVERRULES OBJECTION

JUDGE GOULD'S ACTION IN CON-
DEMNATION PROCEEDINGS.

Justlee Gould of the Bupreme Court of the
District of Columbia, after a hearing on
the motion flled by the Distriet Commi#-
gloners, asking the court to finally ratify
and confirm the verdict of the jury In the
matter of the opening of connecting high-
ways on the east and west sides of the
Zoologlcal Park, and to condemn the land
necessary for the opening of the highways,
overruled the objections made to the ratifi-
cation of the verdlet of the jury by Red-
ford W. Walker, Willlam H. Walker and
others, through Attorneys R. Golden Don-
aldson and Alan O Clephane,

The objectors contended that the verdict
of the jury was unjust and unreasonable in
so far as their property was concerned,
and that a new jury should be summoned
by the court in the case. Attorneys Don-

aldson and Clephane filed affidavits In sup-
port of their contention from Redford W.

Orders Land Condemned.

Justice Gould, by the order overruling the
objections, condemns tke land needed by
the District Commissloners for the opening
of the connecting highways.

The jury, composed of Willlam V. Cox,
James F. Oyster, Charles B. Bailey, Clem-
ent W. Howard, John E. Herrell, Charles
A. Baker and George W. Moss, awarded
£51,627.04 as damages for the land to be
condemned, and assessed 3$23,506.66 agalnst
adjacent property as benefits,

In rendering his decision, Justice Gould
held the jury had evidently made no mis-
take of fact and that the questions as to
whether their verdict was unjust or not was
one as to which there was merely a differ-
ence of opinion. 1t was added that it
would be improper for the court to substi-
tute his opinion for that of the members
of the jury, all of whom were men of Integ-
rity and experience, who had carefully ex-
amined the land and considered the evi-
dence submitted to them.

All of the land owners were satlsfied with
the verdict, it is stated, except the owners
of lots 138 to 143, Inclusive, and part of or-
iginal lot 87, in Havden & Goode's subdivi-
gion of Lanier Heights.

EXTREME PENALTY.

George Lewis Sent to Jail for One Year
Less a Day.

One year less a day in the District jail,
the extreme penalty allowed by Pollce
Ccurt justices, was that Imposed on George
Lewis this morning in the United States
branch of the Police Court.

From his actions when taken into cus-
tody Lewis is believed to have stolen a
large number of wheels. Tuesday he was
arrested by Officer Mudd of the sixth pre-
cinet station and charged with stealing a
wheel which he was trying to sell to a sec-
ond-hand dealer near 1st street and Penn-
sylvania avenue, The name and other
marks on the wheel had been secratched off
and it was suspected that it was stolen.
He admitted taking it, but denied by the
gtrcngest oaths that he had not taken any
other, Finally another was turned up and
the proof against him was obtalned. He
tken admitted that he took that wheel also,
but swore that he had taken no other,
backing it with the declaration that he
“hoped never to breathe again' If he had.
Two more were found to the larceny of
which he pleaded gullty today. Another
wheel which he is belleved to have stolen is
at the station house, but the proof is not
entire as yet,

The capture is regarded by the police as a
most important one, owing to the large
number of wheels that have been disap-
pearing recently. This prisoner seems to
have had a manla for taking wheels.
