McCoy was lined $1,(MH)
and sentenced to serve eighteen months In
the Moundsville penitentiary, having con¬
fessed to conspiracy to defraud the gov¬
ernment in the Martin L. Carter Illicit dis¬
tilling case. On Friday Judge Keller with¬
drew the sentence and resentenced McCoy
to eighteen months' imprisonment in Mer¬
cer county Jail. The change was made
owing to McCoy's family, who live in
Mercer county, and In order that theywould be able to see the prisoner. McCoyis a member of the notorious McCoyfamily.

Disorder on a Street Car.
In a mix-up on a 7th street car last

evening, when the car was near the corner
of Pennsylvania avenue. Miss E. Smith of
11S 7th street southeast was struck a
severe blow in the nose. Who struck the
blow is not definitely known, but it Is cer¬

ther blows and was taken to a nearby drug
store, where the wound was dressed and
later she was taken to her home in a cab.
The wound is not serious.
As a result of the trouble two passengers

of the car were taken Into custody, and
gave their names as Whit Williams and
Oscar Cameron. They each left $10 col¬
lateral for their appearance In the Police
Court this morning to answer charges of
disorderly conduct. When the case was
called today Cameron was found to have
forfeited the collateral, but Williams was
on hand to defend himself. It seems that
some dispute arose between two men and a
woman over a seat. There was also some
dispute between the woman and another
girl about one stepping on the dress of the
other.

Judge Kimball
dismissed the case against Williams, as
there was no proof that be struck the blow
or engaged in the disorderly conduct on the
car.

Anti-Saloon League Holds
Commemorative Service.

PROGRAM OF EXERCISES
ADDRESS BY REV. CARL G. DONE?

OF HAMLINE CHURCH.

Audience Welcomed by Rev. Joseph T.

Kelly.President Ewin's Sketch
of the Organization.

The Anti-Saloon league of the District
of Columbia celebrated the twelfth anniver¬
sary of its organization in the Fourth Pres¬
byterian Church, corner 13tli and Tale
streets northwest, last evening at 8 o'clock.
It was first intended to hold the services
upon the church lawn, but the inclemcnt
weather caused the meeting to be held in¬
side the edifice. The subcommittee on
decorations. Messrs. Robert L. DutCon and
J. S. Fraser, and the subcommittee on re¬
freshments, which consisted of Mrs. Hel-
mick and other ladles, had done their
work well. The general committee in
charge consisted of Mr. A. E. Shoemaker,
chairman; Mr. James L. Ewln. the presi¬
dent of the Anti-Saloon League; Mr. Jesse
C. Suter, special financial agent, and Mr.
Edwin S. La Fetra. Messrs. Owen P. Kel¬
ler and Hermon C. Metcalf made up the
committee on music.
After the meeting had been called to

order Mr. James L. Ewin. president of the
league, gave a brief historical sketch of
the organization and its work, and the Rev.
Joseph T. Kelly, pastor of the 1'ourth
Presbyterian Church, made an address of
welcome in which he wished the league
godspeed in the work which it :s endeav¬
oring to accomplish.

Mi-. Doney's Address.
The speaker of the evening. Rev. Carl G.

Doney of Hamline Methodist Episcopal
Church was then introduced and spoke
upon the subject, "An Indictment of the
Saloon." He said in part:
"Some time since a learned article in one

of our magazines supported the proposition
that the planet Mars is inhabited. It is a
very safe position to take, for probablj it
will be a long time before it can be dis¬
proved or proved.
"But let us suppose that it is peopled b>

sensible persons and that in some way one
of the men of Mars pays a visit to the
earth You would probably be delighted to
act as a guide for the foreign visitor. l«u
would explain to him the purposes of our
buildings, railroads and boats. lie would
be interested in the great factories and
stores and shops. With some real pride
you could explain the purposes of the
schools, of hospitals, of libraries and
churchces. You would show him our dwell¬
ings, the cottage home, the stately
sion. the lordly palace, and aU places for
the rest and joy and upbuilding of the
' '

Purpose of the Saloon.
**By and by you could hide it no longer,

and it would be necessary to explain the
purpose of the saloon. You would tell
him that tills is the place where is dls-
tributed strong drink, and he would ask
if this were a necessity, like food and
clothing, fuel and books and machjnes.Now. what would you tell him If >ou
Informed and truthful you will telI htm
that It is not necessary, as is evldencea
by nations who do not drink, and toy mil
lions In this land who are total aostain-
ers. You will tell him that, directly or
indirectly, it costs this nation $2,000,000
everv year; that every twelve months Ittakes the lives of 75,000 people; every
flav in the year 200 human sacrifices.
.ycV would explain to him our great

svstem of Jails, prisons and reforma¬tories. say to him that three-fourths of
the unfortunates in those
victims of strong drink. You would take
him to almshouses, to the asylums for the
Imbecile and insane, and relate their aw-
ful history; show him one hundred thou
sand homes where wives and mothers and
children are broken-hearted, weeping,
starving, and tell him that liquor is re¬
sponsible for it all Let him know what
N the chief cause of diseased bodies, tot¬
tering. decaying minds, blighted and
crushed hopes. Tell him that the saloon
is the enemy of home, church and school.
Tell him these things tell him the truth
Paint the picture with brush dipped In
the soot of a smoking hell; you cannot
make It blacker than It is.
"Methlnks this visitor would cry out.

'I am in a nation of madmen.a nation of
madmen.' When he had become calm you
would say that this liquor business pays
the local and general governments *200.-
000 000 a year, and that is the reason the
powers that be permit it to exist. No; we
are not a nation of madmen. *ut we are
not very good or very bright. \V e are an
awful mixture of wisdom and foll>, of
goodness and wickedness. VN e present a
startling paradox. We toil laborlousl> for
worthy things, and then tear down much
that we have builded; we write and preach
high truths and then throw stumbling
blocks in the way of their attainment.

Mightiest Power in the World.
"The mightiest power in the world is a

man redeemed and fully realizing his possi¬
bilities, consecrated to the cause of right.
For this man centuries have been striving.
The race lias had visions and dreams of
this heritage, and toward the realization
of that heritage men have through the
ages pressed forward.
"That heritage is the possession and usage

of man's inalienable rights.the attainment
of all that is possible for man to become.
For these rights man has suffered and
fought and died. He lias gone through
wilderness, over desert and mountain, ana
he has wrested from injustice and 1®*
norance and bigotry a high place tor him¬
self He has attained religious liberty and
civil freedom and vast economic rights.
These he pledges himself to foster and pre-

Se,'-Man must have liberty.religious liberty,
economic liberty, political liberty 'Inwardthese necessities and essential rights the
saloon is ever an enemy. It is radically
selfish and cruel, and Its hand Is azainst
everything except itself. Man is the child
of light He is stained and torn and weak,
but God's image is within, and he presses
toward his high destiny. The saloon is the
child of darkness and the destroyer of Ught.
It knows no pity, sees no vision, has no
conscience. It stands for self.

Antagonistic to Church Work.
"Here Is the paradox, our folly, our In¬

dictment, before plainest wisdom and Al¬
mighty God. Our religious privileges have
cost the generations more thin we can
reckon. We have founded great Institu¬
tions, vast Christian organizations, yet in
the bosom of the church there nests a

viper. Dr. Parkhurst rays that three-
fourths of the work of the church is de¬
stroyed by the saloon, and whew U the pas¬
tor who has really touched practical church
work who does not say that this Is true.
"1 am thoroughly opposed to any one

tearing down any portion of what 1 build
up. and it is quite incomprehensible that
there should be anywhere a Christian
preacher or layman who is not in the bat¬
tle against the saloon. Here in the Dis¬
trict of Columbia we have a law against
smoke, and it is a good provision. It keeps
the walls, merchandise and furniture clean¬
er than they otherwise would be. I do not
know that there Is nny way to secure ex¬
emption from this law. It simply must be
obeyed or the offender will be punished.
But for less than 1250,000 over six hundred
saloons are permitted to blacken and de¬
stroy the bodies, minds and souls of men.
That appears to me to be the perfection
of folly. No person is here allowed to ride
a bicycle without a bell on it, and even his
automobile must be numbered. But the
saloon, by payment of a license, Is per¬
mitted to quietly. Insidiously and constantly
to steal from men their manhood, from
homes their glory and from children their
birthright of a fair chance.

Effect on Labor.
"Our own T. V. Powderly declared: 'The

liquor traffic Is responsible for nine-tenths
of the misery among the working classes,
and the abolition of that traffic would be

the greatest blessing that could oome to
them.' Carroll D. Wright, after visiting
hundreds of homes of poverty and misery,
says: 'I have never had to look beyond the
inmates for the cause, and In every case, so
far as my own observation goes, drunken¬
ness was at the bottom of the misery and
not the industrial system, or the industrial
condition surrounding the men and their
families.' What should be our duty? Strike
the evil wherever possible.by voice, by
printed page, by vote, by money, by pray¬
ers and by the strong hand of an offended
public opinion. The church should be the
rallying point for the enlistment of soldiers
against the evil.
"Especially should the Anti-Saloon League

receive our co-operation. Washington is the
center of the world life. All nations look
this way for healthful guidance. Here
gather the hopes of the oppressed and
stricken, and here also gather the strength
and the wisdom of the great republic. This
spot should be forever clear of the greatest
curse of the race. In 1888 7.00>.000 Method¬
ists memorialized Congress to outlaw the
liquor traffic from the District of Columbia
To this high purpose the Anti-Saloon
League gives itself. No nation can long
endure the strain the snloon is placing upon
this people. The cost In money and man¬
hood Is too great. From every walk of life
the prayer goes up for deliverance. Church
or God. lover of America, brother of men,
hear and enswer."

TURMOIL IN POLAND.

Fifty Killed at Lodz.Troops Stormed
Barricades.

A cablegram from Lodz, Russian Po¬
land. last night says: Troops today storm¬
ed the barricades erected In the streets
by the strikers. Fifty persons were kill¬
ed and 200 wounded. Martial law will be
declared.
Since early this morning this city has

been in a state of panic. The strike is
general, and all the factories and the
shops are closed. Barricades have been
erected at many points. Rifle volleys and
revolver shots are heard continuously.
Many persons have been killed or wound¬
ed, but it is impossible at present to as¬

certain the number with any exactitude,
owing to the general character of the
disturbances.
The mob sacked a number of liquor

stores and broke the street lamps. Street
railroad traffic Is interrupted.
A cablegram from St. Petersburg last

night says: According to advices received
here the situation in Poland Is again ex¬
ceedingly serious. Censored dispatches
from Lodz, though giving few details,
Indicate that fierce street fighting was In
progress yesterday between the military
nnd the striking workmen, who barri¬
caded the thoroughfares In various quar¬
ters of the city and offered resistance,
which the troops met with volleys. The
list of dead and wounded presumably is
heavy, but not even an estimate has been
received here. Russian correspondents
telegraphing that the streets are entirely
In the hands of the military and the mob,
and that it la unsafe to venture out to ob¬
tain details.
It is not known whether the fighting

was continued last night, but it is feared
that order can be restored only at heavy
sacrifice.
Lodz has been in a turmoil for the past

three days. The strike, which embraces
60 000 workers, appears to have entirely
lost Its economic nature and Is now a vast
political manifestation. All forms of pub¬
lic business activity have been suspended,
the peaceful Inhabitants remaining in
doors in fear of their lives. The political
zeal of the manlfestants has become in¬
flamed by Intoxicants from the vodka
shops, which were broken Into and pil¬
laged yesterday.
