HORSES AN!

One can while away a few hours very en-

Joyably at Brightwood Driving Park any
pleasant day just now, and If at all con¬

versant with the trotting and pacing sport
as It has existed here for the past dozen
years or more cannot fail to be impressed
with the rapid strides it Is making toward
old-tiine popularity in this locality.
Recently the local game has been given

impetus by the entrance Into it of a num¬

ber of gentlemen well and favorably known
In business and financial circles who for¬
merly, for one reason or another, kept
aloof from it. and the effect has been ben¬
eficial to a marked degree. It is quite ap¬
parent that this new blood has infused
Into It energy and interest that Is steadily
growing, and the number of trotting and
pacing horses that are finding their way
here, their quality and the work being
done at the Brightwood track, all point to
lively times for the harness horse con¬

tingent in the near future.
At the Brightwood course and in the im¬

mediate vicinity there are stabled a large
number of horses that are being prepared
for campaigning on the various circuits.
The majority of these horses are owned by
Washington parties, but there are some

very good ones there that are the property
of outsiders, and the combined forces fur¬
nish daily much that is entertaining and
Instructive.

Frank Thomas, the well-known western
trainer and driver, who came to Washing¬
ton from Chicago a few years ago,
at present has the most .

attractive
lot of horses at the park, and he
is very 'sweet" on some of them. The
flower of his flock, so far as past per¬
formances go. is Lady Hodman. This mare

has a mark of 2.10%. made last year on the
Ohio circuit. She is also credited with
going under the wire third, close up to the
winner, in a heat paced in 2.10, and making
a driving finish second in a heat paced in
2.11%. It is said of this mare that she
has started seventy times in the past four
years and that she has "got a piece of the
money" in every race but three. She is
wonderfully consistent. Last year she took
part in fifteen races and did not "leave her
feet" in any one of them.
Lady Rodman is a handsome black with

one white heel. She is seven years old,
stands 15.1, and weighs about 1,000 pounds.
She was sired by a horse called Walslng-
ham. Her dam was Nettle, dam of
Ladv Golden, who has a mark of
210. Lady Rodman Is the property
of Mr. Thomas P. Conner of Win¬
chester, Va., who naturally thinks a great
deal of her. Trainer Thomas declares that
this mare is surely a "comer." Mr. Con¬
ner was at the track yesterday and saw
his mare work.

Eva. a six-year-old trotter. Is also highly
rated by Trainer Thomas. Eva is black
with star and right foot behind white. She
was sired by Col. Kuser. 2.08%. She was

driven to a record of 2.25% In the 2.27 trot
at the recent Brightwood meeting. She took
second money in the 2.27 class at Electric
Park. Baltimore, a few days later, and fin¬
ished third In the 2.23 race at the Gentle¬
men's Driving Park. Baltimore, meeting.
Mr. Thomas handled the reins over Eva in
these races and asserts that she can show
a 2.15 clip-

Mr. H. Oppenheimer has a promising mare

in Elmira Gratton. by Gratton. 2.13V*. She
is in Mr. Thomas- hands. Elmira Gratton
is a bay. 15.2. and weighs 1,000 pounds. She
is five years old. She has a clean, strong
way of trotting that Is very pleasing to
both owner and trainer, and has worked
for them In 2.26.

Lady L., a bay mare, seven years old,
the property of Mr. Duckett, the horse
dealer, is yet green at the trotting busi¬
ness, but Mr. Thomas Is authority for the
statement that she ran show a 2.25 turn of
speed. Lady L. will be given her first race
at Marlborough in August, when she will
be started in a county trot.

Winchester Boy, a black pacing gelding,
Is owned by Trainer Thomas, who Is not
backward In saying that he Is a very likely
bit of horseflesh. Winchester Boy is by
John L., 2.15*4. out of a thoroughbred run¬

ning mare. He Is a wiry, nervy, toppy
horse, 15.1, that can exhibit a 2.20 gait.

Mr. John F. Javins and his brother, Mr.
Francis H. Javins, have six good ones In
Mr. Thomas' stable that are all doing what
Is asked of them, and there appears to be
no reason to doubt that they will be heard
from when they get out on the round of
the racing tracks.
Bon Jay is the star of this lot. He is a

big roan gelding, five years old, a son of
the good stallion Jay Bird. He is not yet
tit to show the speed there Is in him. but
when he is it is freely pr.-dlcted that it will
take a very fast horse to show him the
route home. Bon Jay is yet without a mark,
but last year, it is said, he was beaten by
only a short head in a heat paced over a
mile track in the quick time of 2.07%.

Next In importance in the Javins Broth¬
ers' string is Sam McKay, who took a rec¬
ord of 2.21% on the half-mile course at
Rockville last year.. Sam McKay is a bay
pacing gelding. He made his first start
this year in the free-for-all. which he won,
at Brightwood. on Decoration day. Among
his rivals on that occasion was the speedy
Toboggan, with a mark of 2.081,4. Driver
Thomas sent McKay under the wire in
front five successive heats, but In two of
them he was set back for running. The
fastest heat of the race was 2.23%. Sam
McKay is working very satisfactorily just
now.
Nellie R 2.25%, the seven-year-old bay

mare belonging to the same firm, that won
the 2.25 pace at Brightwood Decoration day,
and also won the free-for-all, halt-mile
heats, at Rockville the following week,
stepping the first in 1.10, is working well,
as Is their bay trotting gelding Myron H.
The last named made his first st".rt at
Brightwood Decoration day in the 2.40 class.
He won his race handily, trotting to a mark
of 2.31%.

The Javins Brothers are just now figuring
of\ the possibilities of a recent purchase,
iWr handsome black pacing gelding. Nigger
Boy. This horse has been at Brightwood
for some time. He has a wonderful turn of
speed, but it is said he does not fancy com¬
pany. and he is, therefore, regarded by
some as unreliable. Nigger Boy worked a
half mile a short time ago with Toboggan
In 1.07 flat, and since that has done equally
as well and better. Mr. Thomas has hopes
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tha^ he will eventually tame him down to
be a steady race horse, though It will re¬
quire time and patience to do so. Niggqr
Boy Is seven .years old. He has no mark.
He was slrett by Treasury.

Miss Gleam, owned by Tom Cannon, Is
Just now the subject of a great deal of
discussion among local horsemen. This
mare. It Is believed by "many experienced
persons, Is destined to become famous In
the harness horse world if no mishap over¬
takes her. The stories related of the speed
she carries and her power to keep it up are
surprising. It is said she has not yet been
called upon to prove her prowess before the
public.
Trainer Cannon drove Miss Gleam to her

record, 2.2IVi. at Frederick. Md., last fall,
when she won a 2.22 class pace, and then
brought here. She equaled this mark at th«
late meeting at Brightwood when she car¬
ried away first money in a similar class
race. In the 2.20 pace at Prospect Park,
Baltimore, a few days later, she got second
money. The fastest heat In this event was
gone in 2.15"4. Then she got fourth money
at Klectric Park, where the winning horse
again had to step along In 2.15^4.
It is stated by persons who claim to have

seen the performance that in work to a
road cart at Baltimore this mare paced an
eighth of a mile In fourteen seconds, and
a quarter in thirty-one seconds, the latter
a 2.04 gait, and that she was not all out
by any means.
Miss Gleam was sired by Amicks. Her

dam was Bessie, by Alcantara She is a
dark bay and stands fifteen hands one Inch.
She Is as kind as a kitten and true as
steel. Since Mr. Cannon bought her she has
started in five races aggregating fifteen
heats, and has not been guilty of making
a break or bobble. She has clean, smooth
action and works out races without hop¬ples.

Silver Socks, well known to all local
horsemen, is being talked about a great
deal at present because of recent unexpect¬
ed excellent work on the race track here
and elsewhere. The horse is ten years old
and for six years was used on the road by
.Mr. Charles Weitzel. He had a mark of
2.4CVi when Mr. J. J. Fletcher, one of the
rising young turfmen of this city, boughthim something like a year ago, and this
spring he was turned over to Trainer Can¬
non for work. In Mr. Cannon's hands Sil¬
ver Socks soon began to show what there
was In him in the way of speed, and at the
Brightwood meeting he won a race, reduc¬
ing his record to 2.22V4, and he now has the
figures 2-lWi attached to his name, made at
the Electric Park. Baltimore, meeting. He
also won a six-heat race at Prospect Park,
Baltimore, the fastest mile being covered
In 2.22^4. In six starts this season this
horse has won six times, and it Is not a
secret among Washington turfmen that he
has not yet by any means shown the limit
of his stepping qualities.
Silver Socks Is a light sorrel gelding with

white legs behind and flaxen mane and tail.
He stands 15.3. He was sired by Silverine.
His dam was a John Paul mare. He and
Miss Gleam are now at the Gentlemen's
Driving Park, Baltimore. This pair, with
Driver Cannon as pilot, will shortly be
started on a trip through the New York
circuit, where each Is entered for stakes
rising well into thousands of dollars.

The veteran trainer and driver, J. H.
Morrow, is still a familiar figure around
Brightwood. He Is sixty-nine years of age
and his hair and mustache are silvery, but
his step is yet elastic; he has wonderful
energy and has lost none of his lifelong
love for good race horses. Mr. Morrow
came to Washington from Chicago nearly
forty years ago. He made his advent into
the national capital with a horse called
William Penn, and it is said that what he
did to some of the then local racing men
and horses with his animal "was a plenty."
He liked Washington too well to leave and
has made this city his home ever since.
During this long stretch of time Mr. Mor¬
row has been connected with many racing
events here and at various other parts of
the country that interested the entire turf
world. Mr. Morrow drove several races at
the late Baltimore meetings and was right
up among the first bunch each time at
the finish.

James Dwyer is an old-timer whose name
in years gone, was household property
among turfmen, who can be seen at Bright-
wood during his leisure hours these days.
Uncle Jimmy, as he is familiarly known,
was at one time foreman of the far-famed
Dwyer Brothers' stables that contained
some of the best running horses in the
world. I'ncle Jimmy is sixty-seven years
of age, but he is still an alert, capable
horseman, and now holds a position in the
stables of Gen. Nelson A. Miles.

Mr. J. J. Fletcher sold Gladstone after
he was started in a recent 2.20 pace at
Baltimore. The price received for the horse
is said to have been a good on>s.

There is a good deal of talk about a
match between Mr. Hall's Bedford Boy and
Tom Cannon's Miss Gleam. Such a race
would interest every Washington harness
horse admirer, but it is doubtful whether
it will be made for the near future because
Miss Gleam's engagements apparently for¬
bid It.

RACES DISASTROUS
TO EASTERN OIRDS

Recent Contests of the Flying
Clubs.

The past week lias been the most dis¬
astrous experienced in many years by hom¬
ing pigeon fanciers, and very few of the
eastern lofts which hare engaged in the
500-mile races are not depleted.
The first to suffer was the Washington

district. Two hundred and eighty-seven
birds, representing nineteen lofts, were lib¬
erated by Mr. McG. McCombe, who wir'-d:
"Birds liberated 4:45; cloudy." At home
the conditions were ideal, and many birds
were expected. But as on so many for¬
mer occasions the hopes were In vain; the
elements were against the birds. Only
one bird had the pluck to endure them
and the speed at which it traveled was

marvelous. This bird returned at 3:32 p.m.,
averaging about forty-seven miles an hour
on a very hot day and breaking the pre¬
vious Washington record by over 150 yards
per minute. On Monday the first arrival
was at 4:47 a.m., but throughout the day
the birds were scattered, being few and
far between. I.ess than a half dozen birds
returned on Tuesday and Wednesday, they
no doubt having become thoroughly ex¬
hausted. One of them was picked up six
blocks from Its home so fatigued that It
was unable to rise.

College Athletics.
With the exception of the final base ball

games of the Yale-Harvard scries, which
may extend to the first week In July, the
Intercollegiate athletic year will end with
the two big regattas, the first at Pough¬
keepsle on Wednesday and the second at
New London, Conn., on Thursday. Because
of the larger number of contestants and
the greater certainty of a close contest the
Poughkeepsle regatta wl'ljjiUract the great¬
er interest. At this regatta will be Cor¬
nell, University of Pennsylvania, Cohimb'a.
Syracuse, Georgetown and Wisconsin. The
New London regatta will be a dua>*affair
between Yale and Harvard.
At present the indications are for an

open fight in the 'varsity eight-oared race
at Poughkeepsle. Although Syracuse and
Cornell are thought to have slightly better
chances of victory, Pennsylvania and Co¬
lumbia have done surprisingly good wo.k
sine* they have been at Poughkeepsle, and
either one of these may snatch the victory
from Cornell or Syracuse. The strength of
Georgetown and Wisconsin Is always an
unknown quamtlty until the race Is finished.
On previous form neither of these crews
Is expected to win, fcut both have an un¬
comfortable habit of worrying the leaders
every year.
In view of Syracuse's decisive victory

last year her crew will be watched with
more than the usual Interest this time. Tho
Salt city oarsmen this year have six mem¬
bers of their championship 1904 eight. In¬
cluding their famous stroke, Packard.
Coach Ten Eyck declares that the crew Is
stronger this year than last, and makes no
secret of his prediction that Syracuse will
win again. The Cornell eight, however, is
much stronger this year than last, and ex¬
pects to lower thi colors of the Syracusans.
The Cornell eight had a try out against
Harvard 011 May 27 and won in most im¬
pressive style with seven lengths to spare
In a race of a mile and seven-eighths. It
was this performance that boomed the
stock of tiie Ithacans.
The Syracuse eight has had but one try

out. That was against the Argonaut eight
of Toronto. The Syracuse crew won some¬
what easily, but the time was not extra¬
ordinarily fast. The Pennsylvania. Colum¬
bia and Georgetown crews have all been
tried out against the United States naval
cadets. The giiddies won from each, bitt
by different margalns. They beat George¬
town by a length and a quarter In two
miles, Pennsylvania by a length and three-
quarters and Columbia by half a length.
On the basis of this showing Columbia ap¬
pears to be the fastest of the three, with
Georgetown a little better than Penn. But
this comparison is not of much worth, be¬
cause It does not allow for the improve¬
ment which all of these crews have made
since those races, nearly two months ago.
Of this trio the Pennsylvania eight ap¬
pears to have attracted the most favorable
attention from the experts.
Cornell will have the heaviest crew In the

'varsity eight-oared event. The Ithacans
average 174yg pounds, a weight which ar¬

gues great strength. Next to the Ithacans
comes Wisconsin, whose eight averages
173V*. The Pennsylvania crew averages only
1B5V4 pounds. Syracuse and Georgetown
are the lightest crews In the race, their
average weight being only 1G<> pounds. The
Syracuse crew which swept everything be¬
fore It last year was no heavier than the
present combination, so that Coach Ten
Eyck is not allowing their lightness to
worry him.
The present regatta will mark the eighth

since the association was founded. Penn¬
sylvania has been victorious three times,
Cornell three times and Syracuse once.

Pennsylvania won in 1898, 1899 and 1900;
Cornell in 1901. 1902 and 1903; Syracuse in

1901 The drawing for positions has al¬
ready been held with the following results
In the eight-oared race, the courses num¬

bering from the west shore: No. 1, Co¬
lumbia; 2, Syracuse; 3, Wisconsin; 4,
Georgetown; 5, Pennsylvania; 0, Cornell.
Of all these courses Nos. 3 and 4. held by
Wisconsin and Georgetown, are admitted
to be the best, being the least affected by
conditions of tide.
The work of the fours and freshmen

eights do not attract anywhere near the
attention that the 'varsity eights do. Both
of these events are particularly open. Noth¬

ing is ever known of the freshmen eights
until the race is won, while the varsity
fours are naturally made up of men who
could not make the 'Varsity eights.

By common consent the Intercollegiate
base ball championship has now narrowed
down to the result of the Yale-IIarvaid se¬
ries. Yale has disposed of Princeton, Penn¬
sylvania and Columbia, while Harvard has
beaten Cornell, Princeton and Pennsyl¬
vania. In accordance with this no other
members of the "Big Six" have any argu¬
ment with Yale and Harvard for first hon¬
ors. The record of the Ells and the Crim¬
son, however. Is marred by several unmer¬
ciful beatings which they have received
at the hands of smaller colleges. Thus
Harvard has been beaten by Dartmouth,
Holy Cross and Amherst, while Yale has
lost to Manhattan, Fordham and Brown.
This precludes Harvard and Yale from any
claim to being Invincible, though In re¬
marking on the defeats they have sus¬
tained It should be remembered that theydid not have their full strength In the
field when they lost. Had these games
been championship afTalrs It Is not likelythat they would have lost.
Because of their eleven-Inning tie game

on Thursday the -Harvard and Yale base
ball authorities have agreed to call off that
game altogether and to start another se¬
ries on Tuesday. It is likely that this se¬
ries will furnish some upsets because of
the fact that both colleges are depending
upon a single pitcher. For instance. Har¬
vard has not a first-class twlrler outside of
Coburn, nor Yale outside of Jackson.
Should either of these men be injured or
be put out of the game for any reason
It would play havoc with the unfortunate
team. Not in recent years have Yale and
Harvard been so hard up for good pitchers.

It is not improbable that the University
of Michigan will be seen at the Intercol¬
legiate regatta at Poughkeep6le within a
few years, possibly in 1906. The Wolverines
have decided to organize a crew, and aa

they have first-class facilities for the train¬
ing of their oarsmen they ought to cut an

Important figure In intercollegiate rowing.
If Michigan finally takes up rowing It Is
not Improbable that It will ultimately lead
to a western regatta. At present Wiscon¬
sin is the only college in the middle west
that fosters rowing. Wisconsin comes east
year after year because there are no com¬
petitors for her in the west. Chicago has
frequently considered taking up rowing,
but has never gotten any farther than
this. In case Michigan and Chicago or¬
ganize crews Wisconsin would probably
drop out of the Poughkeepsie regatta and
help to organize a similar one in the west.
The University of Minnesota is another
western institution that has considered the
organization of a crew from time to time,
but nothing has ever been done.

The middle western colleges wilt be well
represented at the athletic games wh'ich
are to be held at the Portland exposition
this summer. The Chicago ?. A., which Is

recruited largely from college athlet. « h »s
decided to send a team, and il will in.ludo
several of the western intereoll- giate
champions of this year. The movement to
have a team of eastern colleglnns compel®
also has not yet materialized, and unless
the New York A. C. sends some of its
college mtn out the east will have a poor
representation to meet the Chicago cracks.

The University of Pennsylvania foot hail
coaching staff astonished the student body
this week with the announcement that
George W. Woodruff, the originator and
exponent of the famous "guards back"
play, would be an advisory coach of tho
Red and Blue eleven this fall. This infor¬
mation came as a complete surprise, he-
cause Woodruff was obliged to resign as
coach after his disastrous season In 1901.
He was permitted to go then because It
was held that he was not In touch with
modern foot ball and persisted in teaching
his men nothing but guards !>ack after
all the other colleges had learned to stopthis play. After leaving Pennsylvania
Woodruff went to the University of Illi¬
nois, but he met with no better success
there.
John C. Bell. Philadelphia's district at¬

torney and member of the intercollegiate
foot ball rules committee. Is responsible
for Woodruff's return. Bell went out of
office the same year Woodruff was com¬
pelled to retire. Last fall Bell was made
an advisory member of the foot ball com¬
mittee. and Woodruff's recall Is the first
result of It. Woodruff, however, will not
take an active part in the field coaching.
He will merely belong to the board of
strategy with Carl Williams and George
H. Brooke. It Is said that WoodrufT has
worked out several new plays which are
expeated to cause aa much furore as did
the guards back several years ago. The
new plays are thought to be In connection
with the quarter-back run, because Wood*
ruff has- had several conferences with
Stevenson, the sensational quarter-back of
last year's eleven. It will be rememberedthat It was Woodruff who invented thequarter-back kick, now In such general usA.And It was John C, Bell who introduoedthe quarter-back run into the rules. Forthese reasons Pennsylvania men are muchinterested to know just what startUncplays Woodruff and Bell will spring thlj#rail.
There are some who are not at allpleased with the return of Woodruff. Theyrecall the fact that it was because ofWoodruff that "Mike" Murphy left Penn¬sylvania in 1900 and went to Tale. Now

that Murphy has Just been Induced to re¬
turn to Pennsylvania they contend thatit Is a serious mistake to run any risk of
antagonizing him this early by the recall
of Woodruff. On the other hand, It Is
contended that Woodruff and Murphy willhave no opportunity to clash, inasmuch as
Woodruff will take no actlvo part In the
field coaching, confining his efforts merelyto advising. Furthermore, Woodruff Is now
employed as an attorney in the forest!ydepartment In Washington, and could notdo active coaching If he wished. The
board of coaches say that Murphy will be
supreme in his control of the men, and
that entire harmony will prevail.
It has just.been announced that the football and other teams will be Installed Intheir new training house this fall. Thecontract for the erection of this buildingwas let a few days ago. and the structureIs to be In place by October 1. When com¬

pleted the building will be one of the finestin the country. Its cost will be about $50,-000. It will be located just north of the
new gymnasium, and It will be constructedof the same material j^nd on the same gen¬eral plan as the gymnasium.
The training house is to be a three-storybuilding with a basement. It is to_haveshower baths and every other convenience

for the use of the athletes. In the base¬
ment there will be a complete kitchen with
a butcher shop, where all the meats for
the training table will be inspected and
prepared.
One of the principal reasons for the con¬

struction of the training house Is the ab¬
solute lack of proper buildings in tho
neighborhood of the university. All of
them are unsanitary, and much of the
sickness and malaria among the candi¬
dates for the different teams has been
traced to this defect.
The new training house will be utilized

by all the teams when in training. They
will be lodged and fed there, but only while
In training. They will be required to pay
for their board and lodging the same as
o the other students. Work on the new
ulldlng Is to be rushed In order to havg

it In readiness for the foot ball season this
falL
