ON THE RIVER FRONT

STRONG CURRENT COMING FROM

THE UPPER POTOMAC.

New Barge for Chesapeake Bay Serv*

ice.Launch Teaser Sinks.Per¬
sonal and Oeneral.

The heavy rains that have fallen about
the head waters of the Potomac In tho past
two or three days were particularly severe,
to jud|e by the heavy current coming down
from the upper river. A (treat mass of
muddy water was in the channel all day
yesterday, and this morn Inn it was still run*
wing. though much of Its force was spent.
A peculiarity of the present flow Is that
It brought down but little rubbish, for or¬

dinarily tree trunks, cord wood, parts ol
fences and "any old thing" comes down In
the waters llrst rush, to be stranded on
the shore between Hnena Vista and Shep¬
herd's. The muddy water has destroyed th*
clearness of the river, and will put n atop
to good Ilshing until the mud settles and
the river clears.
A new liarge, the Irmu Mdlvaine. re¬

cently built at Ktkton. Mil., for Philadel¬
phia owners, has gone into commission and
is at Baltimore for a cargo. She will be
used for general freighting on ('hesapeak*
bay and Its tributaries and will visit here
with cargoes of coal aboard. The barge is
11>7 feet long, feet 10 inches beam and
has r depth of hold of 10 feet 8 inches. She
will carry 1,000 tons deadweight cargo.
Ca.pt. U. K. i^irrlmore is the master of the
new barge.
There was a fair supply of trout, croaker

and other salt water fish on sale at the
wholesale tlsh market, on the 11th street
wharf, this morning, but the demand con¬
tinues light and the fish are selling at low
prices. Hut few fish are coming from the
nets In the river. Crabs are coming In fair¬
ly large quantities from down-river points,
hut the hulk of the supply Is of the hard-
shelled variety. They sold tills morning at
from t'J to $.'{ per barrel for hard and from
65 cents to $1 |>er dozen for soft shelled.
Clams and oysters are also on sale and the
supply Is ample to meet the demand.

Repairs to Vessels.
The steam tug Dixie, recently purchased

by Capt. Baker, after being sunk for sev¬
eral years, and which has been hauled out
on the marine railway at lteagan'a boat¬
yard for a week or more, for calking and
for repair of her hull, was .put overboard
Monday. Although the boat had been
practically abandoned for several years
past her hull was found to be remarkably
sound and, beyond calking, needed but
little repair work. Her house and machin¬
ery is to be put In good order, and the
Dixie, when ready for service, will be used
for pleasure parties on the Georgetown
canal.
The two-masted schooner Nettle and Mat-

tic is liauled out on the marine railway at
Bennett's boatyard, to locate and stop a
leak that developed on her last trip to this
city with lumber aboard. While on the
railway the hull of the vessel will be
scrubbed and painted. As soon as she Is
ready for service she will go to the lower
river to load a cargo of pine lumber for
this city.

I fall to see any reason why
the huckster should consider himself more

favored than gentlemen of the above named
crafts.
