THE PLANS COMPLETED

REUNION OF FOURTH IMMUNES
AT FREDERICKSBURG.

As the reunion of the 4th Immune Regi-
ment at Fredericksburg, July 4, approaches
the men who served during the Spanish
war are becoming more interested, and the
slogan of ‘‘on to Fredericksburg’ Is more
general. The committee having the reunion
in charge Is besleged by persons seeking in-
formation as to rates, time of tralns, accom-
‘modations, etc.,, and for the first time can
now give the desired information. The fare
will be $1.65 on all trains leaving the Penn-
sylvania station for Fredericksburg July 3,
and on the morning trains of July 4. This
makes the rate for the round trip equal to
one fare.

The committee has also recelved replies to
its letter of invitation from the department
and various camps of United Spanlsh War
Veterans, the Grand Army of the Republic
and the Confederate Veterans' Association,
and the prospects are that the historic old
town will have a large crowd to care for,
especially on Independence day. The citl-
zens' committee assures the veterans that
it will be able to care for all. The decora-
tions are belng put in plate and the town
is gradually assuming a holiday attire, and
everything will be ready for the inspection
of the reunlon committee, which will leave
this eity on Bunday.

The fact that the old opponents of 186G1-65
are to fraternlze at this reunion and march
shoulder to shoulder can be easily explained,
for the reason that the 4th Immunes was
probably the most cosmopolitan regiment
organized in 1898, or in any other year. In
its ranks could be found ‘the sons of men
who fought for and agalnst the Unlon in
the civil war, and men who had been Indian
fighters and In service on forelgn soll, The
regiment was ralsed In Virginia, West Vir-
ginia, Maryland and the District of Co-
lumbia and had for some of {ts officers the
sons of such well-known officers of confed-
erate fame as Plckett, Longstreet, Wise,
Preston, Peyton, Throckmorton, Berkeley,
Marshall, Johnsoen, Holmead, Clinton,
Woodside, Monroe, Baldwin, Lipscomb,
Barbour, Treadwell, Coots, Parker, Maloney
And others, while the Union side was repre-
sented by the sons of Pettet, Cole, Liandon,
Henry, Phllllps, Mellach, Starke, Broome,
Wilson, Brian, Brownlng, Jolley, Wright,
Leary and others, and, strange as It may
seem, the sons, both officers and privates,
were about equal in numbers,

These boys of 1888 drilled and learned the
maneuveras of war amid the scenes where
thelr fathers struggled in deadly conflict,
and here they learned the wvalue of true
comradeship.

The department commander of ['nited
Spanish War Veterans and his staff will
leave for the camp ground Monday evening,
arriving In time for the reception by the
mayor and for the camp fire, and It is ex-
pected Miles Camp will accompany the
commander. The Invited guests are ex-
pected to leave for the reunion on the 7:40
and 10:50 trains the morning of the 4th.

At a meeting of the 4th Immune Camp
held Wednesday evening the commander,
Joseph L. May, was authorized to transfer
and unfurl the colors upon the camp ground
during the reunion and hold such special
meetings as may be deemed necessary for
the mustering of recrufts,

The commander-in-chief of the natlonal
organization will be represented by Capt.
R. H. Wood, national councilman, who will
have his headquarters In the rooms of the
M. B. Rowe Camp, U. 8. W. V., located at
Fredericksburg.

Chauffeur Who Killed Boy Arrested.

Willlam Meyera, a- chauffeur,- who is
charged with having plloted an automobile
that struck and fatally injured flve-year-
old Eldon Sarver, ‘in Philadelphia last Mon-
day nilght, was arrested last night In a
third-story room, where he and his wife
had been lving since their arrival In that
city, June 17 last. They had prepared to
leave the city for Baltimore, having already
checked their baggage at the Broad street
station. Meyers was taken to the city hall,
where he made a full confession to Assist-
ant Captaln of Detectives Bond. He was
then locked up.

The owner of the automoblle that killed
the boy Is J. K. Mitchell, third vice president
of the Phlladelphla rubber works. He said
today -that Meyers took out the machine
without his knowledge or consent, He was
about to offer a reward for the arrest of
Meyers when he was caught.

Just after the accident the Automobile
Club of America offered a reward of $100
for the arrest of the chauffeur, who was
then unidentifled. Eye witnesses say that
Meyers drove his machine full tilt at the
boy to frighten a crowd standinf on the
street corner. He lost control of the auto-
mobile and ran down the little fellow, whose
mother was a witness of the affair,

EQUITABLE SCANDALS

CHAIRMAN MORTON CUT OFF
SINECURES OF THREE NOTED MEN

Depew and Hill Deprived of Rich Re-
tainers—Gov. Higgins to Advise
Insurance Legislation.

A dispateh from New York last night
says: Paul Morton began cleaning house
in the Equitable Life Assurance Sociely
bullding yesterday. The first swish of his
broom swept out three men and cut off as
many slnecures. The official announce-
ments In few words pronounced the sen-
tences:

“Mr. George H. Squire has been notified
that his penalonor salary of $1,000 per month
will cease on July 1,

“Chauncey M, Depew has been notified
that his annual retailner of $20,000 per an-
num will be discontinued July 1.

“David B. Hill has been notified that his
retainer of $5,000 per annum will be dls-
continued.”

The most remarkable of these cases |s
that of Mr. Depew, a United States senator,
and for years supposed to be one of the
foremost citizens of the elty and state of
New York. The investigation of Supt. Hen-
dricks revealed him as drawing an enorm-
ous salary from the soclety ostensibly for
legal services. The court records in recent
years show no causes where the name of
Chauncey M. Depew, lawyer, appears, Mr.
Depew Is on his way to Europe.

Got More When Democrats Were In.

There was comment, too, on the case of
David B. HIill, former United States sena-
tor and leader of the democratic party in
New York. The report of Mr, Hendricks
revealed his annual retalner for legal ad-
vice, It showed, also, that when the dem-

ocratle party was In power Mr. Hill's serv-
ices were rated at $7,500 a year, but in re-
cent days of republican trlumph the figure
has been $5,000.

Mr. Squire formerly was flnanclal man-
ager of the Equitable, but retired a year
or more ago. Since then his salary or pen-
slon—Mr, Morton did not know which to
call it—has continued without services be-
ing rendered. Mr. Squires Is rich and lives
in the country,

Louls Fitzgerald, another of the dummy
directors, tendered his resignation yester-
day. He was a friend and ally of the elder
Hyde and for many years was president of
the Mercantile Trust Company, of which
the Equitable owns the majority of stock.
Mr. Fitzgerald retired from actlve business
some time ago.

To Probe Insurance Business in State.

The New York World learns on very gond
authority that Superintendent of Insurance
Hendricks during hls talk with Governor
Hlggins last Tuesday n Albany made some
very surprising statements concerning the
condition of the life Insurance business n
New York. The superintendent told the
governor that his prellminary report was
not as satisfactory as he could have wished
it to be because of the limited time in which
he had to prepare it. He said that he had
promised the agents of the Equltable when
they called on him at Syracuse seven or
elght wecks ago that he would have hls re-
port ready by the 13th of June and that
he had tried to make good that promise.

He also told the governor that since he
had undertaken the Investigation of the
Equitable he had come to the concluslon
that the conditions prevaliling there were
only a scratch on the surface of the scan-
dals that would result from a thorough
investigation of it and other companies.
He expressed a desire to extend the scope
of his original undertak!ng so as to include
an investigation of other companies of the
first class,

Governor to Assist in Inquiry.

He 13 said to have also made a sort of
apology to the governor for not being more
familiar with the condlition of the various
companies, but expressed a desire to take
up In turn all of them and to prohe the
conditlon and management of each to the
very bottom. 2

Governor Higgins gave him this permlis-
slon and promised him that he should have
all the a#fsistance, financial and otherwise,
necessary to achleve satisfactory results.

The World learns that the governor is
now considering the advisability of recom-
mending to the speclal sesslon of the legls-
lature the passage of a blll appropriating
enough money to enable both the Insurance
department and the office of the attorney
general to prosecute a thorough inquiry by
the former of the actual condition of all
life insurance companies doing business in
New York and by the latter of such pro-
ceedings as may be necessary in securing
prompt restitution of moneys due to the
policy holders of the Hquitable.

MARKET CONDITIONS

FRESH MEATS Q‘UGI'E]’ AT LOW
FIGURES.

Melons of All Varieties Becoming
Plentiful —Woodcock Season at
Hand—Fish Prices.

There has been a declded increase In the
receipts of watermelons this week, and a
corresponding decrease in price. Filne (leor-
gla melons that were bringing §1 each a
short time ago are now to be bhad at from
845 to B0 cents. Most of the melons now In
the market are from Georgla, and dealers
say they are much better than those from
Florlda. Georgla canteloupes are also be-
coming more plentiful and cheaper. They
are to be had at from 5 to 20 cents each,
and most of them, It Is atated, are sweet,
There has been a big lmprovement in the
quality and quantity of peaches during the
past week, and cheaper prices prevall, The
best of them are to be had at from 40 to
50 cents a basket. Apples are also Improy-
ing In quality, and are selllng at 20 and 20
cents a half peck. New celery from an
Anacostla grower is In market. It Is not
yet large, but, it is said by dealers, wlll
soon equal that from Michigan. Five cents
a stalk s the price charged for {t. Sugar
corn of the Adams early varfety Is quoted
at 50 cents a dozen, while the field corn Is
23 cents. A number of produce ralgers in
this section are now sending corn to mar-
ket. There fs no longer any demand for
southern tomatoes, as the crop from the
gardens In this section {s Increasing evoery
day, and they are far superior to that from
a distance. They are selling at from 20 10
#) cents a quarter peck. The second crop
of peas has reached the market, and 10
cents a4 quarter peck is the price charged
for them. Lettuce, onions, radishes, beeta,
carrots and other spring wvegetables are
plentiful and cheap.

The Fish Market.

There is not much particularly attractive
stock In the flsh market at this season, but
dealers are experiencing no troude In get-
ting stock enough to supply the demand.
New York pogles are in good conditlon and
find ready sale at 12% cents a pound, while
sea bass, trout and butter flsh are quoted
at 10 cents. Sea bass are reganied as be-
ing almost as good as rock fish. The meat
Is about the same, hut the coating of black
skin makes considerable difference In thelr
appearance. Black bass are 20 centa a
pound, Spanish mackerel, white perch and

blue fish are each 13 cents a pound., A
few white perch are being received from
the Potomac, but_most of them are small.

Boft crabs are still scarce and are selling

at from 706 cents to §1 a dozen., Crab meat
Is seiling at 30 cents a quart and flake
menat at M cents. Shrimp are $1 I

and frogs are 50 cents a pound. f
are plentiful and In demand at 10 cents a

pound.
