DEATH OF EX-SENATOR SANDERS.
A Civil

War Veteran, Pioneer and
Leader of Vigilantes.

Wiibur Fisk Sanders, one of Montana's
most distingulshed citizens, a clvil war vet-

eran, ploneer, lawyer, leader of the vigl-
lantes, and former United States senator,
died at Helena, Mont., yesterday, aged

seventy-two years. He was a native of
New York, and served during the civil war
under Gen. Sherman until incapacitated.
He came to Montana to recuperate, and at
once assumed a prominent position as pros-
eculor for the vigilantes, which body re-
stored law and order in the then disorderly
gold country.

He was elected one of Montana's first
Tnited States senators, and had been promi-
nently ldentified with every public move-
ment In the state for forty years. He
