It is
estimated that the elty can Increase its to-
tal hotel capacity by 1,000 rooms without
fear of exceeding next summer's demand.

Typhoid fever is not wholly confined to
Washington, for up in the Hawksbill valley
there I8 quite an epidemic, and even in the
mountains a case has been developed, and
yet another I8 thought to be verging to
typhold even on the heights at Stony Man
Camp.

When one stops to consider the source of
the water supply at Luray, which is the old
Furnace spring up on the top of the moun-
tains, there Is much wonderment where the
germs of typhold that has been alomst epi-
demlic in Luray during the summer come
from, but that question 1s easlly settled
when the treatment of that most delightful
spring 1s known, Sitting at the foot of a
mammoth forest tree that shadows the
spring the other day was a party of tour-
ists, chatting and lunching and drinking of
the waters of life, when there suddenly ap-
peared upon the scene a negro man with
a tub of clothes on his head and a white
maid carrying a bucket and dressed as It
for an afternoon walk. The tub was de-
posited by the side of the spring. The mald
laid out her wash on a rubber cloth and
proceeded to “‘wrench” and pour out the
water, to trickle down the bed of the
stream, and to “blue” and to pour out
again, to go down and into the water sup-
ply of the people of Luray.

“The rubbish and the washings from hog-
killing and the like that are sent down the
different rivers and streams on their way to
the Potomae and thence into the reservoir
at Washington is enough to make Washing-
ton full to the uttermost with typhold fe-
ver,"” sald an old man of the mountains to
me the other day. *'‘No amount of filtering
can do away with the impurities that are
emptied into the tributaries of the Potomac,
I wouldp't live in Washington and drink
the water that Is fillled with what I know
goes Into it for nothing,” went on the old
man.

Mr. A. G, Heaton of Washington, who is
one of the familiar and popular “features'
of Stony Man Camp, has been improving
his cabin and the grounds surrounding it
until it is by far the most attractive cabin
on the helghts. The view from his pavillon
looking down the Hawksvili valley is one
that is seldom or ever seen outside of
dreamland. It Is superb. Qn the day I vis-
ited the helghts the soft blue haze rested
over the valley until it took on the appear-
ance of a deep sea of azure, with here and
there flecks and dots of yellow and red.
These same dots were the red ploughed-up

The militiaman who thought to shirk duty
when the 72d Virginia Militia went into
camp yesterday at Basic and ran away to
Baltimore was brought back by the tele-
graphic orders of Lieut. Col. Leedy, and
will be made to serve whether he will or
not. The young fellows in and about the
valley have it in their heads that since they
are not paid by the state all the time they
are not subject to orders at any time, and
to shirk duty is admissible, But after this
one example there will be less shirking and
more attention paid to whdt they are dolng
when they *“join the militia just to go and
have some fun and get pald for it.” It is
not the fun they expect, and, after the first
time in camp they try to evade the next
order. The 72d Virginla is in camp at
Basic, where visitors from Washington,
Richmond and Baltimore are expected.

It Is now threshing time In the valley
and the shrill shriek of the steam engines
puffing up and down the red roads and over
the fields wakens echoes among the hills
and brings one to the realization that time
is passing and the wheat that is now be-
ing - beaten from the straw will soon be
sown in the red flelds, lylng, some fallow,
and some already ploughed for It.
