Nor for Moral Stimulant.
From the I-ondon Chronicle.
A French writer says that the Japanese

have profited only by the material progress
of Europe, not by Its moral elevation. They
show their lack of moral beauty. It seems,
by their failure to appreciate Pierre Loti. A
Japanese critic Is very severe on the au¬
thor of "Madame Chrysantheme." "To de¬
scribe such n man. Incarnate demon Is the
only expression that Is true, exact, fitting
and scientific. He has the gross nature of
Caliban, nnd the deformed, decrepit, dis¬
eased, impotent intellect of Mepliistopheles.
If I were asked to name the book which
exhibits Europe in civilization In Its most
degraded form. I should not hesitate to say
'Madame Chrysantheme.' There could not
be a sadder sign of the moral baseness in
the educated classes of Europe than the
popularity of this romance." This is rather
steep; but It must be admitted that we do
not go to Pierre Lotl for moral stimulant.

Y.M.C.A.WORKFORYEAR
PLANS DISCUSSED AT MEETING

YESTERDAY.

Talks by Secretary Pierce and Others
.Juvenile Meeting Also

Held.

A general discussion of the work to be
pccompllshed by the local Young Men's
Christian Association during the ensuing
year was had yesterday afternoon at the
association club house in G street nor'.li-
west, and was participated in by the offi¬
cers and other members of the board of di¬
rectors. Mr. Lyman L. Pierce, general sec¬
retary of the local association, devoted him¬
self to the "big meeting for men," which
have been conducted so successfully during
the past few years, and which it is proposed
to resume this winter. Mr. Pierce found
his audience in perfect accord with his ideas
as to the value of the meetings. It was de¬
cided. however, that the big meetings could
not accomplish much unaided, and that per¬
sonal efforts must be made by all associa¬
tion workers to induce the men who attend
the meetings to put into practice the truths
and advice which is offered by the speak¬
ers.
The question of Bible study was discussedafter an explanatory address by W. A.

iacott, one of the new assistant secretaries.
"Last year," said Mr. Scott, "the Wash¬

ington association had K50 men in fourteen
Bible classes; nearly a third of these were
not members of the association at all. It is
evident that the natural field for us to cul¬
tivate is our own membership of 1,(100 to
1,700 men, which is likely to reach 2,500 by
January."

It i:: probable that eighteen Bible classes
will be established on the basis of graded
four-year courses and sufficiently varied to
meet the needs of the 500 enrolled mem-
bfrs. Secretary Wilson also spoke of the
work accomplished by the association In
foreign countries, and the progress already
made by Messrs. Grace. Rutledge and
Brockman, who are maintained in the orient
by the local branch of the association. An
appeal for greater effort along this line
was made by Judge Stanton J. Peelle, chair¬
man of the meeting.

Juvenile Meeting.
John B. Sleman, Jr.. chairman of the boys'

department, presided at an enthusiastic
Juvenile meeting held yesterday afternoon
in the association gymnasium, which
marked the formal opening of the "boys'
building." Mr. Charles F. Nesbitt talked to
the youngsters concerning the "wild west."

"I did not select this subject, boys," said
he. "I should prefer to have it read, 'great
west,' for the west is not wild. In the west
human life Is more reverenced than in the
east. In my judgment, the "average of hon¬
esty. the average of intelligence, the aver¬
age of manhood, is higher than in the east.
So that we must understand, when speak¬
ing of men and of character the west is not
wild.
"True," he continued, "the west Is not

cultivated. If that Is what we mean, it Is
wild, and will long be. The Rocky moun¬
tains are not built for gardens. And the
Impressions which I shall be able to pass
on to you this"afternoon are hard to con-
vev in words. The great outstanding Im¬
pression. though, is of manhood. The
cowardly man is soon found out, and is de¬
spised. So is the sneak and the liar. The
manhood of the west doesn't care for this
kind of men. And, after all, this Is the
great truth of life. If you, boys, have
faith In God anJ righteousness, if always
you tell and trust the truth, it shall be
well with you. So, when I have said all,
the Impression which I got above all others,
was my strc.ngt'hened faith In the Power,
not outselves, which makes for righteous¬
ness and truth."

Magnificent, tut Not War.

The concluding performance of what ap¬

pears otherwise to have been an excellent
and very creditable day of cavalry man-1
euvers in Berkshire seems to have been a

brilliant absurdity; and, according to one
account. Sir John French ordered the
troops home in wrath. What had happened
was an exhilarating but impossible charge
of cavalry regiments up hill against strong
intrenchments In broad daylight.Balaclava
tactics of a practically hopeless kind under
modern conditions. In the actual clrcum-
stances, of course, these troops got there
all right; there was nothing to prevent
them doing so except commands to halt,
which, in the enthusiasm of the moment.

But in "the real thing,"
against loaded intrenchments. so to speak-
well, there wou'd have been something more
than an "unfortunate Incident," in all
probability. There was a performance of
this kind at the king's review at Aldershot,
but what happens on show occasions is no
rule for war. which maneuvers are meant
to resemble. However, the kaiser for one,
who loves to wind up maneuvers with a

terrific cavalry rush headed by himself,
knows that the joy of the thing Is irresist¬
ible.

The Original St. Leger.

The original St. Leger, from the racing

point of view, was Col. Anthony St. Leger
of Parkhlll, near Doncaster, who founded
today's great race in 1776.four years be¬
fore the first Derby. But there were other
original St. Legers before him who would
be much astonished at the fame of their
name on this particular day. There was
the first St. Leger established In England,
Robert, whom tradition credits not only
with having come over with the conqueror
from Caen, but with having supported Will¬
iam with his hand as he landed. Four hun¬
dred years earlier lived the very first St.
Leger, or Leodegarlus, a Frenchman of
noble birth and great sanctity, who became
bishop of Antrim and had his eyes put out
and was eventually murdered in the course
of the struggles that centered around the
French throne of those days. After him
many churches and towns and the family
of Robert and Anthony were named.

A South African Warrior.
From the London Mall.
Lerothodl. Easuto chief and last of the

great native rulers, la dead. Desperate
fighter, keen diplomat and able ruler, Lero¬
thodl made his mark in the history of South
Africa from the time he became chief. He
was the leader of a nation of 200,000 people
Jealous of their freedom, born fighters keen
for battle, and in the troublous times when
the government of Bnsutoland was shifting
between Cape Colony and the Imperial gov¬
ernment Lerothodl proved his leadership.
He was a big. stout man. who in his later
days wore European clothes even In the
kraal. He was described as the "para¬
mount chief' of the Basutos, a position
largely due to the fact tliat he was de¬
scended from the chief who founded th«
ttribe In the early part of the century.

ANOTHER TRUE BILL
"Cotton Leak" Grand Jury

Makes Report.
MORE INDICTMENTS

AGAINST HOLMES, PECXHAM AND

HAAS.

Charges Violations Different From

Former Beport.Other Cases

Reported.

The "coVton k?ak" grand Jury, which was

Impaneled last April, completed its term of
service today and* made notable its final re¬
port by presenting another indictment In
connection with the cotton leak matter.
The true bill, which Is against Edwin S.
Holmes, jr., Frederick A. Peckham and
Moses Haas, according to the officials of
the United States attorney's office, is to
take the place of the others heretofore re¬

ported against the same defendants.
Wherein the new indictment differs from
those previously placed on record United
States Attorney Baker declined to say, re¬

marking that the changes constitute part
of the government's case.
The Indictment handed In today charges

violation of section 5440 of the Revised Stat¬
utes of the United States, as amended. In
brief, Peckham and Haas are accused of
having conspired to commit an offense
against the United States by inducing
Holmes, assistant statistician. Agricultural
Department, to divulge Information to them
in reference to Cotton statistics in advance
of the publication by the department of Its
cotton report.
The witnesses who appeared before the

grand Jury, and on the testimony of whom
the indictment was based, were Messrs.
James Wilson, Richard ChPStham, William
H. Moran, William P. Walsh. Louis C. Van
Riper, William M. Judd, Victor Olmstead,
William P. McCabe, Charles C. Clark. Louis
H. Mercer, B. C. White, Stephen D. Fes-
senden, James H. Blodgett, Harvey Jordan,
H. W. Desgranges and Samuel R. Baulsir.
Neither United States Attorney Baker nor

Mr. Morgan H. Beach, special counsel for
the government in the cotton leak cases,
would disclose any information on the sub¬
ject today. They declined to say If any
more indictments should be expected, or
when the first of the cases will be called
for trial.

Pius X and School Sports.
From the Tablet.
Until now nobody ever dreamt that the

holy father himself would one day become
the patron of athletic sports in Italy. Ital¬
ian boys were supposed to have no zest for
open ulr games, and Italian parents were,
and are often still, morbidly apprehensive
of the chills and fevers deemed inseparable
from violent exercise.
Within the last decade, however, a lew

spirit seems to have entered into the youth
of Italy, and many Catholic colleges, espe¬
cially those conducted by the Jesuits, have
gone in heartily for athletic sports. In ad¬
dition Catholic athletic clubs have sprung
up all over Italy.seven of the most flour¬
ishing of them belonging to Rome. The
English. American, Irish and Scotch stu¬
dents have always played cricket or foot
ball or base ball, but It is only within the
last few years that their example has been
followed by their colleagues of other na¬
tionalities. It Is even whispered that one of
the most eminent and busy members of the
Sacred College has been often observed
wielding the golf sticks over the slopes
of Pamphlll.
However that may be, it Is certain that

the holy father himself has shown the
greatest Interest in the athletic games of
the young Romans; he has not only wit¬
nessed exhibitions of them in the Vatican,
but has personally Invited some of the car¬
dinals to share in his enjoyment. He is
credited, rightly or wrongly, with saying:
"Physical exercise is good for the body, but
It is even better for the soul."
For some time past there has been a

movement afoot to have a reunion of all
the Cathol'ic athletic clubs throughout
Italy. The holy father was asked to ap¬
prove the idea, and he not only approved,
but recommended that the meeting be held
In the Vatican grounds, and consented to be
the chief patron of the gathering. There
are to be high jumping and long jumping,
bicycle races, walking races, running races,
go-as-you-please races, varying from 100
kilometers to ten; some of them will take
place in the-Vatican gardens, others In the
riding shed of the Noble Guards, others In
the great hall of the Belvedere; the holy
father has given 200 gold and silver medals
for prizes, and these will be increased by
other prizes offered by the associations.
The competitors will certainly run a- long

way into the hundreds, for over 800 clubs
have sent in their adhesion, and these will
be still further augmented before Septem¬
ber 15. when the entries close. The great
gathering Is likely to give a powerful stim¬
ulus to athletic sports throughout Italy,
and Pius X may be known In history not
only as the codlfier of canon law, but as the
patron of manly games.
