WKST POINT. K. Y October 21 Har¬
vard's foot l>al! team and the West Point
eleven played here today before about 1.".-
(10i» spectators. The gamf was the first
rontest of this season between two of the
'jig eastern elevens and Harvard was the
favorite. The Crimson brought a squad of
forty players to the game. Including a

heavy eleven, which has already shown
ability to score rapidly and to put up a
stron? defense. Harvard was cheered on
by tiM> members of the Harvard Club of
New York and several thousand other grad-
uates and undergraduates. West Point's
team was weakened by the loss of several
Of last year's best gainers. but expected
to score through the drop-kicking ability
of Beavers, the half back who .ad, his
first appearance on the team :his \ear.

I lie line-up of the elevens was as follows:
Surprised by West Point's unexpectedly

strong attack Harvard was In danger of
defeat until late In the game, when she
scored 011 a fumble of West Point
Although the play of both teams wai

marred by fumbling and penalties the en¬
tire thirty-five minutes' play was tilled with
spectacular runs and open plays, which held
an audience of several thousand spectators
at h high pilch of excitement. A gab of
wind which swept the field lengthwise
caught the punts and frequently carried

I tile ball sailing nearly fifty feet above the
ground for two-thirds of the gridiron's
length. The wind made it practically im¬
possible to catch l..e punts safely. It was
during the scramble on hands and knees
after one of these fumbled kicks that Har¬
vard scored.
During the first five minutes' play Har¬

vard appeared to be a certain winner. 8c-
curing the bail in midfleld soon after the
first kickoflf, Harvard "Ivanced It steadily
to the Army's ten-yard line. The gains
were usually made by shoving the soldiers
over by superior weight, or. when that ap¬
pealed impossible, by diving and jumping
over the line. Finally Harvard was held
for downs on the ten-yard line.
Beavers, for West Point, Immediately,
