UNCONVENTIONAL COSTUMES.

Common in Paris and Attract Little
Attention.

From the London Standard.
In contrast with London with Its strict¬

ness and convention in dress, Paris Is easy¬
going. I do not suggest that Parisians are,
as a whole, either careless or badly
dressed.that would be a libel on all whose
names are In "tout Paris".but It is true,
I think, that many Parisians, especially
among the middle and lower classes, show
such a dislike for uniformity that in get¬
ting away from the conventionality they
lall Into the remarkable. Coata, hats,
waistcoats and boots are worn in combina¬
tion which betray little method in the mad¬
ness, yet they attract not the slightest at¬
tention. and foreigners from north, south,
east and west parade the streets unheeded.
Only a day or two ago I met a newly mar¬
ried couple in the Rue de la Paix wearing
the costumes in which they had Just been
married. The bridegroom had on the con¬
ventional French habit of the working
class, very similar to the English evening
dress, and his bride still wore a spray of
orange blossoms in her hair, but the couple
were stared at no more than were a couple
of Kngilsh climbers nearby, who were wear¬
ing knickerbockers and hob nailed boots
and carried Alpenstocks, like Tartarln
when he arrived at the Rlgi Hotel. The
freedom of dress Is so unrestricted that it
Is sometimes said that anything may be
worn In Paris unnoticed, but I discovered
today that one costume had succeeded lu
attracting attention where Chinese, Indian
and Arab dresses had failed. About mid¬
day a dark-skinned man crossed the Place
de l'Opera in one of the most extraordinary
costumes that can be Imagined. His trou¬
sers of black silk were like anything but
the garment they did duty for. His shirt
was gaudy orange, and 'the sleeves flowed
out large and lurid from the armholes of
a bolero made of beautiful cream lace. His
head "was wrapped in a multi-colored turban
and his legs were bare below the knees,
except for socks and patent leather boots.
He was followed by a knot of inauisltive
Idlers, who showed that the wise tolerance
af Paris had been defeated for once. But
I reflected that In London he would have
been followed by hundreds.

Sylvester, superintendent of the
metropolitan police, today submitted his
annual report to the Commissioners of the
District, with which he Includes an estimate
for the next fiscal year to be provided for,
and such recommendations as he believes
to be for the best Interests of the service.
Maj. Sylvester Rives- the following esti¬

mate of the amount required for the con¬
duct and support of the metropolitan police
department of the District of Columbia for
the fiscal year ending June 30, li*)7, which
makes a total of $1,014,523.
This estimate exceeds by $183*350 the ap¬

propriation for the current fiscal year, the
Items of Increase being as follows:

"A picture of the local situation Is not

correctly had until the observer realizes
the many attentions demanded of the small
police force In the District of Columbia, a

territory as distinct In Its social conditions
and In the character of its surroundings as

any In the world," declares Maj. Sylvester.
"The population Is generally law-abiding,
but there are vicious elements.the petty
pilferer, the dishonest servant, the disturber
of the peace, the Intolerable crank and
others.and when these are included with
those who violate the. many regulations of
the Commissioners the aggregate of arrests
equals those of some of the larger cities,
where minor regulations do not prevail. The
systematic regulating of the capital city
and the neighboring towns and settlements
accounts for the high figures.

Distribution of Force.
"On the 30th day of June, 1905, the Dis¬

trict of Columbia had a police force of 092
officers and privates. On that date there
were 634 privates in the force, but all of
these were not available for patrol duty,
the number being reduced 96 by details,
exclusive of 20 doing detective service and
82 on post-duty assignments. A simple
mathematical process would reduce the
available force for street patrol, bicycle
work and mounted service in the suburbs
to 437, from which those sick, numbering
22, and those on leave under the law. 33,
and 2 suspended, should be taken, leaving!
In round numbers, S80. When divided Into
reliefs, employing the greater force In the
night, on the principle that marauders move
under the cover of darkness, the deduction
is 95 privates were patrolling the square
miles of District' territory during the day
time, and during the night the greatest
number on duty at any time was 190. This
reduction of the police force necessarily im¬
poses on those who remain more incessant,
extended and irksome duties than bcfali
the policemen in the average city."

Details of Work.
Maj. Sylvester then takes up in detail

each of the branches of police work, and
comments briefly on the business of the
past year. The hack inspector's depart-
ment. the house of detention. Humane So-
ciety and pawnshop inspection service are
each discussed. Of the accomplishments of
the local bureau of identification the report
stiites: |
"One of the Improvements of recent years

is the establishment of the local ldentlflca-
tion bureau, wherein are collected and ar¬
ranged, according to the Bertillon svstem cf
measurements and photographs, the several
thousand cards of the local department. In
ad-ditlon to these cards. Important arrests In
ail parts of the country are noted here ajid
Information concerning them collected This
bureau Is In charge of a member of the
force. He also takes Bertillon measure¬
ments of criminals who are apprehended in
this jurisdiction. "
With regard to the harbor police the

statement is made that owing to the lim¬
ited strength of the command and the fre¬
quent demands made upon it a night crew
should be provided. These men enforce the
harbor regulations, laws against gambling
the game and fish laws, recover bodies ure-

wTrkaC<:ldentS and perform a commendable

"When a police force as limited as
one In this jurisdiction patrols an area as
extensive as the District of Columbia "the
major continues, "many Important features
which should belong to a well-conducted
police department cannot be put Into effectFor a number of years a school of instnic
tion for the members of the force has beencontemplated, likewise the mainLwce of
a gymnasium but after the members haveperformed their tours of duty, done reserve
duty and responded to emergency calls fhlv
are in no condition to attend%?h^ or gym¬nasium under compulsion."

Reclassification of Force.
"Included In this report Is the "draft of

a bill for the extension and improvement of
the police force of this District. The chair¬
man of the committee on the District of
Columbia in the House of Representatives
Mr. J. W. Babcock, conferred with your
superintendent on this subject, as -I under¬
stand he did with the Commissioners^and
as a result of the favorable attitude Ex¬
pressed the measure was arranged to meet
present and future conditions, for awhile
at least. There is no change in the juris¬diction recited jn the proposed amendment
and no change Indicated In the pay or title
of the major and superintendent Those
are proper subjects. It is believed' fop the
consideration of "the Commissioners Fa¬
vorable recommendation for a slight in
crease in saIarles ;for the officers and other
members of the force are made In the esti¬
mates of the department for the next fls
cal year.
"It being deemed necessary to include a

new rank In the organ.zation, the title as¬
sistant superintendent and captain It is
recommended, be changed to that of In¬
jector. which would be in accord with
their legal duties and positions of similar
importance in large cit es. It l8 proposed
to include the police surgeons In the regu¬
lar establishment, with a view of confining
their services to the care and treatment
of sick and injured members of the force
and the examination of alleged lunatics
taken up by the police.

Captain* to Command Preeincta.
"An important change is that of award¬

ing to the officer in command of precincts
and stations the title of 'captain.' Their
commands warrant it. and It corresponds
with that given in other locations where
similar duties are required. At this time
and for many years, after the close of the
day, when the active duties of the lieuten¬
ant closed that he might have rest, the
precincts and stations have been left to
the care of sergeants as the next r&nlcing
officer, but owing to the Increased demands
made In every line of polios work and the
force on the street being under the r di¬
rections, the responsibility had to be di¬
vided of oaring for the business at the

... r
stations and privates or clerks were gen¬
erally left In chsrge; n most unfortunate
condition In a community where so many
Important and delicate questions are con¬
tinually arising. To meet this disagreeable
and unbusinesslike slate of affairs 1 euten-
ants arc provided for. who would act In
the place of captains during their absence
and assume the temporary responsibility
of governing the precincts. This would
place a capable and legally authorised otlt-
cer In charge of the important interests
throughout the twenty-four hours.

New Buildings Needed.
"While several of the station houses have

modern cell corridors and cages, others have
not. The first, second, third, fourth, sixth,
eighth and ninth precincts should he pro¬
vided with the latest Improved cells and
cell rooms in the interest of decency and
humanity.
"With the exception of the first, third

and fourth precinct stations the police
houses In the I>istrlct are good. For many
years that at the first precinct has been
the object of criticism and condemnation.
Not only has It been reported against by
the surgeons of the police and fire depart¬
ments, but it has been reported by the
health authorities to be unfit for occupancy
from a health standpoint. The Interior of
the building is daik and dingy and the cell
corridors and cells are badly adapted for the
humane custody of prisoners. This situa¬
tion should not prevail In Washington
"The cell corridors and cells at the fourth

precinct should be overhauled and new and
moderu cages placed therein Sewer con¬
nections should be had with the basement
there In order to admit of a lower cell In
which to place the unruly and boisterous
prisoners wlio have by their conduct made
life burdensome to residents In the vicinity
of the station, and the District Is now-

threatened with proceedings in court, the
outgrowth of this condition. The third pre¬
cinct building is not so bad as the former
two, but It Is far from being an up-to-date
building for the purposes for which it Is
used.
"In this connection it might be appropri¬

ate to Invite attention to the general good
work of the special street railway officers,
who are stationed at Intersecting street
railway lines, and whose services are pa Id
for by the railroad companies. These men
have been as efficient generally as could be
expected; have saved citizens from injury
and death, prevented destruction of prop¬
erty and assisted women, children and the
infirm.

Police Pensions.
"The pension relief fund law has been

amended several times since Its passage, in
1885, until at tills time it is sustained by
deducting J1 from the monthly pay of each
policeman and fireman, fines imposed upon
policemen and firemen, rewards and the
sale of unclaimed property, lines collected
in the Police Court and. revenue from dog
licenses to meet any deficiency.
"In view of demands upon this fund for

care of debilitated and injured members of
the two departments for sustaining of their
widows and children under sixteen years of
age. the outlay has reached such propor¬
tions as to prompt amendments to the law
to guard against any deficiency and to se¬
cure to all concerned, including the District,
the best obtainable results. An amendment
should be passed by Congress authorizing
the placing of any unexpended balance of
District of Columbia fines and dog licenses
at the end of each fiscal year to the credit
of the policemen's and firemen's relief fund,
to be In charge of the treasurer of the Unit¬
ed States for the purpose of meeting any
deficiency that may arise in affording relief
to any member of the force and fire de¬
partment. their widows or children under
sixteen years of age.
"In order that the retired members of the

force may render some return to the Dis¬
trict in time of emergencies, such as the
Inauguration period, riots or great fires, it
is further suggested that an amendment be
secured whereby their services may be had
on such occasions, subject to the order of
the Commissioners; provided, their physical
condition, as certified by the board of po¬
lice surgeons, be such as to Justify any
member's employment as a special officer,
which shall be without expense to the Dis¬
trict of Columbia.

Concealed Weapons.
"Much has been written and said concern¬

ing the subject of carrying concealed weap¬
ons, not only In this but In other Juris¬
dictions. Some years ago Congress passed
an act which It was expected would have
a deterrent Influence on this practice, but
neither the purchasing nor carrying of con¬
cealed weapons has been reduced, If we
may Judge.by police reports. The remedy
will be found In imposing Jail sentences
upon those found guilty of such offenses.
No sympathy should go out to the individ¬
ual who Is proven guilty of such an of¬
fense; all good citizens should applaud the
Infliction of a heavy penalty. The sale csh-
not be stopped, but It can be reduced to
legitimate dealers and a record secured.

"If the law was so amended as to require,
in the first place, that all revolvers and
other dangerous weapons sokl in the Dis¬
trict of Columbia shall have the m of
the maker and serial number of the same

engraved or marked thereon It would be a

first step in the right direction. All dealers
in possession of such goods not marked as

suggested should be fined each day so long
as such article remained in their posses¬
sion. In making sales of weapons of this
kind dealers should be required to give
bond and make returns of the names of
purchasers as now required, the name and
residence of purchaser to be verified, to¬
gether with a description of the purchaser
and the name and number of the weapon.

Magistrates' Warrants.
"When the magistrate system was

changed by law the authority to issue war¬
rants was not conferred upon the Justices
of the peace, It being limited to the police
court, and that Institution, closing after
the day's usual business hours, not Infre¬
quently must the obtaining of a warrant
be deferred until the following day.and
the second day. if Sunday intervenes. If
the law was so amended as to permit mag¬
istrates to grant warrants, as was formerly
the case, It would be a convenience to the
public."
Accompanying the report of Major Syl¬

vester is a draft of the bill for the re¬
classification of the police force. The re¬

port also contains a number of letters and
circulars commending the work of the de¬
partment, from citizens and organizations.

HOME OF ITALY'S KINO.

At San Rossore the Royal Family
Spend the Autumn Months.

From the London Glotie.
San Rossore. where the Italian royal fam¬

ily pass their autumn months. I* without
exception the most beautiful estate owned
by the House of Savoy. It extends from
Vlarreggio to I.tvorno. at the foot of tha
Apaun Alps, combining the charm of t ho
seashore with the attractions of the moun¬

tains. Formerly It belonged to the arch¬
bishops of Pisa, from whom the grand
dukes of Tuscany purchased It and made It
state property, which explains how It was

in lWXJ, at the time of the annexation or
Tuscany to the kingdom of Italy. It ranked
as one of the gems in the civil list of Victor
Emmanuel II. The grand dukes resided
there the greater part of the year, and one.
Leopold II, built extensive farm houses,
within which are numerous breeding ani¬
mals. About these farms are wide-spread¬
ing fields, where still horses, oxen, cows,
sheep and buffalo graze In pence. San Ros¬
sore comprises also extensive cultivated
fertile lands; but the greater part of H -and
its essential characteristic is the thlckly
planted woodlands, which yield an Impor¬
tant revenue from the sale of their pine
trees. In these woods game is most plenti¬
ful, while in the lakes, ponds and small
streams there Is any quantity of fresh¬
water fish. At San Rossore one can In¬
dulge. In almost any sport, for there are
wild boar, stags, reindeer, pheasant*, par¬
tridges and almost every species of Inland
water fowl.
Of all the curiosWlee at San Rossore, tha

most curious, undoubtedly, are the camels
used for the purpose of removing the tim¬
ber. These camels are not by any meanj
ordinary camels. They are historical cam¬
els, and would be proud of It were they con¬
scious of It. for It Is said their ancestors
figured In the crusades. History te>lls us
that these animals were brought frr»m Syria
to Pisa In galleys, which the Pisan repub¬
lic had dispatched to the Holy Ijind for the
purpose of bringing back a load of the mold
from the grave of Christ. It was supposed
that this mold had the peculiarity of ab¬
sorbing the bodies burled In it. The Plsatu
intrusted with the mission of bringing It
over evidently thought that they could not
do better when it was shipped on board tha
galleys than to embark as well the camels
which had been laden with It. Thise cam¬
els were sent on to San Rossore. They
prospered and multiplied there, and It is
their descendants which are used for tha
purpoe? of shifting the timbers from the
royal demesne.
With regard to the dogs in the kennels at

San Rossore, every breed in use for sport¬
ing purpose has been perpetuated there,
from I lie remotest mediaeval times. They
have their hospital, as well as a small cem¬
etery, with Its accompanying tombstones,
cn which are recorded the names of tho
dogs which ha<f their fleeting hours of ce¬
lebrity In the hunting field. With regard
to the chateau Itself, It Is of som<Btrhat
modest appearance and dimensions, but It
contains numerous works of art of price¬
less value.
Victor Emmanuel II spent much of hi*

spare time at San Rossore between I8fi4 and
1K7<>.that is to say, at the time when his
capital was at Florence and not at Rome.
In 1S(5N the king became very 111, and
so serious was Ills condition that the
bishop of Pisa was sent for to hear his con¬
fession. The prelate came In haste, and
thought to profit by the opportunity to ask
him to make certain political concessions.
"Kminenice," said the king, "If you want to
speak about affairs of slate you will find
my ministers in the next room; oblige me

by going there."

HOW OTHERS SEE US.

An Austrian Professor's Account of
Noble Simplicity of White House.
A description by a foreigner of Presl.tenl

Roosevelt and the White House has Just
been communicated to the Viennese public
by Hofrat I>r. Jakob Minor, who is pub¬
lishing the records of his American travels
In the columns of he Neue Frele Press®
of Vienna.
"The White House of Washington," says

the court durctor. "will always remain some¬

thing never to be forgotten, not only on

account of the honor paid us by the Presi¬
dent at our reception, but also on account
of its noble simplicity and the grand style
in which it Is furnished. It Is the true pat¬
tern of an American house. In which every¬
thing necessary Is close at hand, but In
which there Is nothing superfluous. And
with what simple formalities was our recep¬
tion by the President carried out! A some¬
what numerous but noiseless company of
attendants In the ante-room, and no police,
no military In the reception room itself
there was no one present but we ourselves,
the visitors. Introduced by the President
and Vice President. Soon the doors open
and Roosevelt appears between two civil¬
ians. evidently secretaries; adutants. per¬
haps. I should say.
"He 8 howed great animation In his an¬

swer to the President of Congress, who first
addressed him. leanin# forward, with his
right foot well advanced, gesticulating viva¬

ciously and articulating his words sharply,
almost snapping his teeth together while
speaking. The impression one at once feels
from him Is that of some elemental force
of natijre, and this feeling Is Increased
when the ordinary round of_t he visitors,
with its accompanying handshakings, is be¬
gun. something corresponding to what Is
known In the style of European courts as

a cercle. Only here it is not merely a cas»

of a question put by the audienoe giver
and a more or less sensible answer re¬

turned by the person receiving the audi¬
ence. A very' animated conversation Is
often developed. Into which the President
draws those who s.tand around him or the
adjutants by tits side. Very soon he la
heard laughing a bit too loudly; now ha
gives a man a hearty clap on the shoulder
that Is almost audible; then again be brings
his hands together with a smack- There la
nothing In the way of majesty about him;
one feels that he 'lata himself go' com¬

pletely, and then again remarks that be¬
hind this almost savage nature force la
concealed a consummate diplomatist. Tha
President addressed me with a foreign ac¬
cent, but said, In faultlessly correct Ger¬
man 'I don't speak a word of German, It
Is true, but I read German a great deal and
.Ike German poetry beyond anjrthlng.'"
