INALLEGHENY FAILURE.

ALLEGED CHECKS FOR #10,000
WERE DRAWN BY BANK.

Avers That He Was Never Party tn
Any Benefit From Transac-
tion—Paid Claim.

PITTSBURG. November 12.—William H.
Andrews. territorial delegate from New
Mexico, filed an affidavit of defense today
to the sult entered against him by John B.
Cunningham, receiver of the Enterprise
National Bank of Allegheny.

Andrews denies the debt of $10.000 al-
leged to be due on two checks, claimed to
have been drawn by F. R. Nichols on the
interprise National Bank to the order of
Nichols as bearer and the other to the or-
der of Andrews,

He avers that both checks were drawn
at the Instanee and request of the cashier
of the bank, for the accommodation of the
bank, to secure certanin currency thereon
for use of the bank, and which currency to
the amount of $10,000 was secured thereon
to other banks in Pittsburg. and paid and
delivered Into the hands, possession and
custody of the Enternrise National Bank
on or about the date of the drawing of the
check.

Andrews avers that heither he nor Nich-
ols ever in any way, directly or indirectly,
recelved any benefit, advantage, credit or
eash upon or by virtue of the checks.

Has Paid Claim in the Suit.

Andrews avers further that on Novenber

1. 15, he pald to Recelver Cunningham
R17,765 in cash on aeccount of the claim
made in this suit, IHe denfes he ever at

any time unlawfully and fraudulently con-
spired with Nichiols, T. Lee Clark, cashier,
or any other person, to unlawfully procure

any funds. or that he requested Nichols
to execute any of the negotiable instru-
ments sued npon, in pursuance of any un-
lawful conspiracy, or that ¥rank J. Me-

Manus and A. L. Bently, or either of them,
or both, ever muade or dceented any nego-
tlable Instrument sued upon in this case
at the instance and request of the defend-
ant in purspance of any unlawful con-
spiracy.

The defendant says that he pever at any
time procuied from the Enterprise Na-
tlonal Bank any money upon any written
Instrument sued unon in this case, or In
any other way, in pursuance or as the re-
sult or beciause of any vnlawful or fraudu-
lent arrangement or conspiracy with the
officers of the bank, or any of them. or
with any other person; and he avers that
all transactions with the bank, Including
those sued upon, were regular, legitimats
and done in the true course of business,
and in accordance with the correct bank-
ing usage and practlice.

PRESERVATION OF NTAGARA.

American and Canadian Governments
Control the Situation.

Gen. Oswald H. Emst, Corps of En-
gineers, has returneg from Buffalo, where
the International waterways commission
has been meeting. The commission has
been considering and will again take up the
subject: of the preservation of Niagara
Falle. The opinion of the engineers is that
while the making of contracts for taking
water from Nlagara river Is a matter un-
der the jurisdicetlon of the state, the
actual taking of water requires a permit
from the Unlted States and Canadlan gov-
ernments. It Is clalmed by the englneers
that the land is controlled by the states.
but that the water, under the law, is part
of the navigation of the Great Lakes, and
should be regulated by both governments.
It has been sugegested that the preservation
of Niagara might be made possible by
treaty, and that the two governments con-
trol the water by an agreement. That
might again ralse the question of “inter-
national domain,”” a subject that was dis-
cussed at some length when the United
States supported the revolution at Panama
in the Interest of bulldlng the Panama
canal.

The commlsslon Saturday heard the par-
tles Interested in takipg water from St.
Mary's river for water power purposes.
Representatives of contractors desiring to
take water from the river and of the Lake
Carrlers’ Association presented their views.
The commisslon passed a resoletlon re-
questing the Canadian government to adopt
the system in force in the United States
regarding water levels. That plan places
the taking of water from lakes and nav-
igable streams under the control of the
government englneers, and the approval
of the Secretary of War mast be obtalned
before water can be taken. Permits al-
ways contain a reservation that whenever
the use of water Interferes with the levels
to the detrlment of navigation the taking
of water must cease. If both governments
adopt slmilar regulations the control of the
water of the outlet of Lake Superior will
no doubt be placed under a joint board.

ASIATIC CHOLERA IN EUROPE.

Efficient Work of the German Sani-
tary Officers.

The public health and marine hospital
service in its bulletin this week has a re-
port on Aslatic cholera in Europe, The fol-
lowing is an excerpt from its Berlin ad-
vices:

‘“The official reports from Russia, as re-
ceived by the Imperial German health de-
partment, Indicate a remarkable increase
in the number of cases of cholera in the
districts immediately adjoining the Russo-
German frontler,

““T'he measures taken by the German
health authoritles seem to have the desired
effect, and a focus Is obliterated very soon
after Its establishment by their prompt, vig-
orous action. In view of the fact that chol-
era I8 Increasing in Russia in the provinces
adjoining east Prussia and Galicia and in
the districts which are drained by the Vis-
tula and which are in direct water commu-
nication with Prussia, constant vigllance
will be necessary on the part of the German
authorities to prevent reinfection of Prus-
sfa. The ease with which infection might
be Introduced and the difficulty of the prob-
lem faced by the Germans can be best ap-
preciated by a careful study of the map of
southwestern Russla, Galleia and Prussia.”

‘The report adds that the German sanitary
officers are doing splendid work.

Chicago Municipal Ownership.

The reason for this action was that the
grand jury, which has considered all the
cases growing out of the Geary girl's death
and which indicted four peérsons, failed to
find any Indictment against him. Nathan
-as subpoenaed to appear at the trial of
the persons who have been indicted as one
of the important wHnesses,

The general charge of abortlon against
Dr. Percy D. McLeod was gquashed in the
distriet court today, since the grand jury
has already disposed of the case by report-
ing an indietment charging accessory be-
fore and after the fact in the death of
Miss Geary.

SIX HELD FOR MURDER.

Suspected of Complicity in Death cf
Cleveland Young Girl.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, November 13 —Six
men have been taken into custody by the
police in connection with the murder of
Miss Eva Mayer, who was shot and almost
instantly killed by. an ambushed assassin
while the girl was walking with her lover
near the city limits late last night. All of
the men arrested are held on the charge of
suspicion. A rejected suitor is among those
unde:r arrest.

Spanish Mpnicipal Elections.

MADRID, November 13.—The municipal
elections throughout the unu.ntr)‘ vesterday
resulted favorably to the government, but
the republicans show increased majorities
at many points. The result in Madrid was
twenty-one governmentals, five republicans
and two socialists, The police arrested sixty
repeaters,

Election affrays occurred at various places,

The university here was reopened today
owing to the subsidence of the student dis-
turbances.

King of Greece Visited British Mon-
arch.

LONDON, November 13.—King George of
Greece, accompanied by Prince and Princess
Nicholas of Greece, arrived in England to-
day on a visit to his brother-in-law, King
Edward. King George crossed the channel
on King Edward's vacht, the Victorlia and
Albert, escorted by a squadron of British
warships, and was met at Portsmouth by

Prince Arthur of Connaught, who Fel-
comed him in behalf of King Edward; King
George subsequently proceeded to W indsor.

Aged Priest Attacked in Church.
LATROBE, Pa., November 13.—While en-
gaged In the celebration of mass at St
Rose's Church, at Bradenville, yesterday
Tather Shea, the aged pastor, was attacked
by John Ravonskl and stabbed In the chest,
Ravonski, who was in an intoxicated condi-
tlon, was swearlng and disputing with
members of the congregation, when he was
approached by Janitor Sabola, who tried
to quiet him, ‘and falling, attempted to
eject him. Father Shea came down from
the altar to remonstrate with him, when he
suddenly drew a stiletto and stabbed him

In the breast, cutting across the heavy
vestments, which caused the blade to
glance aside, and probably saved his life.

THE CODE OF HONOR.

AFTER THE RAILROADS

COMPLAINT FILED ALLEGING
VIOLATIONS OF ELKINS LAW.

MILWAUKERE, Wis., November 13—
United States District Attorney H. K. But-
terfield and Assistant Counsel Charles
Quarles today filed a complaint in the
Unlted States cireuit court against the Mil-
waukee Refrigerator Transit Company, the
Pere Margueite Rallway Company, the Mis-
sourf, Kansas and Texas Rallway Company,;
the Chirago, Rock Island and Pacific Rall-
way Company; the St. Louis and S8an Fran-
cisco Railroad Company, the Wisconsin
Central Railroad Company, the Chicago and
Alton Railroad Company, the Erie Rallroad
Company and the Pabst Brewing Company,
charging the varlopus concarns with vio-
lating the ISlkins law prohibiting rebates,
diseriminations and concessjons,

Aftar reciting at length the corporate his-
tory of the various defendants the com-
plaint proceeds:

“The said Milwaukee Refrigerator Transit
Company is, and singe the Tth day of Octo-
ber, 1#M, has been, & Wisconsin corpora-
tion, and was organlzed, among other things,
for the purpose of acquiring and operating
refrigerator cars for the carriage of freignt
on the lnes operated by the defendant rall-
road companies named hereln, and of other
railroad companles throughout the Unlted
States; that it has acquired and has the
ownership and control of about 540 such re-
frigerator cars; that as each of the sald de-
fendants well knows, said defendant Mil-
watkee Refrigerator Transit Company was
conceived and organized, and its business
has been, and is being, operated and carried
on as a deviee for the purpose and with the
intent of exacting, soliciting and receiving
from the said defendant raflroad companies
by way of rebates, concesslons and dls-
criminations a large propoertion of the
moneys received by the sald defendant rail-
road companies for the transportation of
freight In such cars between parts of the
I'nited States and in commerce with for-
eign countries, and for the purpose and
with the intent thereby to evade and violate
the acts of Congress herelnafter specified.”

Cherges in Complaint.

The complaint further charges that large
sums of money under the name and guise
of "“ecommissions,” to wit, from 10 to 12%
per cent of all the moneys pald the sald
defendant rallroad companies as [relght
rates for transporting freight in said cars
between competitive points in interistate
and foreign commerce, 18 ald to sald de-
fendant company.

The complaint avers that upon organiza-
tion of the Milwaukee Refrigerator Transit
Company, Gustav G. Pabst and Frederick
Pabst, as the executive and controlling of-
ficers of the Pabst Brewing Company, made
a written contract, with themselves as the
executive and controlling officers of the
Milwaukee Refrigerator Transit Company,
whereby sald Pabst Brewing Company
bound Itself for a term of yvears, which has
not explred, to give to the Milwaukee Re-
frigerator Company exclusive control of the
shipment of all the producis and all the
freight of the Pabst Brewing Company.

The complaint also alleges that *“'all the
rebates, concessions and diseriminations
herein charged have been and are being ex-
acted from the above railroad companies
by force, on threats of the sald Pabst and
said Milwaukee Refrigerator Transit Com-
pany to divert the sald traffic from sald
company’s lines, unless said rebates and
coneessions are granted."”

The compluint prays the court to order
that * the combination and the rates, regu-
lations and practices are unlawtul.”

The court is nsked to issue subpoenas in
chancery to he different companies, and an
effort will be made to induce Judge Sea-
manp to take up the matter summarily, or-
dering an appeéarance and answer to be
filed within twenty days. In the event that
this is done testimony will be started early
next month,

BISHOP MERRILL DEAD

DIED OF PARALYSIS OF THE
HEART AT EEYPORT, N. J.

NEW YOREK, November 13.—The death
of Bishop Stephen M. Merrill, Methodist
Episcopal bishop of Chicago, was an-

nounced here today through a telegram re-
ceived by the Methodist Book Concern of
this city. Bilshop Merrill died at 11:10
last night of paralysis of the heart, while
at Newport, N

Bisthop Merrill had been attending the |

sessions of the general committee of mis-
slonary societies of the Methodist Episcopal
Church meeting in Brooklyn. Yesterday
morning he preached in the Fleet Btreet
Methodist Episcopal Church of Brooklyn,
and in the afternoon went to Keyport to
conduct evening services there. His illness
came on suddenly during the evening, Phy-
slelans who were hurriedly summoned
were unable to stay the course of the par-
alysis. "

The conference which he has been at-
tending decided today to appoint a com-
mittee to accompany the body back to
Chicago. It was also decided to hold spe-
clal services for Bishop Merrill before the
conference closes tonizht,

Stephen Mason Merrill, bishop of the
Methodlst Episcopal Church since 1872, was

born In Jefferson county, Ohio, September
16, 1825, and was the son of Joshua M. Mer-
rill. He married Anna Bellemire of Green-
field, Ohio, July I8, 1848, In 1868 he was
ordained doetor of divinity by the OQhio
Wesleyan University, and in 188 was con-
ferred a doctor of laws at the Northwest-
ern Unlversity. He entered the Methodist
Episcopal ministry in Ohio conference in
1846 and was editor of the Wesleyan Chris-
tlan Advoeate from 1868 to 1572,

Bishop Merrill was the author of several
books, among which were ‘'Christlan Bap-
tism,”” "“New Testament Idea of Hell,"
“The Second Coming of Christ,” “Aspects
of Christian Experlence,” *“Irigest of Meth-
odist Law,” *“'Outline Thoughts on Prohibi-
tion,” “Mary of Nagu-reth and Her Fam-
ily,"” “Union of American Methodism,”
“('rigis'of This World,"” and many others,

GIRLS’ SYMPATHETIC STRIKE.

Unique Protest of Young Women at
Philadelphia.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa.,, November 13.—A
peculiar strike went into effect today at
the shirtmaking establishment of Tutelman
Bros. & Faggen, when 500 girls decided to
quit work because the flrm had virtually
discharged 200 male employes. Last Tues-
day about 10 girls employed in making
buttonholes and s!leeves stopped work he-
cause the firm refused their demands for
more pay.

Instead of granting the demand, it s said,
the firm suspended the remaining 400
seamstresses and the 300 male employes
with the ultimatum that they could return
to work only upon inducing the 100 strik-
ing girls to resume.

This arrangement dld not meet with the
approval of the strikers. On Saturdiy the
firm notified all the female employes to re-
turn to work this morning.” This notice
the girls say was not sent to the men,
and all members of Shirtmakers’ Local
Union, No. €7, held impromptu meetings
and decided to-qult.
