GEN. CORBIN'S LETTER
WHY HE DOES NOT DESIRE TO BE

CHIEF OF STAFF.

An explanation of the reason why MaJ.
Gen. Corbin does not desire to serve as
chief of staff upon his promotion as lieu¬
tenant general of the army next year, is
contained in a personal letter to Secretary
Taft, a short time ago.
"My promotion to the grade of lieutenant

general being Imminent," said Gen. Cor¬
bin. "I take advantage of it to place be¬
fore the President and yourself a sugges¬
tion which, if adopted, will. In my Judg¬
ment, contribute to the efficiency of the mil¬
itary service. I happen to know that It was
not Intended by the framers of the law
providing for a chief of staff that the lieu¬
tenant general should necessarily be as¬
signed to this duty. On the contrary. It
was considered exceptional that he would
be.

"It. was no more intended that it should
be 'lieutenant general, chief of staff' than
it should be 'major general, chief of staff.'
Indeed, the law provides that the President
may make the selection from the grade of
brigadier general. More than one of our
military divisions afford a command fully
commensurate with the rank of lieutenant
general. In other than an exceptional case,
the officer holding this grade should exer¬
cise command rather than staff duty.
"As a rule, in the very nature of things,

the grade would ro to men nearlng the end
of their active service, largely as a reward
for service already done. In the exercise
of command such an officer would be of
more value to the army than in any staff
duty which must be limited to a brief term
of service.
"The probabilities of the immediate fu¬

ture make It best that the duties of chief
of slaff should go to an officer of less rank
than the senior general officer and whose
period of service shall extend at least to the
end of tlie administration by which he has
been appointed. The main requirement of
the position is to prepare plans for the na¬
tional defense and a state of preparedness
to meet the emergencies of war. This no
less than other important requirements of
the office cannot be met by any one. how-
over able and willing, without more time
than can possibly be mine to serve. To
meet the ju*t and reasonable expectations
of the President and yourself, a sufficient
period of service is the first qualification
to be possessed by a chief of staff.
"For many reasons you can appreciate I

should deem it a very great honor and a

personal satisfaction to serve as chief of
staff, but convinced as I am that one with
a longer tenure should be given the assign¬
ment. 1 lay aside personal preferences to
the greater efficiency of the army. I beg,
therefore, that on succeeding to the gratie
of lieutenant general, I be assigned to
whatever command you may consider for
the good of the service, and that some of¬
ficer younger than I be appointed chief of
staff.
"In conveying this request to you. and

through you to the President, I should be
unmirulfjl of the feelings deepest In my
heart If I did not at the same time acknowl¬
edge with a lively sense of appreciation the
many kindnesses and evidences of confi¬
dence received at your hands, and for
which I desire to thank you both most cor¬

dially."

INTERSTATE COMMERCE

Commission Decides in Favor of the
Red Hock Fuel Company.

The interstate commerce commission yes¬
terday, In an opinion by Commissioner
Fifer. announced its decision in favor of
the complainant In the case of the Red
Rock Fuel Company against the Balti¬
more ana Ohio Railroad Company. The
railroad company declined to permit a side¬
track connection between its line and a

switch or sidetrack to complainant's coal
mine in the Fairmont district of West
Virginia for the purpose of receiving in¬
terstate shipments of coal from such mine,
although it has provided and maintained
sidetrack connections for other mines in
that district from which large quantities
of coal are shipped to interstate destina¬
tions. It Is also found by the commission
that the railroad company controls,
through ownership of capital stock, large
coal mining enterprises in the Fairmont
district, which, during the year 1904, ship¬
ped more than one-half of the tonnage
from that district. The complainant pur¬
chased the right of way for a sidetrack
and the physical conditions pertaining to
the proposed connections are found by the
commission to be aT least as favorable as
those pertaining to connections altcady
made for other mines In that coal field.
It also appears from the decision that as
between complainant's and the favored
mines similarity of situation exists in es¬
sential respects; that under such discrimi¬
nation the complainant is unable to make
interstate shipments of coal from Its mine,
and the defendant, by continuing Its policy
of denying these facilities to applying own¬
ers of coal lands, may practically control
In its own interest ail of the undeveloped
coal in this field as wcil as derive greater
profits from its own holdings in mines
already developed in that section.
The jurisdiction of the- commission was

questioned by the carrier, but the commis¬
sion holds that this is a case of discrimi¬
nation In facilities or instrumentalities of
shipment or carriage, and that its juris¬
diction extends to any case of wrongful
prejudice resulting from discrimination in
the provision of such facilities or instru¬
mentalities. including sidetrack connec¬
tions. The decision is that the discrimi¬
nation is not only wrongful as between
complainant and other more favored ship¬
pers. but amounts to undue and unrea¬
sonable preference by the carrier of Itself,
and that an order forbidding further vio¬
lation of section three of the statute should
issue accordingly.

NEW STYLE OF MONEY ORDERS.

Department Officials Believe Alteration
to Be Impossible.

The first of the new style oif money orders
has been issued by the Post Office Depart¬
ment, and hereafter the crooks, who have
been engaged In raising money-order
amounts from 35 cents to }50 or more, will
have a harder row to hoe. In fact, the de¬
partment feels that it will be impossible to
alter the new form of order, and that all
merchants and others accepting these or¬
ders In payment for goods will be amply
protected against fraud.
To a certain degree the new order is

similar to the style in u^e several years
ago, in that the approximate amount of
the order will be "cut out" of the margin.
For Instance, an order calling for the pay¬
ment of $27.5*1 will show on the marglit
"Not good for more than $30." The crooks
in raising orders have usually purchased
orders for from S3 cents to 50 cents, an J
by erasing the straight line drawn through
the space for dollars have tilled In any
amount they wanted. Under the new
scheme an order for 35 cents will bear on
Its margin a cut-ou't showing that the or¬
der is not good for more than |1.
A circular has been issued by the first as¬

sistant postmaster general, Informing all
postmasters that the new orders are ready
for Issuance and that they may have a sup¬
ply as soon as their stock of the old orders
is exhausted. Other distinctive features of
the new order are the insertion on the order
of the name of the remitter of the order
and the street address of the payee.

POSTMASTERS CAUTIONED.

Must See That the Postal Regulations
Are Followed.

A practice tinder which the government
Is subjected to loss of money Is called at¬
tention to in an order which Third Assist¬
ant Postmaster General Maddon has Issued
to all postmasters. The order follows:
"It has been brought to attention that

there are frequent cases of disregard of the
provisions of section 4S4 of the postal laws
and regulations. Matter mailed at the sec¬
ond. third or fourth-class rate is often madj
the vehicle for transmitting other matter
inclosed therein which itself is subject to a

higher postage rate. Postmasters must use
greater care to see that packages accepted
for mailing are prepaid at the rate to which
the highest class of matter inclosed is sub¬
ject: and whenever it appears that there is
an intent to conceal in a package deposited
for mailing any matter subject to a higher
rate than that prepaid, the case should be
promptly reported to the auditor for the
Post Office Department.
"Postmasters receiving packages for de¬

livery should take similar care to see when
the proper rate of postage has not b<en pre¬
paid that the legal rate is collected before
delivery."

ALBERS PARDONED.

It is Understood That the Case Has
Been Finally Settled.

Though without positive advices on the
subject, the officials here have reason to
believe that the Albers case has been fin¬
ally settled by the extension to William C.
Albers of a pardon by the government of
Nicaragua, conditioned upon his withdrawal
front the country, and it Is believed further
that he may have already withdrawn. Al¬
bers was on bail under sentence of thirty-
two months' Imprisonment for resisting
legal process and speaking d respectfully
of President Zelnya while he was acting as
local suoorintendent of the Port Limon
Company.

MR. KING'S APPOINTMENT.

Made Consul at Aix-la-Chapelle, Ger¬
many.

Mr. Pendleton King of Xorth Carolina, at
present chief of the bureau of indexes and
archives in the Department of State, has
been appointed United States consul to Alx-
la-Chapelle, Germany, in place of J. Bar-
tin Miller, who was sent to Rheims, Franc?.
Mr. King was appointed a secretary of le¬
gation at Constantinople in 1SSG, and served
as charge ^'affaires ad interim there at
various times. He retired from Constanti¬
nople in lS'.K) and was appointed by Secre¬
tary Olney chief of the bureau of indexes
and archives In 1894.
Mr. King's salary as chief of the bureau

was $2,100 per annum and he receives as

consul at Aix-la-Chapelle about J3.000. so
tihat he thereby receives by this change a
substantial promotion.
Mr. King is essentially a student and a

scholar and is the possessor of what is per¬
haps the finest private library in Washing¬
ton. He has combined with these qualities
much executive force and being of a strong
methodical turn has been the principle fac¬
tor in introducing the business methods of
the State Department an admirable and
valuable card index system. This work, one
of years, Is practically complete and Mr
King has been for some time desirous of
entering the consular service.
His successor has not yet been appointed.

THE MEDICAL STAFF.

Strong Effort to Get More Money to
Be Made.

Strong effort will be made at the comtng
session of Congress to obtain more money
for the medical and ordnance departments
of the army that, the officers in these de¬
partments may have increased rank.
The medical department has been espe¬

cially active since the last session of Con¬
gress In making its needs known, and Rep-
reseptative Hull, chairman of the Housr
committee on military alTairs, says civ¬
ilian doctors throughout the United States
have taken up the cause of the army sur¬

geons, and the exerting great influence to

gain the concessions sought by the medical
department.
Under present conditions tb« medical de-

partmerrt of tjjp army feel* It l«
cappM by the provision that a doctor en¬
tering the army cannot obtain the rank of
captain for five years. In the navy only
three yuan Is required for the same ad¬
vancement.
L'ke the medical d^-iartment. tln» ord¬

nance department nays It I* unable to af¬
ford sufflcUnt rank to applicant* t.-> mako
Its work attractive. The ordnance de¬
partment is alfo nnrlous to have legislation
which will shorten from four years to ona
year the time which ordnance nfflier* must
serve in the line when transferred to ord¬
nance duty.
