Speculative Community Not Disturbed
—Stocks Felt Improved Foreign
Tone—Upward Tendency.

" NEW YORK, December 6.—Feverish fluc-
uations in the call money market, with
advances to cxcessive rates, constituted a
peeullar coinc/dence today with the publi-
cation of the annual report of the Secretary
of the Treasury, which lays stress on the
neceseity of making provigion for a more
elastic currency, and with a visit to the
financlal district of Scceretary Shaw himself.
The bulk of Wall &trect’s borrowing on
call during the business session was done at
from 13 to 15 per cent, while around midday
the rate was bid up to 19, with a subse-
quent recession to 12 and another rise fol-
lowing. i

Despite the stress of the credit situation,

The rather straitened situation of
lenders is regarded as but temporary at
the worst, and with Indications that the
return flow of cash from the interior, which
is due to set in heavily after the first of
