CRUNKS AT CAPITOL
Congressmen the Prey of Peo¬

ple Witli Schemes.

PET PROJECTS OF EACH

IMPRESSED ON SENATOBS AND
REPRESENTATIVES.

Individuals Who Want to Save the

Government and Humanity Out

in Full Force.

Some of the familiar faces of corridor
characters that have haunted the Capitol
building: during past sessions of Congress
ar* misslog this year. Others of the regu¬
lar type were on hand when thf> congres¬
sional mill began to grind out its legisla¬
tive grist.
A veteran employe of the big white

building on the hill who has watched this
liun:ati flotsam ebb an& flow as session fol¬
lowed session said to a Star reporter to¬

day: ,

"Death has claimed some of the regular
hangers-on about the Capitol corridors.
Others are In insane asylums or hospitals,
while Atill others have disappeared from
thJ map for one reason or another. How¬
ever where one interesting old-timer has
made his exit, another, less Interesting,
perhaps, has made his debut, so there are

still enough left for a study of the off-side
of human nature as it is seen in the lime¬
light at Uncle Sam's big law factory."

Talked to the Statues.
011f> of the oldest characters on the list

of the veteran employe was known as "the
little statue man," but he has "crossed
over" and in his jiiace has come "the lit¬
tle badge art!»t," who was a conspicuous
figure In the throngs at the Capitol on the
opening day.Monday.
The "little statue man" hailed from New

Jersey and had been a regular visitor at
the Capitol during the sessions of Con¬
gress since soon after the civil war, In
which he served as a sailor. He was given
the sobriquet of "the little statue man" be¬
cause of his habit of frequenting Statuary
Hall and talking loud and earnestly to the
bronze and stone representations there of
men famous in American history. The "lit¬
tle. statue ma:i" wa shlmself small in stature
and as full of energy as a live electric wire.
His favorite statue was that of Robert Ful¬
ton, the Inventor of the steamboat, who is
re-prtsented in Statuary Hall at the Capitol
as holding in his hand a model of his first
steamboat, on which his gaze is intently
fixed. The "little statue man" would ap¬
proach the stone Kulton reverently, hat in
hand, and begin talking to the statue some¬
what in this fashion:
"Ah. good morning, Robert. Still busy

perfecting your lltt'.e steamer. I s?e. But,
Robert, you had better hurry your scheme
along or I will beat you. for I am think¬
ing about inventing a ship that will both
fly through the air or skim over tlje water."

Fond, of "George."
This strange little Jerseynian was also

fond of the statue of G:*n. Washington,
which he familiarly addressed as "George."
He believed this stone Imitation still
breathed the spirit of '7ti, and could' under¬
stand the remarks that were addressed to
It. Or as the "ilttle statue man" expressed
it, "George Washington in stone has been
reincarnated with the patriotism of the late
George Washington in the flesh, and stands
in this hall as a living Inspiration to the
American people."
The "little badge man," who has made his

first appearance at this session of Con¬
gress. is a shrewd-looking little fellow, ac¬
cording to the veteran employe. The front
of his coat is decorated by fuily fifty
badges in different co'ors and de-igns. He.
too. has a penchant for talking to the
statues of great Americans at the Capitol.
He claims to be the "grand commander of
the Order of American Patriots," which is
siid to exist only in his imagination, ana
is seeking to add the names of distinguish¬
ed senators and representatives to his
roster of membership. It is not known
whether he demands an entrance fee. but
he has already, it Is said, attempted to pin
soiled red. white and blue badges, fan-
tastically decorated, on the breasts of eer-
tain staid and d-ignified statesmen, who, as
a rule, have repulsed his advances.

Spoke Spanish With a Brogue.
Aanother regular of the Capitol flotsam

and jetsam who Is among the missing this
season is a tall, spare individual who was

known as "the Irish Mexican." His real
name is said to be Murphy, but It was

given a Mexican twist by being contorted
Into "Murphreerero." He could talk Span¬
ish fluently with an Irish dialect. He had
been a regular visitor to Congress for
many years, usually appearing as a lobby¬
ist in the interest of Mexicans along the
Rio Grande in the vicinity of Brownsville,
Tex., and Matamoras, Mex., who had claims
real or imaginary against Uncle Sam.
The "red, rosy apple man" Is on hand

this vear, as usual. He is noted among
the employes of the Capitol for his me¬
teoric movements through the throngs in
the corridors. He is almost acrobatic in
his stunts of getting through tha crowds
or of overhauling a retreating M. C. who is
trying to avoid his persistency and his
rushes.
He is said to have a claim against the

government which Is as old as the vener¬

able Uncle Sam himself. This man always
has a set expression on his face, and Is
traveling rapidly at all time. He was

given the sobriquet of the "red, rosy apple
man" because he usually carries a supply
of that fruit with him on his pilgrimages
to the Capitol. His modus operandi when
trying to interest a representative In his
age-yellowed claim Is to rush up to him
with a big apple in his hand and introduce
himself by exclaiming: "Have an apple, sir.
It is delicious, and is red and rosy, sir."
He explained recently that he does not

employ the apples in the nature of bribes,
but that there is something inherent about
the fruit which makes an erstwhile rigid
statesman become suddenly flexible and re¬

ceptive.
Has Elixir of Life.

Still another human oddity who frequents
the Capitol corridors ami buttonholes sen¬

ators and representatives is "the elixir of
life man." He is a venerable apocimen and
.carries in his pockets bottles of a queer-
looking reddish mixture which he says will
prolong life when properly used. He also
claims that his elixir of life will "cause
bursts of oratory, the return of youth and
will produce a winning personality." »

"It is just the thing some of our aged
senators need," he said recently. "It will
make them young and blooming again and
they will become Irresistible on the floor of
the Senate."
This elixir man was put out of the Capi¬

tol by the police last year because of his
annoyance to certain senators. But he Is
said to be in Washington and says he is
going to the Capitol soon to strike up a
trade for his wonderful preparation.
"The professor," with his huge bouquets

of flowers, has made his appearance already
at the Capitol. He always carries a va¬
riety of flowers with him on his visit to the
halls at Congress and gives them away free¬
ly to every one he meets, regardless of creed,
color or former condition of .servitude. It Is
said he Is seeking to have legislation en¬
acted for the betterment of conditions "on
the face of the moon."
*mong the women characters who have

failed thus far to put In an appearance at
.the Caipltol Ah a .fancifully dressed female
who delights In terming herself "that peach
of a widow." She has bee narrested on
several occasions at the Capitol. Her mis¬
sion there was to Interest the lawmakers
In her- scheme for delivering a lecture cm
"The Modern Portia; or the Prisoners of
Poverty."

WEST END AFFAIRS

GEORGETOWN CITIZENS DISCUSS
NEEDED IMPROVEMENTS.

The December meeting of the Georgetown
Citizens' Association was held Monday even¬

ing and several propositions for municipal
improvements for the section west of Rock
creek were discussed. Smith Thompson,
president of the association, presided and
made a timely address upon the different
needs of Georgetown and plans to be fol¬
lowed In procuring them.
G. W. King presented to the association

in printed form a review of the question of
municipal ownership of gas and electric
lights, and following his remarks short
talks were made on the subject by Messrs.
Thompson, Copp and Gilbert. The speak¬
ers generally agreed with Mr. King's plan.
The printed pamphlet was made a part of
the minutes.
A committee consisting of Messrs. Jesse

Wilson. H. P. Gilbert and F. B. Weaver,
appointed at a previous meeting for the
purpose of adjusting, if possible, the dif¬
ferences between the town of Rockville and
the Georgetown and Rockville Electric Rail¬
way Company, submitted a report in which
it was staled that the committee had been
successful in bringing about an amicable
agreement between the contending parties
at issue and that in future a better service
between Georgetown and Rockville would
be fully assured. The half-hour schedule,
it was reported, would b<; put into effect at
once, and further, that the car lino would
extend through the town of Rockville to
the county court house.
Heretofore, because of existing trotible,

the cars stopped at a point near the old
fair grounds -just on the outskirts of the
city. Jn consequence the passengers were
compelled to walk long distances to their
homes. A conference was held at which
were present representatives of the rail¬
road and of the town of Rockville, and
the "peace'' agreement was reached, it was
said, through the strategy and tactful rep¬
resentations made by the committee act¬
ing for the Georgetown citizens.
The association reported that it had re¬

ceived from the District Commissioners a
rough draft of the bill which it is proposed
to introduce in Congress asking for the ex¬
tension of Prospect street northwest, the
ffTcct of which will give two entrances to
Georgetown from the country beyond. In
a communication regarding the plausibility
of the proposed extension the Commission¬
ers pledged their hearty co-operation, as
far as possible, in seeing a realization of
the project.
The committee having in charge the as-

sociation banquet, which is heid annually
for the members and their friends, made
no forma! report, but stated arrangements
would be made for holding the function
some time during the month.
There was a liberal attendance of mem¬

bers and there was considerable enthusiasm
over the prospect of securing from Congress
several large appropriations needed for
civic improvement.

remove the unreasonableness or otner 11-

legality of the rate.
"In other words, it should, only give to

a rate the maximum that would be rei-
sona.ble and lawful if originally Imposed
by the railway company. A statute can be
drawn to effect this result."

College Students in Disgraceful Row.
SAN JOSE, Cal., December 6 .A tele¬

phone message from Palo Alto conveys
information of a fight there last night be¬
tween fifteen special deputies and about
150 Stanford students, several of whom
were severely Injured by clubs wielded by
the officers. Constable Hill of Palo Alto,
It is said, heard the students had planned
to "rough house" a theatrical troupe that
was scheduled to present "Pncle Tom's
Cabin" at Mullen's Hall at Palo Alto. Hill
immediately swore In fifteen deputies and
went to the theater. A disturbance was
started and Hill. In endeavoring to arrest
a student, precipitated a general fight,
during which the college men overpowered
the officers. No arrests were made.
