A Market Condition That is
Attracting Attention.

DEMAND FOR GROUND

PLANS BEING MADE FOR NUMBER
OF IMPROVEMENTS.

New Buildings Contemplated in the
Business and Residential Sec-
tions of the City.

During the coming season a beginning

| will ba made In carrying out what prom-

ises to be a large enterprise. It Is the
establishment of an extensive plant
which will be used in connection with
soma of the activities of the government.
A bullding is to be erected on the grounds
recently acquired by the government on
the west side of Tth street opposite the
Battla Creek cemetery, and it will be used
as a United States army geenral hospi-
tal.

The architects of the new structure are
Marsh & Peter. The bullding that is to be
erected will be large and arranged to
meet the requirements of & modern hos-
pital service. The cost of the structure
wlll be about $200,000. There is no insti-
tution of the Kind In the city except some
rather Inadequate provisilon on the
grounds of the War College at the old
arsenal. It is belleved that many cases
which are now under supervision at St.
Elizabeth could be treated in hospital,
and the patlent saved from commitment
to a hospital for the Insane.

A Probable Group.

In econnection with the hospitall it 1=
thought that In course of time the
grounds, which are quite extenslve, com-

prising about Torty acres, can be used In
providing a place for buildings to be util-

lzed for allied interests in the service,
such as a school for enlisted men and
sufficlent quarters for officers, and other
uses which will be suggested as the

needs arise,

It is quite likely that this site will have
an Important group of public buildings,
just as is the case at the War College and
the cavalry post at Fort Myer, It is hoped
that in designing buildings for such a
site as the one above mentioned the es-

sentially rural surroundings will be
taken into consideration. It seems some-
what Incongruous to see on lawns and

amid trees and shrubbery bulldings such
a3 one is accustomed to see along the
sStreets of cities.
Not Suitable for the Country.

What seems entirely harmonious In a
city Is apt to look out of place amld the
scenery of the country. A striking exam-
pla of such Incongruity is to be found In
the house of the superintendent of the na-
val observatory, which unfortunately occu-
ples such a conspicuous position that it Is
seen almost from every avenue of approach
and especlally commands Massachusetts
avenue. The great bulk of the building,
peiched as it is on an elevation and the
mass of the brick walls with their unyleld-
Ing outlines, stand out {tn striking contrast
with the soft follage of the trees and the
curves of the green lawn.

For Business Purposes.

The growth of business on New TYork
avenue between 13th and 14th streets con-
tinues and one after the other the resi-
der.ces on that block are being changed Into
buriness places. The next one to fall into
line 1s the residence formerly occupied by
Dr. Sowers on the south side just before
the turn where the line of the aygnue
merges into that of H street. Plansfhave
been prepared by Marsh & Peter, archl-
tects, for such changes in the bullding as
will make it =uiltable for commercial uses.
The maln entrance is to be brought to the
level of the street, which will invelve ex-
tersive changes.

Demand for Ground.

A phase of the market which Is attracting
a good deal of attention at this tlme is the
demand that has sprung up for unimproved
property, That class of property has so
lcng been practically out of the market
that the change is a welcome one to prop-
ety owners who have found that there has
been no call for these holdings.

The basls of this demand is not a specu-
lative one as 18 =0 often the case with un-
improved property, but comes from those
whe want to bulld. Both Individual and
large bullders are looking around for suita-
ble sites and when they filnd what they
want they become purchasers. They also
find that prices are not as high as was for-
merly the case, which Is the result in part
of the long continued inactivity in property
of this class,

The Prospects of Building.

The condition of the market In regard to
houses, or rather for living quarters, has
before been pointed out and there has been
substantially no change in the situation, so
that the prospect for the coming season In
the building line I8 especlally promising.
There s going to be a good deal done in the
way of putting up houses in rows or specu-
lative building, as it 1s called, when men
build to sell, and there is also golng to be
quite a revival of Individual bullding,

In this way the market for building lots
Is explained. It may not be generally
known, as there is an Impression abroad
that ground Is high in this eity, that there
{8 considerable land still for sale within
the old municipal Hmits that can be had
for B0 cents per foot and less. A llttle
inquiry will bring out the “conditlons as
they really are, so that it will be found
that it is still possible for a reasonable
sum to get ground In this clty and build a
house.

Union Depot Changes.

The changed conditlons which have been
brought about by the new steam railroad
terminal In this city are beginning already
to be seen, especlally in the vicinity of the
new depot.

Large Building Enterprise.

The principal eveat of the week in the
real estate market was the Rnnouncement
of the purchase by Mliddaugh & Shannon
of over GOO,000 square feet of land adjoin-
ing the grounds of the Soldlers' Home on
the west and lying on each side of Whit-
ney avenue, the approach on that side to
the park of the home. The property was
subdlvided, so that the part sold was ex-
clusive of streets.

According to the plans which are contem-
plated by the new owners for the develop-
ment of this property, it s proposed to
open o street along the border of the park
from north to south and have houses front-
ing it. While they have not fully worked
out thelr method of handling this property,
vet they have gone far enough to know that
they are going to pursue the same polliey
which they found so successful in their ex-
tensive building operations in Blooming-
dale, which was to erect a group of fifteen
or twenty houses, and, after dlsposing of
them, to go on with the building of others.

Plenty of Ground.

It is also their intention to provide ample
bullding lots of at least forty, and perhaps
fifty, feet front each, so that each house
will have ground about it, It has not been
decided as yet whether they will place the
houses in the middle of each lot or bulld
in palrs, leaving wide slde spaces for each-
house, It 18 also the intention to follow the
plan that is adopted in other places and do
away as far as possible with the ugly
wooden fences which custom hers has es-
tablished as inclosures about the rear yards.
It may be a too startling Innovation to do
away with the fence entirely, and so they
will probably have a low lron fence, which
will be open and wiil, in their opinion, be
an improvement over the miniature lum-
ber vards which are now found at the back
of all elty houses,

Proposed Improvements.

The lots in the subdivision of Charlton
Heights, now known as Berwyn Helghts,
have been bought by a company, of which
M. 8. 8. Yoder is the president., The pIan‘s
of the company include further develop-
ment of that suburban place, and, In addi-
tion to placing the ground on the market, it
is the Intention to make some use of a de-
posit of sand which is on the property and
whicih has been found to be avallable In the
manufacture of bricks which are known to
the trade as sand-lime bricks.

The ample market that now exists for
bricks has led not only to an increase in
the output of the plants which are now In
operation in this city, but also to the open-
ing of new ones. Mr. Thomas R. Riley and
asgoclates have started a brick-making
plant at the Highlands, whieh Is just this
side of Hyattsville. It is the expectation
that the consumption of brick during the
coming season will be even larger than was
the casc last year, when for a time the
supply gave out. This year, however, the
briekmakers will he prepared for large or-

ders, and they expect to be able to meet
all demands,

For Building Purposes.

A beginning has been made in grading the
two blocks of land belonging to the Sher-
man helrs, and now controlled by the Co-
lumbla Heights Realty Company, which lia
between Florlda avenue and Roanoks
street antd 13th and 11th streets. An east
and west street is to be opened through the
southern block, and a north and south
etreet through the northern block, so that
it will extend from Clifton to Roanoke
street. The other block belonging to the
same company, and bounded by 13th and
14th streets, is not to be graded at th!s
time.

The ground Is to be givided Into lots e!gh-
teen and twenty feet wide, with depths from
100 to 130 feet, and extending to allaya. It
is expected that the ground, when avafl-
able, will be used as the sites for houses,
but the company has not declded whether
it will undertake any buflding.

Soon after the opening of yvesterday's sas-
sion of the anthracite miners' convention
President Mitchell, chairman of the wage
gcale commitiee, announced that he was

session to conslder the scale commitiee's re-
port.

The early presentation of the report of
the wage scale committee Indicated that
the convention would adjourn today.

The report of the wage scale fommittes
was_un:mimous]_\' adopted, a wave of en-
thusiasm sweeping over the conventlon as
that body supported the measure,

The report given to the press did not spec-
ify the demands, but it is almost certaln
that the eight-hour day and recognition of
the union were the principal demands. The
report follows:

“We have examined carefully all -
olutions referred to us, and.y in 3&31{1?:1
thereto, we have considered and discussed
the policy the pursult of which we belleva
would prove most advantageous to our con-
stituents, and which, if adopted, would con-
duce to the best interests of all dependent
upon the anthraclte coal industry. In pur-
suance thereof we recommend that a com-
mittee consisting of the officers and the ex-
ecutive boards of districts one, seven and
nine be delegated and Instructed to confer
with the representatives of the varlous min-
Ing companies for the purpose of formulat-
Ing an agreement to govern wages, hours
of labor and other conditlons of employ-
ment, such agreement to be effective be-
ginning April 1, 1808, the date upon which
trl:e award of the anthraclite commission ex-
pires.

“We recommend further that an -
ment entered into between the a‘bo{faagx:-
mittee and the various coal companies be
reported for ratification, or rejection, to a
convention of anthracite iron workers to be
held prior to April 1, 1008. It 1is recom-
mended further that all resolutions now in
the hands of the scale committee, or which
may be Introduced hereafter In this con-
vention bearing upon the matter of wages
hours of labor and other conditions of em-
ployment, be referred to the speclal com-
mittee herein provided for.”
