EMPLOYES OF PRINTING OFFICE
OPPOSE INSTALLATION.

Would Cause Confusion of Keeping
Records of Establishment and

Would Effect No Saving.

Employes of the government printing of¬
fice are much Interested in the recent an¬

nouncement In The Star that the public
printer has asked of the controller a de¬
cision as to his authority to purchase time
clocks for installation in the big printery.
If It should be found expedient to do so.
The subject has been discussed pro and
con, but the consensus of opinion among
the workers is that there will be nothing
for them to lose and but little for the office
to gain. A timekeeper, usually the assist¬
ant foreman, makes the rounds of each di¬
vision immediately after 8 o'clock In the
morning and after lunch, and again a few

| minutes before the whistle blows at 12 and
and the check list turned in by him

shows the absence of any of the employes,
The timekeeper takes but a few minutes
In making the rounds, and the check list
is used in making tip the pay rolls,
During Mr. Palmer's first administration

a time-recording clock was given a three
months' trial in the job division of the
office, but the results were not satisfactory
and it has been used as an ordinary clock
in that division ever since. It was found
that not only was several minutes of the
employes' time lost, but it took longer to
transcribe the record strip than to have the
list checked off by a timekeeper. It was
also found that as a large portion of the jforce did not go out to lunch, the time
spent in registering twice at the noon hour
was a needless waste.
In the hand-composing divisions the em¬

ployes already use recording clocks for the
purpose of designating the time of turning
in a "take" of copy, the slip to be stamped
containing the name of the compositor, his
slug number, the number of the "take" and
the number of "ems" set. To prevent un¬
due crowding of the wash rooms at noon
and again at quitting time, the workers
are'allowed five minutes in which to wash
up, but it is believed that considerable
more time would be required If recording
clocks were Installed.

Committments for Insanity.
To the Editor of The Stan
As a physician I cannot concur with the

opinion expressed by Dr. White in his re¬
port of the Government Hospital for the
Insane as published In The Star of De->
cember 23, concerning committments to the
asylum, when he says, "The crying de¬
fect in the present committments to the
hoaplt&l Is the fact that the committment
has to be In open court by Inquisition be¬
fore a Jury. ' Trial by Jury is not the
crying defect in the present method of
committment to the asylum. It is the fun¬
damental basis of Anglo-Saxon Jurispru¬
dence. The laws of this District as re¬
gards lunacy eases are based upon theEnglish common law. Committments to
the Insane asylums are In derogation of
the right of personal liberty, and no on*should contend that the infringement orlimitation of that right should be taken
except from the most urgent necessity and
by the most conservative method. Is itwise to abolish Jury trials In such com¬mittments?
Dr. White, In his report of 190o, says that"the question of insanity is solely and ab¬solutely a medical question to be solved

by medical men, and there Is no more
sense In submitting such a question to a
jury of twelve laymen than there 's in
submitting any other medical question,such, for example, as the existence oftyphoid fever, to such a jury." In point offact the question of Insanity ns deter¬mined by a tribunal settles the legalstatus and civil rights of the one allegedto be Insane; If found Insane he is di¬vested of all property rights and of Illsstanding as a citizen in every way. Even
a person Isolated by reason of smallpoxInfection Is not so divested of all civil
rights. In cases of capacity to make awill or contract It would be clearly Im¬possible to determine the question at issueby the verdict of medical men solely with¬
out upsetting the whole theory and prac¬tice of our laws. Numerous other instances
might readily be cited bearing out this
contention.
That the question of insanity Is solelyand absolutely a medical question is an

erroneous statement. In point of fact the
question of insanity can only be deter¬
mined by the symptoms discernible in anygiven case; and for the most part such
symptoms are readily recognizable when
attention is called to them by the averagejuryman. It Is true that manifestations
of tyhpold fever might be observed bymedical men where the ordinary observer
would not perceive, but in many cases of
insanity there is a lack of physical or ana¬
tomical defects, and In such case the
whole question turns upon the mental
equilibrium and capacity of the person In
question. Upon this point the physician
and psychologist may be able to throw
some light, but the ultimate decision
should rest In the verdict of a Jury of un¬
biased minds.

Dr. White in his report also said; "Many
states of the Union have long since
done away with Inquisition by jury. It is
not believed that a majority of the states
have abolished the right of trial by jury
In Insanity cases or that they will ever
do this. Surely "enlightened lunacy leg¬
islation" calls for the exercise of the high¬
est degree of precaution In the commit¬
ment of citizens to an Insane asylum; and
the wisest tribunal devised by man Is that
of a well-constituted court presiding over
the deliberations of a well-chosen jury,
and such a tribunal will rarely err In
making commitments to an insane asylum
where they are actually necessary. Any
other method Is liable to abuse and to
mistakes destructive of civil rights.
Repeated acts of Congress have been

enacted during the past ten years making
changes in the method of commitment to
the insane asylum.In one instance at¬
tempting to abolish the right of trial by
Jury, which act was subsequently re¬
pealed. There certainly seems to be no
popular demand for the abolishment of the
trial by Jury in insanity cases. The ques¬
tion has been thoroughly and often con¬
sidered by the District authorities.

District Attorney Duvall opposed any
Interference with the right of jury trial
in his opinion of December 26, 1892. as did
also United States Attorney Henry E.
Davis, in his opinion of March 10, 1900, be¬
fore the Senate Judiciary committee. The
court in general terms has also decided
the question adversely to the contention
of Dr. White.

It does not appear that the attempt to
do away with Jury trials arises from an^
popular demand or from the District au¬
thorities who contract for their care in the
asylum. The constitutionality and advis¬
ability from an administrative standpoint
are open to many other serious objections.

POLICE TO PUT AK END TO AN¬
NOYANCE.

I Complained of by Resident of South¬
east Section of City.Regulations

on the Subject.

The blowing of whist'.es by engineers
upon the eteam railroad trains Is to be
stopped by the police. The District Com¬
missioners and Maj. Sylvester read the e<51-
toral printed In Thursday's Star calling
their attention to the fact that the enforce-
ment of the law might be of benefit to the
thousands of persons who are constantly
annoyed by the noises. Mr. R. P. Miller,
a resident of the southeast section of the
city. In a communication printed In Thurs¬
day's Star, called attention to the groat
nuisance and annoyance by the use of
whistles upon the railroad In his section.
He Is only one of many persons, however,
who have been similarly annoyed and who
have spent many sleepless nlfrhts because
the engineers have been permitted to vio¬
late the law without fear of belli? prose¬
cuted. The,law covering the question says:

Police Regulation.
"No bell, gong, horn, whistle, drum or

other noise-making article. Instrument or
device shall be struck or sounded in any
of the places mentioned In section 1 of ar¬
ticle 8 of these regulations for any pur¬
pose whatsoever except as provided in sec¬
tion 2 of article 10 of thesg regulations:
provided, that street cars may continue the
use of a starting gong or bell and shall
strike a gong at every street crossing and
Where otherwise required to give warning;
and bicycles, tricycles and motor vehicles
shall sound a suitable bell or gong when
necessary to warn persons of their ap¬
proach." '

The places referred to as being mention¬
ed in article 1 of section 8 Include any
street, avenue, alley, highway, footway,
sidewalk, parking or other public space.
Having had their attention attracted to

the failure to enforce the police regula¬
tions In this respect, the regulation which
prohibits the blowing of horns In the cele-
bration of the Christmas holidays, the
Commissioners and chief of police saw no
way out of the matter except to direct that
the ordinance must be obeyed. In order to
accomplish this end an order was sent out
by Maj. Sylvester yesterday to his several
lieutenants to have their men see that per-
sons who violate the section quoted are
brought into court and proscuted.
