ARMY AND NAVY NEWS
The Torpedo Practice Ship

Vesuvius Coming Here.

The torpedo practice ship Vesuvius,
recently stationed at Newport. R. I., will
come to this city In the near future to be
fitted with submerged torpedo tubes at the
navy yard here. Shs is at present at the navy
yard. Boston. Miss., having the sluice
valves for these tubes installed and some
slight repair wotk done. After she has
been completely fitted up she will return to
Newport for duty_ at the training station
there.
The Vesuvius was built in 1887-88 as a

dynamite gunboat, and at the time she was
commissioned high hopes were entertained
by some officials of her great destructive
power. It was gradually developed, how¬
ever, that she was a failure as an engine
of destruction, and a few years ago It was
decided to convert her into a practice ship
for torpedo crews. The original Vesuvius
c»s' the government in the neighborhood
Of *400,000.

Lightening the Soldier's Burden.
Army officers are now predicting the pass¬

ing of the historic haversack. Some of
them have declared that important article
of the soldier's equipment a great impedi¬
ment on the march, especially when the
soldiers are conducted through a country
of thick growth or when streams are to be
crossed. It is desired to minimize the ex¬
tra weight which the soldier must carry
when away from the garrison or a base of
supplies. The soldier, too often at immi¬
nent risk of his own interests, applies the
lemedy by the .simple process of throwing
away most of the things which theorists
have declared must be carried by him as
necessities of the lighting man in the field.
I lie latent estimate of a minimized burden
does not extend beyond one suit of under¬
clothing, a pair of socks, a tooth brush,
towel and soap, a shelter half of tentage,
a blanket, the usual rations and extra am¬
munition. These articles, with possibly the
poncho, are deemed sufficient as a soldler'B
burden on the march, and any Increase,
most officers think, should be authorized
only In dire extremity, as, for Instance,
when the soldier is in a cold climate and
would need an overcoat and an extra blan¬
ket or sleeping bag. Even then he will
have all he wants to carry, and will prob¬
ably throw away something when he finds
that the individual mobility is seriously Im¬
peded. Personal comfort Is found to be a
consideration against which even the re¬
tention of the ration becomes of small mo¬
ment.

The sentence In each case was approved

by the reviewing authority.
Early Completion of Warships.

At the present rate of progress in naval
construction it will not be many months
before most of the vessels under way will
be ready for sea service. Of the thirteen
battleships now under construction six will
be ready for service by next July, and an¬
other will be finished two or three months
later."* By that time, also, four of the six
armored cruisers will be finished, as will
the three protected cruisers, two training
ships and two torpedo boats, and inside of
a year the four submarines building at
Quincy, Mass.. will be ready for acceptance
by the government. That will leave under
construction, toward the end of liKVJ, only
six battleships, two armored cruisers and
three scouts, together with the two battle¬
ships authorized at the last session, two
colliers, and whatever may be provided in
the way of naval increase at the present
session.

Cruise of the Atlantic Fleet.
The Atlantic fleet, with the exception of

the coast squadron, will rendezvous at
Hampton roads next Wednesday, whence
It will sail January 0 for the West Indies
for the winter maneuvers. The battleships
Iowa, Kearsarge and Kentucky have gone
into drydock at the New York navy yard
for some slight repairs and painting before
going to Hampton roads.
No search problem has yet been planned

for the fleet, and If there Is anything of
the sort this year it will probably be de¬
vised by Rear Admiral Evans. The fleet
will go to Culebra, as usual, and engage In
extensive maneuvers. At Guatitanamo
there will be the regular small arms target
practice on tlie new ranges and the annual
sports will i ike place there. About April
I the fleet will go to Pensaeola for the reg¬
ular target practice. The complete plans
of the general board for the maneuvers
have not been made public.

Cooking School at Washington.
The post at Washington barracks Is to

have a cooking school this spring. The new
school will be one of two new sub-schools
for the Instruction of bakers and cooks, to
be operated by the subsistence department
of the army. The other is to be at the
Presidio of 8a n Francisco, Cal. These
schools will be modeled along the lines of
the Fort Riley institution, and two officers.
Capts. Koester and Ferguson of the sub¬
sistence department, who are now taking
the course themselves at Fort Riley.will
be in charge of the new schools It la
thought likely that by the time the new
school at Washington barracks is opened
that post will have received one of the ten
dough-mixing or bread-kneadlng machines
recently bought by the subsistence depart¬
ment, as a result of the recent competitive
tests of such machines at West Point N YIt Is considered prohable that Fort Myerwill also get one of these machines.

Besignation of Capt. Bickard.
Capt. Richard O. Rlckafd of the Signal

Corps, on duty at Fort Leavenworth, Kan.,
has tendered his resignation as an officer
of the army and it will undoubtedly be ac¬
cepted by the President.
Capt. Rickard Is a native of Illinois and

was commissioned in the volunteer signal
corps during the war with Spain. At theconclusion of the war he was honorably
mustered out and was commissioned iu the
regular army In February, luoi. He at¬
tained the grade of captain in 1904.

The Bennington Cases.
^cretary Bonaparte has practically com¬

pleted his review of the cases of Com¬
mander Luclen Young and Ensign Charles
T. Wnde. court-martialed at San Francisco
for alleged negligence In connection with
the disaster to the gunboat Bennington at

San- Diego, and will announce the action
of the department next Tuesday or Wed¬
nesday.

Military Automobile Ambulance.
One of the latest uses to which an auto¬

mobile may be put Is to be given a practical
test in this city. This latest Innovation is
to be tried by the medical department ot
the army. Surgeon General O'Reilly called
the attention of the Secretary of War about
a year ago to the fact that practically nu
progress had been made in the facilities
for the transportation of dead and wounded
on the field of battle since the civil war.
As a result of his recommendation Capt.
Clyde S. Ford, assistant surgeon. United
States army, was directed to investigate
the advisability and practicability of using
an automobile ambulance. Capt. Ford de¬
termined that the automobile system was
well suited to the needs of the army, and
one of the automobile companies In this
country has designed and constructed an
automobile ambulance that is thought to
meet all requirements, and it will shortly
be tried in or near this city, probably at
Fort Myer, Va.
Admiral Reiter Ordered to Washing¬

ton.
Orders were Issued at the Navy Depart¬

ment today detaching Rear Admiral G. C.
Reiter from command of the Philippines
squadron of the Asiatic fleet and directing
him to Washington for duty. Capt. James
H. Dayton, at present president of the
board of inspection and survey, will be
made a rear admiral, and will succeed Rear
Admiral Reiter as commanding officer of
the Philippines squadron. Captain Dayton
will go to his new station in February.

Naval Vessels in Port.
For the first time for several months all

the fleet of naval vessels stationed at this
city are in port here, lying at the navy-
yard. Strung oui along the sea wall nt the
yard, the berth in front of which has re¬
cently been dredged, is the big yacht May¬
flower, the President's ship, and the dis¬
patch boat Dolphin, the yacht Sylph and
the big tugs Tecumseh, Triton a id Choctaw
and several gun barges. The Mayflower,
which came up from Alexandria Friday,
was the last of the fleet to tie up at the
yard. 11 is stated the entire fleet will re¬
main here this winter.
