Will Begin April 17.

<HI('AGO, January 1"..The American
nnil National Leagues have spilt over the
schedule question, and next spring there
¦will b« two distinct openings. The parent
Ligue, at Its recent meeting In New York,
voted to begin the season April 12.
President Johnson of the American

3 ngue considered that too early, and, after
filling to persuade the National l^eague to

1 stpone Its opening date, has announced
t i' the American League would not start
1Karnes until"April 17, regardless of the
n Ion "f the National League.

April 12 Is altogether too early for base
1 all," said the American League chief. "In
tic west we hav» three lake cities In our
circuit. and the weather is not at all lit for
either players or sjiectatora at such an

early day.
. The later opening by our league will not

j>roduce any more conflicts In the schedule
than would have occurred with both
leagues opening on the same day. We will
close the season October 6, the same date
that marks the ending of the National
League year. For us to get In all of our
J.V4 games, a few more double-headers and
less days off will be necessary."

Friction in 1903.
In lii' spring of 1UU3 there was some fric¬

tion over the fact that while the Highland¬
ers were entitled to the opening day In

Is'ew York, according to agreement be¬
tween the leagues, the National League
* iiedule-makers scheduled the Giants to

lav in Brooklyn on the same day the HigH-
inders opened at American League Park.
Despite the then recent Cincinnati peace

ogreement, the two organizations were on

the verge of a clash, when Frank Farrell,
owner of the New York Americans, an-

i miKcd that he would accept ttie situation
nil further dispute. Last year l'resl-

dents Harry Pulltam of the Nat onat League
mul Johnson collaborated and arranged
t v-dules so that there were tew con-
1' mi; 'lutes, and everybody was satisfied.

League Will not begin the season any later
than April 12. The question would have to
be voted on at the February meeting of the
league, by which time the schedules .should
l>e ready for adoption.

JIMMY COLLINS CALLED

BUFFALO MEETING

!». ted steps are not taken pretty speedily
lu a reorganization of the controlling In¬
terests of the Boston club.
The whole conference hinged on the alarm

generally felt throughout the American
League over the str.-.lned relations which
exist between Manager Col'.lns and Presi¬
dent John 1 Taylor of the Bostons. There
friave been many rumors regarding the cool¬
ness between the president and manager
during the last few months, and appar¬
ent^ the situation has not been exagger-
iite.i. It has reached an acute stage, where,
lu fact, either Collins or Taylor must dis¬
appear from activity In the affairs of the
Boston c'.ub
The American League as an organization

Is understood to be supporting Collins. The
situation has progressed to such an extent
that Mr. Taylor will be offered the alterna¬
tive <if quitting as the handler of the Bos¬
ton club, or selling out his Interest In the
club. It Is understood that a pool of capi¬
talists Interested In base ball has been
tormed which lias offered or will offer Mr.
Taylor $125,000 for his base ball property.
If ! accepts It three men will be Identi¬
fied with the ownership ot the club, and
. ne of the three will be Collins. In the
event that he refuses to sell the American
League It Is very likely to forfeit his fran¬
chise rights, and It Is said that a whole¬
sale reorganization will result in Mr. Tay¬
lor finding himself outside the breastworks,
with a new club. Including the present
players under Collins, representing the
American League In the Hub city.
This Is no idle speculation. The manage-

ment of the league has looked Into the af¬
fairs sufficiently to see that It can go
ahead and proposes to do so. legal advice
Wing to the effect that nothing In the way
of players, contracts etc., can Interfere,
The fact Is that the American League

generally has realized that the present
Mate of affairs could not continue without
arm to the organization as a whole re¬

sulted In the visit of President Johnson
Mud Mr. Mack, a committee to Investigate
t * situation, to Col'lns last week. The
conference Is understood to have been very
satisfactory to Collins and his friends.
"Collins," President Johnson is reported

to have said, "the American I.eugue Is
ha k of you In this matter. You will be
s iiiported. There would have been no
American league had it not been for a
few men like you. and we are with yoo
hook, line and sinker."
John I. Taylor has been In active control

*|f tl.o Boston* since the purchase of the
club by his father. Gen. Taylor of Boston,
two years ago. Collins iias continued to
enjoy the management of the club duringthat period, but It U related that he lias
.uttered a great deal of annoyance In the
management of the affair* of the club
through the activity displayed by John I.
Taylor.
>*«ch of the erratic work of the club dur-

in* the past year has beeu credited to this
feollng. and there are stories to the effect
that Taylor has been reproached and criti¬
cised for his failure to "keep hands off"
and let the club and players alone. Col¬
lins has declared to local friends, accord-
Ins to report, that there la no prospect of
I1I9 playing with Boston under the present
control, at least with John I. Taylor as
president of the club. No objection, so far
as can be learned, Is felt to the ownership
by Gen. Taylor.

ELEVEN COAST PLAYERS
FOE BIG LEAGUES

Eleven base ball stars of the Facitlc Coast
League will receive trials In fast company
next season. Not In history have the
American and National Leagues made such
heavy lnroad9 as this year on the circuit
of the far west.
The big league manager has become very

partial to the western ball tosser. especially
those of the California cluhs, and the list
of candidate* to receive trials In the east
grows larger every year.
Jimmy Fogarty, Sweeney. Fred Carroll,

Jay Hughes. Big Bill Lange. Rip Van Hal-
tren and Joe Corbett are among the old
diamond stars picked up In California and
who made good When switched several
thousand miles east.
In the present day there is a formidable

list. Frank Chance. Hal Chase. Sam
Mertes, Mike Donlln, Elmer Strlrklett.
Danny Shaw, Orvle Overall and Outfielder
Lumley first attracted the attention of the
public while playing on the csoast.

Many Good Youngsters.
Schaflex, the heavy-hlttlng Portland ln-

flelder, attracted the eye of Jake Stahl, and
he will play with Washington.
One of the most promising of the 1606 con¬

tingent who will be tested In the major
leagues is Jimmy Byrnes, catcher of the
Oakland (Cal.) club, who was drafted by
Connie Mack for the Athletics. He Is a
cool, steady mam. with an arm of steel. He
Is expected to develop Into a valuable man
to help out Schreck and Powers.
Probably the most advertised player of

the number is Joe Nealon, first baseman of
the Sen Framclsoo club, who was drafted
by Pittsburg. The New York Americana.
St. Louis Americana and Cincinnati made a
great light to land the player, but Fred
Clarke, who was on the ground, toy a clever
bit of strategy signed him to a Pittsburg
contract after he had agreed to go with
Clncimiati for a larger salary.
Nealon Is a hard, free hitter, and la very

clever in fielding. He Is a big man. weigh-
In#: close to 200 pound*, but Is said to be as
fast as Wagner. In addition Pittsiburg pur¬chased Tommy Sheehan of Tlacoma, who is
said to be the best third basemen In the far
west.
Clark Griffith succeeded in signing three

of the leading pitchers of the circuit. They
are Jimmy Whiten and Roy Hltt of San
Francisco and Boibby Keofe of Taooma.

Posies for Whalen.
Whalen is regarded as the Mathewvon of

the ..-oast. He has been the Seals' main¬
stay in the box efliiice 1901', when his team
.won the perenant. He has all aorta of shut¬
out records to his credit, and it Is believed
that he can make good without difficulty.Hifct Is a young southpaw who has done
good work, a.nd Ke*»fe Is said to possessunusually baffling curves.
The St. Louis Americans signed LouisNoixtyke of Taooma. a hard-hitting first¦baseman, and "Pirb" Bennett, a clever sec¬

ond saeker. taken from Seattle.
Charlie Graham, captain of the three-time pennant-winning Tacoma club, willplay with the Boston Americans. He is re¬

garded as the headiest backstop in the
west. Moskiman of the Oakland club,signed by the Chicago Americans. Is held
as the most versatile man who ever played4n the P&otftc Coast League. He Is a goodpitcher and can play Infield and outfieldpositions very creditably.

NATIONAL ASSOCIATION.
Class A Magnates Routed by Smaller

Leagues.
CHICAGO, 111., January 10..The class A

minor leagues met defeat at every turn in
the annual meeting of the National Asso¬
ciation of Professional Base Ball I,(-agues
at the Annex yesterday. The smaller
leagues, by their numerical strength,
triumphed so completely that the larger
leagues took virtually no part In the meet¬
ing.
Only the fact that two of the class A cir¬

cuits are rent with factions at present pre¬
vented an Immediate bolt on their part.
That a break will occur as soon as the fac¬
tions can patch up their differences Is pre¬
dicted by those closely in touch with minorleague affairs.
The actual session was as short as the

reading of voluminous reports would per¬mit. the real business being transacted with
speed and without argument. The mag¬nates did not get into session until late In
the afternoon, but the preceding hours hadbeen crammed full of conferences.
The* class A leagues held forth In the

Grand Pacific during the mornlhg, while the
other leagues lobbied In the Annex. It did
not take long to discover how matters were
goln? and the leading leagues decided to
let matters take their course, to take their
medicine and bide their time.

It was significant that Messrs. Havenor.
I>ennon and Tebeau of the American Asso¬
ciation did not enter the meeting room. The
faction was represented by President
O'Brien, while J. Ed. Grlllo of Toledo alone
represented the Watklns faction. It was
more significant that Attorney Griffiths and
others of the Eastern League held aloof,
while the Pacific Coast League, the third
party to the class A clique, was not repre¬sented at all, except by proxy, and that
was not admitted.
Some of the things which the smaller

leagues accomplished were the smotheringof all the demands of the larger leagues for
an equal voting power, for the creation of
a special class with special privileges, and
with the right to name their own repre¬
sentatives on the board; the removal'of the
balance of power from the class A leagues
by Increasing the board of arbitration from
five members to seven, four of which rep¬
resent the smaller circuits, and the change
whereby amendments to the constltut on
can be made by a three-fourths vote in¬
stead of by a four-fifths vote as previous'y.
Howard Griffiths was deposed entirely

from National Association affairs, and
George Tebeau was not returned to the
board of arbitration. The new board elected
is composed of E. F. Bert of the Pacific
Coayt League, J. Ed Grlllo of the American
Association, W. M. ICavanaugh of the
Southern League. T. H. Murnane of the
New England League. J. H. O'Rourke of
the Connecticut League, M. H. Sexton of
the Three I League and D. M. Shlveley of
the Western Association.
This makes a minority of three for the

class A leagues in the court of last resort
for the minors. In order to secure the ma¬
jority of four the smaller leagues were
obliged to Increase the membership of the
board, us it is a part of their agreement
that the class A leagues shall at all times
have three members on the board.
President O'Brien of the American Asso¬

ciation was placed In nomination for the
board, but withdrew his name In favor of
Oriilo. which was considered a graceful act
by all parties concerned. .i
P. T. Powers was re-elected president of

the National Association by unanimous
vote, and J. H. Farrell was re-elected secre¬
tary and treasurer, with the additional com¬
pliment of making his term extend five
years from date. A committee was ap¬
pointed to confer with the national com¬
mission In Cincinnati regarding the new
drafting rules which have beeu passed upon
by both major leagues and the minors, but
still have to be put Into concrete form. The
committee named was Messrs. Powers, Far¬
rell, Kavanaugh mid Sexton.

THREE TRACKS OUT
OF GRAND CIRCUIT

NEW YORK. January 10..The annual
meeting of the stewards of the grand cir¬
cuit was held yesterday afternoon at the
Hoffman House. Three of the six stewards
were present, namely, D. J. Campau of De¬
troit, president; C. K. G. Billings, Mem¬
phis, and James Butler, New York. There
were also present Albert H. Moone of Prov¬
idence, secretary: De Forrest Settle, Syra¬
cuse, who Is one of the New York state fair
commissioners; Charles M. Jewett of Bos¬
ton for the Readville track and A. J. Welch
of Hartford and Cincinnati.
The resignation of Mr. Russell as a stew¬

ard was received and accepted. He had
been a steward only one year. Under the
rules a vacancy In the board can be filled
only after thirty days.
The schedule for trotting meetings on the

grand circuit for the season of 1000 was
made up as follows: The racing season will
open at Detroit with a two weeks' meet¬
ing. beginning July 23 and ending August
4. and thereafter meetings of one week, as
follows: Buffalo, August 6 to 11; Pough-
keepsle, August 13 to IS; Readville (Boston),
August 20 to 25; Providence, August 27 to
September 1; Hartford, September 3 to 8;
Syracuse, September 10 to 15; Columbus,
September 17 to 22, and Cincinnati, Sep¬
tember 24 to 29.
Memphis, Cleveland and empire city,

which are members of the grand circuit,
did not apply for dates this year.
A committee was appointed to consider

plans of racing in general. Any sugges¬
tions as to changes in plans, the number of
heats or other pertinent matters will be
considered by the committee and reported
on later to the grand stewards. This com-
mittee Is composed of Messrs. Jewett, Set¬
tle and Moone.
This committee will report at the next

meeting of the gTand stewards, which will
be held at the Hoffman House next Monday
at 11 o'clock. The selection of a presiding
judge and starter for the season may then
be made.

DECIDED INCREASE
IN STAKE EVENTS

NEW YORK. January 10 .Delayed in the
mail on account of the snowstorms In the
west, the last of the enfries expected from
California reached the office of^the Coney
Island Jockey Club yesterday. The entries
were sent from Los Angeles by C. E. Dur-
nell. Tliey helped to swell the total num¬
ber received this year to the twenty stakes
which closed on January 2 last. The full
number Is now 1,475. as against 1.371 last
year, showing an Increase of 7V4 per cent.

COAL IN THE PHILIPPINES.

Investigation of Deposits on Batan
Island.

A report of the Investigation of coal de¬

posits on the military reservation on Ba¬
tan Island, Philippine Islands, made by
Lieut. H. L. W'lgmore of the Engineer
Corps, has been received at the War De¬

partment. In summing up Lieut. Wigmore
says there are two distinct sets of coal

measures, in one of which, estlmatingly
conservatlvely, at least six feet of work¬
able ooal in two seams will be found, and In
the other at least ten feet, also in two
seams. He says there is no reasonable
doubt of the continuity of the coal seams,
and that the data at pres#nt shows the
probably jcourse of both these coal meas¬

ures to bo across and under the coal claims
on which the government has an option,
and continuing to the end of the reserva¬

tion.
Lieut. Wigmore says the Batan coal is

eminently suited for steaming purposes and
is generally superior to that now used In
the Philippine Islands, and if produced at
$4.34 or less per ton Is actually cheaper
than Japanese coal.
In speaking of the practicability of min¬

ing, he saye that coal mining at that point
not only Is practicable but that a comblna-
tion of conditions favorable to economical
mining audi as exists there will rarely be
found. Among other advantages he men¬
tions the availability of timber, coat of la¬
bor, water, drainage facilities, thickness of
seams and ease of entry.

To Encourage Study of Chinese.
To encourage the study of Chinese In the

navy Rear Admiral Manney, chief of the
bureau of equipment, has ordered that a

copy of "The Chinese Language Made
Easy" be placed In the library of the vari¬
ous warships. The book Is a simplified
method of studying Chinese, and K Is be¬
lieved that a working knowledge of Chinese
will prove of great service to officers serv¬
ing on the Asiatic station.
