Mr. Bryan and the Philippines.
This is f.om a Manila cable:
"William J. Bryan, who Is at Sandaktu,

says that the acquisition of the English
language by the Filipino school children is

astonishing He declares that his views re-

gardiitg the independence of the islands are

unchanged and that he will elaborate a

scheme to handle the situation In articles
¦which lie will write later."
The views Mr Bryan entertained in 1900,

when he was running for Preside/it and

making play for the votes of anti-imperial¬
ists were that the Filipinos should have
independent government at once, and that
the. l'nited States should stand by with Its

army and iieet and protect the venture
from outside interference. His suggestions
were a little hazy, being ixitended for cam¬

paign purposes. Still, as he declares, he
holds to them, and is on the eve of
elaborating plans for carrying them out.

It may be that Mr. Bryan's visit has
taught lilm something al*>ut the difficulties
i t a mere American protectorate. Even
some of the antl-imperlallsts objected to

that, on the score that In getting out It
would lie best to sever all responsibility
for the archipelago, and let things take
their own course. If fighting became
necessary it was held, we should be re¬

quired to fight too far from base, and so
be at a gre«t disadvantage. Since then
Russia has had a little experience in that
line, in trying to hold Manchuria at a
distance of thousands of miles from sup¬
plies. and this will bear upon Mr. Bryan's
original proposition.
The spread of the English language In the

Islands impresses Mr Bryan. It may well
do so. for In that is a factor to be reckoned
with in our calculations about the futirre.
The boys at school who are now learning
our language with such ease and eagerness
will In a few years lie taking a part in pub¬
lic affairs, and their influence in many
cases will prorwbly be exerted against all
wild-eyed schemes for hasty separation
from the 1'nlted States and the setting up
of a Jim-crack government on bamboo foun¬
dations In mastering our tongue they will
be Induced to familiarize themselves with
our history, and the more they know of
that the less likely they will be to fear a

renewal of Spanish oppression with Ameri¬
can frills.
Indeed, taking everything into considera¬

tion the longer we stay in the Philippine^
and tlo more exjierlence the people have of
our methods and the more familiar they be¬
come with our language and Institutions,
the less likely they will be to lend them¬
selves to any scheme of reckless experiment
In the matter of forwarding independent
government, or of merely aiding in any
presidential campaign in the l'nited States.

January Heat and Cold.
If there had been snow or ice in evidence

this winter the past few days would prob¬
ably have been generally styled the usual
"January thaw." There being no Ice or

snow to thaw, the sun. whose rays have
been only slightly tempered, has warmed
up the air to such a degree that the frost
has been taken out of the ground and
the amateur meteorologists have been
greatly onfounded. Yesterday was marked
In all parts of the east by almost summer

warmth. Out In Pittsburg one man suc¬
cumbed to the heat and may die as a re¬
sult of mid-winter prostration. The dis¬
patch's are tilled with remarkable evidences
of the unseasonable conditions. Flies haw
been lured back to life, and up In one of
the New England states caterpillars have
crawled out of their hiding places. Butter¬
flies, It is even said, have been seen flutter¬
ing about in Vermont. In northern New
York wild geese were seen in flight, and In
the big city down by the sea a crowd of
12.000 people felt the Coney Island impulse
nnd spent yesterday on the beach.
And close on the heels of this warm wave,

which has produced such remarkable re¬
sults, comes a blizzard, with zero weather.
While New York was fanning Itself yester¬
day Kansas was freezing. In Chicago the
mercury dropped from IIS at 3 a.m. to 38
at 0 p.m. At St. Paul there was a drop
of more than 30 degrees in twelve hours,
the mercury standing at 2 above zero at 8
p.m. This cold air will probably reach
Washington during the night and tomorrow
the capital city may be In the grip of a
genuine mid-winter stinger, perhaps with
the streets filled with snow and the cars
struggling for passageway, and the people
shivering and suffering.
This is a big country, and it is so broad

and stretches so far from north to south
that it embraces a wide variety of climatic
conditions at the same time. There is
probably not another range of contiguous
territory under the same government In the
world, perhaps excepting China, which dur¬
ing one day experiences both death-dealing
heat and killing icold.

A Year of Russian Revolt.
Today marks the close of a year of Rus¬

sian revolution and tlie anniversary is
being commemorated In a quiet manner In
St. Petersburg. "Red Sunday," 1005, Is

.thus proclaimed by the Russian people as
one of the historic occasions of the im¬
perial record of repression, revolt and re¬
action. It is true, as claimed, thit the
Russian revolution bad Its real beginning
In tin- assassination of the tyrant Von
Plehve in the summer of li*M. In that the
passing of this Implacable foe to any de¬
gree of popular expression encouraged the
propagandists of liberty to formulate and
press their demands. The march of the
worklr.gmt ri upon the palace of the czar.
January ¦*>, iuui>. for the purpose of laying
before him a respectful petition for a re¬
dress of grievances was unmistakably en¬
couraged b> tlie new spirit of freedom born
of relief from the iron dominance of Von
Plehve.
Had the caar allowed the bearers of the

worklngmen's petition to lay it at his feet,
lie would have retained his prestige with
the great mass of the Russian people. He
would still have been the "little father,"
standing ready to listen to the woes of his
Children. Oulded by the evil counsels of
the grand dukes. Nicholas Instead sent sol¬
diers to meet the delegation apd they were
massacred. There began the real work of
redeeming Russia from the barbaric abso¬
lutism of the old regime. From that trag-* I cdy flowed a long line of consequences,
making up a year's record of bloodshed.

cruelty, tyranny, brutality, murder, loot,
arson and mutiny, which Is perhaps with¬
out a parallel in the world's history.
What Is the net result of this year or

revolution, of sacrifice, suffering and re¬

action? The empire stands, as before. The
people ha%-e suffered the chief losses. But
they have learned the most valuable les¬
sons. They have learned, for one thing, that
It Is possible to paralyze the empire by re¬

sorting to the expedient of striking simul¬
taneously. They have also learned, per¬
haps, that It is folly to act In sections with¬
out system. The Moscow rebellion taught
them that. It was a premature attempt to
break the czar's rower In one of his chief

strongholds. Had It been accompanied by
demonstrations of the same kind simulta¬
neously at St. Petersburg. Warsaw. Odessa
and half a dozen other cities, It might have
succeeded, at least to the extent of forcing
pledges of reforms.
The year has brought one great result, in

that the czar has recorded his intention to

grant to the people a degree of participa¬
tion in the administration of the empire.
Whether h© feels still bound by his prom¬
ise, or released from it by the violent agi¬
tations which have succeeded it, no man

today seems to know, outside of the closely
guarded Imperial circle. This pledge has

been followed by evidences of a lack of
coherence on the part of the middle classes
In a set program of reform. Indeed, one of
the most Important demonstrations of the

year Is that the Russian people are at this
time utterly lacking in unity of spirit and
action.
Repeatedly during this year of Russian

revolt the familiar adage has been ut¬
tered, "revolutions do not go backward."
There is a strong faith throughout the
world In the ultimate collapse of the auto¬
cratic Russian system, whether through in¬

ternal agitation or pressure from without.
Optimists of all races regard the tragedies
of this year In the light of definite contribu¬
tions to the end of ultimate freedom for
the Russians. Just how the end will come,

and when, is beyond reckoning. But it will
come. These sacrifices and mistakes and
deaths of a year will not have been in vain.

The Statehood Flurry.
Thanks to the capacity of Americans for

self-government, the hearings on the state¬
hood question before the House committee
on territories closed without a riot. Not a

gun was drawn, not a knife flashed, not a

"block" was knocked off. Every man who
attended, whether committeeman or Inter¬
ested visitor from the territories, or idle
and Innocent spectator, found his way back
to his lodgings with a whole skin.
But it was a close call. There were some

warm times, some spirited defenses of previ¬
ous records, and some animated hurllngs
back of offensive statements and insinua¬
tions. Now and then some excited man

would rise from his chair as if with the
purpose of starting a real shindy, but would
think better of the matter and subside.
There were moments of what is called ten¬
sion.
So far, so good. I.et us not forget, how¬

ever, that the battle, though thus far blo.x>-
less, has not yet been won. The clash In
the open House is- still to come, and after
that, if statehood wins, we shall have the
Senate. Everything Is still at white heat,
and both sides are dead in earnest. May
all of the ticklish places be passed with
safety.
Seriously speaking, why all of this storm

and stress? Passion wins no such flght.
The question has been very well and ably
argued on both sides. This fierce talk that
sturdy Americans In Arizona.descendants
of the men who helped to build the Union-
are to be made subject to men in New
Mexico who not only have no constructive
or progressive blood in their veins, but
cannot even speak the English language,
is at best a campaign exaggeration. Ttie
superiority of the Anglo-Saxon wili con¬
tinue to tell under statehood as under ter¬
ritorial form of government. There need
be no doubt as to the result if Arizona and
New Mexico are joined together. The state
will be American in the shortest time and
for till practical purposes. It may not be¬
come a great state, but there is no earthly
danger of its becoming a "greaser" state.
Let us have a fair vote, both in the House

and in the Senate, uninfluenced either by
windy and aspiring local politicians, or by
outside influences playing for a continued
low tax rate on territorial Investments.

Russian Cruelty Denounced.
A remarkable demonstration, of American

sympathy for the stricken Jews and other
victims of Russian bigotry and oppression
was given In this city last night through,
the assemibLage of representatives of all
classes of the people at a local theater to
listen to addresses and finally to adopt res¬
olutions In the strongest terms denuncia¬
tory of the connivance of the Russian gov¬
ernment in the outrages at Odessa, Kishl-
nelT and elsewhere. The meeting acquired
a special significance from the character of
the speakers who addressed it. Repre¬
sentatives in Congress, a justice of the
United States Supreme Court and ministers
of Christian churches Joined voices in ex¬

pressing their horror at the shameful con¬

duct of the Russian authorities in standing
idly by and permitting miVbs of so-called
Christians to assail inoffensive Jews in
southern Russia, Catholics and Jews in Po¬
land and I^utherane in Finland. The ques¬
tion was thus broadened from the original
hasU of complaint that the Jews were the
only sufferers from Russian reprisals. The
meeting demonstrated that the belief is en¬
tertained at the capital of the United
States that the government of Russia is
engaged, at least passively, in a crusade
against all other religionists than those
identified with the official church of that
country, despite the promises of the czar to
grant religious freedom to all his subjects.
Such a meeting In sruch a place must have

an effect eventually, especially as it is only
one of a series of similar gatherings
throughout this country. The Russian gov¬
ernment Is faced by no more urgent duty
than that of guaranteeing at least freedom
of worship within the wide boundnr.es of
th<* empire. Apart from the civil troubles,
the Industrial crisis, the political upheaval,
this matter of liberty of conscience Is ln-
si.-rtent in its demand for consideration.

Panics and Stairways.
A curl of smoke In a well filled church

room on the second floor, a cry of fire, a
panic.nearly a score dead and many others
terribly injured! The combination differs
from time to time, but Che result is shock¬
ingly uniform. In this case, happening In
Philadelphia, the chief cause of the disaster
lay in the fact that the assembly room was
elevated from the street and was reached
by a pair of sharply curving stairways.
When the fright-maddened people rushed
for the exit they seemed to turn by a sin¬
gle impulse to only one of them passages
to the ground floor. At the bend some
stumbled and went down and in a second
the whole mass was struggling. Jammed
into a narrow space, those at the bottom
tangled In the limbs of the fallen, t'xise in
the middle ur.ab.e, to move in either di-

rect!on and those at the top of the stairs
fighting for a chpnce to press forward. A
few thought of the other stairway and
found an easy exit to the street. Some,
cooler-headed remained In the church room

and were uninjured.
In the- granting of public permits for the

use of auditoriums of all kinds, whether
churches, theaters, lodge rooms or devoted
to other uses, one prime precaution should
always be takmi by the municipal authori¬
ties, to lneure that there is a straight, un¬

obstructed exit- It would be warranted by
the lessons of experience to forbid the use

of any rooms for assembly purposes above
the street, so frequently have stairw&ys
proved a cause of death in panic. But mod¬
ern business conditions, imposing a heavy
tax upon the use of ground floors for such
purposes, do not permit such a restriction,
and second or even third and fourth story
rooms will continue to be used for assembly
purposes, and fatal crushes will conse¬

quently result In the degree that the exits
are not rendered straight and safe*
