ABBOTT COLLECTION AT THE NA-
TIONAL MUSEUM.

The National Museum is busy cataloging.
and describing the **Abbott Collection” of
basketry and other native specimens from
the island region westward of Borneo and
Sumatra. It Is a long operation and one
that has aroused the deepest interest, for
the collection is one of the most complete
and beautiful that has been sent by Dr. Ab-
bott from that part of the world. It is now
spread out In the museum galleries and oc-
cupies several rooms, There are altogether
037 pieces In the present group, and the
mere description will take the experts some
time. But Dr. Abbott has accompanied his
gift by a complete set of notes, and the
museum will be in a position soon to publish
a monograph on the little known chain of
islands west of Sumatra about which the
civilized world has heretofore had but lit-
tle accurate data. This island chaln in-
cludes the Island of the Women and a num-
ber of others whose peculiar customs and
social laws will make interesting matter
for consideration. The Island of Women,
for instance, is not an Adamless KEden as
might perhaps be Inferred from the name,
but has certain advanced ideas on female
supremacy and tribal government that
make the more highly clvilized places in
Colorado and New Zealand look like back
numbers and ought to furnish an Iideal
residence for Susan B. Anthony and Phoebe
Cousing.

Specimens of High Grade.

But the most interesting feature of the
basket collection from a brutally practical
standpoint is that it contains a large num-
ber of very high-grade specimens that will
be of interest not only to American manu-
facturers, but to the hosts of amateurs,
women and otherwise all over the country
who go in for basket-making and straw-
plaiting either as a recreation or for profit.

The natives of that part of the world
lmye reached a very high state of pro-
ficiency in basket work. They have the
material growing to their hand, rattan,
bamboo and a number of other pliable fiber
plants that lend themselves admirably to
this work. In fact, there are a number of
the plants used in this collection that it
may prove deslrable for the Department of
Agriculture to investigate with a view to
acclimatizing them in the warmer rezions
of this country or seeing whether there is
not something of the same sort already
Browing in the Philippines or In Porto
Rico. Of course. even should some new
Industry grow in this way out of the pres-

L ent investigation, it would not be a very

large or epoch-making affair, but there is a
wide enough range of possibility In it to
make the work worth following up.

There are all sorts of specimens In the
collection. Hats of various BOTIE, sSome
finlshed and some only partly made, so that
the weave and the material can be more
closely studied, baskets of a score of dif-
ferent sorts and shapes, fish traps, carrying
panniers and household utensils. There is
in the colleetio nalmost every gort of ma-
ferial known to basket work, some of it
entirely different from anything generally
known or used in this couniry. There [s
also every conceivable stitch in the weay-
ing from the big octagonal cane seat chalr
weave that Is famillar to every one down
1o close woven grass and rattan baskets
Lthat look more ltke cloth than like wicker
work, with threads as fine as those of a
high-grade Panama hat,

Will Be Put on Exhibition.

All of these specimens will ultimately
elther be put on exhibition or will be placed
where they are available for any one who
wants to inquire into the subject with a
view to getting new ideas on basket work.
It is not realized how often the museum’s
collection Is drawn on for ideas by both
amateurs and manufacturers. Jewelry ex-
perts, cloth and other designers and a score
of other artists drop in week after week
to see what there is In their own par-
ticular line capable of being worked up lo
advantage. Aboriginal man has a good
many basle Tdeas that are worth the at-
tention of his more highly developed brother
and manufacturers are not slow to realize
this.

As a single Instance, it might be men-
tioned that the common willow waste bas-
ket, such as one sees In every office, and
which can.be hought for a few cents, is a
direct development of one manufacturer’s
inguiries Into California basket making.
The basket Is a combinatlon of two prlm?
tive ideas In weaving, but though it {s now
turned out by the thousands In cheap manu-
factured form, it is really an old specimen
of artistle handieraft revived and adapted.

There may be similar usable ideas hidden
In the present collectlon and if there are,
they will soon be putin a position to use,

Dr. Abbott’s Work,

Dr. Abbott !s not one of the museum's
regular staff, but he is looked upon with
much affection and respect by the sclentists,
ile Is a man of independent means, a good
all round naturalist, a falr artist and keen
observer, with a working knowledge of
geology, paleontology and the kindred
sciences that go to make up an excellent
tield man. He went to the east a good
many years ago and caught the‘fever of
eastern life. On his last trip to Washington
he told some of the offielals of the museum
that he thought at firat he would not like
the life in the islands, but filnally he was
like & good many others, the charm of

oriental existence dawned on him. He
“heard the east a-calling, and can't ’eed
nothin’ else.”” He bought himself a yacht

over in Burmah and for several years has
been going through the almost unvisited
islands around Borneo and the Sumatra.
He has made a number of collectlons of
great value from an artistle and sclentific
standpoint and it looks as though he had a
iong term of usefulness ahehd of him in his
own peculiar line, which he Is following in
that little known quarter of the globe.

Display -of Captured Colors.

The display in the rotunda of the Capltol
of battle flags, standards and colors cap-
tured by United States forces from forelgn
enemies is provided for In a bill Introduced
In the House recently by Representative
McNary of Massachusetts, The bill stipua-
lates that If the rotunda is found not to be
a sultable place, a memorial bullding shail
be erected In Washington or at Arlington
cemetery to house the trophies.

-Private Service for Members of the

~ Royal Family.

There was an impressive memorial serv-
ice over the body of King Christian in the
“garden’” room of the palace at Copen-
hagen, Denmark, last night. All the mem-
bers of the royal famlly were present, but
otherwise the ceremony was strictly pri-
vate.

A striking feature of the lylng-in-state of
the monarch is its extreme simplicity and
the abundant evidence of the loving rever-
erce of the members of the royal famBy,
who spend most of their time in the room
aranging the flowers and disposing of new-
ly arriving wreaths ana floral designs,

Two sentrles of the Foot Guard, wearing
old-fashioned busbles, stand at the door.
The coffin lies in the middle of the room,
beneath the gaze of the former Danish
kings and queens, whose pictures line the
red-tapestried walls. It is covered with two
Danish flags and lies amid banks of the
rarest flowers and surrounded by wreaths,
lilies, pink and white roses, violets, Iilies of
the valley and carnations.

On the coffin is the brass helmet, with its
plume, and the crossed sword and scabbard
worn by King Christian when he was the
captain of the Danish Horse Guards, the
Btandards of which regiment were planted
on either slde of the head, flanking two
enormous sllver candelabra from the col-
lection of the Danish kings at Rosenborg.

A massive sillver crucifix stands on 2
white-covered table, while palmsa and ferns
are arranged In the corners of the room to
complete the plcture of Impressive simplio-
ity. The entire absence of black from the
“garden” room I8 noteworthy. The red
walls, gilded window frames and multi-col-
ored flowers, among which the king's fa-
vorite Magna Charta rose predominatgs,
completely remove the gloom of the usual
death chamber. The whole rather suggests
the glorious crowning of an honored life,

This note was also struck by the prayers
and sermons in all the churches yesterday
in which King Christlan was eulogized, not
g0 much as a monarch, but as a splendid
pattern for every .Christian.

PROPOSED NATIONAL THEATER.

Site in New York City Bought for the

Enterprise.

The site for the Conrled National The-
ater, which will also be used as an opera
house, was acquired Saturday. It is bounded
by Broadway and €entral Park West, and
takes up the whole block between 624 and
634 streets. ‘The price pald was $750,000.

Mr. Conrled will be at the head of the
new enterprise, and the theater will be
called the National Theater., The plays to
be presented are to be the highest standard
of art and to represent the best of all na-
tions. -The American drama will receive
encouragement and comic operas will be
nresented twice a week.

In the theater there are to be 30 boxes
arranged In the shape of a horseshoe, The
owner of each box is to pay $100,000 for it,
and they are to be the property of the
buyers In perpetuity. The holders of these
boxes are to be selected by a committee,
which i{s to endeavor to choose people of
undoubted social standing. Besldes its en-
tertainment feature those who have made
possible the theater belleve that it should
be largely educational. At a greatly re-
duced price, 25 cents for each performance,
600 seats are to be reserved for studenta.
A committee chosen from the professors of
the leading universities will declde what
plays are suitable for them to witness,

Plays of modern tflmes are to be passed on
by & committee on fashions and manners,
and speclal effort ls to be made to have
costumes and accessories represent exactly
the period of the play. The stock com-
pany for the theatrical performances is to
use BEnglish entirely. Beveral of the best
Greek tragedies are to be presented, and
these as well as other plays in foreign lan-
guages will be translated and presented in
English. The theater ls to be completed
in time for the season of 1908, when there
are to be thirty weeks of plays and operas.

A MURPHY-HEARST TRUCE.

New York Gossip of a Possible Politi-
cal Treaty.

There has been much qulet talk at Tam-
many Hall and the city hall in New York in
the last few days about a combination be-
tween Charles ¥, Murphy and Willlam R.
Hearst to promote the purposes of both.
Murphy wishes to remain at the head of
Tammany. Hearst, il s sald, wants the
democratic nominaton for governor. Hearst
can help Murphy by instructing his follow-
erg to vote for district leaders favorable to
Murphy &t the next primarles. Murphy
can help Hearst by sending a delegution to
ths state conventlon which will vote for
Hearst for governor. It would be a strong
combination—there {g no Goubt about that—
and the talk about it seems to be something
more than gossip.

It would be etrange, indeed, to see Hearst
working for Murphy, after pfcmrlng him in
his newspapers in prison atripe#, with ball
and chain attachment, but strapger things
have happened In politics. It has beén ob-
served lately that the Hearst newspapers
have been dealing more gently with Mur-
phy. They have dropped the prison stripes
and deal out to him only the ordinary yel-
low journal abuse and ‘at rather long in-
tervals.

Murphy's newspaper organ on the other
hand has no longer a word to say against
Hearst. It Is too busy attacking Mayor
McClellan. Politiclans would not be at all
supriged if within a few months the Hearst
newspapers call the Tammany leader Mis-
ter Murphy and refer to him as the “sturdy
bulwark of democracy in New York city.”

Shah Alarmed Over Revolt in Persdia.

According to private advices the ple-
turesque revolutionary movement In Persia
{8 assuming a more acute character. The
shah in great alarm summoned his most
trusted advisers in Burope In order to con-
sult them as to the best methods for meet-
ing the crisis. A ‘‘constitution” has not
vet been realized, even on paper. The
church party, which includes the all-pow-
erful mullahs, is pressing Its advantages to
the utmost.

The developments are being watched with
interest In dlplomatic circles as Persia
is one of the pawns In the larger game of
international politics.

Petersburg
has departed for Teheran.

Inventor of a New Systerh Proposes to
Send Messages to Europe. .

An underground telegraph message to

Europe is expected to be the next great

triumph  of Father Joseph Murgas of

Wilkesbarre, Pa., whose new system of
wireless telegraphy Is now In practical
operation.

Since the completion of the aerial wireless
system and its development to its present
stage of perfection Father Murgas has been
experimenting with an underground service
which lLe believes will be more valuable
than the aerial system. His experiments
g0 far have been !!mited to short dls-
tances with moderate electrical power and
shallow holes. But he ig now completing
underground stations in Wilkesbarre and
Scranion and will conduct the experiments
on a larger scale.

Bo far as he has proceeded with this work
g0 successful has his theory of underground
wireless telegraphy proved that Saturday he
announced he had no doubt of his ability to
send an underground message to Europe,
and that the experiment will shortly ‘be
made, despite the fact that It Is estimated
it will cost £20,000.
~ He will require, he says, a shaft 3,000
feet deep In this country and ene of similar
depth in Burope. Each of these will have
to be concreted to render them impervious
to dampness, which would destroy the
efficiency of the wires with which the send-
ing and recelving apparatus will be con-
nected with the surface. A great deal or
power will also be required.

The shafts at Wilkesbarre and Beranton
are 800 feet deep and the distance Is
elghteen miles. he shaft at the former
city was completed and partly concreted
when it fllled with water and another one
will have to be bored. The Scranton shaft
is now nearly completed.

Father Murgas’ wireless system differs
from all others In use by dispensing with
the Morse system and substituting musical
tones, each tone representing a letter or a
code word or group of words, 8o that a
speed about ten times as great as the
fastest Morse code can be attained.

WOREK ON WHARF PIERS.

Preparations for Coming Excursion
Beason by Steamer Companies.

The work of enlarging the pier used by
the River View and Colonial Beach steam-
ers has been started In preparation for the
coming excursion season. The passenger
shed on the pler 18 to be made twenty feet
longe rand twenty-five feet is to be added to
the length “of the pier, which will be
brought to the harbor lines as laid down
by the United States engineers. This addi-
tion to the pier has been made necessary
In order to make a safe berth for the blg
steamer Bt. John's, which will be put on
the River View and Colonial Beach route
during the coming summer. The St. John's
will be brought here early In April. She
{s 250 feet lon gand will be the largest side-
wheel steamer ever in service on Lhe Po-
tomac river. :

The overhaullng of the pier used by the
Mt. Vernon and Marshall Hall steamer has
also been started, and in a few days the
work of bringing it out to the line of the
new ferry house and erecting a new, mod-
ern and ornamental office bullding in Keep-
ing with the new bulldings recently erected
along the river front will be started. The
new bullding will be a two-story structure,
with ticket offices and waillng rooms on
the ground floor, and the general offices of
the company in the second story.

All the wood work has been completed
about the new warehouse which, as has
been mentioned in The Star, is being built
on the K street Wharf for the depdt quar-
termaster of the army for the use of the
freight shipped on the tug Lieutenant
Cushing, running between thls clty and the
Potomac forts, and as soon as the metal
which I8 to cover the gldes and reef of
the new structure arrives and Is put on the
bullding will be ready for the reception of
freight.

PURE FOOD BILLS.

Lively Fight Promised Before a Meas-

ure is Enacted.

counterpart of the Heyburn blll in the Sen-
ate, both of them belng In llne with the
policy of Dr: H, W. Wiley and the Depart-
mént of Agriculture. The opponents of the
department’s bill, it is said, would like to
see & measure enacted that would leave
the seMers. of all: misbranded and adulter-
ated goods free to pursue their vocation |
and ultimately escape on the plea of ignor-
ance, the word “knowingly” having been
Inserted at smeveral points for this especlal
purpose, =

But the allvoeates -of the Heyburn bill
contend that the measure is all right as it
stands and that the measure will pass over
all substitutes and amendments and that
there will not be a dozen votes agalnst It
on its final passage.

Absolutism Possible in Hungary.

The negotiations looking to the settlement
of the Hungarian situation ended in a com-
plete faflure In Vienna yesterday, and
Count Jullus Andrassy, one of the leaders
of the coalition partles, returned to Buda-
pest afler a lengthy Interview with the em-

peror-king, whe refused to accept the modi-
fled program of the coalitlon. TUnless the
coalition vields at the last hour this fallure
to reach an agreement must, it {s thougit,
result in an effort by the erown to establish
an absolutism in Hungray.

Unlawful Wearing of Uniform.

A fine of $100 and imprisonment for thirty
days is provided by a bill Introduced re-
cently by Representative Lafean of Penn-
sylvania as punishment for the unlawful

wearing .of the uniform of the army, the
navy, the Marine Corps or the revenue cut-
ter service of the United Btates.

After Patent Medicines.

Delegate E. W. Gaines of Norfolk has of-
fered a bill in the house which is aimed di-
rectly at the patent medicines sold in this
state. It requires the proprietors of the
medicines to print the formulae of the
various ‘‘tonics” and “blood remedies’ of-
fered for sale In the state, and provides
that whenever any patent or proprietary
medicine shall be sold, offered for sale,
glven away or distributed, which contains
as much or more than 8 per cent of ethyl
aleohol, er as much or more than one twen-
ty-fifth of 1 per cent of morphine, heroln,
cocalne, or of salts, or of derivations there-
of, or as much or more than omne-fourth of
1 per cent of chloral hydrate, or any par-
ticle of cotton root, ergot, or other aborti-
facient the fact that such remedies con-
talning the stuff shall be stated, “In plain
English, across the top label of the box
or package, the facts that 1t does contain
such ingredients, the letters to be In size not
less than what is known as eight polnt, and
shall be printed In red.”

This, in addition to the formula, i to
be printed on the outside wrapper and on
the package, box, parcel, or bottle.
All packages contalnlng any of the in-
gredients named are to be labelled piainly
that the formulae are given in accordanece
with the 1M™ws of the state, and are to he
branded *'poizon™ in type not less than eight-
een point In size. The penalties are heavy,
ranging from a fine of from § to $20 to
thirty days to six months in jall.

Must Seil Pure Liguor.

Benator F. B. Tavenner of Shenandoah
has offered a blll In the senste which is
aimed at the liquor men, and strikes a blow
not surpassed by the measure proposed by
Delegate Galines. Eenator Tavenner wants
10 gee Lhe iluuors sold In the state brought
up to the standard of purity, for which the
gtate was famous many vears ago. And he
proposes to put manufacturers and dealers
in jail and to make them pay heavy fines
if they violate the provislons of a bill
which he has offered, which contains the
following language:

“Any person who shall adulterate, for the
purpose of sale, any spirituous, aleohollie or
mualt lquors, used or intendasd for us=e as
dy!nk or for medicinal purposes, with
vitriol, opium, alum, capsicum, copperas,
laurel water, logwood, cochlineal, sa:g‘ur or
lead, aloes, tannic acld, or any other sub-
stance which Is poisonous or injurious to
health, or any substance not a necessary
ingredient to the manufacturer thereof, or
whoever offers for sale, keeps for gale, any
such liquors so adulterated, shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall,
for the first offense, be fined not exceeding
$200, and for each succeeding offense shall
be fined not exceeding $300, and confinea
In the jall of the county or city not less
than a year.” The bill Is now In committes
and will be taken up next week.

Monument to Pathfinder of the Seas.
Senator J. Lawrence Campbell of Bed-
ford has offered a bill In the senate to pro-
vide for the erection of a monument to
Commodore Matthew Fontalne Maury, the
distinguished Virginlan. The monument 18
fo be placed on Capitol Square and s to
cost not less than $20,000, one half of which
shall be pald by the state, The state some
years ago appropriated §10,000 for a monu-
ment to Gen. J. B. B. Btuart, the condition
being that It should be placed on Capitol
Bquare.
