Dr. Peets' Opinion in Regard to It—

President Roosevelt Is about to veto a bill
that has passed Congress, providing for the
establishment of power plants to generate
electricity at Muscle Shoals, Ala., one of
ile greatest power points in the world,
said to be next to Niagara Falls in [ts
great value In that diredtion. Representa-
tive Richardson of Alabama, in whose dis-

trict Muscle Shoals 15 located, ls trying
hard to get the President to change his
mind and hopes he will succeed In placing

the matter in such a light as to win the
favor of the President.

A similar bill was put through Congress
four years ago, and the President at that
time vetoed it. He affixed his veto before
the Alabama people had opportunity to talk
to him about it. The President takes the
position that the bill would confer valu-
able privileges and franchises for which the
government would not recelve a cent, and
he belleves that these franchises should be
pald for by the corporations that estab-
1ish plants at the Shoals.

The Presldent talked the matter over to-
day with Representative Richardson, Sec-
retary Taft, Gen. Mackengzle, ehlef of engl-
neers, and Chalrman Burton of the rivers
and harbors committee. Mr. Burton is un-
derstood to hold the same position as the
President. Becretary Taft has been asked
for a legal oplnlon, and he must give It in
the next few days, as the law will become
operative through the failure of the Presi-
dent to sign unless he should see fit to veto.

In the event that the President again
vetoes the bill he will fix a precedent that
will affect a number of similar bills pending
in Congress, and hereafter no bill can go
through the White House unless it contains
provisions that the government shall re-
celve compensation for the power derived

from navigable streams. The bellef Is pret-
ty strong that the Presldent wlll again
veto the bill

A Visitor From China.

Benator Brandegee of Connecticut called
upon the Presldent this morning and pre-
sented Rev., Lyman P. Peet, who for elgh-
teen years has been at the head of Foo-
chow College, China. Dr. Peet was a ciass-
mate of Senator Brandegee's at Yale, but
instead of following the law, as his friend
did, he selected the ministry, and was gent
by the American board of the Congrega-
tional Church to China eighteen years ago.
:‘\iriil.ki“g of the boycott In China, Dr. Peet

“Conditions In China in regard to the boy-
cott seem to be getting worse and worse.

There hava been a number of riots and
¢rimes committed. The offlelals pretend to
ehow n desire to bring about peace and
qulet, but secretly they are encouraging the
boycott as much as possible.

“l think the Unfted States immigration
laws should be revised so as to be more
Iiberal to the better class of Chinese. Of
courge, I do not advocate the admission of
coolles, for they are not so desirable, but 1
contend that the United States could with
benefit to Itself admit the higher class of
Chinese.

“T'he United States should, however, be
absolutely firm In its dealings with China.
Any display of generosity will be construed
By the Chinese as fear. For instance, the
report elrculated about a year ago that the
United States was going to return to China
a large part of the indemnity was Inter-
preted as fear on the part of this country.

“The flrmer we act with China, the more
friendly she will become.”

To Go on Arctic Exploration.
Capt. Ejnar Mikke!sen, commander of the

Anglo-American polar expedition, called at
the White House, being officially presented
to the Presldent through the Danish min-
ister, and personally introduced by Henry
Edward Reed of New York. Capt. Mikkel-
sen explained to-the President that he pro-
peses to keep away from the north pole,
and, with two companions, who are scien-
tists, plunge Into the wholly unexplored

reglonof the Arctic ocean, Mikkelsen's part-
ner in the undertaking is a young Ameri-
can, Ernest Leffingwell of Illinois. The ex-
pedition as an entirety is organized under

the ausplces of the Royal Geographical 3o-
clety of England and an American maga-
gine.

Senator Millard asked the President to
promote Col. . W. Hoyt of the 25th In-
fantry to be brigadler general. Colonel
Hoyt is stationed with his regiment at Fort
Niobrara, Nebraska, and |s said to have a
good record

Elliwtt Durand of Chicago, representing
the Nationul Business League and Natlonal
Association of Manufacturers, talked to the
FPresident today about the various measures

pending in Congress in which his organiza-
tions are Interested. These {nclude consular
reorganization, Chinese exclusion and raill-
rogd rates. Mr. Durand belleves that the
exclusion laws should be amended so as to
be much broader and permit the entrance
of Chinese laborers. "“The farms of the
country are suffering for want of labor,” he

sald.

Repeal of Timber and Stone Act.
Chairman Lacey of the House jHublie
committee called upon -the Presi-
dent. He sald he had strong hope of the
enactment of the bill for the repeal of the
timber and stone act. This bill is now
pending In the publlc lands committee.
Last sesslon a small majority of the com-
mitlce was against the bill. Mr. - Lacey
sald this morning that he would insist this
sesslon on & minority report, If necessary,
In favor of the bill, thus insuring corsid-
eration of it on the floor.

GREENE-GAYNOR TRIAL

GILLETTE ON SAVANNAH CONDI-
TIONS WHEN CARTER QUIT.

SAVANNAH, Ga., February 10.—Maj.
Glllette resumed the stand in the federal
court today- and gave further evidence
against Greene and Gaynor, who are
charged with having defrauded the govern-
ment out of some §2,000,000. Maj. Gilletle
described conditions as he had found them
when he came to Savannah to succeed O.
M. Carter in charge of the district. Bl
made inspections of the work under coa-
struction of Greene and Gaynor, and it was
what he then discovered that induced him
to make the reports that resulted in the
abrogation of the contracts, for the prefer-
ring of charges against Carter, his court-
martial and conviction, and the present
trial of the contractors.

In telling of the inspection he made of
the mattresses Maj. Gillette sald:

“It was more like climbing over a brush
heap; branches sticking out in every diree-
tion. I could have gone on through It.
Resemblance to facings was so slight that
I could not tell what it was meant to be.
One-twentieth of the area was air. There
were some cases where butts of two or
three big logs came in and made the area
larger. There was no evidence of choking
or anything like the rim facings.

The Mattress Incident.

“Taking the elght courses of mattresses
they might have made one good course. I
told the assistant engineer he could accept
It as a mattress. I then found that that
was supposed to be elght mattresses.”

- you mean to say, major, that the
government paid for elght mattresses
where there was only one?' asked the
court.

“That was the system of payment. The
government never pald Greene and Gaynor
for those mattresses at all."”

A photograph of one of the mattresses
that was being put in when Maj. Gillette
arrived to succed Carter was exhibited.

How Uncle Sam Paid.

Maj. Gillette said that the government
had been paying at the rate of $3,600 for
something it could have secured in the
open market for $400. That, he said, was
what the work done by Greene and Gaynor
under Carter amounted to. All the adver-
tisements, specifications, contracts, etc.,
antedated the actual construction and
eventual payment by Carter, he said, of the
government's money to the contractors
was but payt of the scheme.

They were intended to confuse the main
issue, to vell the real purpose, which was
to make the government pay nine prices by
shutting out competition and leaving no
alternative to the acceptance of Greene and
Gaynor, the contractors. “Without any
authority Carter purchased a brush heap
and paid for a properly constructed mat-
tress of elght courses.' said Maj. Gillette.

E. R. Conant, Brunswick, Ga., who was
an inspector under Carter, identified cer-
taln tri-monthly reports upon the river
and harbor work.

Contracts Were Disregarded.

Mr. Conant sald that In contracts orf
1862 and 1804 for Cumberland sound log
mattresses were not put in, but brush mat-
tresses, much cheaper than the logs, were

used.

A letter from Carter to Col. Craighill,
Corps of Engineers, of May 22, 1888, was
read. In this Carter stated that he disap-
proved the use of log and brush near Fer-
nandina, Fla. He stated that he would ad-
vise against the use of log and brush, and
thought It should not be used save when It
could not be helped.

Maj. Gillette explained that the teredo
is extremely plentiful in Fernandina waters
and exceedingly destructive to wood. The
government's contention {s that despite
this knowledge and view of Carter, the lat-
ter, recommended logs and brush for use
In the jetty work.

MURDER ON A TRAIN.

Italian Killed During Attempt to Ar-
rest Robbers Buspected.

FXETER, N. H., February 10.—Two un-
krown men who boarded a Boston and
Malne express traln at Dover shot and
mortally.wounded an unknown Italian as
he was starting to leave the train at Rock-
Ingham Junction today. The conduetor
of the train had attempted to arrest the
men, having been notified by the Dover
police they had robbed the Luddy & Cur-
rler shoe factory at Dover and that they
were on the train. At the same moment
the Italian started to leave the car and
one of the alleged robbers fired flve re-
volver shots at him, all of which took ef-
fect. The Italian died shortly afterward. In
tha confusion which followed the two men
jumped from the car and disappeared In the
woods.

The Dover police report that the safe of
the Luddy factory was blown open, but
that the robbers secured less than $15.
Dover officers who heard the explosion saw
the two men running in the direction of the
factory and saw them jump aboard the
train as it was pulling out of the station.
The Dover officers telegraphed to Stocking-
ham Junction to have the men arrested
there. It was while this arrest was being
attempted that the shooting occurred and
the suspects escaped.

This amendment is now pending before
the Senate and will be in order when the
statehood bill comes up for discussion. The
bill itself is before the Senate, with a fa-
vorable report from the committee without
important features of difference from the
form In which it was passed by the House
of Representatives.

It has been determined on the part of the
friends of statehood not to make any con-
cession of this sort unless it should prove
to be absolutely necessary in order to pass
the bill. They believe that such an amend-
ment will introduce a question of doubt as
to the ultimate result of the legislation,
which they are convinced will have no
beneficial result.

But on the other hand there are quite a
number of senators who are determined
not to vote for the blll unless this provision
is inserted In it. They claim that It is only
fair to submit this question, which Is a
matter of doubt to the people of these ter-
ritorles, Members of the committee gen-
erally express entire confldence in thelr
ability to pass the blil without the votes
of those who will resist It unless the For-
aker amendment ls inserted, but this view
is not accepted by every one, and quite a
body of senators are still of the opinion
that unless the Foraker amendment is ac-
cepted it will not be possible to pass the
statehood bill.

INSURANCE SCHEME PROBED.

Dead Man Alive.

VICTOR, Col, February 10.—J. C. Me-
Eachern, whose death was reported on Jan-
uary 22, and life insurance pollcles pald,
was agrested at the home of his sister last
night by Clty ‘Marshal Naylor after a fight
in which McEachren was wounded by a
bullet. McEachern was reported to have
been kllled by the accidental discharge of
giant powder, but investigation by fraternal
socleties In which he was Insured disclosed
that the body of Robert Speed, who was
killed two days previcusly In a mine, had
teen unearthed, taken to the tunnel In
which McEachern was workipg and blown
{0 pleces with glant powder. The authori-
ties were Informed that McEachern was the
vietim of the blast and an old line life in-
surance company paid a pollcy on his life.

A deeper investigation by fraternal so-
cleties resulted in flnding McEachern allve
and his arrest followed.

Jask Cowley, who worked with McEach-
ern, was also placed in jail. The treatment
of the body of Robert Speed greatly In-
censed his friends and lynching was threat-
ened. In order to better proiect McEach-
ern he has been removed to the county jall
at Cripple Creek and a heavy guard placed
around the prison.

THE HEARING IS RESUMED

Chairman Knapp Before the Senate
Committee.

TRYING TO DEFINE A WORD

Considering the Meaning of “Trans-
portation”—Providing for Re-
view by the Courts.

‘With all sorts of compromises' rumored,
the Henate committee on interstate com-
merce today resumed consideration of ralil-
road-rate bills under the agreement to meet
daaily untll February 16, when a vote will
be taken. The rupture in the committee
yvesterday, causing ‘Senator Clapp to with-
draw and Benators Délliver and Aldrich to
indulge In a heated controversy over the
character of the amendments offered, was
smoothed over temporarily, at least. Bena-
tor Clapp, however, was absent, and all the
members involved participated in_ the dis-
cussions today.

The session of the committee continued
until 9:30 p.m., when an adjournment was
taken until Monday, The discussion was
confined to section 1 .and principally to the
definition of the word *‘transportation.”

Chairman Knapp of the Interstate com-
merce commission was before the commit-
tee to explain his understanding of the
word. He took the position that it was
not amblguous as had been clalmed, as
applied to common carriers, and that it
did not Include Pullman cars and express
lines. No agreement ‘was reached, a num-
ber of the senntors, taking the position
that it might include automoblles or other
means of transportation not now Intended
to be regulated by the bill

. Review by the Courts.

The consideratlon of the bill yesterday
was confined to section 1, which Is not
theé rate-making section. Advocates of the
bill Inslst that the provisions over which
the real differences arise shall be taken up

serlously.

This insistence had reference to the con-
trovérsy of yesterday when Senator Dolli-
ver took the committee to task for its lev-
ity in considering railroad rate legislation.
The chlef variance concerns the court fea-
tures and involves the right of the rail-
reads to have the rates fixed by the com-
mission reviewed by the courts before they
become operative. :

Certaln opponents of the House bill, who
have been contending for a specific recogni-
tion of that right, have suggested another,
and concededly a more moderate amend-
ment. This provides that the courts may
determine the lawfulness of a rate fixed by
the commission, which would amount to a
test proceeding and have a bearing an
-all subsequent orders of the commission.

In effect this would mean that after the
constitutionality of the powers given the
commisslon had been determin by the
highest court nothing would stand in the
way of the execution of further orders is-
sued by the commission in accordance with
this construction. The rallroads, of course,
would have the right of any litigant to con-
test orders which they believed to be un-
just, but this would not -obstruct the con-
tinuance of the orders on any ground ex-
cept thelr lawfulness, Courts would review
the reasonableness of rates in the manner
permitted by the House bill.

Determination of Constitutionality.

How acceptable this proposed amendment
will be to the majority of the opponents
of the bill has not been ascertained, but
Senator Aldrich is sald to favor it.

It is a compromise only in that it pro-
vides for the determination of the consti-

tutionality of the bill before its provisions
are enforced. It ie believed generally that
if adopted it would result in the greatest
legal contest in the history of the courts.

Some senators not on the committee re-
gard the proposed compromise as decldedly
radical rather than moderate. They con-
tend that It would subject the law to de-
feat In the courts.

The danger of having the legislation de-
pend on a test case necessarily involving
at most only an Integral part of the ques-
tion is looked upon by them with suspicion.

Hopeful Feeling at the Capitol.
There was much hopeful talk today at
the Capltol In relation to the prospect of a
prompt solution of the problems embraced
I the rallroad rate bill. It is declared hy
people who claim to know the facts of the
case that In thelr eagerness to force a

compliance with the Hepburn bill by the
Senate the President’s position in the mat-
ter has not been stated In a way that the
Prealdent himself is willlng to approve.

The declaration has been made time and
time agaln that if the Senate Insists upon
the Insertion in the bill of a provision for
an appeal to the courts from the decisions
of the Interstate commerce commission, as
has been advocated by a majority of the
republicans on the committee on Interstate
commerce in the BSenate, the President
would decline to approve it and would call
an extra session of Congress to pass an-
other bill in conformity with his views."

This 18 now sald to have been an over-
statement of the facts, as it 1s sald the
President has not only deniled that that
was his posilon, but has stated that he
would not object to a provision In the bill
giving under proper safeguards an appeal
to the courts, this provision to be placed In
the bill. It is stated that the President
has recenly stated that this attitude to-
ward this legislation, as explained by a
member of the Senate committee on inter-
state commerce, did not conform to the
views he has expressed.

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IMPORTANT DECISION.

Involves Precise Question Pending in
Standard 0il Case.

ST. LOUIS, February 10.—Attorney Gen-
eral Hadley today forwarded to Judge Gil-
dersleeve of the supreme court of New York
city, a certified copy of the decislon of the
United States Clrcuit Court of Appeals in

the case of the Dowagiac Manufacturing
Company agt. Willlam Lochiner, which in-
volves the precise question that is pending
before Judge Glldersleeve In the Standard
Oil Company case,

The decision is favorable to the conten-
tion made by Mr. Hadley in the Standard
Oil case. .

The opinion, written by Justice Sanborn,
sets forth:

“It Is not the duty of an auxiliary court
to judge, within whose jurisdiction testi-
mony is belng taken In a sult pending in a
court of another jurisdiction, to consider or
determine the competency, materiality or
revelancy of the evidence, which one of the
parties seeks to elicit.

“It is the duty of such court or judge to
compel the production of the evidence, un-
less the witness or the evidence is privileged
or it clearly and affirmatively appears that
it would be an abuse of the process of the
court to compel its production.”

Another Snow Law Proposed.

Senator Galllnger will introduce In the
Benate Monday a bill for the removal of
ice and snow from the sidewalks of this
city. It Is believed this measure, which
has long been discussed, will be success-
ful in effecting the prompt cleaning of
the sldewalks of the city.

Senator Galinger's bill provides for the

cleaning of sidewalks In the first four
hours of daylight on the day after the
fall of a snow, and in case Ice is formed
the sldewalk is to be sprinkled with
ashes or some other suitable substance.
For failure to comply with this law a fine
of $5 or five days In jall Is provided.

The Cry That is Spreading Rapidly in
China.

BAN ¥RANCISCO, February 10.—*“Asia
for Aslatics.” This, says Willlam V. Car-
michael, & Shanghal merchant, just arrived
here, 1s the cry that has been taken up in
China and spread like wildfire from province
to province, kindling everywhere the slum-
bering hatred of the Mongolian against all
forelgners. The spirit of revolt is rife In
the land, young China is rising, and in his
opinion trouble is bound to come.

The growing sentiment against the forelgn
element in China, according to Carmichael,
will result in open hostilities unless they
take a hand and show that they are pre-
pared with armed force to suppress the
first signs of an outbreak. He says that
the only way to gain the respect of the
Chinese i{s to inspire them with a whole-
some fear of foreigmers.

“It is impossible,”” he says, “to deal with
the Chinese with diplomacy. The only
thing to do is to selze their territory, as
Germany did in 1809, and thus bring them
to their senses.'

ORAFT OF SNOW LW

Measure Submitted to Con-
gress by Commissioners.

SOME OF ITS PROVISIONS

quired to Clear Sidewalks.

PREVIOUS LAW HELD INVALID

Views of the District Authorities
Communicated in a Letter Ac-
companying the BilL

After mature deliberation and consulta-
tion of all possible authorities the Commis-
sloners yesterday afternoon submitted 1o
Congress, with favorable recommendation,
the draft of a new “snow law' for the
District of Columbla. The provisions of
the proposed statute are drastic In that if
& householder or property owner falls to
remove lce or snow from the sidewalk in

front of his property he may be filned or

imprisoned in the workhouse, and In case
of a non-resident property owner falling
to have the prescribed work done, the
Commissioners are held responsible for It,
and the cost of labor employed by the gov-
ernment is to bhe assessed against the prop-
erty at the rate of 3 cents per lineal foot
front.

In explaining the difficulties encountered

in their efforts to enforee previous “‘snow
laws,” and in estimating the cost of the
work if done entirely by the municipality,
the Commissioners, in their letter trans-
mitting the proposed bill, sald:

“The last snow and ice law enacted by
Congress was held invalid by the Court of
Appeals on the ground, broadly speaking,
that it was the duty of the municipality to
remove the snow and lce. After this decl-
slon the Commissloners bhrough! the matter
to the attention of the House committees on
appropriations, and suggested that If the
intent of the court was to be executed in
literal fashion, an appropriation of at least
£100,000 should be immedintely provided. No
appropriation for this purpose was made,

and the Commissioners endeavored to en-
force an old police regulation, simple In Its
form, but which had in the past been ef-
fective.

Views of the Commissioners.

“Thesenforcement of this regulation was
contested in the courts, and while the suit
resulted adversely to the District, the court
made the following declaration:

* ‘We are of opinion that as the law now
stands Congress alone, and not the Com-
missioners, have the authority to regulate
the removal of snow and ice from the paved
sidewalks, crossings and other traveled
spaces of the public highways of the Dis-
trict; that, as the law now stands, the duty
is upon the munliecipality (tself to cause such
removal; and that {t is not competent for
the Commissioners by any regulation what-
ever which they may adopt to remove that
burden from themselves as the responsibla
agents of the municipality and impose It
upon {ndividual citizens.’

“With this Intimation, the Commissloners
have the honor to recommend to Congress
the enactment of the regulation Into law.
Any®measure which proposeas the removal
of snow and ifce by the municipality with
the cost thereof assessed against abutting
property, presents almost Insuperable ob-
stacles, owing to the fact that there are
560 miles of paved sidewalk within the fire
limits of the District of Columbia, equaling
2,004,000 lineal feet.

Estimate Submitted.

“It is estimated that under ordinary con-
ditlons, with an average depth of snow of
six inches and with a rldge in the center
of the sldewalk packed down by pedestrians,
one wman could clean thirty feet of walk
and apen the gutter in one hour. In an
elght-hour day this would regulre 12,100
men and cost, at §1.50 each per day, an ag-
gregate of $18,150, a sum which would reach
fully $20,000 when tools, supervislon of
gangs, etc., are taken Into conslderation,
Even If the cleaning should be performeai
by plow, using hand labor to open up house
entrances and crossings, the estimated cost
would be at least $5,000 per storm, with
an aditional cost, made necessary by the
aiternate thawing and freezing afterward
and the consequent need of sprinkling with
ashes, of $£3,600, whila the cost of opening
gutters would be $1,500, making a total of
$10,000 for each storm, equal to 3% mlills
per lineal foot.

“In addition to this the clerical labor In-
volved In keeping books for the assessment
of about 110,000 pieces of property for the
cost of removal would require a very large
addition to the clerical force of the as-
sessor’'s office.

“The Commlissioners are of the opinion
that the ideal method would be to have the
work performed by the municipality, but, at
the same time, appreciate the Impractica-
bility, if not impossibility, of securing suffi-
cient labor when each emergency arises, the
enormous cost involved and the other diffi-
culties in the way of devising a proper
scheme of assessment and collection of the
taxes imposed upon the property.”

Some of the Provisions.

Section 1 of the proposed bill provides
that the owner, occupant, agent or man-
ager of any building or lot of land in the
Distriet of Columbia shall, within the first
four hours of daylight after snow has
sidewalk shall cause the same to be
moved, and in case iee has formed on the
sidewalk ehall cause the "same of be
sprinkled with ashes or some other sultable
substance. A fine of § or. In detault, im-
prisonment in the workhouse for not more
than five days, is provided as punishment
for any violater of the section.

Secticn 2 relates to fallure of nop-resident
property owners to obey the law, and pro-
vides that an assessment of 3 cents jpr foot
front shall be made against the pr%peny.
to be collected as general taxes in the Dis-
