THE YERKES ESTATE
AMOUNT MAY BE SOMEWHERE

NEAR $70,000,000.

The name of the late Charles T. Yerkes.
the traction magnate and Tnillionalre, will
he before the public for some time to come
If present Indications materialize Into some¬

thing tangible. According to New York dis¬
patches the Yerkes estate will amount to
about $70,000,000, instead of $15,00,000, as

was at first estimated.
That news of this startling discovery had

suddenly reached the ears of Mrs.-Y'erkes-
Mizner seemed certain last niglit. when It
was learned that she had hurriedly revoked
her decision to withdraw as trustee under
the will, and that Louis S. Owsley, co-trus-
tee with her and her stepson Charles, had
rushed to New York from Chicago; sum¬
moned to a conference with her.

Mr. Mizner's Statement.
"It has been ascertained." said a friend of

Wilson MIzner, the young husband who left
the house on St. Valentine's day, after a
tempestuous scene with his bride of less
than three weeks because, according to the
reports, she would not give a million doila.n
to him. "that about $.V),000,00 worth of
bonds and securities belonging to the Yerkes
estate had been hidden Wilson, who had
been a counselor to Mrs. Yerkes for more
than fourteen months before he married her
and in consequence was thoroughly con¬
versant with most of the details of the
Yerkes fortune, on which Mrs. Yexkes .ieM
herseif well posted, had his suspicions
aroused immediately after the estimate of
the value of the estate had been mad? by
the lan-yers and the other interested per¬
sons. Quiet investigation begun at that
time reached the point yesterday where it
was indicated that his suspicions had foun¬
dation in fact."
The report that the Yerkes estate had

shrunk mysteriously was emphatically de¬
nied by Louis S.Owsley, one of the trustees.
"We do not know of any shrinkage," he

said, "and so far have not been able to tell
the value of the estate. Of course, nobody
can say what certain properties will bring
until these properties have been offered for
sale. So far as the London securities held
by Mr. Yerkes are concerned, I will say
that there has been no decrease in their
value. About the Chicago tractions."well,
that's another story."

Hiding of Securities.
It Is not a shrinkage, however, in the

value of the securities that the Mizner peo¬
ple hint at, but a deliberate hiding c f quan¬
tities of bonds. It will be remembered that
general surprise was expressed when the
estimate of $15,000,000 was given as the total
value of the Yerkes estate at the time of
the traction magnate's death, and it was
suggested then that millions in securities
had been given by him during his life to
Miss Grigsby and other young women he
had befriended unknown to his wife. At
least half a dozen young women, it was
learned after his death, had been the bene¬
ficiaries of his liberality.
To what extent that liberality had deplet¬

ed his fortune was not known. The major¬
ity of these young women had been educat¬
ed for the stage or for literary pursuits by
Mr. Yerkes, and the cost of their education
under t^ie greatest masters and tutors in
Europe was enormous. In addition to that.
Mr. Yerkes invariably installed them and
their families In establishments commensur¬
ate with the wealth of a multi-millionaire.

It Is believed, however, that Mr. Yerkes
held large interests In various traction prop¬
erties in conjunction with partners, and
that these interests were in many cases in
the names of partners of whose identity he
alone knew. It has been suggested that
these properties are still in those hands,
and efforts to unearth them are to be made.

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NAVAL ACADEMY PROBE

INQUIRY INTO DISCIPLINE BY
CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEE.

The subcommittee on naval affairs <>f the
House of Representatives, which has been
In session at Annapolis four day* to inves¬
tigate the subject of hazing at th-- Naval
Academy, Is expected to adjourn Friday,
and the members are known to be perfect¬
ly satisfied that Superintendent Sands and
the officers of the department of discipline
have the situation well in hand and can be
thoroughly trusted to deal with any further
outbreak of hazing.
Chairman Vreeland of the committee sail

last night: "My opinion is that Admiral
Sands deserves tile highest pra se for the
manner in which he has dealt with the try¬
ing conditions at the academy. I be¬
lieve that the system of discipline which
he has inaugurated at the Naval Acad¬
emy will lead to the best results."
The other members of the committee share
the opinion of the chairman to such an ex¬
tent that the early adjournment of the
committee lias been decided upon.
Chairman Vreeland thus summed up the

result of tiie investigations of the board to¬
night:

200 Cases of Hazing.
"We have found that hazing has existed

at the Naval Academy for many years and
that there has been a great deal of the
practice during tRi* present scholastic year.
from September to December.
"The 200 or ryore instances of hazing

which have come to our attention vary In
seriousness, from making a man stand on
his head JJHI times successfully, to compel¬
ling an under classman to wake an upperciassman or tell him the days that remain
to graduation. The members of the com¬
mittee stand so straight in their opposition
to hazing that they lean backward. We.
are determined that means shall be taken
to suppress hazing and class tights. Fights
for some sudden provocation will occur oc¬
casionally. and we agree with Admiral
Sands that each case should be Judged ac¬
cording to its peculiar circumstances and
the conduct of each participant. The mem¬
bers of the committee are of the opinion
that some 01 the cases of hazing which
have been brought to our attention are
serious enough to merit dismissal while
others should not be punished so heavily "

Early Adjournment Unexpected.
The news that the committee would ad¬

journ this week was most unexpected, and
Indicates, as stated, that any suspicion
that they might have had that the authori¬
ties of the Naval Academy have not done
their duty or are not capable of handling
the situation has been dissipated. The
testimony has shown that Admiral Sands
and Captain C'olvocoresses. who have filled
the positions of superintendent and com¬
mandant of midshipmen since July last,
have been most active and direct in their
opposition to ail illegal customs among the
midshipmen.

It is known that the me-nbers of the
committee particularly approve of the
stand taken by Admiral Sands in refusing
to make bargains with the midshipmen in
order to procure their promises to obey
regulations.
The witnesses before the committee yes¬

terday were Lieut. Com. C. B McVay.
jr., of the department of discipline, and
Lieut. C. P. Snyder. The latter was the
officer of whom certain midshipmen stated
that he made a remark that they had
understood to mean that they should haze
the fourth classmen. The officer denied
that he meant this, as he had in the
trial before the court-marttal. Lieutenant
Commander McVay was examined as to
the workings of the department of dis¬
cipline.
An obstruction to the smooth workingsof the anti-hazing program has occurred

in the failure of the third class to passresolutions similar to those passed by the
second class, indicating that the members
of that class wil adso cease the practice.Not only Is this a fact, but it is said bymidshipmen that there is much opposition
among the members of the class to takingthe stand. It is argued by them that they
are in a different position from the seniors,
who are now midshipmen officers and honor
bound to carry out the orders of their
superiors, and that, therefore, the under
classmen are In no wise bound to followthose above them. There is, however, a
sentiment at work among the members ofthe class which may lead to a differentview.

Three Killed by Fall From Trestle.
The mangled remains of three men were

found yesterday beneath a high trestle of
the Louisville and Nashville railroad lead¬
ing to the bridge across the Tennessee
river at Knoxville. Tenn. They were iden¬
tified as three young men who lived in the
vicinity of Scarboro, Tenu..William Dun-
naway, William Turpin and James Gamble.
All were unmarried. Dunnaway and Tur¬
pin were thirty years of age. and Gamble
only sixteen. They were countrymen, and
the theory advanced Is that they steppedfrom the train immediately after the sta¬
tion name had been called, while the
train was standing on the trestle, which is
fully eighty feet high. Turpin's body was
found lying across that of Dunnaway, while
Gamble's body was not more than three
feet from the other two.

AIMED AT THE COAL ROADS.

Common Carriers Prohibited From
Engaging in Mining.

Representative Esch, Joint author with
Representative Townsend of the railroad
rate bill of last year, has Introduced a

measure in the House which specifically
prohibits common carriers or the officers
or directors of common carriers from en¬
gaging in any business which directly or

Indirectly has to do with mining or min¬
ing products. Heavy fines, in addition to
imprisonment, are provided by the bill for
violations of its provisions. The measwro
is, of course, thf result of the recent agi¬
tation of the alleged connection of the rail¬
roads with the coal production of the
country.

For Government Publications.
Senator Galllnger has Intioduced a bill

providing that the public library shall be
named by Congress as a government de¬
pository for government publications. If
tills proposition Is adopted by Congress
It will be greatly to the advantage of the
library, as It will do much to assist in
building up its collection of publications
along all the lines that are desired so far
as that class of literature Is concerned.
A very large amount of government publi¬
cations relates to the District of Colum¬
bia In one way or another, so that the
operation of this law will eventually make
the public library here extremely rich In
this class of historical matter bearing on
tiie District. The bill hus been referred
to the District committee and will be con¬
sidered at an early day.
