TAX COLLECTION PLAN

METHOD OF SECURING REVENUE

FROM HIGHWAY BRIDGE.

Assessor Submits Bill Providing for

Reports From Railways Carrying
Passengers Over the Structure.

Assessor H. H. Darnielle yesterday for¬
warded to the Commissioners the draft of
a bill providing for a form of collecting the
tax of one-half cent for every passenger
carried by any street railway across the
new Highway bridge. The proposed meas¬
ure will probably be submitted to the cor¬
poration counsel for scrutiny as to form,
after which it will go to Congress with a

recommendation for speedy enactment into
law.
In Ms letter accompanying the draft of

bill Mr. Darneille said that the law of Feb¬
ruary 12, 1C01, dealt very meagerly with
the subject of collecting tax for street rail¬
ways crossing the bridge, and to Illustrate
hit point he included a copy of the only
reference In that act to the question of
taxation, which reads:
"Each street railway company using said

bridge shall pay In addition to other tixes
as by its charter provided, one-half of one
cent for each and every passenger carried
across said bridge."

Difficulties Outlined.
"In attempting to enforce the collection

of the per-passenger tax." the assessor add¬
ed. "the District authorities would be en- |
countered with the following difficulties:
"The time when the tax should be paid is

not prescribed.
"It is not stated to whom the tax shail

be paid.
"No means Is arranged for ascertaining

the number of passengers carried across
the bridge, or, in other words, how much
the railroad company shall pay.
"There is no provision made for redress

on the part of the District of Columbia in
case the railroad company does not pay the
tax.
"There is no provision that Interest shall

accrue at so much per month in case of
failure to make prompt payment."
<"ont!nuing Mr. Darnielle declared:
"It is obviously impracticable for the

District to cause to be counted the number
of passengers on each car crossing the
bridge, and as a consequence the state¬
ment of the company must be accepted.
"It seems to me that the best arrange¬

ment would be to require the company to
make each year a sworn return on or be¬
fore the 1st of February, as they are re¬

quired to do with regard to their receipts,
and for this return to be used as a basis
of taxation, this office carrying such tax
in the personal tax accounts."
The proposed bill provides that each and

every street railway company carrying
passengers, either way, across ttie Highway
bridge recently constructed over the Po¬
tomac river, under the provisions of the
act of Congress approved February 1 2,
1901, shall, on or before the first day of
February in each year, make a report to
the assessor of the District of Columbia
of the number of passengers transported in
the cars of this company over the bridge,
both ways, during the preceding year, end¬
ing January SI. and the companies shall
pay to the collector of taxes of the District
one-half of one cent for each passenger so
transported. The payment is to be made
in May of each year following the date of
the report, and if such payment is not
made before the first day of June next en¬
suing a penalty of per centum per month
shall accrue and be added to the principal
of the tax. If payment of the tnx and
penalty is not made before the first day
of March next ensuing the collector of
taxes of the District is hereby authorized
and directed to levy upon, distrain, seize
and sell at public auction any real or per¬
sonal property belonging to the company so
failing to pay.
Section 2 provides that all acts or parts

of acts inconsistent with the provisions of
this act are hereby repealed.

AS A FINE ABT.

Prof. Hammond Delivers Lecture
With Architecture as Scheme.

Professor Hammond of Columbia Uni¬
versity, New York city, delivered an enter¬
taining lecture last evening at Hubbard
Memorial Hail before an audience com¬

posed of the leading architects of the city
and members of their families. Professor
Hammond s subject was ' Architecture as a
Fine Art." He described the course of ar¬
chitecture in Its progress from that of
mere building to artistic decorative con¬

struction. He illustrated his talk with
stereopticon views, and showed on the
screen many examples of both ancient and
modern architecture.
"Architecture is a valid index of the

progress of civilization," said he. "Were
every written record of past years de¬
stroyed we could reconstruct much of his¬
tory and trace the migrations of nearly
every race by a careful study of the ar¬
chitecture of the world."
Professor Hammond explained to hl.=>

audience the progress of architecture in the
various European countries. Significant
lines In the i'antheon and In St. Peter's
at Rome were described with the assist¬
ance of comprehensive views thrown on
the screen. The lecturer showed the inter¬
mingling of the French Gothic archite t ire
with the architecture of Italy, which was
the older. In Italy, he sail, the progress
toward art in architecture began with the
poorer classes and worked up to the royal¬
ty. while in France it was the royalty that
first took to the architectural Innovations.
The lecture was given under the auspices

of the local branch of the American In¬
stitute of Architects and the AVusliington
Architectural Club. Other lectures will be
announced later.
