major general January 27, 1S65, and was
honorably mustered out September 1, 1 KM.

February 23, 1847, for gal¬
lant and meritorious conduct in the battle
of Huena Vista; brigadier general March
IS. 1st"., for gallant and meritorious ser¬
vices In the battle of Chlckamauga. Ga., and
major general March 13, UW5, for gallant
and meritorious service in the battle of
Nashville, Tenn.

"Routing" Arrangement of the
California Railroads.

f

VIEW OF SUPREME COURT

Decision Against Interstate Commerce
Commission.

OPINION BY JUSTICE PECKHAM

Held That the B&ilroads Have Not

Violated Any of the Express
Provisions of the Law.

The suits known as the "citrus fruit"
cases. In 'Which all the railroads of southern
California were interested, were today de¬
cided favorably to the railroads by the
Supreme Court of the United State#, the
opinion being by Justice Peckham. The
cases Involved the right of the railroad com¬
panies to designate the route for fruit
shipped east after leaving their own lines.
The decision of the circuit court for the
southern district of California and also the
order of the commission were reversed by
today's decision.
The proceeding was begun by the Inter¬

state commerce commission to test the
legality of a Joint order issued by all the
railroads of southern California in 1800 Ax¬
ing a through rate of $1.25 per hundred
pounds on oranges from southern Califor¬
nia points to the Missouri river and fur¬
ther east. In this order the railroads re¬
served the right of routing the freight east
of their own terminals. The commission
raised the question that the routing pro¬
vision was virtually a contract for pooling,
and the railroad companies Justified the re¬
quirement by saying that it was necessary
to prevent the making of rebates. The cir¬
cuit court sustained the government's con¬
tention, and also held the railroad circular
to be In general violation of the spirit of the
Interstate commerce law.
Today's decision was based on the gen¬

eral ground that the routing agreement
violated no provision of the Interstate com¬
merce act and aided in preventing rebates.
Ji)8tlce Peckham said the only question
was: "Has the carrier that takes the fruit
from the shipper In California the right un¬
der the facte to insist upon the rule per¬
mitting such carrier to route the freight at
the time it is received from the shipper?"

Law Not Violated.
The following extract® from his opinion

Indicate his reply to the question: "We
think there is nothing in the act which
clearly prohibits the roads from adopting
the rule in question. Tlie decision turns
upon a statute which does not In terms
prohibit. * » . The whole question of
Joint through rates under the provisions of
the act is one of agreement between the
companies, and they may or may not enter
Into it as they think their interests demand,
and it is equally plain that an initial car¬
rier may agree upon Joint through rates
with one or several connecting carriers,
who between each other might be regarded
as competing roads, it is ulso undoubted
that the common carrier need not contract
to carry beyond its own line, but may there
deliver to the next succeeding carrier and
thus end Its responsibility and charge l's
local rate for the transportation. If it
agrees to transport beyond Its own line it
may do so by such line as It chooses. As
the carrier Is not bound to make a through
contract it can do so upon such terms as
it may agree upon at length so long as they
are reasonable and do not otherwise vio¬
late the law. In this case the initial car¬rier guarantees the through rate, but only
on condition that it has the routing. . . .

Bight to Agree on Bates.
"Having the right to agree on a Joint

through tariff on terms mutually satisfac¬
tory we cannot And anything In the com¬
merce act which forbids the agreement with
such a condition therein as to routing. . . .

We think the routing rule Is not un-
reasonable under the facts, and that It does
not violate the third section of the act.. . . We think also that the various roads
were really not competing roads within tho
meaning of the fifth section of the com-
merce act . * . I"While the most important, If not the only,effect of the routing agreement Is to take
away the rebating practice and to hold
all the parties to that agreement as pajtof the Joint through rate tariff, we think
no case Is made out of a violation of the
pooling provision In the fifth section. . * *

We think thjat the agreement does not vlo-
late any provision of the commerce act,and there is no evidence in the case which
shows that there has been any such vio¬
lation."
As a result of this reasoning the decision

of the circuit court was reversed, and that
court was directed to dismiss the bill.

WITHOUT JUBISDICTION.
Case of the Columbian Correspondence

College Dismissed.
The case of the Columbian Correspond¬

ence College of Washington against Post¬
master General Cortelyou was today dis¬
missed by the Supreme Court of the
United States on the ground that the
court is without Jurisdiction in the case.
The proceeding was Instituted by the
college to compel the transmission as
second-class matter of a quarterly pub¬
lication prepared by the college. The
privilege was denied because of the busi¬
ness character of the Institution.

The New Jersey-Delaware Case.
Attorney General McCarter of New Jersey

and Counsellor Bates of Delaware, repre¬
senting the two states, respectively, in the
long-pending boundary suit between
them, presented a stipulation for a sus¬
pension of proceedings in the court pend¬
ing legislation, which It is hoped will re¬
sult In the settlement of the case. The
attorneys stated that the states are en¬
deavoring to agree upon a Joint code for
the cortrol of the fishing interests of the
disputed territory, and Mr. McCarter said
that If they succeeded It would end the
controversy. The court took the applica¬
tion under advisement. The case has been
In the courts since 1877, and the dispute
in progress since 1750.

Argument Set for April 2.
The court today set the argument In the

cases of J. G., Milton, Leonard and Jes6e
Rawllngs vs. the state of Qeorgla for the
2d of April next, and granted leave to
them to plead as paupers. Three of the
men are under sentence of death and the
fourth to life imprisonment on J.he charge^of murder committed in Lowndes county,
Ga., In 1905. They are charged with kill¬
ing a boy and girl In an efTort to assas¬
sinate an entire family. The case was
brought to the federal supreme court on
the ground that the Jury by wnich they
were tried was irregularly drawn. They
are all white.

Virginia's Motion Granted.
The court today granted the motion of

the state of Virginia for leave to file a bill
of complaint against West Virginia to se¬
cure an accounting and settlement of the
share of liability of the latter state in the
debts Incurred whlie a part of Virginia.

Washington-Oregon Baundary.
The state of Washington was granted

leave to die a bill of complaint against the
state of Oregon to secure a Judicial de¬
termination of the boundary between the
two states. The controversy deals with
the Jurisdiction over several small islands
In the Columbia river valuable for fishing
purposes only.
Case Against Secretary Hitchcock.
The hearing of the demurrer of the gov¬

ernment In the case of the state of Oregon
vs. Secretary Hitchcock was set for April
2 next. The case Involves conflicting claims
to the swamp lands in the Klamath IndianI reservation.

DRIVER'S PERIL.

Was on Crossing in Way of Approach¬
ing Train.

Charles Matthews, colored, employed as
driver of a team for V. Baldwin Johnson,
coal dealer, narrowly escaped being killed
by a train on the Baltimore and Ohio rail¬
road at 4th and I streets northeast this
afternoon. It was only by reason of his
having complete control of the two horses
he was driving, and being an expert driver,
that the team was not struck by the train.
Matthews was driving south with a load
ot coal, and his horses were upon the tracks
almost directly In front of an incoming
train before he was aware of Its approach.
Persons who were on the sidewalk and In
teams near the crossing at the time turned
their heads In order that they might not
witness what threatened to be a terrible
accident.
The driver proved equal to the

emergency, however, and by a quick turn
managed to get the horses off the track,
remaining upon the seat and saving the
animals at the risk of his own life, when
he could have Jumped and been certain of
saving himself. Just as the near horse
was pulled off the track the train came
along, the engine striking against and
breaking part of the wagon. Matthews
held his team in the turned position until
the train had passed, and did not seem to
fully realize what a narrow escape he had
had until it was all over.

RULING ON MARRIAGE.

Decision at London In Divorce
Case.

LONDON, February 26..The divorce
court today held that a marriage "by habit
and repute" contracted at St. Paul, Minn.,
without either church or civil ceremony,
must be considered legal In England. A
question arose regard.ng the legitimacy of
the son of Alfred and Ida Newman, who
lived as man and wife at St. Paul from
1880 to 1S90, when Newman, who Is a bar¬
onet's" son. brought his wife to England.
His family Insisted on the necessity for a

church marriage, which was performed In
1804, the couple being, respectively, de¬
scribed as a bachelor and spinster. This
false description led to the question of the
legitimacy of the son and his right to suc¬
ceed to his parents' property.
