AMENDMENT TO CODE.

Commissioners Would Have the Dis-

triet Insurance Law Perfected.

Taking cognizance of the disclosures with
reference to the methods of conducting as-
sessment insurance companies in the District
of Columbla, made at a hearing before them
a few days ago and noted In ‘I'he Star at
the time, the Commissloners have forward-
ed to Congress an amended form of sectlon
633 of the code of law for the District,
and recommended its early enactment into
law. At the same time they also recom-
mended adverse actlon upon H., R. 18677,
another Insurance bill, which proposed
amendments to the Bame section of the
ccde. Hoth the new bill and the one thus
disapproved, In fact, had much the same
objects In view, but the measure which
goes forward with the Commlidsioners’ ap-
proval 1s belleved to most nearly meet local
needs,

In the course of their letter urging speedy

action on thelr bill the Commissioners
gald:
“The necessity for leglslation on this

subject is urgent because of the defective
and ambiguous nature of the present law.
There are, at the present time, a number
of insurance companies operating in the
strict of Columbia in open deflance of
the requirements of the Insurance depart-
ment; refusing to render financlal state-
ments and to pay taxes on thelr premium
recelpts, That department is restrained
from proceedings In the Pollce Court
against the companles, pending a deelsion
on mandamus proceedings which those com-
panles brought,

“Under present conditlone, insurance com-
panies can organize and operate with prac-
tleally no assets, and the persons whom
they insure, who are nearly all poor peo-
ple and many of them {gnorant as well,
have Hitle or no protection. The bill has
been prepared with great care and delib-
eration.”

but there was nothing serious In his illnes‘rﬂ.
The father of the deceased, the police were
informed, indulged in some of the liquor,
but he was not made sick.

While Banks was confined to his bed he
found some particles of the glass and the
attending physicians also found some, The
chemlst in the health office found about
sixteen gralns of the glass In the stomach
of the deceased. Nothing has been dis-
covered by the detectives to justify them
in making an arrest in the case, At the
inquest tomorrow the government will be
represented by counsel and the witnesses
will be closely questioned with a view to
endeavoring to fix the crime upon the per-
son who s responsible for the huckster's
death.
