ISSUES A CHALLENGE

REPRESENTATIVE OF ANTI-SA-
LOON LEAGUE WANTS HEARING.

The controversy between the excise
board of the District of Columbia and the
Anti-Saloon League, which has grown out
of the league's support of Senate bill 4342,
providing for a differently constituted ex-
cise Dboard, took on a new phase today
when, In a public statement, Rev. ID.
