
HOME RULE QUESTION
Very Little Confidence in Ire¬

land in the Voting.

DUBLIN. March 3 .There is a large-sized

minority if r.ot a majority In Ireland which
liar, very little confidence In the voting In
the new parliament on the home rule ques¬
tion. which resulted in a government ma¬

jority of over :**>. In the first place the
Irish are politicians enough to recognize the
fact that large majorities are proverbially
dangerous to the parties possessing them,
and the fear Is openly expressed that If the
fupporters of Sir H. Campbell Bannerman
do not split upon the subject of home rule
they will break upon other Issues. In the
second place, as every one knows, the king s

speech from the throne at the opening of
parliament Is a routine matter, and while

. parliamentary tactics do not forbid an
amendment ns « matter of fact amendments
are never carried. Hence, many believe
that the Incident H almost without signifi¬
cance save perhaps that It has helped to
keep up an agitation. And for this the na¬
tionalists all recognize that their indebted¬
ness Is due to Edward Saunderson, the most
conservative kind of a conservative.mem¬
ber from North Armagh.who moved an
amendment to the address In reply to the
king's speech from the throne, and declared
that the loyalists In Ireland were alarmed
by the statement in the speech that the
government is considering a change in the
government of Ireland. In the third place, at
least, a fair-sized minority is proverbially
skeptical, believing that Ireland will never
secure Justice at the hands of either the
conservative or the liberal party. Some
there are who even go so far as to openly
assert that there is rro hope for real home
rule In Ireland except by a union with the
new labor party, the socialists or the work-
ingmen of Kngland.no matter by what
name they are called.

Withdrawal of Proclamations.
The withdrawal of all proclamations un¬

der the coercion act. which was published
the other day in the official Dublin Gazette,
is taken as a declaration made by the lib¬
eral government at the very earliest op¬
portunity that the policy of coercion In
Ireland should finally be definitely aban¬
doned. To give effect to that abandonment,
however, the repeal of the coercion act is,
of course, essential. The withdrawal by
Lord Aberdeen of the proclamation promul¬
gated tinder Mr. Wyndham opens with the
words Whereas, it is not now necessary to
maintain'' the provisions of the crimes act
in force There are plenty of Irishmen who
do not like the use of the word "now" in
the context, but It is suggested that It Is
of no special significance. The contention
Is made, however, that when the proclama¬
tions were Issued Ireland was in the same
peaceful and crimeless condition as It is at
present.
It is probable that the coercion act, which

enabled trials to lie held by two removable
magistrates and enabled venues to be
changed and special juries to be empaneled
In criminal rases, was carried through par¬liament as a result of the excitement at¬
tending the publication In the lyindon
Times of the famous forgeries of Plgott,which were printed on the very day the
sectwd reading of the bill was taken. The
bill was vehemently opposed by the entire
liberal party headed b\ Mr (tladstone.
Over and over again the liberal oppositionin ti e last parliament voted for the repealof the bill Now they have the power to
give effect to that vote. The withdrawal
of the coercion proclamation I- quite gen-
erall.v accepted is a promise that the powerof the liberal majority will be promptlyand effectively used.

Of Little Practical Effect.
The withdrawal of the proclamations is

in ifself of little practical effect. The
weapon remains, even though It may be
hut g up for the moment. The trouble !s
that a proclamation may be reissued ns

silj and as promptly as it is withdrawn,
ami unless the parliament decides to take
the proper legislative step once again in
an hour all Ireland could be placed under
the l>an of the coercion act, trial by Jury
pra'-tically abolished in favor of trial by
the nominees of Dublin castle, free speech
prohibited, and every man in Ireland made
Mibje * to .-« star chamber inquisition.

IS DARKER THAN EVER
Outlook in Hungary Said to fie

So Regarded.

Speeltl CtMrerftm to The Star.

VIENNA, March 3..The outlook In Hun¬
gary today is darker than over. Count
Apponyl at Mlskoltx has Issued a statement
to the effect "that absolutetsm has thrown
off its last mask." Inasmuch as "abso¬
lutism" can only mean the Emperor Francis
Joseph It can readily be understood that the
statements of the Hungarians In this Aus-
tro-Hungarlan crisis come pretty close to
the danger point.
However, so far as Hungary is concerned,

it must be admitted that it appears to be
a conflict of constitutionalism versus ab¬
solutism, with absolutism at present tri¬
umphant. Just what will Anally result
from this attempt to govern without par¬
liament no living man can foresee. It must
in any event mean a sacrifice of the present
emperor's lifework, and it would finally
destroy the splendid edifice reared by
Deak's labors. Francis Joseph is the first
Hapsburg sovereign who has ever obtained
the confidence of the Hungarian people,
and they would probably feel even more
bitter against him than they did against
his predecessors, Joseph II, Francis II and
Ferdinand V. In this connection It Is re¬
called that not even the fact that the
separation of Norway from Sweden prac¬
tically destroyed the lifework of King Os¬
car of Sweden, saddening the closing years
of his life, prevented the separation of the
two countries of the Scandinavian penin¬
sula. So at no point, if one reasons from
analogy, would it appear as though senti¬
ment for an aged ruler would hold together
two people definitely determined to break
apart. There Is a widespread feeling in
Hungary that the position of Emperor
Francis Joseph on the army question is due
to lack of confidence In Magyar loyalty,
and this naturally does not tend to make
the Magyars more loyal.

Until the Die is Cast.
I ntil the die is actually cast it is per¬

haps Just as well to abstain from all specu¬
lation as to the final outcome of these at¬
tempts at absolutism In Hungary on the
part of the emperor. Undoubtedly he must
have been puzzled to know Just what course
to take, even from the standpoint of the
absolute monarch, pure and simple. He
has seen the qujtgUon raised during the
past few .n-mrlMrt lb. anhja, (B of hi,
royal relative to the north, the Czar of
Russia. He must have read something of
tlie arguments in favor of stern and re¬
pressive measures so long advocated by the
grand dukes, and on the other hand must
have heard something about the agitation
which It has been claimed would lead to
the czar losing his crown, if not his head.
It Is possible that Emperor Francis Joseph
has taken a leaf from the book of the
czar and has decided to make himself ab¬
solute monarch of the situation, and then
allow, as the czar apparently has done, his
subjects to tire and wear themselves out
only in this case, where the czar started
out as an absolute monarch and gave the
people at least the shadow of a parlament,
the Emperor of Austria-Hungary possess-
( so, a.s Austrian subjects were con-
eerned, at least the shadow of a parliament
and decided to do away with If. From a

?.»nt of vlew at least this marks
quite a difference, the one monarch creat-

ment Even from the point of view of the
absolute monarch it would appear as

Deprives Leaders of Immunity.
Still. It must not be forgotten that a dis¬

solution of parliament deprives the Maygar
leaders of their Immunity, v though it is
doubtful whether this parliamentary im¬

munity is worth as much In a country like
Austria as In n country Hfce England or
the United States, where the liberties pre¬scribedI by the constitution are more nelr-
- ,V u|> Baron Fejervary's calculn-tlon that a radical program, with universal
suffiage as Its titbit, would win over the
masse? for the government has proved
?lfvi ,h ,

an,i tht" coallti°n leaders be¬
lieve that they can count upon the almost
unanimous support of the nation. Hut it is
peculiarly unfortunate that the Hungarian
crisis should reach its height at the mo¬
ment that the constitution in Austria was
being placed on a basis more democratic
that ever known In this part of the world.

It .. hope* by singularly able mediators
Iikt MM. Szell, Lukacs and Wekerle that
an eleventh-hour agreement can be reached.
It Is argued that the continuation of the
crisis will certainly weaken Austro-Hun-
gary In the concert of nations. Just as the
troubles in Russia have left the czar no
longer a force to be reckoned with for the
present at least.Just as the separation of
-Norway and Sweden robbed King Oscar
of Sweden of even more than one-half of
his power and prestige. The internal
troubles of Austria-Hungary are probably
one of the chief causes of the daring at¬
titude of her formerly almost Insignifi¬
cant neighbor Servia. in the matter of the
customs union with Bulgaria. Just think
what might happen if Servia and several
of the Balkan states made common cause
with Hungary against Emperor Francis
Joseph and Austria. In the event of 3ucli
a war It is by no means certain that the
Austrian, could do any more than hold
tl.elr own. since they constitute aggressive
Peoples accustomed to fighting, and a great
many of the movements would take place
In the mountains, almost guerrilla fashion.

No Aims on the Balkans.
In this connection, of course. M. Kos-
uth s assertion that Hungary has no
:ims in the Balkans will be recalled.
However, those who know ..*. Ko6suth best
say that his object In this connection was
not so much to proclaim the disinterested¬
ness of Hungary as to draw attention to
Austria s sinister designs of expansion in
.Macedonia, and thus to enlist Balkan sym¬
pathy in the Magyar cause. One thing is

.rt.Un.fount (ioluchow ski's position is
insider ably shaken.Jils former defense of

Magyar interests at Bucharest does not
render him any the less unpopular at
Budapest. The sudden prominence given
lo Austria-Hungary in the recent naval
demonstration at Mltyelene was a mere
Hash in the pan, which deceived no one.
le igt of all the sultan; for its real causes
are to be sought not In her neighbor's con¬
fidence in Austria's strength, but in the
temporary eclipse of Russia and the policy
of self-effacement lately adopted by Eng¬
land. The troubles of the dual monarchy-
are one aspect of European politics not ap¬
preciated up to the present time. This is
all the more surprising when It Is remetn-
l.ered that Austria has always been a

power In diplomacy.a sort of a pivot for
the balance of power in Europe. Austrian
weakness cuts both ways. It deprives Ger¬
many of her chief military ally in the
event of war. and. on I he other hand, the
breaking up of the dual monarchy in south¬
eastern Europe would undoubtedly prove
a tempting opportunity for the predatory
instincts of the I'an-Oerman League.
Among the Viennese themselves the dispo¬

sition appears to be to blame ArchduKe
Franz Ferdinand, the heir apparent, who
has been credited with having informed the
emi>eror that ho would not ascend the
throne unless the privileges of the crown
were handed down to him undiminished. It
!s always a difficult thing to prove any¬
thing regarding these sub rosa statements
of royalty. But If there Is anything In this
declaration of Archduke Franz Ferdinand
It will not tend to increase ids personal pop¬
ularity In Hungary should he ascend the
throne, and. It Is needless to say. Archduke
Fr iiiz Ferdinand Is unpopular enough In
Hungary already.

Sounding the War Trumpet.
Only the other day Count Andrassy's

paper, the Budapest! Tlhrlap. challenged a

violent Issue. "Better war." It declared,
than a rotten peace " "The die is cast."

How Swiftest Animal on Earth
Goes After His Prey.

At night Jaipur returns to its old beau¬

tiful ami unresenerate self. Nay, even in
the daytime you liave not far to look If you
will but leave the city's center to its or¬

derly prosperity. Four miles beyond the
palace gates you may still see a cheetah
hunt. Now and again, in the noonday heat,
yau may have seen a leopard crouching
along beside Its master.querulous, uncer¬

tain, half-timid, heavily hooded with bine
silk, and finding the trimmed stone of the
pavement maddeningly hot beneath its si¬
lent pads, liut it is a different -animal
when, at last, after a tedious stalk of a'
herd of black buck, the leopard is unliood-
ed from the whining bullock cart and left
to his own woik.

Ir. all the world there is little left so

savage and so beautiful as this steel-
springed cat when he scents his yuarry.
In a flash h-i has dropped to the plain, belly
Hat upon the hot stones, while life works his
way to a ten-inch patch of sage bru*h, all
elbows and seemingly but four Inches above
the ground. You may see the trail of him
as hf goes. From one bush he makes for
another or a fold of ground. One watches
fclni with a touch of lils own silence.
