Congress.
Portsmouth Peace Conference Tablet.
Naval officers are planning to place a
bronze memorial tablet on the facade of the
building at the navy yard, Portsmouth, N.
H., In which the treaty of peace between
Japan and Russia was negotiated angd
signed. Rear Admiral Mead, commandant
of the yard, has the matter in hand. Jap-
anese and Russian officials have been asked
for a few pleces of copper and silver and
copper colns from those countries for mix-
ing with the metal for the tablet.

Prospective Naval Paymasters.

Next Tuesday the Secretary of the Navy
wilil designate the candidates who will be
authorized to appear at the Washingtoh
navy vard June 11 for examination for-ap-
pointment as assistant paymasters in the
navy. There are twelve vacancies in the
corps and many applications have been re-
ceived. The list of approved candidates as
yet Is not a long one but, of courge, it may
receive additions up to the date of exami-
nation.

Assistant Military Surgeons.

The preliminary examination of candi-
dates for appointment as"assistant surgeon
in the army will take place at some twenty
different places throughout the country next
Tuesday. There are fifty-seven applicants
who have been advised of thelr permission

to appear before the boards and there are
twenty-nine vacancies in the junior grade
in the medical department. Those who
pass the preliminary examination will come
to Washington in the capacity of contract
surgeons and will take a course of instruc-
tion at the Army Medical School. Upon
passing the final examination these con-
tract surgeons will be commissioned as first
lieutenants and assistant surgeons in thelr
order of merit.

5 | Joint Army and Navy Medical Board.

The report of the joint military and na-
val board to establish uniformity of equip-
ment and unification of system belween
the medical corp@of the navy and the med-
feal department of the army has made its
report.

Quietly and without ceremony the remalns
of Maj. Gen. Martin T. McMahon, a distin-
guished volunteer goldier of the war of the
rebellion, were lald at rest in a humble
grave in the national cemetery at Arlington
last Tuesday just as the sun was sinking
behind the hills. Gen. McMahon entered
the army as a captdin of California velun-
teers in October, 1881, and was honorably
mustered out as a major general of volun-
teers in February, 1866, He was brevetted
for gallant conduet in the Richmond cam-
paign and for distinguished conduct in the
battle on the Vaughn road, Virginia, and
was awarded a medal of honor for having
voluntarily rescued a valuable train that
had been abandoned and was covered by
the enemy’'s fire at White Oak Swamp, Va.,
in June, 1862. He died In New York city
last week, and funeral services were held
in St. Francis Xavier's Church in that city
in the presence of a large and distinguished
congregation, Including many of his com-
rades in the civil war.
