The officers repeatedly asked her
to stand up and walk quletly with them, so
that they would not have to use force, but
she refused to do so and defled them In
shrieks that were heard throughout the
White House. She was finally removed to
police headquarters, where she was charged
with disorderly conduct. After arrest
she produced an envelope addressed to the
President. which she asked to have deliv-
ared to him. This envelope was found to
contain a lengthy poem on the subject of
insomnia. which she sald was her own com-
position. She stated to the officer that she
had not slent for seven nights.

of the colored messengers of the office fol-
lowed the policemen and gathered up such
small articies as were dropped in the wo-
man's struggles, but there was no other
foundation whatever for the statements.”

Statement of Eye-witness.

In the same issue of The Star with Mr.
Barnes' statement was printed the follow-
ing article:

“An eye-witness of the distressing scene
at the White House yesterday afternoon,
when Mrs. Mino Morris of this city was
thrown out of the executive offices, dragged
a block over the asphalt and taken to the
house of detention, where a charge of In-
sanity made agalnst her was unsustained
by a medical examination, has deseribed
the incident as he saw it. This is his state-
ment;

‘I was sitting in the small room to the
right of the main lobby in the executive
offices of the White House yesterday after-
noon when 1 heard an exclamation in an
excited tone, followed by a scream. I im-
medlately stepped through the doorway,
which was only a few feet from where I
was sitting, Into the main lobby, and that
moment saw two of the police officers on
duty at the White House struggling with
Mrs. Morris and endeavoring to force her
toward the door. I had been sitting in the
small room adjacent for some time pre-
viously and had heard no loud or bolsterous
talking. nor any Indlcation of boisterous
conduet. 1 had casually noticed, on passing
through the executive office main lobby
some moments before, the woman whom I
afterward learned was Mrs. Morris, sitting
in a chair along the west wall of the lobby.
1 took no especial notice of her. She looked
no different in dress or demeanor from any
other well-dressed woman who might call
to see the President on business.

“'As to her loud and bolsterous conduct
previous to her ejectment, with which Mrs.
Morris is credited in Mr. Barnes’ statement,
I know nothing. 1 was hardly a dozen feet
from the scene and heard nothing to indi-
cate a disturbance until the exclamation
and scream which led me to rush to the
threshold of the door leading into the lobby.

*Mrs. Morris i8 a large woman, and as
she apparently became extremely hysterical
when the police officers grabbed her, they
had considerable trouble in foreing her to
the door. Mrs. Morris continued the strug-
gle and to plead with the bystanders to
interfere in her behalf. She was finally
forced through the door of the executlve
offices and half carried, half dragged, was
forced down the asphalt walk that runs
along the extension from the White House,
west to the executlve offices. Several times
Mrs. Morris was prone on the ground,
whether because of the officers carrying her
stepped on her dress and tripped her, or
whether she delberately threw herselt
down, I do not know. At these times the
officers contlnued to force her along, and
Mrs., Morris, being a large and well-built
woman, was dragged at time by her arms,
her feet trailing and her dress sweeping the
wet asphalt.

“Just as the officers had succeeded in
dragging Mrs. Morris to a point near the
steps which lead Into the main building of
the White House a negro hurried out. The
officers at that time had Mrs. Morris by the
arms and were dragging her along. The
negro stooped, clutched Mrs. Morris just
above the ankles with both hands, and thus
agsisted, the officers picked Mrs. Morris up
and carried her into the building out of
sight of those who had been witnesses of
the scene. .

“1 am very much astonished that Mr.
Barnes makes the declaration that there is
no truth in the statement that a negro laid
hold of Mrs. Morris and assisted in carry-
ing her. He explalns that this report 18
baged on the fact that one of the colored
messengers of the office followed the police-
men and gathered up such small articles as
were dropped In the woman's struggles. 1
say I am very much surprised at this state-
ment, because I witnessed the Incident from
the moment I have Indicated until Mrs.
Morris was carried out of sight.. I saw the
negro run up and grab her feet and assist
the two officers in carrying her Into the
building.

‘“*What happened on the journey down the
passageway to the east carrlage entrance I
do not know. 1 d@o not know what was
sald or done by Mrs. Morris or by the offi-
cers. But when she was forced into the
eab at the east entrance to bte taken to the
house of detention I was present and an
eye-witness of this portion of the Incident.
Mrs. Morris was by this time apparently
entirely hysterical. ‘For God's sake don't
send me to the house of detention,” she
cried as the officers tried to force her into

the cab. She struggled as hard as she
could, and the officers had considerable
difficulty with her, it finally becoming

necessary for two of them to get in the cab
with her.

“In the struggle, her garments, torn and
bedraggled by the journey down the as-
phalt walk from the door of the executlve
office, became still more disarraned. Just
as the cab was about to drive off Mrs.
Morrie ceased struggling for a moment,
and, turning toward the few eve-wilnesses
of this portion of tue scene, sald:

“ ‘Please remember this all of you.
Please remember i well. I am excited by
the wrong; the wrong that has been done
me, but that is all.’

*“The cab then drove away, one of the
officers with Mrs. Morris Instructing tue
driver to go to No, 1 police station.”

An echo of the recent incldent at the
White House, when Mrs. Morrls, who had
called on behalf of her husband, was
thrown out of the bullding, has just been
made public in the shape of correspondence
that has passed between Dr. Morris and
the White House., Dr. Morris wrote to the
President on the 16th instant, calling his at-
tention to the affal®y and asking that a
public investigation and apology be made.
To this was returned a reply from Mr.
Loeb, the Presldent's secretary, stating
that the matter had been fully investigated
at the time and the Presldent declined to
take any further action in the matter. The
two letters follow:

“NEW WILLARD HOTEL,
“February 16, 10904,
“To the President of the United States.

“gir: Having waited a number of weeks
that you might have ample time to as-
certain all the ciroumstances connected
with the insult recently offered my wife
at the White House, and that you might
make some expression which would nat-
urally be expected, it is mow Incumbent
upon me as husband and citizen to demand
& public apology for this cutrage on wom-
anhood and common decency,

It is unthinkable that such brutality
would be tolerated anywhere in this coun-
try, but above all in the White House.
That my wife has heen confined to her bed
six weeks from the shock and injurjes from
this damnable treatment I8 bad enough,
but I can say to you in all calmness that
had the original orders from the White

House been carried out as to her longer

incarcaration her life would have been
sacrificed. It is, therefore, incumbent upon
me to repeat my urgent request that you
take action at once suitable to the eir-
cumstances which have shocked the entire
nation. Respectfully, MINOR MORRIS."”

“Dear Sir—Mr. Rollins has just shown me
vour letter of the 19th instant, and while
there is usually a relationship between
physiclan and patient that is sacred and
inviolate, vet there are times when even
secrecy should be invaded for the good of
the public. The White House episode of
the Mrs, Morris affalr Is an instance flius-
trative of this fact. Not only is our Chief
Executive brought unduly under unfavor-
able eriticilsm, from which, owing to his
high poesition, he is unable to vindicate
himself, but the whole natlon is attempted
to be brought into disrepute by deslgning
persons who wish to exploit themselves be-
fore the world. I deem it, therefore, emi-
nently proper under the circumstances to
state frankly as a physiclan my Knowledge
of Mrs. Minor Morris from a medical
standpoint.

“About two vears ago, while Mrs. Morris
was In Florida;, through correspondence,
she came to Asheville and became a
patient, or, rather, I became her medical
adviser, her husband beilng a physlelan.
She remained In this city about six weeks,
and from all T saw and heard of her ac-
tione 1 was forced to the conclusion that
she was unbalanced mentally, or, In fa-
millar parlance, a ‘“‘crank,” or, as we say,
suffering from a mild form of insanity—
a monomania. I do not deem it necessary
at this time to go into the details of the
symptoms which would be confirmatory of
my diagnosis.

ASSAULT AND ROBBERY .

Mrs. W. H. Lestrange Subjected to In-
sult Aboard B. and 0. Train,

Willlam H. Lestrange Hving at 414 K
street northwest, called upon the police at
headquarters last night and told a story
of his wife's unpleasant experience while
ghe was a passenger aboard a Baltimore
and Ohlo railread traln Sunday night. Mrs.
Lestrange was returning from Cumberland,
where a number of excursionists had spent
the day, when, she says; she was Insulted
and assaulted, and lost her neck chaln and
dlamond charm. Mrs, Lestrange, whose
face was discolored when she reached
home, says she was seated In the car upon

the return trip, and that a strange young
man appeared and took the seat beside her.
She soon gave him to understand that he
had made a mistake, she states, but he was
persistent in his effors to have her accom-
pany him, wanting her to leave the train
at Martinsburg,. He was told that his
presence was not wanted, Mrs. Lestrange
gtates, and he then went to the smoker and
returned with two other men.

At the time the young man took a seat
beside her she was resting her head on the
back of the seat taking a nap. The in-
truder took hold of her, told her to sit up
and proceeded to converse with her, When
he returned with his two friends, she says,
all three of them engaged in offering Indig-
nities,

“1 appealed to the- conductor and brake-
man,"” said Mre. Lestrange, ‘‘but they said
they had no authority to make an arrest.”

All the seats In the coach were flled
with passengers, Mrs. Lestrange stated,
but none of them offered to assist her.
Friends of the young man who first ac-
costed her, she declares, held her while he
grabbed her about her neck, struck her and
tore the chain from her neck. It was her
intention to cause their arrest when they
reached the ecity, she stated, but they left
the traln at Martinsburg.

“But,” she says, ‘‘there will be no trouble
for me to identify them, and I am golng to
make an effort to have them punished.'”

It is suggested by the police that the men
probably live in Martinsburg, and that they
had taken advantage of the cheap rate Sun-
day to spend the day in Cumberland. The
affair {8 to be reported to the speclial offi-
cers of the Baltimors and Ohlo Railroad
Company, and the latter, it Is expected,
will make an investigation. Should they
find that the men live In Martinsburg Mrs.
Lestrange will go there to Identify them.
As the affair occurred outside of this juris-
diction, the local police may not be able t
give any ald in the case but they will n
tify the railroad and Maryland officlals of
the alleged assauit and robbery, and will
ask that they make an effort to bring the
men before the court.

It was In the hall mentloned that the na-
tlonal republican conventlion held its Initlal
segsions, June 17, 18, 19, 1856, and placed
in nomination for President Gen. John C.
Fremont, the soldier and explorer, known
as the "Pathfinder,”” and for Vice Presi-
dent William I. Dayton of New Jersey.
The platform adopted contained declara-
tlons for the enforcement of the Constitu-
tion, the preservation of the Unfon and a
denunciation of polygamy and slavery. In
this convention Abraham Lincoln received
110 votes for Vice President.

Upon the initlative of J. Hampton Moore,
president of the Republlcan National
League and Allled Republican Clubs of
Philadelphia and vielnily, a large number
of enthusiastic republicans are effectling
arrangements to Insure the success of the
celebration. It is stated that all loeca) dif-
ferences are being lald aslde for the time
being by Pennsylvanla republicans In be-
half of the goming event, and that mem-
bers of the party everywhere will feel a
natural and gealous interest in the celebra-
tion of an event which constituted the ac-
tual foundatlon of the party., Many are
living who participated in the campalgn
for Fremont and Dayton, and they will be
invited to the jubilee.

It is proposed that Fremont, Lincoln,
Grant, Hayves, Garfleld, Arthur, Blaine,
Harrison and McKinley, the repubilcan
standard bearers during the Iast fifty
years, shall be represented by prominent
. men who were closely associated with them
in political and governmental affalrs. The
President, Vice President, members of the
cabinet, governors of various slates, sena-
tors and representatives in Congress,
former presidents of the leigue and repre-
sentatives of the famllies of the ten na-
tional standard bearers of the first halfl cen-
tury of the republican party have been In-
vited to be present. Commander John C.
Fremont of the navy, a son, and John C.
Fremont, jr., a grandson of Gen. Fremont,
have accepted invitations to the jublilee.

FRICTION IN PANAMA

COLON COUNCIL PETIONINS FOR
INTERVENTION.

The municipal council of Panama in ex-
traordinary sesslon May 24 unanimously
adopted a declaration alleging that acts of
violence and fraud have been "executed by

agents of the government In Imprisoning
members of the electlonal corporation and
innocent ecltizens, increasing the number of
police, sending out detachments armed with
rifles to 1intimidate ecitizens, destroying
voters' lista In districts In which the oppo-
sitlon possesses a majority and falsifying
others,” demonstrating “"that the next elec-
tions will be conducted in the most daring,
{llegal manner.”

The declaration concludes:

“Resolved, That we solicit the Interven-
tion of the authority of the United Btates
in the popular elections of June 24 and
July 1, in order that they may be realized
without favor to any and without prejudice
to any legitimate Interest, allowing each
¢itizen a free and spontaneous vote.

“The municipal councll of Panama, which
is the same corporation that assumed on
November 3, 1803, the responsibility for the
movement for separation from Colombia
for the betterment of our native land and
for establishing a just government, respect-
able and obedient to the laws, consider it
their duty to express hereby the hope cher-
ished that the illustrious government of
the United States, penetrated by its his-
torle responsibility, voluntarily accepted
before the world, will favorably recelve this
petition, which tends to strengthen the ties
of sympathy and gratitude between the
Panama people and the United States.

““We send o copy of this resolution to his
excellency, Theodore Rooseveit. President
of the United States, and to the honorable
Secretaries of Btate and War, and publish
it as a flysheet.

Denounced as Unpatriotic at Colon.

The municipal council of Colon held a
session Sunday at which the following

was adopted:

“Resolved, That we protest in the name
of our constituents agalnst the unpa-
triotic conduct of the municipal council
of Panama In assuming an attitude In-
volving functions of national representa-
tion and soliciting the intervention of a
foreign power in the Internal affairs of
this country to the detriment of the sec-
retary of this republic.

‘“Resolved, That this resolution be pub.
lished as a flysheet, and that coples be
sent to his excellency, the president of the
republie, the secretary of government and
the secretary of foreign relations.”

The preamble to the foregoing resolu-
tlons asserts that the munieipal counc!l of
Panama transcended the sphere of its
constitutiona! and legal functions.

The presamble concludes with the decla-
ration that the government of the United
States alone possesses the authority to

rve public order in the country, &n
authority derived from the eanal treaty
and the constitution of Panama, both of
which had been approved by the votes of
the legitimate representatives of the na-
tion, among whom was the chief of the
liberal opposition, Pablo Arosemena
