“FACES BATTERY OF EYES”
COLLEGE COMMENCEMENT.

Winfield Scott Schley's Address to
Graduates—Other Exercises In-
clude Program of Music.

When' Rear Admiral Winfleld Bcott Schley
passed down the aisle of the chapel of the
Washington College last evening with Dr.
Flournoy Menefea, at the commencement
exercises of that institution, he was given
an ovation., After taking hls seat
the platform the young lady undergradu
ates of the college marched down the alsle,
carrying in thelr hands shepherd’s staffs of
purple, with bunches of violets attached.
As they reached the end of the alsle lead-
ing to the platform they stopped and
crossed the staffs, and the members of the
graduating and certificate classes marched
under and to the platform., As they came
upon the steps of the platform the admliral
greeted each one with a bow and smile.

Dr. Menefee introduced Admiral Bcliley as
“one who is known to the entire nation and
to several other nations,” closing his intro-
duction in happy veln. The admiral sald:
“The president of this class who presented
meé the invitatlon to address this class this
evening, sald I was the unanimous cholce,
and I accordingly accepted. 1 belleve It is
customary on all such occasions for the
speaker to pluck from his experience what
he had galned, so that those who follow
may profit thereby.”

The admiral then told of the time when
he was in the Naval Academy and said if
his class had been turned upside down he
would have been nearer the top than he
actually was. He sald he remembered the
officer who made the address to the clasa,
“and,” continued the admiral, “he sald
everything that made the service seem dif-
ferent than 1 had supposed it was, and
which made me think I had missed my
calling."”

Unaccustomed Experience.

Admiral Schley then referred to the fact
that he was facing a battery of eyes, and
that it was somewhat different than what
he was generally used to, as In his life he
was in the habit of addressing his audience
with a speaking trumpet. He confessed
that his audience at this time was accus-
tomed to a more sympathetic appeal. Iio
declared that most of the good In the world
is due to the women, and that the Declara-
tion of Independence would have been writ-
téen by a woman If Thomas Jefferson had
had a stenographer. He then dellvered a
eulogy of women. He told a story of n
little girl who asked her mother if there
were any man angels In heaven, as she had
never seen the picture of an angel with a
beard. The mother answered that “men
always have such a close shave In entering
heaven that you cannot tell whether tho
angelg are men or not.”

The admiral urged the young ladies to
be serious and said that the manners and
morals of the mothers of the girls of yes
terday and today are responsible for th
growth of this great nation, and that their
daughters have fallen heir to thelr mothers’
Eraces,

He called particular attentlon to the high
character of Abigall Adams and those of
the heroie stamp of Molly Pltcher, and sald
It was such women that had made the re-
publie a living reality.

In conclusion he said: “*Your minds should
revert constantly to your teachers, and In
all of your after life you will look to their
friend=ships with pleasure. Let your aims
be high in the home and In the church,
and let your trust ever be in that exquisite
book of life, tre Bible.”
